POLICEMAN O'LEARY IS

DEAD

Gallant Fight Against Effect Of
Assassin’s Bullet Ends

At 8.02

0’Clock

Pathetic Scene at Deathbed — Funeral
on Wednesday Afternoon; Police and
Firemen to Attend—Many Expressions
of Regret at Death—Braman’s Case

Frank O’Leary is dead. After fighting
for nearly a week against the effects of
an assassin’s bullet, received while gal-
lantly discharging his duty, the young
policeman died in the general hospital
this morning at two minutes after eight
o'clock.. Bat five minutes before his
soul took its flight into eternity, the dy-
ing man was able to talk with his
friends and relatives, gathered about his
‘bedside; he bade them all good-bye and
slowly relapsed into unconsciousness,
from which he did not rally.

One Little Rally

All through the night O’Leary’s moth-
er and father, Mr. and Mrs. John
O’Leary, sat by the bedside of their son,
hoping against hope that he would be

ared to them, and the young man, al-
though at times confident that his last
hour was approaching, whispered words
of encouragement in the ears of those
who were near and dear to him. At one
time in the early hours of the morning
the strength began to return slightly,
and with it came the ‘hope that he would
recover, but it lasted only a minute or
two, but long enough for the stricken
man to remark. “I'll fool them yet, I
am going to live”

Besides his parents, his cousin, Mrs.
John MeConnell and William O’Leary,
his mother-in-law, Mrs. Mary Walsh,
Commissioner McLellan and William
Donahue were with him at the last.

When O’Leary was wounded by a bul-
let from the gun in the hands of John
H. Braman, he was rushed to the gener-
sl public hospital. Excitement about the
rity was at fever pitch when the news of.
the shooting spread about and the
telephone ut the hospital and all the
newspaper offices . of .the-city »werg, kept
busy with enquiries regarding the police-
man’s condition.

His Brave Fight

The Rrst few hours were filled with
suspense. The report was that O’Leary
was in a very critical condition and only
» few hours were given the wounded
man before death should claim him.
After an operation by Dr. W. W. White,
i which the flow of blood from
D’Leary’s internal wounds was staunch-
ed, the patient hovered between life and
feath for two days, and then came the
encouraging report that his condition
was improving and that he had a fight-
Iz chance.

During the early hours of
the evening he was visited by Rev.
Michael O’Brien, of the Cathedral, who
sat' with him for a few hours and soon
after midnight his confessor, Rev. Miles
P. Howland ' visited the dying man and
administered the last rites of the Church.
About three o’clock he received the
Sacrament of Holy Communion at the
hands of Father Howiand.

Commisisoner McLellan, hearing of the
change for the worse, hurried to the hos-
pital at 11.15 o’clock last night and until:
the last breath had left the body of his
faithful officer and his heart had ceased
to beat, the commissioner sat with him.
Doctor Arthur McCourt, one of the
house surgeons was in attendance up to
the time of O’Leary’s death.

A Last Good-bye

About five minutes before -eight
o’clock this morning, those who were as-
sembled in the room with the dying man
heard him softly murmur that the end
was near. Tearfully and with heart-
breaking sobs his mother and father
kissed their boy a last fond good-bye; he
grasped the hands of the other friends|
near his bedside and whispering, “Fan
me, fan me,” passed into uncenscious-
ness. A few minutes later he was no
more,

Nothing has so stirred public sympa-

thy and interest for some time than the
shooting of Policeman Frank O’Leary
and his subsequent battle for life in dhe
hospital. On every side, from the. time
that the bullét wag fited 'in Braman's
home 'in" St, Patrick the - chief
topic of conversation about the streets
has. been Policeman O’Leary and - his
chances for recovery. Many were the
expressions -of “heart-felt sorfow and
sympathy,  when it was learned this
morning thdt the end had come and
nothing but the mortal body remained
of the once gallant policemap.
.. Nothing was spared by his relatives
and friends to make the patient’s stay
at the hospital as pleasant as possible
undér the awful circumstances. His fa-
ther and mother spent every available
moment with their only son and it was
with reluctant steps and tear-dimmed
eye that they left the hospital at 8.15
this ‘morning, leaving behind them only
the body of him whom they had loved
so. well and who had been so cruelly
taken from them. ' His friends—and he
had a host of them—kept his room at
the hospital a veritable bower of flowers
and although they could do. nothing to-
wards sustaining the life of their friend
they carried, with them the message of
fellowship.

Doctor White, who has attended
O’Leary all through the time of his
trouble, was with him for a few hours
early this morning and left only when
it was seen that nothing could possibly
be done to save his life.

His. Reecord.

O’Leary was appointed a patrolman
on the regular force in May, 1911, after
sérving part of his time in one of the

.pilot boats. During the last few months

he had/ been doing special work under
the supervision of Commissioncr Mec-
Lellan, of the department of public
safety, and during the short time his
activities in this regard have been
marked with several clever pieces ~of
police and detective work.

Policeman O’Leary was successful in
tracing and running down one of the
robbers who broke and entered the drug
store of H. J. Mowatt, and it was in
the arrest of this youth, Braman, he
received the wound that ended his life.
It was on July 6, ‘only a week ago
today, that he arrested John H. Braman

in Charlotte street, and accused him oft

the robbery. The prisoner acknowledged
the crime and, supposedly under a ruse
of taking the policeman to get the stolen
goods, he lured O’Leary- to his home,
fired two shots from the recesses of a
dark closet, one of them taking effect
in his side. Even with his death wound
O’Leary succeeded in handcuffing his
prisoner and yielded only when assist-
ance arrived. Through his efforts the
police have succeeded in rounding up
a gang supposed to be connected with
a chain of robberies.

Braman

There is no change on the police books
yet in the charge against John H. Bra-
man, of shooting with intent to kill
Frank O’Leary and also breaking and
entering Mowatt’s drug store, W. H.
Thorne’s and other places, are now
charged against him. Chief Clark said
‘this morning that no further charge
would be made against Braman until
a verdict had been brought in by the
coroner’s jury at the inquest being held
this afternoon.

Many persons talking in the street
this merning were of the opinion that &
charge of murder could not be brought
against Braman because death did not
result for a week after the shooting took
place. - The law says, however, that if
the victim of an attempted murder, dies
within a year and a day, the prisoner
can be held on a murder charge. The
prisoner, who was remanded on Satur-
day, will be brought before Magistrate
Ritchie tomorrow and the charge which
will be formed after the verdict of the
coroner’s jury will be read over to hiin

Mr. Pringle drew attention to the fact
that - Engineer Brown had reported ten
per cent. more for the quantity of earth
excavation than the expert engineers
who followed. The witness said that he
would undoubtedly accept the figures of
the latter, as they took accurate cross
sections and the former did not. He gave
the same answer regarding Mr. Brown’s
estimate of 4,311 vards of solid rock as
compared with 2,376 found by the ex-
Perts.’  He had never before heard of
railway work being done without cross
sedtion sheets. He could not conceive of
an engineer making an error of 18,000
yards in estimating the rock on- that
short railway. |

The witness said that the item of 24,-
000 ‘yards of loose rock and hard pan
should be eliminated, as there was no
classification to show for it. He ap-
proved of the experts ‘allowance of $20
a mile for construction of cribs.

Referring to the amount of concrete

Bury Differences”

Redmond’s Message Brought to Boston
By Humphrey T. O'Sullivan

(James T. Sullivan in Boston Globe.)

“Tell the Irishmen of America if
they have any little differences, to bury
them now and unite in the great volun-
te‘cr movement that is resurrection na-
tionality and patriotism throughout their
native land.”

Bearing" that message from John E.
Redmond to the Irishmen of this coun-
try, Humphrey O’Sullivan of Lowell,
stepped off the steamship Caronia this
morning. He went abroad early in June
to léarn at first hand how the home
rule movément was getting along, and
he brings the first authoritative news of
conditions abroad relative to home rule.

In London he met Mr. Redmond and

a large number of the Natianalist mem-
bers of parliament. At a luncheon with
Mr. Redmond, John Dillon and Joseph
Devlin, he ‘went over the situation thor-
oughly, and as a result, instead of re-
maining abroad three months, as he had
planmed, Mr. O’Sullivan returned to
spread the agitation for aiding the vol-
unteer movement.

After he had given the matter careful
congideration, he sent the following
letter to the Irish leader:

“Royal Victoria Hotel, Cork:

“June 15, 1914,

“Dear Mr. Redmond: I have the ap-
peal which you made to our race in Am-
erica, and I am anxious at once to re-
spond to it. I am just now paying a
visit to Ireland, and I am impressed
beyond measure at the strength and
vitality of the Irish Volunteer move-
ment. Your recognition of the move-
ment and the practical and earnest sup-
port which you have given now make it
incumbent on every Irishman in every
part of the world to give prompt and
practical assistance, and I therefore en-
close you check for one hundred
pounds. On my return to America I
trust to be able to organize further as-
sistance to show that you have behind
you the strength and fidelity of our
race in the United States.

Yours faithfully,
“HUMPHREY O’SULLIVAN.”

Armed in August | -

In reply he received a letter stating
that in August, when Mr. O’Sullivan re-
turns he will find an armed force in JIre-
land, showing that the leaders are work-
ing hard to make the movement a suc-
cess.

“The Volunteer movement is one of
the most splendid things with which
I Have ever -been in touch,” said Mr.
“It is spreading all over
Ireland; young men and old taking it
up. As a matter of fact there are more
volunteers than there would ever be any
necessity of using.

“This movement is not of the Fenian
type. In those days men were not al-
lowed to carry arms. There is no pro-
hibition on carrying arms or drilling in
Ireland now, but there is an embargo on
arms. But if the money is raised for
the movement, it will be possible to get
the arms in some way or other.

“Men are not needed. Many of the
volunteers formerly were army officers,
some of whom have seen hard service.
and as drill masters they are the best
that can be secured. In every province
now companies are drilling regularly,

and the movement is getting shaken to«
gether admirably.

No Invasion Planned.

“It is not a movement for the invas-
ion of Ulster. The Volunteers are pre-
paring to uphold the Dublin parliament
and to see that Ireland gets real home
rule. In the present conditions of af-
fairs the Lords have not yet settled the
question of what the bill amending home
rule will be like.

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A LIFE SACRIFICED.

This community is seldom stirred by
such a universal feeling of regret and
sympathy as has been evoked by the
death’ of Policeman Frank O’Leary. It
had been hoped until Saturday night
that his gallant fight for life would be
successful, because his splendid consti-
tion seemed to have rallied.for several
days in spite of injury which the sur-
geons regarded as _almost surely fatal.
" A brave and capable officer has lost his
life in the faithful performance of his
duty, and his fellow citizens ‘should see
that his grave is marked by a suitable
monument to tell to later years the story
of that devotion and that sacrifice. The
charge of murder must now be laid at
the door of the wretched youth who lies
i jail, apparently thus far little con-
cerned about his crime. The social con-
ditions in 'St. John which have led up
to the series of crimes culminating in
;nurder‘ and the death of an officer
should surely arouse public sentiment in
this city, to the point where the people
shalleinsist gn a more satisfactory state
of affairs in the police department, and
shall also promote such\a work for social
betterment as will bring all the boys
under better influences and more care-
ful supervision in their leisure time. The
life of Officer Frank O’Leary is too high
& price to pay for conditions which per-
. haps leave the citizens free to go their
ways, but“which result in an altogether
unsatisfactory police service, and in the
growth of the gang spirit and of crimin-
al tendencies among the boys.

“was “was persistent, laborious, and a
little pathetic, involving as it did, the
weekly trawling of large numbers of
newspapers and magazines, and the stor-
ing of innumerable press-cuttings on all
manner of subjects. He would devote
one whole day a week to this work, and
became an adept at spotting likely ar-
ticles and paragraphs, and a master of
the art of indexing.” N

Reade, who stood over six feet high,
and had a bearded and leonine face, with
fine brown eyes, began his working day
at nine, having breakfasted at eight.
and he wrote on hour after hour until
two or four. Lunch he described as “an
insult to one’s breakfast, and an out-
rage on one’s dinner” Describing a call
on him, John Coleman wrote:—

“Though ’twas mnear midday, the
breakfast things were still on the table.

‘That continent will never have |
the great aggregate of mileages of Eu-|
rope, Asia or North America, nor do|
any parts of it bid fair to attain the|
density of construction of the United !
States or Europe; notwithstanding this, |
a carrying out of its practicable and |
probable projects at the present rate of |
progress will give it one and possibly
two north-to-south lines traversing its |
whole length before any such consum-|
mation is effected in Asia, Australia, or)
either of the two Americas. At the pres-
ent time Asia has one east-to-west!
transcontinental] railway, South America!
—'prz{ctlpally,—two, and Africa none.
Yet it is possible,—nay, probable,—thnt|
the latter continent may be able to
boast a half dozen lines from coast to
coast before either of the others can lay
claim to half that number.

T'he reason for this is to be found in
Africa’s unique geographical position.
There are four great, but more or less
surmountable, physical obstacles to rail-
way construction,—mountains, rivers,
and lakes, deserts, and ice and snow.
The_ latter, when bordering on the per-
ennial, is the worst of these, and Africa
chances to be the only one of the great
continents which has no regions of long
or perpetual winter, It is not likely that
railways will ever be built to reach the

ice-bound extremes of North America
and Asia, but in Africa. which has no

Speaking of his experiencé with cow
lesting for three years one farmer near
St. Hyacinthe, Quebec, recently express-
ed himself as very well satisfied. He had
good reason to be, for in June this year
his nine cows averaged 1,203 pounds of
milk each, a total of 10,880 pounds.
Three years ago the average was only
828 pounds, the total only 7,411 pounds.

In other words, his income from the
nine cows was $84 greater in one month
this year.

Instances very similar to this may be
found in every county where cow test-
ing has been taken up intelligently. Near
Listowel, Ont., is a herd of sixteen cows
that gave on the average 2700 pounds of
milk more per cow than three years
ago. The addition of $432 a year to
one’s income, without increasing the
number of cows, is a substantial and
tangible result of intelligent weighing
and sampling.

Again, at Wooler, Ont., is a herd now
giving 9,807 pounds of milk per cow,
an increase of almost 3,000 pounds per
cow.

Fredericton, July 12—The defence in
the Southampton Railway inquiry ad-
mits defeat. The long promised state-
ment purporting to show the actual cost

of the road has been sumbitted by coun-
sel for the railway, and although not

complete, 1t shows that their most
optimistic clalms cannot bring the' cost
up fo the limit required to entitle the
company to the double subsidy received
from the goveinment. The most they
¢an ever ‘claifit is *that the amount of
money put into the road was in ex-
cess of the amount of assistance re-
ceived from the federal and provincial
governments.

And this statementy on which the de-
fence is based, seems to be received
with scarcely concealed suspicion by the
commissioner. Regarding some items,
counsel for the railway admits that the
full amount of money shown was not
actually speént, but they claim credit on
the ground that it might reasonably
have been spent. Some questions were
asked regarding other items, indicating
a fear that sums properly chargeable to
operation had crept into the construc-
tion account. !

The evidence to support several of the
very largest items consist of lengthy
statements purporting to show exact ex-
penditures, but these have not and ap-
parently cannot be proved, owing to the
lack of books, accounts or vouchers.

After looking over the statement, Com.
Pringle remarked that the most the de-
fence seems to claim is that the road
cost about $285,000, and when the ac-
counts are weeded out, doubtless many
jtems will be thrown overboard as not
chargeable to the subsidy account.

The commissioner was quite frank in
his statement that he would take the
evidence of competent engineers in pref-
erence to unproved accounts prepared
by counsel for the railway. His en-
gineers had submited a statement show-
ing a cost of $159,000 on a generous
estimate, and ‘if the defence challenged
it they were at liberty to bring other
independent engineers to testify.

A comparison of the various estimates
of the cost of the road which have been
produced in court, makes interesting
reading. They -are as follows:

Time Books Doctored?

When the inquiry opened this morn-
ing Commissioner Pringle asked for the
bank books of J. K. Pinder and the
Southampton Railway. Mr. Teed prom-
ised to get them if available.

The commissioner remarked that of the
dominion subsidy paid, amounting to
$81,280, the sum of $48,442,88 had been
paid to the C. P. R. and the balance,
$32,887.12, was paid to the Bank of Nova
Scotia, who held power of attorney.

Frank McGivney, formerly timekeeper
with Wm. McDonald & Sons on the con-
struction of the road, was called and
identified the time books. After glanc-
ing over the books Commissioner Pringle
drew attention to some alterations in
another handwriting. “Is that your
writing?” he asked. “No,” said the wit-
ness. ;

George Pinder jumped up and started
to say éhat he did it, but was asked to
take his seat. The witness was unable
to give anything to confirm the entry
from memory but said that apparently
the entry had been changed from Sep-
tember to November,

“That is what it looks like, but it may
have been any old month for all you can
tell,” said the commissioner.

John W. Jackson was recalled to am-
{plify his evidence given yesterday re-
' garding details of construction.
| George Pinder, recalled, said he kept
|some of the time books, but could not
iproduce them all as he had a fight with
one of his assistants and the latter re-
| fused to give up his books unless he was

paid $10.

“You invested $1,000 in this company,
“did vou not?” asked the commissioner.

“No, I only paid $100,” said the wit-
ness.

“Well, the secretary has sworn that
you ’Pa.id‘ up $1,000, but so much for
that.

“Were you a director?” was the next
question. Witness could not remember
but the records showed he was.

“When you organized the company one
would expect that the first thing -you
would do would be to:sprepare a set of
books to keep track qf the . cost.”

“Well,it seems that Wwididn’t,” drawled
‘the witness. = * .

Continuing, witness admitted that
some of the time books he was submit-.
ting were made up from figures supplied
him by other time keepers but he was
prepared to swear that the men were
paid.

J. K, Pinder, :

Mr. Pinder was examined in detail
by Mr. Teed on each item of the state-
ment prepared by the railway company
to show their record of the cost of the
road, *Mr. Pinder'’s time books seemed
to cover work carried on the same time
as the McDonald contracts which were
supposed to cover the entire construc-
tion of the road.

“Why were you people butting in at
this time?” asked Com. Pringle, and wit-
ness said that the contractors did not
finish their contracts and the company
had to do so.

The examination continued, and as it
drew out to greater lengths, Mr. Pringle
remarked: “With this account before
me I do not see how we can get through
today. It is a horrible mess to try to
straighten pout without any books or reg-
ular accounts. I will do my duty and
try to get at the bottom of it, but it
will be a hard task. You have given
me an account representing the actual
cost of the road to have been between
$280,000 and $240,000. If this can be
proved it will put Mr. Pinder in a much
better position than the engineers place
him in, but I cannot accept these figures
without confirmation to show that tHey
come within the provisions of the sub-
sidy contract.”

The commission then took recess for
lunch.

During recess Com. Pringle and coun-
sel for the railway company visited the
Bank of Nova Scotia and examined the
accounts of the Southampton Railway
Company and J. K. Pinder.

G. T. Pinder Recalled.

George T. Pinder again took the
stand when the court resumed in the
afternoon and Mr. Teed resumed his ex-
amination of the witness regarding the
items of the company’s account of .the
cost of the road.

During the evidence mention was
made of a progress estimate passed by
Percy Simmons, who was the engineer
imr charge of construction during the lat-
ter part of the work.

“Where is Mr. Simmons?” the commis-
sioner asked. “A large item comes up
and the responsibility is thrown on Mr.
Simmons, and I have no doubt but that
there will be other similar items. He
was in charge of the work and issued
progress estimates and he should be
here.”

The witness volunteered the informa-
tion that Simmons had left to go to his
home in Jacksontown, near Woodstock.
Mr. Richards remarked that he had giv-
en Simmons' name in as one of the wit-
nesses required. Mr. Carter said he had
been served with a subpoena, and Mr.
Pinder added he had tried to get Sim-
mons on the telephone, but was told
that he had left home and had not re-
turned.

“Try to get him here on Monday,”
was the commissioner’s instruction.

The account books of the company
were asked for and produced. They

“Did you charge regular ratcs?” he
asked.

a great joke and faughted heartily. “Oh,
we charged $4 once for hauling a ca®”
he replied.

The commissioner pressed for more
accurate information, and. Mr. Teed
promised a statement 4f he could find
one, and also a statement of the road’s
proportion since the C. P. R. took over
the operation of the railway.

Mr. Carter said the books should
show it.

Mr. Pringle—“It seems to have been
made abundantly clear that there are
no books or accounts. Mr. Teed seems
to have labored hard to get what he
could in the way of information, but it
is very scanty.”

Mr. Carter wanted to know if regu-
lar daily trains were not run before the
C. P. R. took over the road.

Witness said they did when the work
on the road did not interfere.

Com. Pringle—“And you carried large
guantities of materials from your own
mills over the road?”

A.—“Yes, after the mill was rebuilt,
mostly lumber for the United States.”

Q.—When was the mill rebuilt?

A.—Last summer, in 1918,

Mr. Teed proceeded with his exam-
ination when he was interrupted by the
commissioner, who remarked: “You are
bringing in all sorts of detailed ex-
penses and the matter is getting very
complicated. Surely it would be better
to depend on the evidence of expert
railroad engineers to show the actual
value of the road and to upset the fig-
ures of our engineers if they can. Sure-
ly there are enough railroad construc~
tion engineers in the province for you
to secure some to establish your case.”

Mr. Teed—“So many statements have
been made and I think erroneously, that
Mr. Pinder has appropriated to him-
self large sums of money, and I want to
show just where the money was spent
and how much went into the railway,
whether wisely or not.”

Mr. Pringle—“I am not shutting any-
thing out but I will say frankly that on
such details I will be inclined to take
the evidence of competent engineers.”
Mr. Carter—“They might have proved
these items if they could have produced
their books.”

Mr. Pringle—*I am sick and tired of
hearing about books. It is quite evi-
dent that no books were kept.”

Mr. Teed—“I would like when you
are making your finding, Mr. Commis-
sioner, that you would be able to report
on the amount of money Mr. Pinder
actually put into the road.”

Mr. Pringle—*You can see what a dif-
ficult position that would put me in.” I
have on one hand the definite estimate
of competent engineers and on the other
hand a company which kept no books
and can only show a few vouchers and
time books.” .

The commissioner asked witness if he
could separate the costs of coal, etc., and
show what was chargeable ;to construc-
tion and what to operation. Witness
said that he could not.

To Mr. Carter, wilness said the road
had been handed over to the C. P. R. on
Dec. 1, 1913, and had been in operation
carrying freight and passengers as far
back as the fall of 1911, although he
did not know if they had made any
charge for this traffic.

The trains ran regularly, some times

consisted of little cash check books for
inidividual personal accounts such as are
used by salesmen in shops. VVitnessl
explained these were the only books kept
for their stores, mills and railway, and
the balances were kept by carrying for-
ward the debit and credit items on thel
carbon copy of each slip.

The commissioner asked if the road!

paying 40 per cent of the receipts to the
government to meet the interest on the
guaranteed bonds. The face value of the
bonds was $155,000. They were sold at
from 87%; to 96%, the discount totalling
312,185, leaving the net proceeds $142,-

5

“The double subsidy paid by the fed-
eral government was $81,280, the total
and this being $224,095.

“The contracts for construction were
given to Wm. McDonald & Son and
Claude McDonald but they took a con-
tract on the Valley Railway and when
that work started wages went up 25 and
50 cents a day and our work slowed
down so that I finally took over the
work myself in the fall of 1912. Some
portions of the road were fairly up to
grade; then there was a long section on
which little work was done. Then there
was a big cut through hard pan which
McDonalds had removed by use of dyna-
mite, Beyond this another stretch was
not filled up to grade and this required
a lot of filling. Again there was a
trestle leading to the Nackiwack bridge
and this had to be filled by train also.
We had to put in most of the culverts.
McDonalds had done about six miles of
track laying but had not put it in good
shape &I(l_? S«'e had to go over it.

“The C. P. R. inspected the work from
time to time. I tried to get it ready for
the C. P. R. to take over in July, 1913,
but washouts and other drawbacks pre-
vented. We kept on working until this
spring. About a year ago the C. P. R.
officials inspected the road and pointed
out improvements they required totalling
about $300 a mile. The C. P. R. did not
take it over until Dec. 1. Even then there
was some work tobbe done to the fences
and buildings and in the way of dressing
up the road.., I did not have the tools
and I was tired of doing what I had been
doing so I let them go ahead and do it.

I had to furnish 1,500 extra sleepers and | d

leave them on the right of way. They
were not placed thickly enough at first
because they were scarce and we made
them go as far as we could.

“The first engineer on the preliminary
and location surveys was Mr. McLean,
then we had Mr. Brown and Mr. Sim-
mons as his assistant. After Brown left
the work Simmons was promoted to take
charge. Mr. Brown promised to come
over once a week if he could but he did
not manage to get over more than once
a month. In explanation of an extra
charge of $600, I might say that Mr. Mc-
Lean returned for a while between the
preliminary and location surveys.”

The witness then went over his state-
ment of the cost of the road item by
item in an attempt to clear up various
doubts. ;

PITABLE TALES

M. Asquith Hears of the Struggle
For Life Among Women Workers
of London’s East End

London, July 18—The recent meeting
between Prime Minister Asquith and
women representing Sylvia Pankhurst's
East End Suffrage Club, is unique in
English history, for never before have
‘women workers of the lowest social class
‘told their wage grievances to so high a
personage. z

The average wage of women through-
out the country, Mrs. Julia Scurr told
the prime minister, is but seven shillings
a week. Many women, she said, sup-
ported children and parents on this, al-
though the immigrativn board has held

that a woman cannot live in London on
less than seventeen shillings and six
pence a week. To small wages and the
severity of the struggle was attributed
the large number of -suicides among
married working women of the city.
Mrs. Scurr said the poor law attached
harsh and humiliating terms to the re-
lief given and was thoroughly hated by
the indigent.

. In justifying the demand of the work-
ing women for suffrage, the delegates
told the Prime Minister that there did
not seem to be any other way of making
their wrongs known to the public. Wo-
men are still sent %0 prison for inability
to pay their taxes, and few of those who
suffer from drunken and brutal hus-
bands can afford the luxury of a di-
vorce.

One of the suffragists, Mrs. Hughes,
opened her argument by laying on the
premier’s table a brush that retails at
ten shillings.

For my share in making that I get
two-pence,” said Mrs. Hughes.

Her pay, she explained, was two pence
for filling 200 holes with bristles, and
her husband got two pence half-penny
for finishing the brush. To support her
home required fourteen hours work a

ay.

Another delegate said she was rearing
a family of six children under the age
of thirteen on her husband’s -pay of
twenty-five shillings a week as a docker.

A pitiable story was related by a wo-
man, who had started work in a jam
factory at the age of eleven. When left
a widow with two children, she shared
her small room with an unfortunate girl
whose baby had been born in a work-
house. As the widow’s wages could not
feed them all, the girl drowned herself
and baby in the Thames.

Mr. Asquith said that it would per-
haps be difficult to get substantial and
intelligent reform in the East End un-
less the women themselves had a voice
in choosing the members of parliament.
But their problem was such that it could
not be solved by any short cut. He
promised to consider their case fully.

Ossie Schreckengost, who won fame as
the battery partner of Rube Waddell
when the latter was the star pitcher
of Connie Mack’s Philadelphia Athletics,
died in a hospital in Philadelphia last
week from a complication of diseases.

The Batsmen

Batting averages based upon the hit-
ting in the two major leagues during the
first three months of the 1914 season
show that as a rule the heavy hitters of
the last two years are batting fairly
close to form. In the National League
Grant, Cincinnati; Crandall, New York,
and Zimmerman, Chicago, were leading
on July 1, 1912, A year later Crandall,
New York; Cravath, Philadelphia;
Hyatt, Pittsburg, and Daubert, Brook-
lyn, were closely bunched in the race for
honors. Their averages on July 1 were
as follows: Grant 829, which gave him
fourth place among those players who
had participated in at least twenty-five
games. Crandall in the Federal League
.828, which put him among the first sev-
en stick wielders in the new league. Zim-
merman, however, showed a slump in
his batting, being more than' a hundred
points below his previous record. Crav-
ath, who batted .845 in 1918 showed .811,
while Hyatt was considcrably below his
1918 form.

The average in the American League
was about the same, for while Jackson
and Cobb were going at top speel. Tris
Speaker and Nap Lajoie had fallen short
of their performances of the last two
years. The standing of the first five
batters in each year was as follows:

Nearly $100,000 in Certificates Found by

St. Louis, July 18—Miss Juanita Bieves
of this city has just discovered several
shares of stock issued forty years ago to
John G. Shelton, her grandfather, which
today are worth approximately $100,-
000.
While rummaging through an old
trunk which belonged to John G. Shel-
ton, son of the original Mr. Shelton, Miss
Rieves discovered the papers in an old
Bible. They were placed in the hands
of William Sacks, attorney. The estate

will have to be re-opened to divide the
value of the stocks among the ten heirs
now living. The estate was closed in
1876.

Among the stocks are forty-nine
shares of the Ohio & Mississippi Rail-
road, issued in 1855; thirty shares of the
St. Louis Gas Company, issued in 1842;
fifty shares in the Missouri Wine Com-
pany, issued in 1855, and Pacific Railway
which were
exchanged ®for stock. Mr. Sacks esti-
mates the value of the stock between
$750,000 and $100,000.

When the St. Louis Gas Company was
bought by the Laclede Gas Company in
1889 a trust fund was set aside to settle
for shares of stock that were not trans-
ferred at the time of the sale.

ANCIENT TAPESTRY.

Heirloom of Minnesota Woman Bears
Date of 1025 A, D.

Torkel Oftelie, a Norwegian-Ameri-
can writer of this city, hds discovered a
tapestry which he believes possesses
‘great historic value and interest. It be-
longs to Mrs, Ingeborg Stende, who lives
in the town of Fossum, Norman County,
Minn.

According to Mr. Oftelie, the tapestry
is six feet long and four feet and eight
inches wide. It is made of linen and
wool and is highly colored and very
beautiful. It is divided into four parts
or sections, with an illustration in each.
In three of these sections appears a king
mounted on horseback; in the fourth—
the upper right hand corner—are three
kings standing in the presence of Holy
Mary, the Christ child and the three
wise men of the east. In this corner is
also marked the year 1025 A. D.

The figures are woven into the cloth

tapestry was made. Across the middle
of the cloth extends a line of inscriptions
in quaint Latin characters. ;

Mrs. Stende, the owner of the tap-
estry, brought it with her to America
|in 1871. She inherited it from her fath-
'er, who got it from his sister. The Nor-
! wegian home of Mrs. Stende was in
 Leine, Valdris, where her family had
| lived for centuries, and the tapestry was
{ handed down from generation to gener-
jation by members of the family. It was
for a time lost to the family in 1797 on
accoupt of a great flood, which carried
away the homes of many Leine families.
When it was found again it was some-
what mutilated and faded.

It was the desire of Mrs. Stende’s
father that the tapestry should be placed
in the Bergen Museum, but“when she
