FAILED BADLY.

British Army Headquarters in France,
Mar. 22—(By the Associated Press)—
The fighting is still continuing, but the
first stage of the offensive has passed.
The enemy has failed badly in the exe-
cution of his programme, as is attested
by captured documents showing what
he planned to do in the early hours of
his offensive. |

Vigorous counter-attacks late yester-
day restored some of the positions which
the British had abandoned temporarily.

The exact British line cannot be made
‘public at present. The only rcuson.is
that it might furnish the enemy with
valuable information. i

Last night was fairly quiet along the
front. This morning the Germans were
bombing in the region of Croiselles. i
There were indications that they intend- |
cd to continue their attacks today.

The weather is cold and black. Aj
heavy mist makes a reconnaissance im-|
possible. This is of advantage to the
British, as the enemy is depnved of |
greatly needed aerial observation.

The Germans in many sections yes-
terday attacked in three waves of in-
fantry, followed up by shock troops.-As
a result they have suffered very heavy
casualties. ‘

The heavily massed German artillery
has been badly hammered by the Brit- !

Struggles for villages and ruined farm |
houses continyed throughout the night,
according to the correspondent of the
Daily Mail. The enemy bombardment,
he says, began at 5 o’clock in the morn-,
ing and at 7 o'clock some of the Ger-|
man units left their trenches and at-!
machine guns. Between 9 and 10 the!

some twenty-five miles.

The right of the German attack was
aimed at Croisilles, Bullecourt and Lag-
nicourt, the correspondent says, and
there was hard fighting in a brick field
near the first named village. Along the
Bapaume-Cambrai road the enemy also
attacked and pushed towards Gouzeau-
court, while his left wing was pushed in
the direction of Ronsacy and Hargin-
court.

Repeats Cambrai Move.,

The British front in the area of at-!
tack forms a rather sharp salient. If
the enemy could pinch off this salient
and run his line straight in a northwest-
erly slant instead of having it run at
an angle first north and then west, he
would be able to hold it with fewer!
Also in pinching it off he would
hope to surround and capture a good
number of British troops. These, it
seems. plain, are his aims in the first,
stage of the offensive. i

The enemy is trying to repeat on a
larger scale the operation by which he
won back some of the ground we gained
in the battle of Cambrai. Then he
passed in on an angle of our front both
from the north and the east. His two
bodies of troops did their best to join
hans, but could not make it, though

STEADY FIGHTING
ON FRENCH FRONT

Paris, Mar. 21—(Thursday)—The Ger-
mans are carrying out a heavy bombard-
ment along several sectors of the t’ront,l
it is announced officially. Their infan- |
try attacks near Hurlus were broken up |
by the fire of our troops. The statement
follows:

“During the day the German artillery
kept up a very violent bombardment be-
tween the Miette and the Aisne, in thr
whole Rheims region and on the Cham-
pagne front, especially between the re-
gion of tle heights and Ville-Sur-
Tourbe. Our batteries everywhere re-
plied energetically.

“In the sector of Hurlus the Germans
made three successive attacks. They
were either dispersed by our fire or
driven back by our counter-attacks. East
of Suippes German raids were com-
pletely checked. Our artillery took un-
der its fire and dispersed enemy columns
which were advancing in the region

In the year preceding the
war, 765,000 children were born; in 1917,
the number was 328,000.

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THE GREAT BATTLE.

_ “Our troops continue to hold the en-
emy in their battle positions.”

This bulletin, received this morning,
brings o great sense of reiief. The Ger-
man drive against the British lines was
Jaunched yesterday on so formidable a
scale that the sound of the guns was
heard at Dover. Following a terrific bom-
Dardment the enemy advanced in masses,
and the battle raged all day and far
jnto the night. If here and there the
Germans pressed the British back for a
short distance the gain: was nowhere
of material advantage. ' A Berlin . news-
Ppaper saysi—

“A single combat between England
and Germany, which is to decide the
wrar, our future position in the world
@and whether the Anglo-Saxon sha:l con-
tinue to press their will on “the world,
opened today.”

The magnitude of the battle is indi-
cated by the news from London that
Jong lines of ambulances, stretching
away for four city blocks were waiting
last night at Charing Cross station for
the wounded. The most intense anxiety
will prevail throughout the Empire, al-
though confidence prevails that though
the cost may be terribie the British lines
will hold and the German hordes pre-
wented from snatching the - victory of
“which they have of late so freely boast-
ed. We may be thankful that Canada
will not suffer the reproach that in the
decisive hour her divisions were not up
to strength. There is reason to believe
that the heaviest fighting of the war has
now begun.

VOCATIONAL EDUCATION.

Dr. J. Roy Campbell, M. P. P, was
much impressed by what he saw in

Massachusetts, while there as a member |

of the New Brunswick committee on
vocational training. He visited, among
other ‘places, a farm school in Essex
county and-a boys’ trade school in Bos-
ton, conferred with the men at the head
of these schools, and came away con-
vinced that if the people of this, prove
ince could see the practical work he wit-
nessed, or even could hear the men with
whom he talked, there would be a uni-
versal desire to do something here along
yocational lines, to catch €he bpys from
fourteen years up, who leave school with-
out the capacity to become such pro-
ducing factors and successful citizens as
they ought to become.

Mr. Fletcher Peacock, who was with
Dr. Campbell part of the time, went
farther and attended at Philadelphia a
national industrial conference where the
leaders in vocational education in the
United States and Canada met to dis-
cuss the whole subject. These men from
Pennsylvania, New York, Wisconsin,
Massachusetts and other states, and On-
tario and other provinces, were not there
to discuss the propriety of introducing
vocational education. They had long
since learned and proved its value, and
met to compare notes as to the courses
and methods likely to produce the best
results. Mr. Peacock was able to visit
a great trades school and the continua-
tion schools of Philadelphia, and learn
much that will be of the greatest value
in conection with the work of the New
Brunswick committee. The time has
come when this province must do some-
thing to take better care of the boys and
girls leaving school at too early an age,
and to provide more vocational training
for all pupils who are not going on
through the high school to the college.
Trades schools in citles and towns and
more practical training in agriculture in
rural districts are needed.

The committee sent out a large num-
ber of questionnaires .to business and
professional men in different parts of
the province, and of the many replies
only one objected to vocational training
in the schools. All the others were
heartily in its favor and made suggest-
jons as to the lines along which it should
in their opinion be conducted. The in-
vestigation made by the committee
shows not only the need of such a policy,
but the fact that thoughtful people real-
ize its great importance at this particu-
lar period in our histery. Money wisely
expended to provide the right kind ‘of
vocational education will yield returns
of incalculable value to New Brunswick.

Chairman Fred Magee, of the commit-
tee, and Dr. Campbell, both members of
the legislature, are convinced that an im-
mediate beginning should be made, and
Mr. Peacock urges that this beginning
should take account of conditions five or
ten years hence, and be so designed that
it would not be necessary to begin over
again, but keep right on developing an
already well-based system. The whole
question will be brought before the
house hefore the session ends.

All these schemes, according
to Captain Evans’ opinion, would be de-
cidedly advantageous to the West Side
wharves. !

Asked as regards the proper radius of
operation for pilot , boats, the witness
said it should be between ten and fifteen
miles. Captain Evans said he had on
very few occasions ‘found any troubie
with the pilots. On each such occasion,
he said, there had been satisfactory
remedy.

Q—Then you have no objection to
the proposed amalgamation of pilots and
establishment of a station?

A.—No.

Q—Of course it would limit the area
of piiotage operations

A—Yes, but not in a way to do any
harm. ;

Other Captains.

The next witness called was Captain
Everest, master of a smerchant steamer
in port. He said that although practic-
ally a stranger here, he had usually
found the aids to navigation satisfactory.
From experience he had not known
that there were any outer stations, as
he had picked up his pilots just off the
igland. While passing through the two
districts he had sighted no signal lights.
Nevertheless, he said, he had been forced
to pay fuil pilotage. He heartily ap-
proved of the commission’s plan for
making one station eight miles below the
island. He said that he would not sug-
gest that anyone, except a native of St.
John, should attempt to bring a vessel
in the harbor. Captain Everest said he
preferred the station proposed by Pilot
McKelvey, farther inshore than that pro-
posed by <Captain Bennett by two or
three miles.

Captain E.. R. Coffin, pilot for the R.
{ M. S. P. Line to Bermuda and the West
| Indies, was then called to the stand.
