R. Porter & Sons have sold their
meat business to P. Burns & Co. fTwo 
days ago the Times announced that 
the change was likely to take place. 
Last evening the representatives of P. 
Burns & Co.' concluded* the negotiations 
for the taking over of the business. D. " 
Burns, a brother of Pat Burns, the 
head of the purchasing company; B. 
Wilson and J. F. Hellwell, all connect­
ed with P. Burns & Co., are still In 
the city making the necessary arrange­
ments for additions to the stores. The 
purchase includes the whole business 
in the meat line carried on by Porter & 
Sons in Victoria and Vancouver. The 
purchase price was about $300,000.

The change in the business is reci­
procally advantageous to both parties 
to it. Victoria business life likewise will 
not lose the Porter Bros., who are to 
continue in charge of the stores in this 
city as In the past.

With two stores in Victoria and two 
in Vancouver, Porter & Sons found 
themselves In the position of having 
to go to a large capital expense in or­
der to bring about the changes which 
were found necessary to meet the in­
creasing demands.

A modem abattoir was necessary and 
cold storage accommodation. Taken all 
together about $150,000 of an expendi­
ture was under contemplation.

Al­
though the operators had expressed a 
desire to work to-day, and in some in­
stances the colliery whistles had 
blown as usual, yet few reported, and 
no attempt at mining was made.

The Anthracite Strike Commission 
Award, which fixed the wages of the 
mine workers for the last six years ex­
pired yesterday, but the miners will 
return to work under the old agree­
ment, pending the action to be taken 
by the conference to be held In this 
city next Wednesday between repre­
sentatives of the operators and mine 
workers. The operators, at a joint 
conference held here several weeks ago, 
agree to renew the old agreement for 
a term of three years. The miners, 
however, In a conference at Scrantoh 
last week voted to allow the agree­
ment to lapse. The miners are insist­
ing upon the recognition of the Mine 
Workers of America, the union organ­
ization, and havev presented demands 
for other concessions.

X The last one, it is said, to receive re­
cognition was W. W. Northeott, city 
assessor, who performs a number of 
other important duties, and who is re­
cognized by succeeding councils as one 
of the most efficient officers in the ser­
vice.

President Charles W. Eliot, of Harvard 
University, it was stated to-day, in re­
ceiving from President Taft yesterday 
a tender of the ambassadorship to 
Great Britain, expressed to the chief 
executive his appreciation of the honor, 
but he believed that he would be unable 
to accept the post.

President Taft, it is understood, ask­
ed Dr. Eliot further to consider the 
matter before making a formal declina­
tion, and this was agreed upon. Dr. 
Eliot, however, told the president that 
being 75 years of age be hesitated to 
accept foreign service at this time, 
though he felt in perfect health and 
capable of many years of energetic 
work yet to come.

Harvard graduates throughout the 
United States, it is said, are anxious 
that Dr, Eliot should accept the ap­
pointment, and undoubtedly will bring 
whatever Influence they have to bear 
upon him. It was said to-day by those 
who talked with Dr. Eliot, that they 
felt, however, that his own views as 
declining the post would eventually 
prevail.

St. John’s, Nfld., April L—The storm­
iest session of the legislature on rec­
ord closed after two hours' sitting on 
Tuesday afternoon. Governor Mac- 
gregor declared the legislature 
and then instructed the assembly to 
elect a speaker. Premier Morris pro­
posed Mr. Warren,"' and Sir Robert 
Bond proposed Mr. Ellis.

BALKAN QUESTIONLondon, March ?1.—There is a 

strong prospect that the picturesque 
and popular figure of Admiral Lord 
Charles Beresford will be seen imme­
diately in the thick of the political 
struggle, throwing fresh fuel on the 
naval agitation. England’s foremost 
admiral has always been outspoken 
concerning his views and desires, and 
since his return to London, after hav­
ing been relieved of the command of 
the Channel fleet, he has talked freely 
with his friends, declaring he would do 
a^l in his power to stir up the country 
and insist upon a large, and particular­
ly a more efficient navy.

Lord Charles had a long discussion 
on naval affairs with Premier Asquith 
yesterday, the result of which wi’,1 
largely determine his course. He re­
gards the shortage of reserve stores as 
the chief present weakness of the navy, 
although the state of repair of the 
smaller craft is most unsatisfactory to 
him, while on the other hand, he con­
siders the fjghting efficiency of the big 
ships splendid.

For the defects Lord Charles blames 
the economical policy of the cabinet 
ministers, particularly the Chancellor 
of the Exchequer, David Lloyd-George. 
He designates him as a "little navy” 
man, whose interests are chiefly old 
age pensions and other domestic pro­
jects.

The debate In the House of Com­
mons appears almost to'.have flattened 
eut the "little navy" party, 
papers which have heretofore been its 
strongest supporters now say that it is 
impossible for the country to run the 
smallest risk of being overtaken by 
Germany in the construction of battle­
ships. There are good reasons for be­
lieving that the cabinet has already 
decided to build eight Dreadnoughts, 
and has notified the ship builders of 
the Intention to lay down the second 
four within the fiscal year.

This note has been prepared at the 
suggestion of the powers and was sent 
with the object of terminating all 
misunderstandings between Austria- 
Hungary and Servia.

Marking Boundaries.
Grazing on the reserves is another 

problem that has been considered. This 
will be allowed, under certain restric­
tions. Why should good grass be al­
lowed to go to waste? the inspector 
asks. The cattle, too. win eat up the 
dense growth of grass and pea-vine 
that is found in many places on the 
serves. This, if dried, would furnish 
the best kind of fuel for forest fires. 
Moreover, cattle, in going to water, 
make for themselves narrow paths, 
which will act both as a check to the 
flames and a point from which to 
backfire.

On many of the reserves large areas 
have been destroyed by fire. Experi­
ments are being carried on with a veiw 
to the reforestation of these. Sowing 
the seed of the trees, rather than the 
fay more expensive planting, is favored.

During 1908 a number of squatters 
were removed from the Riding Moun­
tain and Turtle Mountain reserves, 136 
from the former and twenty-five from 
the latter reserve. Despite the delicate 
nature of the work, those who were re­
moved are so well pleased with the 
change that all have made affidavit to 
the effect that they have been well 
treated and are well pleased with the 
change.

The boundaries of the reserves are 
being marked and timber surveys con­
ducted on them with the object of 
ascertaining the present amount of 
timber and the annual growth.

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EARTHQUAKE DID
CONSIDERABLE DAMAGE

Passenger on Kaga Maru Tells 
of Latest Japanese 

Shock.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
The earthquake which was briefly 

reported from Yokohama" by cable 
proves to have been a more serious af­
fair than at first reported, although ac­
cording to advice brought on the 
steamer Kaga Maru, only one life was 
lost. The most severe shock was felt 
on the hills surrounding the city of 
Tokio, Where the houses of the richer 
inhabitants were badly shattered, 
chimneys tumbled over, plaster all 
broken down and in some cases the 
houses were practically ruined.

In Tokio there was a great commo­
tion. People rushed from their houses 
to see the chimneys tottering, buildings 
swaying and a general air of Cjir.mo- 
tion and excitement prevailing every­
where. The shock lasted for several 
minutes, and, although the people 
there are accustomed to slight seismic 
movements this was the worst they 
had had for a long time.

HAVE PATIENCE.

The Times is almost daily favored 

with criticisms of municipal methods 
of carrying on public works. According, 
to the ideas of the man on the street; 
whatever.the city authorities do they 
go about in the wrong way, putting 
down and tearing up*with a consistent 

disregard of method or- system. The 
Times does not profess to be an expert 
in engineering, street building, boule­
vard ing, or any other kind of work. It 
presumes that the officials are doing 
the best they can under conditions 
which cannot conveniently be varied to 
suit special circumstances. Like our 
neighbors of unquenchable faith, we 
cherish a lively hope that in course of 
time all ’tramway rails, sewer pipes, 
gas pipes, salt water pipes, fresh -water 
pipes and other incopveniences neces­
sary to the citizens’ business, comfort 
and convenience will be buried beyond 
hope of resurrection, and that the time 
may coihe (although few of the present 
generation may live to see it) when 
pavements which are being put down 
to-day will not be torn up again to­
morrow. In the meantime we are forced 
to candidly admit that from the point 
of view of the fello’w who does not pos­
sess a chart and cannot therefore per­
ceive the harmony of the whole design, 
things appear to be in a hopeless 
tangle. But we consider it our duty to 
point out that some critics appear to 
expect too much from the officials of 
the work department. The demand for 
improvements is far beyond the ca­
pacity of the staff, from the office down 
to the actual worker upon the streets. 
There is, possibly, sufficient work laid 
out to keep everybody busy until the 
end of next year. The city the average 
person has in view cannot be built 
the twinkling of an eye. We must have 
patience—and trust our servants to do 
the best they can. The work of evolu­
tion is progressing. We think we may 
venture to predict that two years from 
now the returning pilgrim will hardly 
know Victoria.

UNIVERSITY SITE.

In the daily pajxers several articles 
have recently appeared anent the 
ch lice of a site for British Columbia’s 
university. An Art has been passed 
to provide for the establishment of a 
university in British Columbia; it is 

consequently appropriate that the peo- 
pl« for whom the (university is intend­

ed, tmd by whose wealth the univer­
sity will be supported, should care­
fully consider where it should be 
placed. In the establishment of "cer­

tain Canadian pu slic institutions the 
fa< t has developed that the interests 

of certain groups of real estate own­
ers have seemed -i o have more to do 
wi:h the choice of a site than the best 
interests of the institution itself. It is 

certain that through the early awaken­
ing of a considerable amount of pub­
lic interest in this matter such an un- 
foitunate occurrence can be avoided in 
the foundation of British Colombia's 
un iversity.

A committee of distinguished educa­
tionists, we understand, is to be in­
vited to visit British Columbia during 
the coming summer to choose a place 
for the university. Although the final 
choice of a site may he left in this 
committee’s hands, no harm and much 
good may come from the public dis­
cussion of the question whether it is 
bel ter to place o\ r university in the 
country or in a city.

The telegram states that in despera­
tion the farmers of the surrounding 
country wounded the tax collector and 
several of his ^followers when an at­
tempt was made by the officials to con­
fiscate property for the non-payment 
of taxes.

250Both of the political parties in Can­
ada are to be congratulated upon the 
tone of the speeches delivered yester­
day in the House of Commons upon the 
subject of naval defence of the Em­
pire. The debate was not controversial 
in the party sense of the term, the 
leaders on both sides, upon whom the 
discussion chiefly devolved, being in 
complete accord as to the duty of this 
country to relieve the Mother Land of 
all expense in connection with the mili­
tary and naval defence of Our coasts. 
Sir Wilfrid Lauri.er was especially 
happy in his announcement that in 
case of necessity all the resources of 
Canada would be at the service of 
Great Britain and that he would lead 
any movement having for its object im­
pressing upon the minds of Canadians 
their duty under such circumstances. 
But the prime Minister knows that in 
the event of such a crisis in Imperial 
affairs there would be no demand upon 
his great eloquence in order to stimu­
late enthusiasm in such a cause. There 
would be a spontaneous uprising of 
Britons in all sections of this Dominion, 
and not only the credit of the country, 
but the services of the country’s sons, 
would be freely offered in such an 
emergency.

DEEPENING OF 
INNER HARBOR

TWENTY-FOOT WAY
NOW TO REPAIR YARDS

Dredging is Being Steadily 
Carried Out by Mud­

lark.

Large vessels are now able to reach 
the upper end of the inner harbor as 
far as the Machinery Depot’s yards, or 
Turpil’s ways, a feat which only a short 
time ago could not have been accom­
plished. This has been made possible 
through the splendid work done by the 
Dominion government dredge Mud Lark 
which for three mopths past has been 
actively engaged in removing the bank 
which formerly extended right across 
the harbor from the Indian resérve.

Previous to that time there was a 
narrow passage along the front of the 
wharves twelve feet deed at low water 
and so narrow that it was impossible 
to take a vessel of any length up the 
harbor without at anyrate stirring up 
the mud, and often grounding on the 
bank. Now the channel is twenty feet 
deep at low water, and at present is 
300 feet in width. The work is still go­
ing on and two months more will be 
necessary to complete the removal of 
the bar so that the passage will be 
easy for any vessels.

Besides, Engineer Keefer has com­
plete plans of the improvements to be 
made to the upper harbor, which im 
eludes the dredging of the whole to 
a depth of twenty feet at present with 
an extra five feet to be taken out later. 
This indicates that the government is 
fully alive to the needs of the port and 
will, as the demand increases, have 
every facility for the increase of the 
shipping business here.

The work of Captain Brown on tlQp 
Mud Lark is in addition to that done 
by the Ajax in other parts of the har­
bor, and the rock blasting which has 
been constantly going on in /the en­
trance to the harbor, thereby deepen­
ing the channel so that ultimately the 
largest steamers will be able to navi­
gate the innermost portions.

SPOKEN BY WIRELESS.

Japanese, Cruisers on Way Across 
Pacific.

The Honolulu wireless station has 
announced that it has established 
communication with the Japanese 
cruisers Aso and Soyo of the training 
squadron, dispatched by the Japanese 
on a practice cruise to the Pacific 
coast. The squadron is due to arrive 
at Honolulu Thursday morning.

The Aso was formerly the Russian 
armored cruiser Bayan, sunk by the 
Japanese during the recent war, and 
the Soyo the Russian protected cruiser. 
Variag, which suffered a similar - fate. 
The ships were refloated by the Jap­
anese at the close of the war, and after 
being overhauled and refitted were 
added to the Japanese navy.

The cruisers will visit this port be­
fore leaving the American coast.

Mr. Bryson said he would go further 
than Mr. Lee and say that even if the 
land was cleared the people would op­
pose the scheme. The wooded land 
around the lake was given to New 
Westminster by the Dominion govern­
ment for the protection of the purity 
of the water, and if it was cleared 
where would that protection be? Mr. 
Bryson described the locality, and told 
of the manner in which the woods held 
the snow, which trickled down Into the 
lake gradually and kept the water cool.

The premier suggested that the whole 
of this area would not be flooded.

Mr. Bodwell said the total area cov­
ered would be 400 acres.

“How much land has the city around 
the lake?” asked the premier.

Mr. Bryson replied that there were 
19,000 acres. Speaking of the dam Mr. 
Bryson told of a conversation he had 
on the scene with Willis Chipman, C.E., 
who gave it as his opinion that no en­
gineer could say anything of the safety 
of the dam until he knew all about the 
foundations. The outlet of the lake had 
originally been a deep canyon, and was 
probably sand and boulders for 45 feet 
down, or perhaps very much more. The 
raising of the level of the lake would 
be apt to force water out through the 
ground under the dam, coming to the 
surface perhaps half a mile or a mile 
below. Some years ago Mr. Lebaron, 
an eastern engineer employed by New 
Westminster, had stated that the pres­
ent and was liable to go out at any 
time in a freshet. It was well-known 
that water was cotr.ng through the 
ground under the dam with the present 
head of water, and it was easy to fore­
see what would happen when the level 
was raised to 60 feet.

Mr. Brinckley produced plans, and 
explained them, which Mr. Bodwell 
said furnished all the Information de­
sired by the citizens’ committee. The 
engineer said that examination of the 
foundation of the dam proved conclu­
sively that it was perfectly safe.

Some question was raised as toi the 
danger from burrowing animals, aim it 
was explained that this would be pro­
vided against by a core-wall if the dam 
was on bed rock, or by a facing of 
stone if it was on the clay.

WESTMINSTER 
HAS PORE WATER

AND DESIRES TO KEEP

IT UNCONTAMINATED

Objections to Raising of Coquit- 
lam Dam Are Being Heard 

by Cabinet.

The hearing of the application of the 
Vancouver Power Company’s applica­
tion for permission to raise the dam at 
Coquitlam lake to a height of sixty 
feet, which has been before the pro­
vincial cabinet several times, is again 
occupying the attention of the execu­
tive to-day.

Opposition to the application comes 
from two sources. The city of New 
Westminster, which draws a supply of 
water, enviable for its purity from.the 
lake, is protesting against the com­
pany’s plans for the reason that by 
raising the level of the lake a large 
area of land will be flooded, and unless 
steps are taken to thoroughly clear this 
first, there is danger of contamination 
of the water by vegetable matter. Thé 
farmers of Coquitlam municipality, 
some of whom are old-timers, fear that 
the dam may go out some '’day with 
such a terrible pressure behind it, and 
that one thousand people will be swept 
away.

There is practically the same gather­
ing of interested parties present this 
morning. Coquitlam is represented by 
ex-Reeve Ralph Booth, Matthew Mar­
shall, W. R. Austin, F. E. R. Brache 
ancf J. R. Grant, solocitor. From New 
Westminster there are Aldermen 
Adams, Gray and Harley; city solicitor, 
W. G. E. McQuarrie; city counsel, W. 
J. Whiteside; John A. Lee, T. Coult­
hard and J. Bryson, of the citizens’ 
committee, and F. Powell, C. E. The 
company is represented by R. H. 
Sperling general manager of the B. C. 
Electric Railway Co.; F. R. Glover, G.

NOTICE TO MARINERS
The following notices to mariners have 

been issued by the department of 
marine and fisheries:

The lights maintained to mark the 
swing of the railway bridge across the 
Fraser river at New Westminster, ’ as 
detailed in notice to mariners No. 112 
(299) of 1904, will, without further no­
tice, be altered so as to conform to the 
system adopted for marking railway 
swings throughout Canada. The new 
arrangement is as follows: A white 
light is shown at each end of the swing 
protection, and a white light on each 
side of the navigable chalhiel. The draw 
is surmounted by a lântern showing a 
red light up and down the channel 
when the passage is closed, and green 
when the swing is open.

A letter was submitted from Provin­
cial Analyst Carmichael in which that 
official stated that vegetable matter 
was unquestionably a source of dan­
ger. Filtration could not make bad 
water good. The present supply of 
water from Coquitlam lake was prac­
tically perfectly pure.

Mr. McQuarrie said that no man 
would think of buying a farm in that 
vicinity because of the fear that the 
land would be flooded if this dam was 
raised. Even if there was no, ground 
for the fear, the fear was there and 
this was the same for practical pur­
poses as if grounds existed.

“It should be a good place for cheap 
real estate,” remarked the premier. 
“We are advised that real estate val­
ues have greatly increased there of 
late.”

Mr. Grant said this was because of 
the report that the C. P. R. would 
build shops there.

Mr. McQuarrie recalled that Mr. 
Bodwell had admitted the existence of 
other sources of power and asked why 
the Vancouver Power Company could 
not go to these instead of taking the 
only lake which was available as New 
Westminster’s water supply.

Mr. Whiteside contended that the in­
formation and plans before the execu­
tive council was not such information 
oi plans as the council could grant 
power under. Everything brought out 
had to be dragged out of the company. 
The company had water records 
ready for 15,000 inches and were only 
using 12,000 inches.

That 
supply to-day was absolutel^pure and 
the city sAouId not be subjected to 
having it rendered impure by the 
pany’s works.

The premier asked again if it would 
not be satisfactory if the company 
cleaned up the place and took steps to 
keep the water pure.

Mr. Whiteside admitted this to be 
in which case only the question of dan­
ger from the dam would be left.

questions they like, anyway they like, 
fire them at the witness and cast any 
insinuations so that every half-baked 
intellect in the country can form sus­
picions. A jury, presided over by a 
coroner, cannot try any person, but 
as I say, all kinds of questions can 
be asked. When Miss Kinrade freely 
gave her story in private—and the de­
tectives were given every opportunity 
to question her in privacy—why was 
she put before a curious crowd and 
her whole life’s history practically 
dragged out before the world?

“I say that the American sweat-box 
system is one hundred times more hu­
mane, decent, and just than this sys­
tem of inquest, because the sweat-box 
is conducted in priate. Why, Dreyfus, 
over whose case England and France 
almost came to war because England 
thought it was barbarous to treat that 
man so, was treated like a king com­
pared with this inquest.”

‘‘What do you think of the inquest?”
‘‘I think that the doctor's evidence 

corroborated the story told by the girl. 
She was upstairs, she said, in her bed­
room, when she heard some explosions, 
and it is safe to assume that Ethel was 
not in her room when Florence went 
upstairs to get the money.

“Then she came downstairs and evi­
dently fainted while in the back par- 
for. That might account for the lapse 
of fifteen "minutes between the inflic­
tion of the wounds in the head and 
those in the breast. I think that the 
man mistook Ethel for Florence going 
out to call for help.

“When Florence ran from the hall 
to the dining-room, it would be Im­
possible for her to see her sister dying 
on the floor, and, when she returned 
to the dining-room, from the back­
yard. she could not see until she reach­
ed the table. This is a fact, because 
we took the measurements.”

“What about Ethel being seen in the 
street on the afternoon of the mur­
der?”

“Well, Mr. Hossack is not sure that 
it was Ethel he saw. Anyway, he says 
she was dressed in a brown coat, and 
she was not. So far" as Mrs. Rudd is 
concerned, she appears to be almost 
too positive. Anyway, where would 
Ethel go to? Mrs. Kinrade says that 
Ethel was rrot out of the house, any 
•ay. The unfortunate young woman’s 
furs were found lying on the table, and 
her rubbers on the floor. If she had 
been out and had returned, she would 
likely have taken her furs and rubbers 
to her room upstairs. What I think is 
this: the two young women were get­
ting ready to go out to the street, and 
were partly dresssed for that purpose, 
and there was peace in the house be­
fore the crime."

The detectives are still searching for 
the revolver. That is the one thing 
most necessary to support the Crown 
theory. Time and again thêy have 
ransacked the Kinrade home. Last 
week they dug the sewer up, and 
searched the house. They discovered 
what they believed to be the sewer 
trap and carefully examined it without 
results.

Although the detectives appear wed­
ded to their theory and appear to have 
something up their sleeves to back up 
their confidence, newspaper sleuths, 
men experienced in criminal cases, are 
not convinced. They ask: Why do the 
detectives ignore the -clue of the 
strange man who haunted the vicinity 
of the Kinrade home for days before 
the murder? Why do they ignore the 
stories told by neighbors of seeing a 
suspicious man acting strangely after 
the murder in that vicinity.

That this man was around there, as 
intimated by the Kinradqs, is corro­
borated by people who do not taik for 
publicity. Mr. Kinrade told of a man 
who several days before the murder, 

ton a Sunday night, stood on the walk 
near their home, raised an umbrella to 
hide his features when Ethel passed, 
and then attempted to follow her. Then

This will probably be the most ex­
pensive criminal case the government 
has ever undertaken.

EARLY HISTORY OF
CHURCH OF OUR LORD

Bishop Cridge Describes Cir­
cumstances Connected With 

Foundation of Body.
On Sunday Rev. T. W. Gladstone, 

rector of the Reformed Episcopal 
church, read a letter from Bishop 
Cridge, dealing with the early his­
tory of the church and its foundation. 
The letter was as follows: *

Dearly Beloved Brethren: I thank 
you most sincerely for your prayers 
on my behalf in my retirement and 
ask you In return to receive from me 
a brief review, throwing light on the 
rectitude of your position as a church 
of the Reformation. Some of you may 
have seen a long article in the public 
press on the administration of the 
Anglican Bishop, from whose juris­
diction this congregation separated it­
self, in which that separation is re­
ferred to as a schism, whereas in point 
of fact it was simply a withdrawal 
from schism.

In the year 1856 the followers of 
the Church of England worshipped in 
a building called the Victoria District 
church as a fully organized body un­
der my ministry, with church ward­
ens, vestry and Sunday school. It was 
recognized in its church capacity by 
the Bishop of London, at whose re­
quest in 1857, three years before the 
Anglican Bishop arrived, it was visited 
by the Bishop of Oregon, who held a 
confirmation of twenty candidates. In 
due course this fully organized con­
gregation received the Anglican Bishop 
and accepted, his administrations. In 
1869 the church was burnt down and 
in December, 1872, the new church 
erected by the congregation in its 
stead, was consecrated. Here the 
trouble began, the preacher declared 
to a crowded congregation, who had 
always been taught the pure Church 
of England dpptrine, that ritualism 
was necessary to their spiritual 
growth. The preacher was the bishop's 
archdeacon arid this declaration was 
made in the bishop’h presence. Your 
pastor, "the rector and dean of the 
cathedral, made a protest, saying that 
as long as he was their pastor they 
need have no fear of ritualism being 
introduced into the services. Thus the 
schism began and the air was soon 
filled with it; the local press abounded 
in indignant remonstrances against 
•this attack on a congregation of well 
known Protestant principles. This con­
tinued for nearly two years; mean­
while not only did the bishop utter 
no word of disapproval of a sermon 
favoring the Homeward movement or 
give ahy assurance to the congrega­
tion that no such attack on their 
liturgical wdrship should be -made, 
but on the contrary, prosecuted on 
other'grounds him who had made the 
protest, besides which he caused it to 
be understood that in the synod under 
which the church was to be governed, 
h<# the bishop, “would have a veto to 
nullify any or all of its decisions. Feel­
ing in this way that you, the congre­
gation, could have no redress, you end­
ed the schism by "separating yourselves 
from the Anglican Bishop’s jurisdic-. 
tion, a fully Organized church, with 
your two church wardens, every mem­
ber of the church committee and Sun­
day school. I ïeèl it due to many of 
you who do not know the facts of the 
case to put thfs clearly before you so, 
that your minds may not be troubled 
with the accusation of schism in separ­
ating yourselves from error.

These brave and noble men and 
women, rich and poor, old tend young, 
came out in a body because they would 
not bear to have their worship tainted 
with error. Mark the Providence of 
God. The First Presbyterian church 
on Pandora street placed at their dis­
posal a second time, was the place 
where they worshipped secure in their 
newly acquired freedom; but as yet 
without a name among Christian 
bodies.

On the very day of the organization 
meeting letters were received from the 
east stating thfcit a similar movement 
against ecclesiastical domination had 
Issued in organization of a church 
called the Reformed Episcopal church ; 
and it was decided at the meeting to 
join this body. This was accordingly 
done, the issue being that in the fol­
lowing year your pastor was made 
bishop of this jurisdiction andiso our 
church constitution was complete.

This is the light of which I spoke 
above. It is a review in which under 
God every follower may glory in your

Let all your 
works be, done in love." As opportun­
ity occurs give the right hand of fel­
lowship to those who though they 
do not use our liturgy yet in precept 
and practice exhibit its truths and 
show that not only in letter but In 
spirit you believe in the communion 
of saints. Wherefore, beloved breth­
ren, praying that you may have grace 
to hold fast the beginning of your 
confidence steadfast unto the end as 
true witnesses to the faith once de­
livered to the saints.

COMMITTED SUICIDE
AT BEACON HILL

David A. Cannon, of This City, 
Drowned in Park 

Lake.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
David A. Connon, a local barber, who 

has been, a resident of Victoria for 
about four years, committed suicide by 
drowning himself this morning between 
8 o’clock and half past eight, in Beacon 
Hill park. lake. The act was premedi­
tated, and was evidently done while in 
a state of temporary insanity, as shown 
by letters left behind by deceased. Be­
fore committing the act deceased made 
a disposition of his things at the Clar­
ence hotel, where he roomed. He pack­
ed his clothing in an orderly manner 
and destroyed all letters and papers 
with'the exception of a letter to the 
editor of the Times, from which it is 
evident that the suicide was premedi­
tated while deceased was in a state of 
unsound mind.

The letter gave evidence that he was 
at the time agitated over the fact that 
he owed about $4 for room rent.

He also left a letter to George F. 
Woods, barber, Douglas street, which 
with the letter to the Times were en­
closed In a pocket book and intrusted 
to the care of J. A. Febert, clerk at the 
Dominion hotel, this morning at 7.45 
o’clock.

The body was discovered through the- 
agency of a workman whose name ts at 
present unknown, and who called at the 
house of Mrs. Chungranes, near 
Beacon Hill park, and said there was 
an umbrella, a man’s coat and hat 
lying on the grass in front of Beacon 
Hill lake. The man told Mrs. Chun­
granes he thought someone had com­
mitted suicide. She went with him to 
the lake and saw a body in the water 
and then sent for her son George, who 
telephoned for the patrol wagon.

Constables Harper and Duncan, who 
accompanied the patrol wagon, recov­
ered the body from the water and took 
it to Smith's undertaking parlors.

J. A. Fabert, the. hotel clerk, with 
whom the. "pocketbook was left, noticed 
nothing unusual in Connon'# demeanor. 
He received the book and contents 
from Connon about 7:45 a. m., when 
the man, having asked him to take 
care of them, left and was not again 
seen until found in the lake. He evi­
dently left and went direct to Beacon 
Hill lake, as it was less than an hour 
after when the body was discovered.

As far as is known Connon was a 
single man. He has been living at the 
Clarence hotel since January 2nd last 
and has always conducted himself in 
an orderly and well-behaved manner. 
Mrs. Harris, the proprietor of the ho­
tel, says he complained frequently of 
neuralgia, from which he suffered and 
appealed of a delicate constitution. He 
was reserved in his manner and be­
yond a friend who <came occasionally 
to see him, received no visitors. He 
was a tall man of fair complexion and 
wore a moustache. Deceased at dif­
ferent times worked in various barber 
shops in the city and was a member 
of the barbers’ union of Victoria, his 
card for the same being found in the 
pocketbook. The pocketbook left be­
hind by deceased was issued by the

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OAK BAY WILL 
LICENSE RACES

BY-LAW PASSED TO
GIVE COUNCIL POWER

Fees to Be Collected at Willows 
Track to Pay for 

Police.

The cost ot policing and prosecution* 
arising therefrom at the time of the 
holding of horseraces at the Willow* 
track will hereafter be charged against 
the people holding such races, and 
will be levied in the form of a special 
license. This was decided Monday 
at the regular meeting of the Oak Bay 
council. The amount to be paid has 
not yet been set, but will be inserted 
when the by-law comes up for final 
consideration at the next meeting. Ih 
the past the municipality has been at 
considerable expense in the "inatter of 
policing, and it has been thought that 
the work was not anything like 
thorough enough. The license fee will 
be set at such an amount as shall be 
thought necessary to cover the cost of 
this. The by-law as passed through 
its three readings last night is as fol­
lows:

1. ->o person shall after the date of 
-which this by-law shall come Into ef­
fect hold or carry on any horseracing, 
aid in, judge, start, drive in or ride in, 
any horse race, within the corporate 
limits of the municipality of the dis­
trict of Oak Bay, unless a permit shall 
first be obtained from the clerk of the 
corporation of the district of Oak Bay 
authorizing some person or associa­
tion to carry on horse racing at the 
place and during the time in which 
such person shall enter or race Morses, 
aid, start, judge, drive or ride in such 
races.

2. Any person applying for such per­
mit shall before obtaining the same 
first deposit with the clerk of the cor­
poration a sum of $ for each day on 
which such horse races are intended' to 
be held, which sum shall be used by 
the corporation for the purpose of pro­
viding a police force and other ex­
penses connected with the keeping of 
proper order on the grounds where the 
said horse races are to be held during 
the holding thereof, and the prosecu­
tion and detention of any person com­
mitting offences at such race meet­
ing.

3. The said permit shall state for 
how many days and at what place the 
said horse races shall be held, and 
shall only be valid for the time’ and 
place stated in the said permit.

4. Any person carrying on or holding 
any horse racing, entering, or racing 
horses at, or aiding, judging, starting, 
driving or riding in any horse race held 
within the limits of the municipality 
without the permit hereinbefore men­
tioned first being obtained, shall be 
liable on summary conviction to a pen­
alty Of not less than five dollars and 
not exceeding fifty dollars for each of­
fence.

6. In this by-law the word "person" 
shall Include a partnership firm con­
sisting of more than one person or a 
corporation.

EDUCATION IS NOT

UNSEXING WOMEN

New York, March 29.—The article 
recently published under the heading 
“Womanhood in Peril” from the pen of 
Dr. Schlapp has called forth the fol­
lowing reply from Dr. Arnold W. Gat­
lin, of Brooklyn, says the American. 
Dr. Gatlin says in part:

"To sum it up briefly, the doctor's 
argument Is, because women are seek­
ing other and usual channels tor 
the exercise of their faculties, they 
are ‘losing their power to reproduce 
their kind’ and virtually unsexlng 
themselves.

‘‘To sustain this point the doctor ex­
hibited birth curves which proved the 
steady diminution of the birth rate 
in the last forty years. Among the 
various spheres of activity to which he 
referred were their fondness for and 
interest in ‘Eddyism,’ their taking up 
of cudgels against vivisection and their 
desire to obtain the right of suffrage.

“Of course, this is no new proposi­
tion, but as his premises are faulty hie 
conclusions are also faulty. Woman Is 
what she is largely by what man has 
made her—dependent and noncapable— 
because we argue that sex differenti­
ation extends to brain as well as body, 
whereas we are coming to see that ' 
in the higher education for both sexes 
lies the safety of the future, and' that 
in the fields of literature both will 
win their laurels.

“It is folly to believe tor one moment 
that the woman’s progressive thought 
in unaccustomed channels disturbs her 
maternal function or that the higher 
education changes the great laws - Of 
nature whereby woman receives her 
crown Of motherhood. Given the sim­
ple life, and the woman of to-day Is 
better furnished both mentally and 
physically for the sphere of domesti­
city than ever before, and the testi­
mony to this effect is emphatic from all 
our great institutions of learning where 
woman is trained intellectually to be­
come man’s true helpmate and assume 
intelligently the great responsibilities 
of motherhood.”

VLADIVOSTOK CLOSED.

Port Comes Under the Russian Tariff 
Regulations.

On March 14th the law closing Vladi­
vostok as a free port went tnto effect. 
Under this law it is no longer possible 
to Import free of duty all foreign mer­
chandise into that nort and the vast 
territory tributary to the Amur river, 
the Russian tariff being made applica­
ble to that entire section.

New Japanese Liner fo^'-Puget Sound 
Registered at Lloyds.

The supplement to Lloyds Register, 
dated March ISth, contains the record 
of the new Japanese steamer Tacoma 
Maru, the first of the fleet launched in 
Japan for the Osaka Shosen Kabu- 
shika Kaisha for service between Pu­
get Sound and the Orient in connec­
tion with the Chicago, Milwaukee & 
Puget Sound railroad, calling here com­
ing and going. The records show that 
the Tacoma Maru registers 6,000 tons 
gross and is listed as 100 Al. She was 
built at Kobe by the Kawasaki Dock­
yard Company, Ltd., and the dimen­
sions are: Length, 410 feet; beam, 51.5 
feet; depth 29.6 feet.

Sideshows and street venders at the 
time of the qnnual fair or during the 
progress of horse races will hereafter 
be controlled by the municipality of 
Oak Bay, as each and every hawker or 
runner of a sideshow will be required 
to take out a license before operating 
within the municipality. Venders of 
vegetables, farm produce, or fish and 
game will be exempted. The Oak Bay 
council Monday night passed a by-law 
through its three readings dealing 
with this matter and at the next meet­
ing it will probably become law. This 
gives the municipal council power to 
refuse any license which they think 
unsuitable. One or two clauses were 
held over for the further consideration 
of the solicitor. The license fees are 
yet to be fixed.

Under schedule A of the act the fol­
lowing separate 
made:

A difference of opinion developed in 
the city council on Monday as to the 
power of appointment of the fire chief, 
whether it is in the hands of the coun­
cil or of the fire wardens.

Fire Chief Watson’s resignation was 
read to the council. It was short and 
to the point. T beg herewith to ten­
der my resignation as chief of the fire 
department,” he wrote.

Aid. Bishop moved that it be ac­
cepted forthwith.

Aid. Fullerton suggested to add that 
applications for the vacancy be invit­
ed, to be received up to April 15th, the 
advertisement to state the salary and 
the fact that there was a free house.

Aid. Stewart figured out as the Mon­
day in that week is a holiday and 
council will sit on Tuesday the appli­
cations ought to be in that day so the 
council could deal with them in the 
evening.

Fullerton, who, as 
chairman of the fire wardens, assert­
ed what he considered the rights and

The mayor contradicted this and de­
clared the appointment to be the coun­
cil’s.

The necessity for cleaning the streets 
in the business centre of Victoria was 
brought to the attention of the city 
council Monday by complaints from 
citizens as to the condition of certain 
parts of the 'city.

Harry Lomas, of Steltz restaurant, 
Yates street, wrote to point out that 
the vicinity of the cab-stand below 
Government street, was in an untidy 
looking condition every Sunday on ac- 
cout of the lacking of sweeping, and 
was a subject of unfavorable comment 
by visitors.

Aid. McKeown remarked that Ÿates 
street, as well as others, was more 
filthy on Sunday than any other day.

“We should have the streets thor­
oughly cleaned after eleven o’clock 
every night,” said Aid. Henderson. 
"The sooner we make an effort to do 
that the better. We have arrived at a 
stage where we have a number of 
paved streets which can be keptjtiean 
and we should do so. I move that- we 
instruct the city engineer to start out 
a cleaning gang at eleven each night.”

Aid Raymond considered that lots of 
water was the thing, and this would 
be available as soon as the salt water 
system was in operation.

Mayor Hall agreed that this was the 
best method and that men should get 
out and sweep the streets by two 
o'clock each morning.

Aid, Henderson pointed out that the 
city had horse sweepers tyhich would 
do more work than ten men, and it 
was absurd not to be using them.

The mayor believed that if Yates 
and Government, streets were treated 
in this way there would be no need to 
sprinkle them during the day.

The matter was referred to the 
streets, bridges and sewers committee.

Street as Stable Yard.
Another complaint received was that 

Courtney street was being used as a 
stable yard by a private company, and 
that on Sunday six large trucks, one 
loaded 'with manure, had stood out on 
the street all day and all night. This 
was depreciating property and render­
ed the street a laughing stock to visit­
ors from other cities.

This complaint was referred to the 
chief of police for attention.

Street Sprinkling.
Aid. Humber moved his motion that 

street {sprinkling be done as a work 
of local improvement, the owner* to 

Ipay two-thirds of the cost and the city 
one-third.

Aid. Bishop proposed that the whole 
cost be borne by the property af­
fected.

Aid. Turner asked if the city could 
put water on the streets and charge 
for it as a work of local improvement.

The mayor said It could not be done, 
but if the owners on a street requested 
the sprinkling it could be done. He 
ruled the motion out of order.

“Why, you told me to put the notice 
on the board yourself,” said Aid. Hum­
ber. * ,

The mayor explained that it was a 
matter for a by-law and not a resolu­
tion. In Ottawa each spring a by-law 
was passed stating the area that would 
be sprinkled that year and the owners 
paid their share. His worship thought 
a lot of money was wasted on sprink­
ling, anyway.

“There is a lot of time wasted by 
those teams when they are not sprink­
ling,” said Aid. Turner. “I have watch­
ed them and am satisfied that the 
men were just putting in time. That 
is why I objected to paying them by 
the hour.”

Aid. Humber desired information as 
to why Rockland avenue could be 
watered every night while the Gorge 
road could not get a drop.

The mayor explained that Rockland 
avenue got it last year because It was 
in the making, but it would not get 
any this year.

Local Improvements.
Council ordered the laying of tar 

macadam pavement and surface drain­
age on Clarence street and a permanent 
sidewalk on the north side of Niagara 
street between Toronto and Clarence 
streets. (

A recommendation to lay permanent 
sidewalks on both sides of Prior street, 
from Hillside avenue to King’s road, 
was laid over for a week. Some differ­
ence of opinion arose as to the propor­
tion of the cost which should be paid 
by the people, whether two-thirds, 
three-fifths, three-fourths or what.

Aid. Turner saw no particular reason 
for different rates and advised 
cil to come to an early decision as to 
the proportion which should be charg­
ed owners, making it the same all over 
the city for sidewalks, at least.

A request from the men working on 
the water main at Elk lake for 25c. a 
day additional, to offset the railway 
fare, was referred to the mayor and 
water commissioner to be looked into.

At Monday's meeting of the Na- 
of the Oak Bay council that an outline 
of the water distribution system for the 
municipality should at once be prepared 
and laid before the people, and that a 
by-law for the raising of $50,000 be pre­
pared for the approval of the rate­
payers who will be asked to vote on the 
same on April 24th. With the idea of 
furthering the movements and explain­
ing fully the scheme the council have 
in view a public meeting will be called 
for April 19th to discuss It.

There were present at the meeting 
Reeve Henderson and Councillors 
Oliver, McGregor, Noble, Newton and 
Colbert.

The clerk read a report from the 
water committee stating that nothing 
definite had been done, but reporting 
progress, when Councillor Oliver rose 
and explained that another meeting 
of the committee had been held that 
day, and the above had been decided 
upon. While the resolution provided 
that a scheme should be prepared, it is 
understood that the scheme is ready 
and needs only the final revision before 
being presented to the ratepayers. This 
scheme has been occupying a good deal 
of the time of the water committee for 
some weeks past.

A tax sale will be held on September 
3rd next, which will be duly advertised.

In order to make the entrance to the 
school grounds safe it was decided to 
blast out the rock in front of the new 
school house. There was also a proposal 
to do the same in front of Norwood, 
for the same reason, but considerable 
opposition developed in this case, as it 
was thought by councillors that the 
work should be done on the local im­
provement plan, as it would be a bad 
precedent. This proposal was therefore 
withdrawn until some further date, 
when it will come before the roads 
committee.

Shall on summary conviction before 
any two Justices of the peace, or any 
magistrate having the powers of two 
justices of the peace, for a first of­
fence, be liable to a penalty not 
ceeding $50 and costs, and not less than 
$20 and costs, and in default of pay­
ment, to imprisonment with or without 
hard labor for a term not exceeding 
three months and not less than one 
month ; and for a second or subsequent 
offence, to Imprisonment with hard la­
bor for a term not exceeding six 
months and not less than three months.

to transact insurance other than life 
in Canada in like manner and upon 
the same terms and conditions as in­
surance companies; such associations 
to be in all respects subject to the 
provisions of this apt, except that the 
statements required by this act to be 
filed in the office of the superintendent 
may be verified in such manner as the 
superintendent shall direct and 
scribe.

The architect of the proposed build­
ing is H. S. Griffiths, of this 
city, whose plans are being followed in 
the erection of the new hospital. In 
speaking of the plans last session the 
provincial secretary stated that the In­
stitution when completed ready for 
patients would have cost $500 per bed.

But the loyal manner 
in which the citizens of Victoria and district have rallied to the Support of the paper and have recog­
nized its efforts to give them ân up-to-date, reliable paper, maintaining the best traditions of the craft 
for reliability and good faith with its readers, has encouraged the management to undertake obligations 
which, while perhaps slightly in advance of what business warrants, are in harmony with the general 
spirit of progress and enterprise evident on every hand.

Four Thousand Delegates in 
Attendance—Enthusiasm 

Marks Gathering.

Toronto, Ont., April 1.—Four thous­
and delegates are in attendance at the 
Canadian National 
gress, which was opened in 
James cathedral schoolhouse yester­
day. N. W. Rowell, K. C., presided at 
the opening meeting, the devotional ex­
ercises being conducted by the Rev. 
Hugh Pedley, of Montreal.

Robert E. Speer, of New York, was 
the first speaker, and his topic was, 
“The Great1 Commission.” A nation, 
he said, might be rallied to war for 
pride and patriotism for a couple of 
generations, but a war for twenty cen­
turies could only be carried on for a 
great and living principle.

Principal Gandier, of Knox college, 
emphasized the fact that each member 
of the church should take up his share 
of building ûp the whole congregation 
to perfect manhood. The minister 
should not be afraid to ask his con­
gregation for money. The average 
metnber was not fitted for evangeliza­
tion, but with his money he might help 
support a missionary who was.

J. Campbell White, of New York, 
general secretary of the Laymen's 
Missionary Movement, also spoke.

DIED FROM EXPOSURE
ON UPTURNED BOAT

Trying Experience in Open 
Craft in Waters of Puget 

Sound.

Hoquiam, March 31.—As a result of 
one of the most graphic experiences 
ever chronicled on Grays Hafbor, Vic­
tor Hertala lost his life and H. Saarein 
and John Michelson came near perish­
ing from exposure after clinging for 10 
hours or more to the bottom of an 
overturned flshboat.

The men left this city yesterday 
morning and when well down the tiay 
their flshboat was capsized by a sud­
den squall. The men managed to clam­
ber on the bottom of the boat, and for 
seven hours hung on, riding the craft 
through the teeth of a terrible storm.

The men tried to attract the attention 
of several steamers and schooners 
which passed by but without avail. Be­
ing without any oars, they drifted 
about until darkness. Owing to the fury 
of the storm their strength ' was fast 
failing, Hertala being almost too weak 
to hang on the craft.

Another squall sprung up and the 
boat was righted on the crest of a 
wave. Michelson and Saarein caught 
their companion and pulled him into 
the swamped craft. He could not stand 
the exposure and fell into a stupor. 
The men could not keep his body out 
of the water, but managed to hold his 
head above water until the young man 
fell into a slumber which ended in 
death.

An hour later the craft struck shore 
and the men crawled a distance of sev­
eral hundred feet to the hut of a clam 
digger, where they were given shelter 
and clothes. This morning the body 
of Hertella was found in the swamped 
craft, which was drifting around the 
flats.

CUMBAL ASHORE.

British Steamer Grounded Off San 
Zafian Point.

San Francisco, March 31.—The Mer­
chants’ exchange received a telegram 
to-day from Valparaiso stating that 
the British freight steamer Cumbal, 
Capt. Gibson, en route from New York 
to that port with a cargo of merchan­
dise, had grounded off San Zallan 
point. Lighters have been sent to the 
scene and it is believed the vessel can 
be floated.

The Cumbal left New York Febru­
ary 7th for Valparaiso and Callao. She 
is a vessel of 2,781 net tons and was 
built for the New York & Pacific 
Steamship Company, Ltd., at New­
castle in 1900 by the North Cumber­
land Shipbuilding Company, Ltd. She 
is a steel vessel, 360 feet in length, 48 
feet beam and 20 feet depth of hold.

From the photograph , the German 
police discovered a brother of Gotts­
chlick named Armand, who positively 
identified the man who committed sui­
cide here as his brother. From Ar­
mand Gottsehlick’s "statement the sui­
cide had been residing in America for 
some time, but returned home to Ger­
many, about October last year to obr = 
tain an inheritance from his father 
amounting to 9,000 marks. It was af­
ter having secured, the legacy that he 

1 met the 'women whose^photograph Was 
found- in bis room, on the back of. 
which was written “The only woman 
In the world for me'," and which was 
one of the three sept to Germany by • 
the Victoria police. The brother’s 
story is that the deceased became in-' 
fatuated with the girl and together 
they left Neurode. Early this year the 
mother received a post card from her 
son saving the card would be the last 
she would hear of him. What became 
of the girl or the brother the German 
police were unable to say. The name 
by which He registered at the hotel 
on arrivai here is that of a brothet-in- 
low now residing in Neurode and fur­
ther establishes his identity. One of 
the other photographs is said by the 
brother in Germany to be that of 
Helen Makros, whom the suicidé jilted 
for the woman with whom he left Ger­
many.

When the suicide was discovered a 
note was found that it would be use­
less to trace him. The local ' police, 
however, found several clues and com­
municated with the police in other 
cities as well as in Germany. There 
is now no shadow of doubt as to who 
the man who signed himself Albert 
Ehmann before taking his life really 
was.

The "Plumbers’ By-law.

The last has evidently not been 
heard of the plumbers’ examination 
by-law, in regard to which it was re­
ported by the legislation committee 
last week that “in vi^v of the great 
difference of opinion between the 
parties concerned” it had been decided 
not to proceed with it.

The following letter from William 
Miller, secretary of the local union of 
Journeyman Plumbers, was read last 
night:

“I am instructed by Local 324 to ex­
press our regret and surprise at the 
action of your Committee and to cor­
rect some, misstatements made by your 
committee respecting the position of 
our union.

"In the first instance the provincial 
government provided for this by-law 
in the best interests of the public 
health of sanitation. The plumbing in­
spector, believing in the necessity • of 
the application of this by-law, intro­
duced it himself (not the union) to 
last- :ÿ«ttr’» ccuinciL We are the . men 
tnafS&re to be, examined as to' oUf ca­
pabilities, and after careful thought 
and consideration have come to the 
opinion that it will be to the best in­
terests of the public of this city to have 
this by-law passed by your council, be­
lieving that, however capable the 
plumbing inspector may be, this by­
law will strengthen his- hands consid­
erably in sqeing that nothing but good 
sanitary plumbing is carried out,

“We also think it fair that the ‘great 
difference of opinion.’ should show itself 
and let the public judge as to the 
merits or demerits of the case. Trust­
ing this letter will be received in the 
spirit in which it is sent and that you 
may in your wisdom think fit to re-in- 
troduce this by-law.”

He has 
gone into the history of the words used 
and has traced their derivation to the 
language from which they came. To 
do this, required a vast amount of re­
search and a study of Indian as well 
as languages of other nations.

The author traces this trade lan­
guage from the early explorers in 1800 
through the various events connected 
with the history of the coast. In addi- 

'tion, to the words in common use a 
supplementary vocabulary appears and 
a guide to pronunciation. Mr. Shaw’s 
book should be of value to a wide 
circle of students who are more or less 
interested in the use of the Chinook 
jargon.

36-OUNCE GOLD NUGGET 
CAME FROM DEASE RIVER

Romantic Story of Valuable 
Find in Northern British 

Columbia. It will leave Seattle on Tues-

SWIFTS LOOKING 
TO PROVINCE

Ottawa, March 30.—A 36-ounce gold 
nugget, valued at $600, and with a ro­
mantic story of discovery behind It, 
lies in the vault of the Geological Sur­
vey. This wonderful nugget has just 
been received after a somewhat round­
about trip from the Dease river dis­
trict in the Far North, where it was 
found. Much the size and shape of a 
large clam shell, the nugget fits snug­
ly upon the palm of the hand, but its 
three pounds Is what appears most 
astounding to any person not familiar 
with the great weight of the percious 
metal.

Sometime last year two prospectors 
had staked a claim on the Dease river 
In Northern British Columbia, 
the claim an old shack had been built 
long before and was at the time unoc­
cupied. One day it was burnt to the 
ground and the prospectors in raking 
among the smoking embers, In A mood 
of curiosity, came across an old sack 
containing a number of unusually large 
nuggets and an old notebook. Follow­
ing the code of honor which exists 
among miners, the men turned the nug­
gets and the notebook over to the bank 
at the nearest station.

From the contents of the notebook It 
was learned by the bank officials that 
Aemillus Jarvis, 
an interested party in' the expedition 
which had discovered these nuggets 
and consequently they were turned 
over to him. Upon receiving them Mr. 
Jarvis sent them to the mint in Otta­
wa to have them melted and their 
value credited.

Dr. Jas. Bonar, director of the mint, 
noticing the remarkable size of one of 
the nuggets, communicated with R. W. 
Brock, director of the Geological Sur­
vey, with the result that Mr, Brock 
decided to secure the nugget as a speci­
men for the survey. Mr. Jarvis was 
paid the value of the nugget and It 
now reposes in the-survey, vault.

A number of valuable nuggeté have 
also been received at the survey from 
R. L. Broadbent, now In the Kootenay 
district making a collection of mineral 
specimens for the Seattle exposition. 
The nuggets received were found on 
Wild Horse creek, in the East Koot- 
tenay. A model of the 36-ounce nug­
get from the Dease river will also be 
sent to the Seattle exposition.

City.For considerable time British Colum­
bia's timber and mineral wealth has 
had a strong attraction for capitalists 
of wbrld wide standing. Now it appears 
that the fruit industry Is to be a 
drawing factor. No less a firm than 
Swift & Co., the great meat packers, 
have had their attention drawn to the 
possibilities of entering Into the fruit 
packing business in the province.

A recent visitor to the city who has 
close business relations with the Swift 
Company went through the Okanagan 
country during the season with Mr. 
Swift in order that the latter might 
look Into the opportunities for canning 
factories being established. What the 
ultimate decision of the great company 
will be he was unable to say, but the 
firm was looking to the future, and 
made rather full investigations Into 
the opportunities.

The Swifts have already become in­
terested in British ‘ Columbia. They 
have a share in the immense sawmill 
at New Westminster, which is classi­
fied as ope of the finest on the contin­
ent, with equipment to (fleet all require­

Prince Rupert will this year be the 
terminus of tile Hudson’s Bay Skeena 
river steamers Port Simpson and 
Hazelton. On former years these steam-,
ers have run only as far as the mouth 
of the river, although once or twice 
they made the trip across to Prince 
Rupert. Arrangements are now under 
way for the new city to be the ter­
minus for the river steamers. The 
manager of the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, J. Thompson, stated that this 
step had been found necessary owing 
to the growing importance of Prince 
Rupert.

Another arrangement has been made 
which Will prove a great convenience 
to those who live up the river. It is to 
have a continuous service with up­
river points, even during the season of 
high water when the steamers are un­
able to get through the canyon. The 
Port Simpson will operate during that 
period below the Kltsalas canyon, and 
the Hazelton above. Freight and 
sengers will be transferred by 
pany over the road. This was done on 
several occasions last year, but this 
season the matter will be so arranged 
that a regular through service will be 
kept up, teams being engaged to do the 
transfer work.

The officers of the river steamers are 
going up on the Princess. Beatrice to­
morrow night, and the steamers which 
have been overhauled during the winter 
will be in readiness to take advantage 
of an early opening of the river if it 
should come. So far there Is a lot of Ice 
in the Skeena, but all depends upon the 
spring as to how soon the river will 
be navigable.

Majesty’s Dead Letter Office at Otta­
wa, to be sent, in short order, to the 
remitter—often a woman. There are 
still plenty of people in the Dominion 
who are willing to be caught in the 
snares of across-the-border fakirs, and 
some of. them are not half thankful 
when they get their money back.

The nature of the “offers" at which 
a section of the people snap so readi­
ly Is often In itself ample proof of 
the corrupted morals of the "sucker.” 
Nor. should Ontario the Good be the 
first to boast. Western Ontario is to­
day the most prolific source of im­
moral postcards which the dead-letter 
office knows.

The percentage of viciously-minded 
persons may, of course, be compara­
tively small,'but there seems no limit 
to the public carelessness. Sixty-five 
thousand, letters come yearly to the 
dead-letter offices, main and branch, 
for better addresses. They do not in­
clude, to any extent, the purposely- 
puzzleful missive which has been a food 
in the old country. Canadians do not 
put hieroglyphics on their mail matter 
merely to see if It will be delivered to 
the right address. They do, however, 
forget every portion of the address 
conceivable, sometimes all of it. Many 
times there is a street address without 
the name of any city to follow it.

Railway construction is a source of 
real trouble to the postal authorities. 
With hundreds of miles of road being 
laid, and camps strung along them at 
intervals, the delivery of mall is a 
problem, and the skill of the dead- 
letter office is often called into play. 
Comes, for Instance, a letter to Jack 
Somebody-or-other at Camp No. 3, 
Coty Creek. Coty Creek Is not a post 
office, and the D. L. experts consult one 
of the government surveyors. Jack 
probably gets his letter after some de­
lay.

The last day for receiving applica­
tions to be placed on the voters' list 
is Monday next, while Friday is the 
last day for filing objections to names 
on the list.

At the close of the November 
vision there were 6,823 names on the 
Victoria city list. About one hundred 
have since been removed at the re­
quest of the voters. Up to this after­
noon some 750 applications had been 
filed with Harvey Combe, registrar of 
voters, and many more are expected In 
the course of the next few days.

From what the party agents say 
it looks as if the next list would con­
tain some 8,000 names, unless there is 
any wholesale removal of names in the 
process of cleaning up the list There 
have been few objections filed yet, but 
both sides talk of putting in several 
against dead and absentee 
Three week’s notice of objections has 
to be given by pest and by advertise­
ment.

The court of revision sits on Mon­
day, May 3rd, and as there are sev­
eral legal holidays around Easter 
there will only be time to get the no­
tices out by making Friday the last 
day for receiving objections.

PAINT WAREHOUSE
MUST BE REMOVED

In the vaults of the dead-letter of­
fice there is a row of bags which re­
present real wealth to anyone who 
could prove claim to their contents. As 
a matter of fact, however,'the letters 
which they contain are the property of 
thousands of people, and the individual 
enclosures were not for large amounts. 
The sum enclosed in unclaimed or 
otherwise undelivered letters seldom 
exceeds $20. All letters containing 
money are listed and filed. They are 
preserved for five years, in the hope 
that the senders will write and claim 
them.

Registered letters “go "dead’’ as well 
as the ordinary two-centers, nor is it 
always possible to discover the sender, 
though this is comparatively easy 
when they originate in country of­
fices, where the postmaster’s local 
knowledge may be drawn upon.

Two hundred registered letters are 
returned to England monthly, a mute 
testimony to the number of remittance 
men In the country and their some­
what migratory habits.

When “Tours, Jack” writes to "Dear 
Moilie" and doesn’t put his address at 
the head of his letter, there is little 
chance of its being returned to him if 
it falls into the hands of the dead-let­
ter office. So generally do correspond­
ents neglect to incorporate their full 
names and addresses in their epistles 
that forty per cent, of the 65,000 letters 
which conje to the offices yearly for 
better address cannot be delivered to 
the addresses or returned to the 
sender. With parcels the percentage is 
even larger. Many sent by Canadians 
to United States points are refused 
when the addressee finds there is duty 
to be paid. These seldom contain any 
indication of their origin, and the 
dead letter office auctions off huge 
batches of them yearly.

Half a dozen branch offices do most 
of the dead-letter work for their re­
spective districts, so far as letters are 
concerned, thus obviating unnecessary 
delay in returning "astray" epistles. 
Seven “local" offices dispose of pack­
ets, newspapers, and circulars. Duns 
and accounts ate never re-directed. 
The government ts not a collecting^ 
agency.

London, April 1.—The rate of discount of lands and works, 
of the Bank of England was reduced 
to-day from 3 to 2% per cent. This is 
the first change since January 14th, 
when the rate was advanced from 2% 
to 3 per cent., mainly for the purpose 
of building up the bank’s gold reserve.

The steady Influx of gold from all 
quarters, especially from America, de­
cided the directors of the Bank of Eng­
land to reduce the rate to 2(4 per cent, 
at to-day's meeting. The prospects all 
point to a plethora of money through­
out the summer, and In some quarters 
a further reduction to 2 per cent. Is 
forecasted.

In confident anticipation of to-day’s 
announcement the money market al­
lowed discount rates to fall away 
sharply. The continental demands, 
however, are not expected to assume 
large proportions, as the monetary po­
sition in European centers Is quite 
easy.

The Kaga bad a fair voyage, exper­
iencing two bad days when about half 
way across. This did not delay her, 
however. She brought 75 passengers, 
most of whom went on to Seattle, Be­
sides Mr. Jeune were W. B. White, 
manager of a bank at Manila; W. B. 
Milne, a realty broker of Everett; T. 
Haraga, a Japanese naval officer who 
is going to join the Japanese 
bassy at Washington, and S. Kawachi, 
a student.

WALKING STICK MADE 
FROM RIB OF SS. BEAVER em-

Vancouver, March 31.—M. B. Kies, 
county auditor, is the proud owner of 
a walking stick made from a rib of 
the first steamship that steamed in the 
Pacific ocean, called the Beaver.

The Beaver was built on the Thames 
In England, in 1835, and sailed for the 
Pacific ocean, around the Horn, un-' 
der convoy of the old Hudson Bay 
Company's barque Columbia, with her 
paddle wheels packed in her hold as 
cargo. The paddles were placed on the 
Beaver at old Fort Vancouver, on the 
Columbia river, in 1836. She was the 
first steamer to ride the Pacific ocean, 
and was also the first to ply between 
Puget Sound and Sitka, Alaska, then 
a Russian port.

The Beaver was operated for fifty- 
two years, unjil she was wrecked at 
the entrance of Burrard Inlet In 1888.

In 1890 Mr. Kies was inspector of 
customs at Port Townsend, and his 
friend A. L. Mcdlnton, was deputy col­
lector of the port of Puget Sound.

One day Mr. McCllnton went out to 
the wreck, and with a saw cut out a 
square piece of one of the ribs of the 
wrecked vessel and took It home with 
him. This he sawed into four pieces, 
and gave one to Mr. Kies, which he 
has since kept. This spring he hap­
pened to tell Chat Knight, a wood­
worker, of his piece of cherished wood, 
and he secured It and worked it down 
by hand into a walking stick for Mr. 
Kies, who prizes the relict highly.

As much of the Beaver as possible 
^will be assembled, and will go on ex­
hibition at the 
fair at Seattle this summer.

They, however, had to 
stand- down as they are unable to get 
a sufficient number of grounds, three 
at least being required. The Calgary 
and Winnipeg teams intend touring the 
coast and will go south as far as Port­
land for matches if that club does not 
come to the tournament.

Vancouver, March 31.—That Western 
Canadian grain is bound to come via 
this port for shipment to Europe over 
the Tehuantepec railroad is confident­
ly anticipated by prominent officials of 
the Mexican railway.

In an interview Mr. Mundy stated 
that at present nothing had been ar­
ranged for the construction of eleva­
tors at either Salina Cruz or Puerto 
Mexico, the Pacific and Atlantic ter­
mini of the railroad, but it was pos­
sible even with existing arrangement 
to transport grain, as the cars, ,al­
though of the American pattern, had 
sliding roofs and could be easily filled 
from the steamers and likewise dis­
charged.

Asked as to the probable effect of 
the Panama canal, Mr. Mundy replied 
that his railropd would have by that 
time, established its connection so 
well that its position would be prac­
tically unassailable. Further there is 
the great difference in distance, about 
800 miles, and the saving of time across 
the Isthmus, as via the Mexican 
route, where freight can be tr&nship: 
ped in half a day, while it will prob­
ably take a long time to go through 
the numerous locks of the canal.

There are many developments and 
improvements about to be undertaken 
by the Tehuantepec railroad, 
new wharves are to be constructed at 
Puerto, Mexico, and one at Salina 
Cruz. A fortnightly service is shortly 
to be inaugurated with this port, which 
will enable a six-weeks’ journey for 
goods from Europe to become an as- 
surred and regular service.
Dodwell & Co., of England, who have 
an agency here for the Blue Funnel 
line, will start a monthly service from 
Salina Cruz to Hongkong/ under the 
name of the Mexican-Oriental Steam­
ship Company. A new service with 
Spain from Puerto, Mexico, is to be 
operated immediately, with vessels of 
the latest Improvements in passenger 
accommodation, the 
called the Compania Translantica.

Mr. Moore mentioned as an inter­
esting fact that salmon ' had 
shipped via his route from San Fran­
cisco to Delagoa Bay, and that 
lar traffic in that commodity was ex­
pected in the future.
, The two ports of the Tehuantepec 
railroad on Atlantic and Pacific have 
been developed considerably. At Coat- 
zacoalcos, rechristened Puerto Mexico, 
the railway company has constructed 
seven steel wharves, each provided 
with a warehouse 420 feet long by 110 
feet wide, with holding capacity of 10,- 
000 tons of freight each, and equipped 
with powerful electric cranes, each 
crane having a radius of 52 feet. A 
solid mile of wharf frontage, ample 
depth of water alongside for the 
deepest draught vessels, and an abso­
lutely safe harbor are afforded for 
the steamers connecting with the rail­
way at this terminus.

At Salina Cruz, the Pacific port of 
the two great converging breakwaters, 
with a total length of over a mile, pro­
vide a safe harbor of several hundred 
acres—ample room and sufficient depth 
of water for the largest vessel* afloat.
