FOR THE WEEKLY OBSERFER.
Mrssra. Enirors—1 have long been of opinion, that
nothing is better calculated to sharpen the intellect than
just eriticism.  Itisa light which dissipates the dark-
ness that obscured the ideas of the writer whose com-
position is critised ; and hence, when it has respect to
sentiment, it is favourable to the advancement of troth ;
and when it is confined merely to style ; it conduces to
improvement in the art of writiog with precision and
elegance. i 0
Under these impressions, I purpose taking a liltle
notice of a writer in the last Courier, who weites upon
“ the force of habit’’; and as his Essay is too long to
he criticised at length in a public journal, | s!unll. for
the information of several young men in this city, who
are engaged in literary puisuits, give a formal unalysis
af his first sentence, and then make such further obser-
vations upon the Essay.as his more geoeral errors may
suggest. e begins thus: “ In all my obsfrvmmns
* upon the attainments aad actions of men, in every
» yaried department of life, it appears to me, that no
 canstitutional or natural prinriple.operules 50 power-
* fully upon their minds, or exercises such influence
s geer the actions of their lives, whether good or evil, as
¢« do the habits which they may have nr_quired in
* youth ;—they strengthien in manhood, nn'd’ invariably
¢ provethe bane or blessing of riper years. ‘
it is a principal rule of composiion, that the writer
should begin with a simple, distinct proposition. _']hns
. gentence, however, is not very remarkable for distinet-
ness, aod by no means for simplicity.. 1t is crowx}ed ;
not with ideas, but with words, to the manifest disad-
. rantage of the reader, who is unable to gat‘ll.er any pre-
cise idea from the sentence. The preposition upon, in
the first part of the seatence, sounds rather awkward,
Xfthe writer had meant observations previously written
or spoken upon the attainmeots and actioos of men, the
construction would then be correct; but by bis obser.
vaticns,he menns his acts of observing or viewing.in which
sense (he preposition upon becomes plainly improper,
aod [ thiok cgo no where be fovnd so used iv correct
“swriters. “ in every varied department of life.”—The
meaning of this member of the sentence is, in exery de-
men? of life which is varied. But this is nonsense.
Therefore either the word every, or varizd, onght to

s

have been left out ; and it were sufficient (ﬁvc said,
in the varions departments of life, ov simply, in every de-
partment of life. ** ltappears to me.’—The present
tense of the verb seews 1o be improper, as it stands
here conaected. The construction is, in my former ob-
servalions, it now appears fo me; which surely is & con-
founding of times. I have remarked. is the phrase which
the writer ought to have used. ** That no constitetional
or natvral principle operates so powerfully upon their
minds,”’—What the writer means here by constitutional,
is surely natural, aod therefore the word constitutional
is useless. ** Or exercises such influence over the ac-
 tions of their lives.”’——Very little is added to the sense
by this whole member ; and as the period was already
crowded, with circumstunces, it might perhaps have
been omitted with advantage ; but be this as it may,
it were certainly enough to have said simply their ac-
tions. But the writer seems resolved upon writing a
long Essay, without the trouble of searching for idea-,
and this kind of diffuse style auswers his purpose best.
*“ Whether good or evil.”—As the writer had before
mentiooed the actions of men in general, all their ac-
tions were of course included. and therefore this further
enumeration of thein, can only be proper in writing to
children, who are snpposed to be deficient in compre-
hension. ** Asdo the habiis which they may have ac-
quired in youth,”—This i> no very happy expression.
As do the habits—What ? Something must be under-
stood here, and it is not easy to conceive what it is.
Grammatically, both the foregoing verbs ought to be
understood 3 but they are both.in the singular number,
and the plural noun ka’its, requires them tn be in the
ploral. Thisindistictoess of conception,and gramma-
tical confusioa, must be owing either 1o carelessness, or
want of grammatical knowledge. When the writer
speaks of ** habits which they may have acquired in
youth,” itisevident from what follows, that he says
what he does not mean, as he certainly meant to be
understood as speaking of habits which were actually
acquired in youth ; and therefore he has used the wrong
mood of the verb. The'concluding member of the sen-
tence, seems liable to no material exception.

Perhaps, after this analysis. it may be of some ad-
vantage to give the student in composition a more fin-
ished copy of (he sentence thus examined, in order that
e may tee how much of distinctness and force an idea
loses, by beiug encumbered with a number of useless
appendages. I therefore give the following, as being,
io my opinion, less liable to exception. ** In all my
¢ observations with respect to the conduct of men, I
“ have remarked, that no natural impulse or principle,
‘“ has so puwerful an influence over their minds as early
‘“ acquired babit. Those habits which are contracted
“in the tender years of life, seem to incorporate them-
‘¢ selves with the very constitution of the mind: they
‘ strengthen in manhood, and almost invariably prove
“ the bane or blessing of riper years.” But to do justice
to this nameless writer, he has certainly written some
sentences which are less exposed to criticism than that
which [ bave now examined. ‘Lhis observation. how-
{ever, is not very well supported by the begioning of
the next paragraph, wherein we are said to be indebted
for evils ; which is surely paying little regard to the
common use of language.

The general fault of (his writer’s style, seems to be
an wnpardonable prolivity ; which is probably owing
to his impeifect knowledge of the words which he
makes nse of. The following quotations will shew how
easy itis 1o use words without any meaning. * Upright
and good”—* immoral and wrong”—¢ the idle and
indolent”—*¢ industry and application”—** just and
good”"—¢ habits of benevolence and virtue’—** a se-
cret satisfaction”—* an inward pleasure”—* applica-
tion and labour”—* study and application.” Such
phraseology must certainly be the offspring of n weak
mind, for strong minds are always remarkable for pre-
cision, and have the tmost contempt for those produc-
tions which are notable only for their verbosity., They
cannot be satisfied with such light food as words, they
want ideas. I make this ob:ervation, in order that
young wrilers may be careful to prune their expres-
8ions, 20 a8 to avoid the censire of weakness,

With regard to Panctuation, which ié indispensible
in composition, this Essay is remarkable for its num-
berless dashes. The writer’s punctuation, though not
always correct, s pretty judicious ; but this dashing, is
a feeble gttempt to ensure the attention of the reader,
and to give importance to the ideas. A writer must
always depend wpon the force of his expression, for the
attention of tha®eader ; and if he wonld demand our
attention to what lié says, while there is nothing in his

of injustice, ;

Bot before I conelude these remarks, 1 propose to
take snme notice of the senfiments contained iir this Es-
say. These, however, owing to the indistinciness of
the writer's conception, and the impropriety of his ex.
pression, cannot always be understood ; which shews,
that Philosophical Essays.above all others, nught to be
written with precision. Mauy of those effects which
he ascribes to kabit, must, I thivk, io a considerable de-
gree, be ascribed to instintt. 1t is instinct that makes
us love our native eountry. ‘We are not aware how
strong this affecdion is, until we have gone to some fo-
reign part. Then we begin to sigh for our native land ;
and this propeasity is ofien so strong as to produce an
actoal return.  So it is with the ox, that has been car-
ried away from the pasture in which he was reared ;
for if he can break loose from his new master, however
kindly he may®ha.e been treated, he will travel night
and “day ‘until he reach the pasture of his calfhood.
This Philosophical Essayist will probably tell me that
the ox returns under tbe iofluence of habit; no, 1 say,
it is instinct. ‘The love of our country is similar to the
love of our relations ; but I think that neither this wri-
ter, nor any other gentleman of ** our good eity,” will
undertake to say that we love our relations from habit,
or that itis in the power of habit {o make us conceive
the same affection for others that we do for our rela-
tions. This natural affection, whether it be for our
country or relations, I say isinstinctive. Tiis the law,
the constitution of human nature, to which we must go for
the origin of those fcelings, and not to habit, -1 ac-
knowledge, however, the influence of habit: its power
is indeed very considerable, but I would vot ascribe
every thing to habit : itis but a secondary cause.

But I will not pursue those observations further. not
having the presumption to say much on a subject upon
which 1 am confideat I possess no great depth of know-
ledge ; but it did not require much to expose the super-
ficial Philosophy of this Essayist.
