Business Talk.

A recent article in the St John News is
sv pertinent and full of good points that
we transfer it to our columns and recom-
mend our readers to give it a careful perns-
al. It is as follows 1=

The Mupctary Times, in an article on
the failures of the past year, declares that
there ave *“far too many persons in Cana-
daengaged intrade,” and says that “*again
and agnin we have warned farmers and
farmers’ sons agaiust the delusive notion
that they could better their position by
giving up farming and going into store-
1 keeping.”  These warnings, like maiy

others of the same kind that have bheen
uttered, fail because those they are in-
tended to influcnce see too many examples
to the coutrary. The ambitious boy secs
many men, not many years off the farm,
living in town in the style of rich people,
and he hopes to be equally successiul.
There are evidently prizes in the shop lot-
tery, and he wants to try for ono of them.
The farm would produce a good living for
him, he knows, but he wantsriches.  His
fancy is taken with the fine clothes, pol-
ished boots, and neatly fitting kids worn
intown, and he is inexperienced enough
to think there is more happiness in **store
clothes” than homespun, Ie does not
dream that men wear good clothes,
whether they can afford to do so or not,
simply because they dare not appear shab-
by, and that they often wear coats when
they would give much for moral eourage
cnough to sustain them in shirt sleeves,
He does not know that a social tyrauny
too strong to be resisted compels the clerk
or trader to incur expenses for all sorts of
chromo gentility., 1o looks at the man
with a salary of 600 a ycar and wonders
what he does with it all, and regards the
recipient of a salary of $1000 as a man of
wealth, Recipients of such salaries, who
are struggling to pay their house rent and
keep their wives in benzine to clean old
gloves with, know how absured such ideas
are, but the country boy has no suspicion
of the truth, and foudly beligves that
wealth and happiness will be his when he
can sceure such a salary,

The Z'imes is véry scvere on those who
have failed, and says that many of theun-
fortunates left the farm to embark in trade,
The bankrupt, it says, * can never be the
same man afterwards. He may endeavonr,
and many do endeavour, to brave it out,
but after all, no man can feel the same
after failing as he did when he honestly
p:\id everybody their due.  Let any farm.
er who has tried storckeeping and failed,
compare his position with that of old
friends who have stuck’ to the land and
prospered. - Their position has improved
every year, and their farms and stock are
there to speak forit. Bat whereis ho?
Perhaps sold out by the sheriff, lock, stock
ahd barrel.  Ie has had the humiliating
ordeal of mecting angry ereditors to go
through, and heard very unpleasans vom-
ments on his folly or bad management.
And after gatheringup what he can out
of the wreek, he has the consciousness
that a good many of the best years of his
lifc have been entirely thrown away.
After presenting this doleful picture, some
advice, which will probably prove too un-
palatable for acceptance, is given,
firm conviction,” says the Z%mes, “*is
that all the men who have left farming
ought to go back to it as quickly as pos.
sible. In this we include farmers’ sons.
Aund very many of others now in business
had far better be servants of others than
endeavour to drag on a miserable exist-
ence as masters on theic own  account.
[f ull those who have failed would only
retive from the ficld altogether, trade
would be healthy for the rest.  But we
are afraid a large majority will pateh up
their aflairs in the best way they can, go
{ on again, get eredit from foolish houses,

spread out as Iefore, and renew the hreak
f down on a lirger scale than cver”

There ix no doubt about their re-entering

business, but it is by no means certain

that they will “break down again”
| Many merchants whose stability is un-
| questigimble have obtained some of their
commercial expericnee at the expense of
their creditors.  But the Toronto cditor
carries his assault’on bankrupts to cven
greater length, asking wholesale dealers
and manufacturers to refuse them credit,
ITe declares that “‘it {3 high time that
those who dispense credit discriminate
against people that have failed, and we
are glad that a prominent Toroulo mer-

chant in a recent advertiscment, boldly
recommends  that coarse.  Now i3 the
time to inaugurate this much needed re-
form, and we do trust to sce it brought
about,  Along with this let us have credit
shortenad and curtailed in mmount, Long
credit, and too much of it, has been the
ruin of half the people who have failed.
Banks and merchants have alike Leen to
blame, andd both need to cooperate in
bringing about a betler system.”  This
is giving the wunfortunate no quarter at
1)1 il we cannob :uuf»t it as a just and
lulo.n\ ss-like \l\ wof the !|uwtmn it s
too sweeping in its wndtmn.mnu of those
who fail in business,  But the vemarks
on the lovsoness of the credit system are
unquestionably just When small traders
find 1t casy to et |m| g crudit for all they
want find it haed to refuse goods pre 9
sedl upon them at theie “own_ time "
they arc apt to sclt on the sam€ rechless
principle, carclessly supplying men withs
out money \\ltll things they canuot dlond
to buy.

O'Neil, who murdered his
mother-in-law, Bridget Fothergill, in Car-
leton, St. John, in February last, suffered
the extreme penalty of the law at St, John
on Thursday last,  We take the tollowing
in refevence to the solemn and awful event
from the News report : —

The lastact in the Carleton tragedy was
coucluded in the yard of the Jail yester.
day morning, when Thomas O'Neil was
executed for the munder of his mother-in.

law, Bridget I'pthergill,
IE CROWD,
The crowd thiet assembled in front of

the Jail in hopes ®fiobtaining admission
into the Jail yard, or of getting cven a
glance of the prisoner, was not so large as
one would expect to sce, Yet the atten.
dance was very large when it is consider.
ed that it was well known that the exe-
cution weuld be private, Besides, there
had been little talk among-the citizens re
garding the ease of the wifortunate man.
1Ie had been a notorious character, known

‘to almost every one, and still fow scemed

to care anything concerning his fate, The
Sherifl’s idea of issuing passes was & good
one, and had theseffect of haviig ouly a
small erowd in the Jail office or yard.

THE MORNING—THE PRIEST'S VISIT.

The morning was beautifully fine and
a3 the light stole throngh the wickets of
the windows of the prisoner’s cell his
spiritual adviger, Rev, Mr, Michaud, was
shown into the apartment. The privst
had attended him regularly for some time
before; [but this was the most trying of all
occasions for the rev, gentleman, e had
attended many a sick person and pre.
pared, according to the custom of the
Catholic Church, hundreds of persons for
death; but this was the first time that he
was ever called upon to prepare a man for
the gallows,  Although it was known to
the privoner that the excention would not
take place nntil hetween 7 and 12 o'¢lock
he watched the door of his cell ateadily
for some time before the former hour.
The slightest noise in the hallway seemed
to send a thrill throngh his whdle body.
He had evidently made up his mind to
face death tirly but with no show of
daring, e was indeed a changed man,
A look of sorrow  held the place formerly
held by a reckless air, and despite his de
termined efforts he frequently trembled
greatly.

It may he here stated that Father Mi-
chaud snid Mass at the Convent of the
Naored Heart about five o'clock, and when
he started for the jail the Nuns and the
Sisters of Charity were engaged in prayer

asking God to have mercy upon tho
murderer. It was six o'clock when the
priest got to the jail and he was shown
into the felon’s cell by Jailer Cluk, He
found O'Nvil on his knces seemingly en-
gaged indeep praper.  The murderer
manifested great pleasure at sceing the
faithful priest.  Soon afterwards he be.
gan the conclusionof his coufession, finish-
ing with great feclings of sorrow amd teavs
of compunction.  Then he

partaking of the sacrament with senti.
ments of faith and hope of merey in God.
The sacrament of Extreme Unction was
not administered, the Catholic Church
commanding that it ouly be adminiztered
to persons in danger of death through sick

ness,  Some  moments were  spent in
thanksgiving after communion.  Themur -
derer had not  tasted food since the com.
mencement of the day, it being necessary
that he should be fasting from at least
midnight wntil after reeciving communion,

WANTED NOTHING To EAT

Now Father Michaud asked him if he
woull take some refreshments, The re.
ply was: ““1 have such a short time to
live that I don't care for anything. U
have token the food of Heaven which givea
life land strength and tills my soul with
consolation.”  1le soon afterwards said he
would partake of some refreshments if it
was the wish of the priest that he should
Jailer Clark soon brought him a cup of
tea and some pivees of toasted. bread,
The prisoner ate very heartily,  After
this he eontinued his devotional exercises,
praying with so much feaivor, hope and
faith that

O'Nueil said he was satistied to give his
life for the sing he had committed, yet in
spite of himself he would at times hecome
very excitable,  Hush ! there isa noise of
feet in the hallway outside.  The cell door
is opened and Sheriff Harding, Justices
Papley and Gerow, and Doctors Christie,
Preston and Earle aro seen.  The Sheriff
states that he has no desire to take the
prisoner away if the clergyman is not
ready, Father Michaud informs him that
all is ready.

A HUMANE EXHIBIT.

There is an exhibit in the Main Build-
ing, not more attractive in itself than the
charnel house, or city morgue. The prin-
cipal figures here are the stuffed skins of
a bull-dog with bloody lacerated legs and
head, and a bloody game cock with cruel
stecl spurs, standing over a dying gladia-
tor of the same species. Numerous whips,
clubs, thongs, and other instruments of
man’s inhumanity te animals complete the
exhibit, Over all is hung a banner bear-
ing the device of the Angel of mercy fly-
ing to the rescuc of an over laden dray
horse that has fallen down, and is making
ineffectual efforts to respoud to the crucl
blows of his driver. This is Mr. Bergh'’s
exhibit. The bull-dog and other stuffed
specimens are such as have been rescued
by the society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals. The clubs, whip, etc.,
were taken from parties who were using
then in the maltreatment of horses,mules,
andeattle. The display is not cheerful,
but I have observed with surprise that it
is the almost universal custom of the press
to laugh at it in the derisive style and
fashion set by some New York papers in
their comments upon the work of Mr.
Bergh, th:only man in this country, 1
