An $8.000,000 Fire.

Paterson, N. J., was the scene of a
great conflagrstion which started on Sat-
urday midnight and coutinudd. until late
on Sunday afternoon.

He urged farmers to buy ouly from seeds-
men with a good reputation.eund to d ds
guarantee of purity snd vitality, and as
trade usually soceedes to resmsonable de-
mands, he had no doubt that in time a
guarantee could be secured from the seede-
men.

W. Ssxby Blair, Horticulturist at Nappan,
next gave a short but interesting talk on
the selection of varieties of apples for plant-
iog in New Brunswick. He advised iotend-
ing orchardists to buy stook from the nearest
reputable nursery and to select only those
varieties which experience and observation
had proved to be most likely to sucosed in
sny given looality. Too mavny varieties
should not be grown but attention given to &
few of the moat approved sorts,

THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE BEEF TRADE,

By G. H. Griedale.

The comparative infancy of the Canadisn
beef tiade is now about past. The United
States, which wae a serious competitor with
as in the Old World merkets, has- witnessed
80 great an expwnsion of frade within her
owun borders that the game as far as the
Englisb market is concerned is in our own

To meet the present aud future market
for beef we must bave snimals which are
free from roughness and onlculated to dress
out with » mean percentage of offal, as all
stock for this market is bought by live
weght.

Castle of this stamp can be secured by
breeding. The use of a good individual sire
of any of the recognized beef herde is an
sbeolute necessity and one should be secared
which has the power to transmit his beef
qualities to his offepring. Cows from the
ficst oross with & parebred sire or a good
grade cow will be of average beef qualities,
while the second orows is almost sure to be
good. The protisable beef steer to-dsy
should weigh at two years ofd not less than
1260 to 1400 pounds alive, To get these
weights demaads good breeding and feeding.

The speaker emphasized the importanos of
early floishing, Experiments along this line
have been made with the result that steers
fed to 30, months cost 5§ ocents per pound,
while those finished at four yeats old cost 73
oents. 7

It is abeolately necessary’ to keep ocalves
on a good ration from the start, Keep them
growing every day.

The starting of the steers is importadt,
sad tests have been undertaken to determine
the relative profits 1n feeding animals luose

the choice breeds. Eggs for hatchiog
should never be chilled, and if kept it should
mot be longer then ten days sud in a tem-
perature above 40° and below 60°. If under
100 chickens wers waoted hens wers the
better: for & larger business the incubator
was of course the better. Hot air incubators
aod brobders were of course better than
those heated by hot water. Early broilers
might be raised in an enclosure with sanded
bottom in & warm room. Up to let of May
45 cents per pound ocould be had for broilers
in Moontresl. For the Ecglish market a
chisken well fleshed and from 4 to 5 lbs.
in weight was wanted. These were better
than larger ones. The must of the Ply-
mouth Roock oockerels were too large for the
market.

These export birde should be fatted in
crates for 3 or 4 weeks aud on such food as
five ground oats and skim millh had been
made to gain from 14 ro 3 lbs, each in thet
period. They ehould be killed by dislocat.
ing the neck, be shaped by pressure when
warm, dry plucked snd left undrawn, In
this condition they will bring from 14 to 15
oents io the Liverpool macket, It ousts one
cent per pound to ship them from Moatreal,
this covered all charges in Eogland. To
sssist Maritime poultrymen, the Dept. of
Agriounliure bas arranged to pay the traus-
portation cherges on export poultry to
Montreal in excess of onme ponnd. This
ariang i d tho PP g
greater cost then two cénts & pound. He
could, therefors, expors next fall %o realise
12 ceots per pound on his birds at the
Deareat station, which was equal to from
156 to 16 cents per pound for chickens
dressed for the bome market. All informa.
Sion in regard to this market can be obtain-
ed by addressing the Commissioner of
Agriculture, Ottawa.

Lenton Regulations.

His Lordship, Bishop Rogers, has notified
the clergy and people of his diocese of the
renewal by Hie Holiness, Pope Leo XIII, of
the Indult, by which the Lenten reguiations
for the Dincese of Chatham, promuigpted

uring recent years,are continued daring the
present season of Lent. They are as follows:

1. The Holy Seaton of Lent, in memory of

the forty days’ fast of Qur Lord io the
desert, is a tume for the practice of penance,
prayer, fasting and alms-deeds,
By the general law of the Church every
week day 10 Leut 18 a Fast day ; slso every
Fast day is & dey of abstinence from Flesh
meat.

II- But by virtue of an Indult granted by
the Ho{c’ See to the Archbishop snd Bishops
of the Ecolesiastical Province of Halifax, on
the 22ud December, 1881, for ten years and
contmued for another ten years, and now
again renewed, Dec. 28, 1901—the following
Dispensavious from the gtoresaid law of
abstinence are hereby granted : viz :

(1.) The use of Flesh meat is permitted
in Lent at every repast on Sundays, and
at oue repast only vu :Mondays, Tuesdays,
Thursdays and Saturdays (except the
second and last Saturday—that 1s Ember
Saturdsy and Holy Saturday, when Flesh
meat is not permitted.

(2.) The use of auimal fat (lard, suet,
drippings, etc.) is permitted in cookiog,
not only in Leut but also oo all other days
of abstinence throughout the year, except
on the Vigil of Christmas, Ash-Weungs-
day and Good Friday.
1fl. Fish and Flesh meat are not permit-

ted ut the sane repast.

IV. The time for the fulfilment of the
Easter Duties is extended in thie Diocese,
by dispensation —beginning on Ash-Wednes-
dxy and endiog oo Trioity Sunday inclusive,
All the Faitbful are exhort. d to fulfil with
due dispositions, the great duty of their
Pascal Communion, which 18 rendered
obligatory both by the command of Christ
Himself and tnat of His Church.

They asked us to take in one of
their men who was severely wounded,
Such treatment was not coming to them, bus
our captain agreed. The wounded *‘pig”
was not nearly as badly woucded as was
supposed. He had ouly slight wounds,

We received congratulatiry mes-ages from
Captain McLeod, commanding the 18:h
troop, snd Major Twinam.

{ VARIOUS FORMS OF SWEARING.

The oath of th‘ Christian takes
two forms. In England, Spain, It-
aly, Austria ahd America, among
other places, it is taken on the Bi-
ble.

In France and Belgium the
Scotch method ,of raising the bend
over the head is prakcticed.  Jews
swear very much like Christians.
But, while the Christian swears on
thé Bible, the Jew swears with his
head covered and onsthe Old lesta-
ment alone. And where Christians
say, ‘“So help me God ' Jews suay,
““So help me Jehovah.”’ Curiously,
they do this unwillingly. To a
strict, religious Jew the name Je-
hovah is too sacred to be spoken in
a law court. *But eur officials en-
tertain the notion that it is the cor-
rect form of a Jewish oath.

' Parsces sometimes give rise to
much perplexity in our courts. They
strongly object to being sworn on
the Bible, and claim the right to
make the oath as in their own coun-
try—namely, by holding the tail of
a cow. The cow being a sacred ani-
mal in the eyes of the Parsce, he can
cominit no sin while touching it. But
there is fortunately an alternative.
In the city of London courts, some
vears ago, it being impracticable to
procure a cow, a Parsee took a sac-
red relic out from his bosom and,
holding itfaloft, swore impressively,
“By God, and God Omniscient, and
God Omnipresent, and God Almigh:

ALLOWS THEM TO AFFIRM.

Of all oaths thc. Buddhist one
comes nearcst (o 'what an oath
should be.

The Bud-
dhist cannot fall into the former er-
ror, so clearly does his oath indicate
what he has to do. ‘I swear, as in
the presence of Buddha, that I am
unprejudiced, and if what I speak
prove false, or if by my coloring
truth others shall be led astray, then
may. the three holy existences, Bud-
dha, Dhamma and; Pro Sango, to-
gether with the Devotees of the
Twenty-one Firmaments, punish me
and also my migrating soul.”’

Hindus, like the Chinese, have a
variety of oaths. The laws of Manu
say: ‘‘Let the judge cause the priest
to swear by his veracity; the soldier
by his horse or weapons; the mer-
chant by his cattle, grain, gold, or
other possessions, and the servile
man by imprecating curses on his
own head.”” When the Gentoo swears
he touches his hand to the foot of
a Gentoo, while the Brahmin swears
by touching another Brahmin’s hand
with his, own.

In Mexico many people still adhere
to a curious old form of oath. They
swear by touching earth with the fin-
ger and then placing the finger on
the tongue, which signifies: ‘“‘Ifemy
tongue speak falsely may I be re-
duced to dust!”’

Until comparatively recently
priest in France simply swore
the word of a priest.”’
SOLEMN VOWS OIF THE CHINESE

The Chinese have the greatest var-
iety and most curious oaths of all
nations. The well-known one of tak-
ing a saucer and breaking it, while
the clerk says, *‘You shall tell the
truth and .the whole truth; the sau-

like the saucer’’—seems
surd to us.

tained only pictures, such as scenes
of hunting in Greenlard, and also
simple -~ pictures based upon those
made in Europe showing some inter-
esting phases of life among foreign
peoples. He found that the pictures
excited much interest among the Iis-
quilmaux.

Then he began to print some des-
criptive matter in the Esquimau lan-
guage under the pictures. A con-
siderable number of the natives had
learned to read and they would tell
their friends what was written in the
descriptions ; thus many of the  na-
tives gradually became desirous of
reading themselves so that unaided
they might find what the pictursgs
were about. Lars Moeller’'s little
paper probably did more than any
other one agency to stimulate a de-
sire to learn reading and writing.
Several thousands of the natives of
south Greenland can now reall. the
Bible and other books published in
Esquimau.

! Finally the cditor began to include
in his paper items of news with 1e-
gard to Greemland affairs and prices
oi eiderdown, skins and such other
commercial information as was of
practical value to the natives. 'They
began to look for the coming of their
newspaper as an event promising
both pleasure and profit. So
the little newspaper of Godthaab
now wields considerable influenee in
ireenland and is interesting to many
foreigners because its letter press and
mechanical* features, including . iis
rather remarkable engravings, are
entirely the product of Lars and his
assistants. In addition to his news-
paper he has published a number of
little books in Fsquimau which are
devoted to the preservation of Es-
quimau fables and traditions.
