THE NIGHT OF FIRE.

‘It ls getting along near the anniversary
of the big fire,’ sald an old detective to a
Chicpgo reporter not long ago, ‘Perhaps
you'd like te hear a story of that fire that
has never been printed,’

The reporter wheeled his chair around
nearer the grate where a plece of coal was
blazing pleasantly and expressed a willing,

ness to listen,

‘Well,’ continued the old map, ‘I'll reel 1§
off, It's a good while slnce then and no
harm will be done, I came into possession
of the facts some time ago and they’re
straight., A few days before the firea young
man who was employed in a wholesale house
of that day was found to be an embezzler,

- His employers were at work on the osse

when the fire came and swept everything
away. Up to that time they had not fally
declded what course they would pursae,
The caghler, whom I will call Everett, was
an agreeable fellow. He had wealthy re-
Iatives here and in New York, and his wife
wze one of the handeomest women I ever
saw. In fact, It was supposed that 1% was
on her account that Everett had got into
trouble., She was fond of dress and it was
no secret thas her desire to shine in goclety
had led him into expenditures that were be-
youod his means, 1he poesibllity of that the
defaultera relatives would help him and the

street was now.a mass of flame, and from
the windows of the house which had so re-
cently been hers she ocould see the red
toogues darting gleefully. In that fearfal
furnace they could rest assured that every
vestige of their crime would disappear for-
ever,

‘Where they went nobody knows. The
woman Is;still living, though not in Calesgo,
She left the city afew days after the fice,
but Salter was not in her company. She
has never told where she left him, and, as a
matter of 1act, has always denied that she
wag with him on that night. I happen to
kvow however, what bacame of him. In
their flight toward the lake thelr footsteps
wer dogged by a man, Parsuit under such
cironmatances was not the esslist thing In
the world, The streets were as light as
day, and except in the flsme and smoke
objects were visible at great distances.
Two or three times the figure which was
darting here and there through the streets
and slleys came out at sharp corners, ex-
pectipg to head them cff, bat each time
without enccess. s leogth ‘he was suc-
ceesful, By makiog a short cut he was
able to put himself in a positfon where he
could see the pair comiog, Ia his hand
wag a knife that had seen service in%a
kitchen. As the fugltives rushed along
they pald little attention to things arouod
them, Psssing an alley In which the
shadows were yet dark they looked neither
to the left nor to the right, There was a
footatep timed with their own, a gleaming
pleca of steel on which the red light of the
oonflagration was reflected, and a thruet in
the back which called one scoundrel to his
floal account., With a shriek of horror the
woman fled, and was soon lost sight of in
the crowd which thronged the park, The
dark figure dieappeared in snother direction,
and the waves of fire rolled on.

‘That waa fifteen years ago next Saturday
night, The man with the kunife was
Everett, as I happen to know from his own
lips, He had been stunned by a wound
that he bad recelved in the first discharge,
and the shot which Salter had fired at him
later on was what eaved his life. It struck
him In the shoulder and-brought him to his
senses, Though weak and sufferiog, he re-
eolved on Immediate parsult, and, in hls
coofasion, not belng avle to find his re.
volver, he proceeded to the kitchen, and,
taking the bread kaife, found an exit at the
rear door and was soon on the §ratl of the
fugitives, Everett had his wounds dressed
the next day, and as soon as it was possible
he went north, where he remained until he
was fully restored to health, Salter’s body
was fouad and his death was set down as the
result of asphyxiation, ‘The fire had pazesed
over him and his remalns were hardly re-
cognizable, Nobody then suspected how he
osme to fall where he did, and you may be
sure that the only persons who knew were
not very anxlous to tell about it. Everett
Was never. prosecuted for his embezzlement,
and as he dled a couple of years ago I doa’s
gee any harm ia glving you the story,’—

Moir, editor
of the Exeter Reflector; J, H. Jamleson,
Stratford; Moatetth, ex-M. P.; Rev, Mr,
Patterson, Wm, Alexander, inspeotor of
public echools; Thos, Stoney, ex-warden;

The facilitles at the rallway wharf were in.
sufficlent, He gonsldered the corporation of
8t. John as an opponent of the steamer
business at this port. The corporation did
not give the Farness line steamers the facili-
tles to which they were entitled. The
olty fathere do ne$ meet the owners of the
steamers in a proper eplrit, He believed
the poiice msgistrate and the chief of police
‘were the opponents of the business, Last
winter when a number of laborers came on
board one of the steamers and drove all
hands off the vessel these officiale did no-
thing. The pilotage commlesion and the
pilots were also the opponents of the busi-
nees, The pilotage fees on steamers
were from 333 to 40 per cent, higher
than on ealling vessels, The com-
missioners explalned that this was done
becauge steamers oarrled more cargo in pro-
portion to the draft of water than salling
vessels, If the commiesion were determined
to make the charges on this plan the proper
course would be to charge so much for
pllotage per standard of deals. The pllotage
charges in Halifax, Quebec, Boston and New
York were the eame on steamers as on eail.
Ing vessels, In Portland, Me., there was
no compulsory pllotage. This made it
cheaper for vesgels to go to Portland than to
any of the above mentloned ports, Then,
agalp, the shipowners aud brokers were re.
fused the right to select their own pilots.
The commission compelled a vessel to take
the first pllos who spoke her, The harbor
wag mismanaged, The tug boat men were
opposed to the business, and shipbullders
and shipowners were opponents of the busi-
ness, The laborers of the port were encour-
aged by the shipowners, which was wrong,
We wanted to encourage steamers, as was
done in Halifax, Wehave theship chandlars,
stc., also opposed to the buelness, Then
therse were the laborers, who were doing
their utmost to destroy the bueiness, While
we have to pay the laborers $5 per day for
loading steamers, the charge in Halifax was
20 cents per hoar for night and day. The
rate was $3 per.day in Quebec, and in Port-
land, Me,, it was 35 cents per hour, It was
hard to convince the laborers that they were
wrong, but if the citizens generally weould
determine to encourage the steamship busi-
ness, the laborers would no doubt cease thelr
efforts to kill the business, :

The Lady of Latham.

In conzection with the article which
appsared iz ycur columns & short
time ago, on the Lord Chamberlain, the pres-
ent Lord Latham, it might be interesiing to
recall some of the incidents which made the
name of his ancestress, Charlotte de Ia
Trimoille—the Lady of Latham, as she is stiil
called ia the meighborhcod—so deservedly
famouas, .

Born in the midst of the religious wars in
France, ehe experienced in England all the
shocks cf the parliamentary wars from 1640 to
1664, Her father was Claudade la Tremoiile,

Dake of Thouars, Prince of Tarante and
of Talmont. Her mother wss Lady
Charlotte Brabantine de Nassan, daughter of
‘William the Silent, Prince of Orange. She
wes married in July, 1626, at the Hagus. to
James Stanley, Lord Strange, afterwards E il
of Darby. T'he youug couple arrived in Kog.
land in August, and atjonce procesded to their
residerce, Liatham House, in Lancashire,

When the parlismentary troubles broks ont
in 1642, Lord Strange hastensd to join the
king, Charles I,, at York, Owing to the
malice of somo eecret enemies at court, two re.
giments which he bad mustered with great dif.
ficulty were taken from him and put under the
command of other cfficers, snd finally in 1643
he was bauizhed to the Isle of Man (part of his
inheritance) nnder the pretencs of belng sent
to protect i:.

Scarcely had the Eazl left Eogland ere Lady
Latham received proposals from Mr. Holland,
®goveroor of Maxnchester for the parliament,
whick sho wos called upon either to accept or
fo surrender Liatbsin. ‘Lo this she replied ‘It
did not suit ker either to give up her house or
to purchacs peace at the prica of honor, but
petiticned that she might be allowed to remain
at Latham House, on giving up the surround.
ing country.” This was acceded to, and for
eight months she remained o prisoner in
her house and park,  Daring  this
time ske secretly but steadily collect.
ed provislons saud ammucition, thus
preparing for the siege which she felt must
inevitably follow. She succeeded in getticg
into the house more than three kundred mer,
and an abundance of provisions, Ammuaition
was more difficalt to supply. The evemy took
up their quarters on the 27ih of Fabruary,
about two miles from Latham House. The
siege was ovened on the 7th March and lasted
antil the Z7¢h of May, when the Karl succeed-
ed in coming to her rescue with the assistance
of Prince Rupsrt, who was filled
with admiration at the brave resistance
made by & woman against a force 8o numerons
and resolute, The countess soon after retired
;vﬁlth her husband and children o the Isle of

The ‘dgath o_f Charles put a woefnl termina.

tion to all their hopes, but on the arrival in
England of Charles IL, in 1651, the Earl again
hastened to join the royal army, At the bat.
tle of Worcester they were again defeated
and  the Earl taken prisoner. He
was behead.ed on the 15th October, 1651, as a
traitor to his conntry, The countess, however,
undaunted by her irreparable loss resolved to
keep possession of the Isle of Man, the peace-
ful retreat which her husband had loved so
dearly, Bat, owing to the treachery of one of
her captains her castle was betrayed into the
hn_nds of the enemy, and she herself taken
prisoner. Shs ob*awred permission in two
‘months to go to Eagland, and spend the rest
of ber days batween London and Kaowsley
Houss, in Lincashire, where she died on the
3lst March, 1664 *‘She was preeminently a
“‘grand dame” and a moble lady, frank and
resolute, loyzl and faithful, a2 woman of whoem
the great houses from which she Was sprung,
and to which she was allied might well be
proud,—one who was worthy to besar upon
her arms the two mottoes which had governed
her life:—‘'Je main tiendrai” and ‘“'Sans
changer,”

SELF IMPROVEMENT FOR SABBATH
SCHOOL TEACHERS,

By Rev. Geo. Bruce, B. A., Pastor of St.
David’s Church, St. John, N. B.

A paper read before the Provincial 8abbath Scheol
Association of New Bruonswick. Revised by the
author.

We often speak of a sell.made man, By
this we mean a man who has become what
he is by his own exertion, one who has at-
tained to some position and success with
little assistance, one who has been his own
helper. Somethlng of this kind 1s the sub-
ject before us today, the man or woman be-
ing a Sabbath school teacher or belng con-
sldered as a Sabbath echool teacher, rathsr
than in a busloess or professional capaclty,
and the place the Sabbath school Instead of
the workshop, the office or the lecture.
room,

Speaklng generally, there are
THREE ELEMENTS

which enter into the composition of every
life. (1) The man himself. (2) The infla.
vences which affect him. (3) The results of
his own energy. The first comprises the
natural ability of mind snd body with which
the man 1is endowed. The second consists
of the helps or hindrances which he regeives
from persons or things about him, common-
ly known as his environment, The third {s
the measure of success which attends his
own efforts or energy., Not one of these
can ever be absent from any lifs, They
vary greatly in thelr relative proportions in
different men; bus, in no case can any one
of them be entirely wanting,

We all have the capital of mental and
bodlly power with which we begln life, In
every case there is a certain amount of raln.
Ing and Instruction given by others, and in
every Instance much depends upon the
efforts which a man puts forth to avail him.
self of the means within his reach o help
himself, So we see the distinction between
help recelved and self-help ie not along a
olear llae. No man {s entirely self-made,
and no man can becoms anything withont
exerting himself,

Owing to clrcumstarces, the proportions
of these two elements vary exceedingly in
different lives, In the case of one, teachers
are provided. Heis eent to school before
his own will is consulted; his course whilst
he is still under the guldance of others, is
directed in furtherance of his education by
the training and 1instruction of professors,
Here the ‘support, guidance, Instruction and
tralning from withont preponderate greatly.
Another recelves little help, hie opportuni-
ties and advantages are insigoificant, or in
place of them he meets with difficulties and
discouragements, acd in proportion as the
advantages are wanting and success s at.
talned by the Individual energy and ef.
fort of the man, he is called a self-made
man,

The application of this to our subject Is
obvicus, The Sabbath school teacher must,
In general, be very largely self-taught, eelf.
trained, It is true that the means for train-
Ing teachers are vastly improved, It Is not
long since

of & Sabbath school teacher consisted of the
three prime requisites—Christisn character,
home tralning, and a Bible,

Now, although these still lic and ever will
lle at the foundation, there have been added
to them, teachers’ meetings, classes for the
Instracilon and help of teachers, and epecial
eystems or Institutions almost taking rank
a8 colleges, along with lesson helps of vari-
ous degrees of excellence, £0 numerous as to
remind us of the admonition of the king to
listen to the worda of the wise, and to re-
member that of making books there is no
end. And yet, owing to causes Inseparable
from the nature of the work and the clrcum.
stances in which it is accomplished, the ma.
jority of teachers must, under God, ever
be to a great extent, dependent upon
their own exertions for their abllity and suc.
cess,

Few teachers have the time or the oppor.
tunitles for taking advantage of the special
inatruction which is provided in large citles
and at the places where arrangements are
made for the purpose, They are therefors
compelled to depend very largely upon their
own regources and to help themeselves as
well as they can in the use of the means
which may fall within their reach, and de-
velop thelr own methods of iInstruction and
persuselon, In other oallings 1t is the rnle
that, along with s general education, speclal
{nstruction is given and tralolng secured for
the work which the student ia to follow.
It is g0 in the mechanioal branches, It 1s g0
in the professions of law, medicine and
theology, It s 80 in business. The teach-
I8 In our common schools are tralned with
the greatest care and fitted for the respons-
ible positione, whichasinstructors of the rlsing
generation, they are looking forward to fill,
The Sabbath school teacher on the contrary,
although he is now entrusted with almost
the entire responsibility of imparting a
knowledge of God’s word, and of the great
realitles of life and eternity, and of dolng
this in the space of half an hour a week, and
fn the face of {nnumerable counter influences,
with very little help or encoursgement and
no remuneration, {s expected to do this with
very little previous preparatlon, At the
request of the superintendent or minister, or
under the leading of hie own conviotiona he
is at once eummoned Into the presencs of a
class which he s expected to interest asd
teach in the most important matters which
can occupy their attention,

It 18 quite evident, therefore, how Import.
ant the subject of

SELF-HELP

must be under these clrcumstances, If the
teacher is to succeed, if heis to render a
good account of himself and his class, he
must develop almost unaided and in contact
with the actual work the qualities which
re necessary to enable him to study, to
$each, to interest, to control, to influence
$he boys and girls committed to 'his OAre,
e need not wonder, then, that there is
difficulty, We need not wonder that some
fall, that many achieve but indifferent suc.
cess

In bringing this subject before you, I
would first notice nvenf encouraging things
whioh appear from an examination of the
lives of men In other fields,

No college ever made a sucoessful man, and
it Is_wonderful how difficulties on the one
band and advantages on the other slok into
comparative insignificavce when men gird
themselves for the battle of life, It will
not be understood from this that I would
hold in low esteem any means of instruoting
teachers or of glving them systematic train.
ing In the beet methods of teaching, I am
etrongly ef the opinion that nothing calls

providing of such help and traloiog. I be-
lieve it is scarcely possible to over-estimate
the importance of a teacher’s work
and influence, and It is deemed a mastter of
Importance that the teachers of dsy schools
should be duly qualified; if 1t {s necessary
that he who cute a garment, or prepares
your food, or bailds your house, ehall know
how %o do bis work; much more, could we
see the soul and its eternal home, as well as
its present usefulness, we should feel the
Importaacs of Instructing thore who are en.
trusted with these highest of all interests,
Stlll, 1n the absence of such Instraction, and
in view of the yet greater importanoce to he
attached to the efforts put forth by the
teacher to improve himself, it is well that
we should form a just estimate of the value
of such efforta atter self-lmprovement, It
is, therefore, no disparagement to schools or
syatematic instruction to ssy what I would
emphatically eay, that no trainiog of any
school ever did make or ever will make a
successful teacher, without earnest, con.
tinuous prayerful effort on the part of the

years B, C., the emperor instituted an annual
eeremony of planting rice, sweet potato,
wheat and two kinds of millet, In
America, agriculture is perhaps not quite so
anclent as In Asla and Egypt, if we are to
judge from the civilization of Mexico and
Peru, which does not date even from the
first centuries of the Chrlstisn era. How-
ever, tho wide-spread cultivation of certain
plants, such as malzs, tobacco and the sweet
potato. argues a considerable antiquity, per
haps 2000 years or thereabouts,

AN ExPECTED STAR,—Over a hundred
stars are known to vary in brightness—a
few very strikiogly—In periods ranging
from a few hours to several centuries, In
one class the changes seem to follow a
regalar law, and in another they a:e irreg-
ular and spasmodic, To the latter class
probably belong the so-called ‘‘new stars”
from time to time recorded, which, instead
of be!ng unew creatlons, are doubtless falnt

stars enddenly flashing into promiuence,
lAmoat remarkable new star wag seen (o
1572 by Tycho Brane, who reps=tad that it
became suddenly go brilllant as to be seen
at noon, then gradually faded away, and
was losi to view In about sixteen monthg
efter 1t was firs observed. Since the Inven.
tion of the telescope a falnt star has been
detected so near the spot marked by the
famous Daniell astronomer that it is thought
to be the one whose blazlng up he witnessed,
This ia supposed to have been the bright
star of 1264 and of 945, and Earopean
astronomers are reported to be now watche
log for another outburst of its brilliancy,
which seema to be due if this theory im
correct,

MicroBES-—The part played by microbss in
natare, as Mons, E. L. Trouesart says, is an
important one. |We find them everywhere,
Every species of plant has itsspecial parasites,
she vine, for examole, being attacked by more
than a hundred different kinds, These miross
copic fungi have their use in the general econe
omy of Nature, They are nourished at the
expenseofalldecaying vegetable animal matter,
whose complex constituents they reduce to the
simpler form of soluble mineral substances,
which are returned to the soil to feed mew
generations of plants. Ia this way they clear
away all the dead bodies and _useless sub.
stances which are the refuse of life, and thus
they unite animals and plsn’s in an endless
chaia, All our fermented liquors, wine beer,
vinegar, etc., are artificially produced by s
species of microbos called ferments, whick also
cause bread forise, Frow ihts point of view
sney are profitable io industry and commerce,
But, in addition to these neeful microbes,
there are others which are injurlous o us.
Such are the mierobes that producs diseassd
in wias, most of tH changes in alimentary
and indusirisl substances, and, finally, a largg
number of the diseases to which men and dg.
mestio animals aro subjsct. The garms of
thete di:eases, which are only the spores or
seeds of these micrebes, float in the alr we
bzeathe and in the water we drink, and thug
psnetrato to our bodiee’ interior. Thars is not
a single day, nor a single instant, in which we
cannot be ssid to be in contact with microbss,
which are, in fact, the invisible ageats of lifg
and death,

AROUND THE SQUA-TOOK LAKES,

A Trip of One Hundred and Twenty Miles
in a Canoe,

Evéry man that has inherited in him a
love for patare and eport, anxiously watches
and walts for the return of the season when
he shall take up hiarod and gun, Daring
the dreary winter when the streams and
lakes are bridged with ice and the forest
clothed in white, they have no attraction
for the true gportman, It s during this
soason tha$ the man with limited time for

his annusl vacation prepares and studies as
o where he should go to epend his holidays
the coming season,

The business man that can only snatch a
day or two as the opportunity may afford,
or the overworked clerk, that as a rule has
only a week or ten days in the year to rus-
ticate, eagerly look forward to the sporting
season with pleasure and are slow to decide
as to where to go, or at what lake or stream
they shall find most sport,

By experience I know this to be the case:
My friend, John H , acd mysslf have often
discussed the questlon: “Where shall we go
next seascn ?”’

After much consideration we decided to
takes in the far-famed Squa-took lakes and
surroundlnge for our next trip. As soon as
we had arrived at a decision we extended an
Invitation to our frlexd; Harry B——, a
popular rallway man, who at once fell in
with the idea, which suited him to a nicety,
After several meetings and concultations as
to when we should go, and what we shounld
take, and how we should go, we commenced
%o prepare for the trip, As there Is only one
way to go from Si, John, we naturally decided
%o go on the New Branswick rallway, which
traverses within easy distance all the princi-
pal fishing lakes and streams of our pro-
vince, We declded to leave St John on
Sept. 10th, After making every preparation
in the shape of grub, oilskin suits, cooking
utdnsils, ctc)) we parted on the evening of
the 9:h to meet at the railway depot in the
morniog. The morning dawned with a beau-
tiful September sky and I was up early and
sholdering wmy rod and gun, made tracks for
the station where I found my friend John
H—— anxlously walting for me. No=zooner
were our effects checked and stowed away
when “all.aboard” was shouted by Fred,
MoLellan the popular conductor in charge of
our traln, and we were.cff, bound for Ed.
mundston, After a few minutes run we
reach Fairville, where we meet onr friend
Harry B 5 &8 ths traln stopped I peered
through the car window and was met by his
smiling countenance. After a stop of a
minute or two we were off again.

After a few hours run we reach McAdam
Junctlon, here we change cars for the North-
ern dlvislon, and as we have to wait for two
hoars and a half we took a walk around the
rallway works and were shown all polnts of
Interest by one of the employes, First we
examined the offices and garden of Mr.
Haggerty, the popular mechanical superin.
tendent, which are situated in the centre of
& neatly kept garden with fountain; oa the
verandah In front are two young bears, the
property of Mr, Haggerty,that are constant-
ly walking around their teather, evidently
discontented with life amid civilization; the
offices are beautifully finfshed in the
interlor, they contain hot and cold water
for baths, etc., carrled in pipes for half a
mile from a spring on the side of a gently
rising hill, Next we visit the machine shop,

.palnt shop and storehouse; all are found
empty of life as this ia the day for the rail-
way picnic given the employees by thelir
oourteous general manager, Mr, Oram, All
the shops and surroundings are neatly kept
and have a general business like appearance,
Aa it Is now . nearing the time for our de=
parture on the Northern division for Ed.
mundston, we retrace our steps to the sta.
tlon, Here we found our traln watlng the
signal of ‘‘all-aboard” from conductor J erry
Holt, a8 s0on as we are aboard the engine
bell rings; and we are off agaln on oar jour-
ney. The first place the train stops 1s at
Deer lake, a lake sald once to abound in
trout, but as there is a large lumberirg busi.
ness done on it now and a saw mill running
there, the fish have evidently left or been
killed by eawdust from the miil ; a8 the train
only stops a few minutes, we are next
brought to a stop at Canterbury, a thriving
village; as the train stops here for coal and
water, we step out on the platform and are
met by the genlel and familar faces of the
popular village doctor, H, C, Kelth and his
falr lady, Here we are alio met by Luke
Lawson, the most prominent store keeper
and business man of the village, with his
charming daughter Florence; after a short
conversation with regard to health and
friends and many wishes for success on our
$rlp, we bade our friends adleu and are off
agaln, As the traln rumbles along we view
from the car window fine farms and wood-
Iands, comfortable looking farm houses eto.,
and we are impressed with the idea that we
should give up oity life and go farming,
Ther® is nothing of Interest to attract the
attentlon of the tourlst untll we reach
Woodstock, where we have a fine view of
the St, John river on the right and on the
1eft In the thriving town of Woodstock, As
the traln only stops a “few minutes and ag
time did not admit we did not have the
pleasure of doing the town. The next place
we stop at Is Newburgh Junction, here the
railway crosses the Sf, John, and as it la
now half an hour past noon our appetites
feel the want of somethlng for the inner man
and as the traln stops the dining room wait-
or mounts the platform with bell in hand
and annoances twenty minutes for dinner;
as our appetites are craving with hunger we
loose no time In hurrying from the cars in
order to secure a seat at the dining table; as
there are a large number of passengers and
the accommodation small we found we were
none too soon in securing our seat, . No
sooner had ample justice been done to the
fnner man when *‘all aboard” from the con.
ductor brings ug to our feet once more and
we are off again, .

All along the route the scenery Is beauti-
ful, the River St. John winds along through
moagpificent farme and intervale land, we
pass Perth station and croes the St, John
again to Andover, a pretty little village with
good hotel, From Andover up to Aroostook
Junction the Si. Jobnis In tull view from
the traln, on the right of the river the
Toblque enters with the Indian village
in view,

Arriving at Aroostook Junction we are
agaln compelled to change cars for Grand
Falls, as our train runs through to Preeque

in Malne, a distance of thirty-
four miles from Aroostook Junction,
After our effects are transferred to the
$raln  for Grand Falls iIn charge of
our old friend conductor Hugh Kirkpatrick
we are off again to the famous summer re-
gort for tourlats within an hour’s ride from
Aroostook jundtion; along the route we pass
the government fish hatchery, As the train
rolls Into Grand Falls statlon,| Old Sol has
eettled in the west and we are compelled to
wait here until the morning, there being no
train running through to Edmundston at
night, Here we boarded a large express
wagon, the property of the Grand Falls
hotel, and were driven to the hotel, about a
half mile from the station. Arrlving at the
hotel we are cordislly met by the’ obliging
proprietor, who did everything for our com-
fort during our brief stay. After tea we
went out to view the falls, which are abont

ten minutes’ walk from the hotel, The view
of the falls and oataract from ibe suspension
bridge below the falls is glorious to behold
at moonlight, steaming ciouds ef Bpray are
constantly rielog and ite solemn volcs seems
to make the very rocks tremble. Afier view-
ing the falle and surrouedings for a few min-
utes, we refrace our stepe through Broadway
to the hotel, where we put up for the nighy,
Atter a refreshing sleep, we are up ab day-
light, and after partaking of a bearty break-
fast, are driven to the train and are once
more on our journey,

The ride from Grand Falls to Eimunds.
ton is throngh a beautifal farming country,
Oa the route we cross tbe S, John agaln,
which 1s only a emall stream., Bofore reach.
Ing Edmundsten we cross the Green river,
another tributary of the S, Johao, entering
the main stream from the =ast abeu: nloe
miles below Edmundaton, Abous twelve
o’clock we reach Edmundston and here find
a team, the property of Hotel Babin, After
a drive of balf a mile we reach the hotel
eftuated on the side of a gently rising hill
about half a mile west of the Madawaska
river, Tue town has two hatels
and about a dozem or mere general
stores.  The Inhabitants are French
Canadians, the atranger finding very
few Eoglish speaking rpeople, although
ina.ny of the French speak fairly good Eug-
ish,

of little excebt its scenery to interest strang-
ers, yet, if ‘the proper study of mankind be
man,’ the town, and the dietrict of which it
is in the centre, affords a theme well worthy
of {avestigation, In some respects the Labi-
tant of today is just as his ancestors were a
century and a half ago, The plaio, unvar-

the old sort whose kindly face and courteous

After a hearty dieper at the hotel, we
sally out in search of guides and canoes to be
sent up the Madawaska river to Griffing’,
about 15 miles distant; Having procured
cances, or as the French call them peroges,
which are timply a pine log hollowed oat
and modelled into the shape of a canoce, We
started the guldes with canoes ahead of us
up the river, we golog with ocur bag-
gage in » wagon, the property
of Thomss Emmerson. At two o’clock
we left Edmundston and after a drive of
three hours through a beautiful valley with
scenery unsurpassed, we reach Griffin’s,
The road to Griffin’s is the stage recad to
Riviere du Loup, Qaebec. When about ten
miles from Edmundston, the tourist crosses
the boundary line between New Brunswick
and Quebec, which is marked on the road-
side by an iron plllar, about 15 fest high,
On arrival at Griffiln’s, & wayelde inn, we
are met by the proprietor, a sturdy French.
man, who cordlally recelved us, ~Here we
unpacked our luggage, t0 as it could be
divided up into our three canoces. Having
completed this task, we aoxlously walted
for our guldes, that were following up the
river to meet us hiere. About 10 o’clock our
guides arrived, and we - turned in for the
night, intending to be up at daylight arnd
make an early start for' the lakes, Next
morning, Sunday, and we were up before
the sun had risen and got everythiog
packed in our canoes, Starting frem Grif-
fio’s for the lakes, we have to orosa the
Madawaska river, which {s about 75 yards
wide, and portaged 41 miles through woods
to the firet lake. Thnis is done wita horses,
The canoe {s put upon a drag and hanled
through an old wood road. My friend
Harry and I shouldered our guns and led
the way, hoplng to find partridge along the
road, Partridge abound in these woods,
but for some reason we did not see any.,
Perhaps 1§ was becauze we were Sabbath.
breakers, About one o’clock we reach Mud
lake and here launched our candes and sent
the horses back to Griffin’s, Mud lake is a
lake about a mile long and a half a mile
wide, The water is not more than three
feet deep, but-the bottom is of a vegetable
composition, that should the canoce upset
it would be an extremely difficalt place to get
out of should you be unable to swim, Arrivipg
at the outlet of Mud lake, we heed our canoes
for Beardsley brook, which at ths season of
the year is generally very low, and we are
forced to get out of cur cances and drag them
down the brook for a distance of three miles,
where we .encountered deep water, By this
time it was getting late in the afternoun, and
rain was ponring down in torrents,which made
the journey very unpleasant, and we decided
to camp for the night. All along this brook,
which is only a few yards wide for the first 10
miles, we were startled st times with the
whirr of partridge rising; to shoot any of these
birds was not a difficult task, This lecality is
never hunted, and we had no trouble in baggirg
a half dozen for cur evenicg meal,

Heaving cleared a placs for our tent and it in
position we make ready for cur supper. Ouar
bill of fare comprised stewed partridge and
fried trout which were hear:ily relished, Kain
continued to pour down and we returned for
the night with a feeling of disguat; despits the
rain we elept soundly until the mornicg when
the sun poured his rays into our tent. After
breakfast we struck tent and were off again
down the brook; for three or four miles the
trip was very disagreeable as the alders met
over-head and we were oblized to lie fiat in the
canoes and pull them along by catching hold of
the trees ahead of ur; our progress was slow,
but as the day was fine we were encoursged by
our guides telling us that we would soon be in
clear water. After afew hcurs perseverance the
stream opened into a river, the scenery was
lovely; pen or canvas canoot describe iz, For
10 miles we glided down the stream with a cur-
rent running at the rate of four miles per hour,
when we entered 4th 8qua-tock lake, a beau.
tifal sheet of water 10 miles long and two
miles wide, The sun had now reached the
centre of the heavens ard we decided to pitch
our tent, After our tent was in position and
our noonday meal stowed away, we go out in
quest of trout, We paddled up to the inlet of
the lake and after whipping the waters for an

our, are amply rewarded by filling our baskets
with the speckled beauties ; but at this
moment the gky bscame suddenly overcast
and hail and rain came down in torrents 3 we
made our way back to camp and prepared our
firewood for the night. After datk onr guides
prepared flambeaux, and with spear in hand
asked for one of the party to accompany him to
an island in the lake, where he wonld gpear
p white fish by aid of the torch, Harry was

always on deck and eagerly jumped at the
chance. After an absence of an hour they re-
turned with a basket of white fish, The white
fish closely resemble a smelt in form and color,
but average in weight from one to three pounds,
As it is now time were asleep each man curls
up in his blanket and is soon in dreamland,

Next morning, Tuesday, we are up long be.
fore the sun had appeared above the horizon
and after o hasty breakfast we strike camp and
start for the Squa-took river, the outlet of this
lake, Down the lake we have a dfstance of
nine miles to paddle and as the wind is favop.
able we mzade the run to the river in an hour
and a half, After entering the river the ecenery

undergoes a chapge, here the water rushes

amid boulders and rocks that at times madeus
shadder least we should run on them and get
upse!; but the voyager has no reseon to be
timid. The skill with which the French or
Indian guides will force their loaded cances up
foaming rapids, their quick jadgment to seize
any advantage cffered by a proj-cting rock be-
low which there is ever o slight an eddy, the
grace with which they preserve their balance
when the pole loses its hold on the slippery
rocks, are remarkable, Afier gliding
through the river for five miles with
the swiftness of an arrow we balt at a large
pool, where we cast in our flies, and no sooner
bad they touched the water when & eportive
tbree pounder roee and took one. Hers we had
splendid eport for sn hour, the river scemed to
be teemizg with fish, and all large and gamey.
After fishing to our hearts’ content, wo again
resumed our journey down the river, winding
through an unbroken forest; never did I enjoy
snythieg more exciting., 'fhs scenery along
the river cannot be described, it was besutiful
in the exireme, After a journey cof ten miles
down river, we enter third Squs-took lake, a
sheet of water three miles in Jength and one in
width, Ags we enter the lake, Squa-took Peak
is the fizst attraction that catcaes the eye, The
sight from cur cances is beautiful, on the
west wo catch the last rays of the
settinsg sun end on the erat the
peak rizes  for a thoueand fest
above the lavel of tho lnke, the sceme is very
pictareique, Fromifthe top of fqua-tock Peak
thres hundred rqnare miles lis within the fiald
of vision, and everywhere except on the west.
era horizon where a line of light green shows
tho settlements on the west shore of the Temis-
couta lake or where tome lake or stream glis-
tens with silvery light is unbroksn foress,
From Squa-tock Peak ths forest reaches for
two hundred miles to the east, southesat and
northeast without a bre:k. As evening ia
rapidly approaching we land uader the peak
and pitch our tent. Oan thia lake we did not
wet our lines although the lakeis teeming with
fish, Next morning we are up at daylight
and after a hearty breakfast of fried
trout pull up stakes, and after every-
thiog is stowed in our canoes we start for
the Grand Fourche. Aftsr two houss paddiing
though second and first 8qua-took lakes we
reach the forks. Here we entered the Grand
Fourche, one of the tributaries of the Toledie,
Our progress up streem is slow as we have to
pole against a strong current We ascend the
river as far 2a the big jam 2} milss and pitched
cur tent. All along the rcuie we saw numbez-
less tracks of mooee, caribou and bear, but as
it would necessitate much tims and labor in
following their trail, and 88 our time was limit-

‘ed, we did not undertake the task, A% the

jam we found a lovely camping ground suz-
rounded on all sides by tall ash snd beech
trees, After partaking of light refreshments
for dineer, we started with rod in hand to
try our luck at the jam. Here the water was
fairly boiling with srout and our luck was such
that we decided to spend =& couple
of daya on this bezutiful spot. To
attempt to describe the ecomery along this
beautiful river is beyond human power, Here
we find the woods abounding with partridge ;
we could go out at any time a few yards from
cur cygmp and bag enough for dinner, the
feathered gnme now being relished in prefer-
ence to the product of the stream. At night
we slept soundly, nothing disturbing our slum-
ber excepting the occasional hoot of the owl or
the wild screech of the loon; with these excep-
tions silence reigned supreme; the sound of the
gently flowing river in " the soft light of the
rising moon, made night very enchanting. As
morning dawned for the second day in camp
on this ground, and we had more fish than we
could take care of, we concluded not to kill
any more and were in a quandry as to how we
were to preserve them, but our trusty guide
was equal to the emergency, without any direc-
tion on our part™he hollowed cut the stump of &
fallen tree and with large shects of birch bark
for a wall he quickly made a smoke house in
which we smoked about 30 doz. After they
were taken from the smoke house we packed
them in two chaofpagne baskets and made
every preperation for our departare on the
morrrow, Next morning we had breakfast
with the silvery light of the moon, struck tent
and packed everything in the canoes and head-
ed them down the giream to the forks where we
enter the main bad? of the Toledie river, After
paddling for eight miles in rain and against &
bead wind which greatly impeded our progress,
we enter first Toledie lake, here we landed,
boiled our kettls and had dinner, After din.
ner we made another start and went through
first lake into second Toledie lake, which pre.
tented to us a seza of foam; the waves dashed
against our frail crafts and at times made
us feel very uneasy., Second Toledie lake is
a large leke about four miles across
and equally as many long. After crossing this
lake we landed, leaving our canoes to the guides
to take through the falls below the outilst of
the lake, we walking across & narrow neck of
land which divides the lake from the river be-
low the falls, here we met the canoss again and
joined them on the journey down the river,
which winds along for six miles throuzh a deep
valley overshadowei by high hilis clothed in
autumn tints until we reach the mouth of the
Toledie whers it empties into the msjestic
Temiscouta; at this point we view the first
signs of civilization, here i3 the farm and sum-
mer residence of Levite Theriault, M. P, P,
To continue our journey we would bs obliged
to cross the Temiecouta lake, This lake is five
miles wide and 28 in length, and as the water
is too rough for a leg cance and the sun is set-
ting in the west we deem it advieable to camp
for the mnight. Aftera few hours of slumber
our guide entered our tent and informed us
that the storm had subsided and we had better
pick up sticks and make a start to croes the
lake, It was now three o’clock in the morning,
the moon was shining beautifully with not &
breath of a’r to ruffla the bosom of the dark
waters; after a little exertion we stowed every-
thing in the canoes and headed them for the
oppcsite shore, a distance of five miles, After
paddling for a little over an hour westruck the
shore about half a mile below Temisconta vil.
lage. Here we landed and boiled our kettle and
bad breakfast just as the morning star #p-
peared above the horizon. After breakfast we
went up to the village which is sitnated on a
high hiil overlooking :he lake, Here the stage
road runs through the village a distance of 48
miles from Riviere DuLoup, The village has
a fine chapel, built of wood, with a tall epire
covered with tin which glittered in the morg.
iog eunlight; the village also boests of one of
the finess tourist's hotels in tke Provinos of
Quebec, it is known as Cloutur’s hotel, As
Hearry was commigsioned by the guides to bring
them a bottle of whisky to sooth their nerves
we entered the bar of the hotel
and after some difficulty in makicg the
propriétor uuderstand what we wanted (he
couid nct epeak English nor we the Fremch
language), he informed us by signs he did not
keep any whisky but had gin, that being the
favorite liquor in this locality; we purchased
two bottles, put them under cur arm, and re-
traced our steps to the caroes ofi*the shore, It
was now geven o’cleck and we made another
start down the lake to the cutlet, the Mada-
waska river. On our way down we kept close
to the western shore, and had the pleasure of
meeting a party surveying for the proposed
line of railwsy from Edmundston to Riviere
du Loup., Theiun down the lake was pleas.
ant and as a gentle breeze was blowing we went
ashore and cut a emall bush to put in the bow
of each canoce, by the aid of which we skimmed
along at the rate of nine miles per hour, As
noon approached we entered the Madawasks,
and after a sail of three miles down we camped
at the mouth of Pole river, one of the fesders
of the Madawaska. At this point there is
usually good fishing at this season of the year,
as the fish from the Temiscouta come down
here to spawn, but as the river was high from
recent rains we did not have much sport.

As evening approached we made preparations
for our comfort during the now chilly nights,
After dark our old guide related to us by the
light of the camp fire his adventures in the
forests and how succeseful he was in capturing
game, Just at this moment we heard the hoot
of an owl quite close to the camp; the old man
told us to keep quiet and he wonld call him
within gunshot.. As we were anxions to see
the fun we kept silent, and the guide laying
down on his back began imitating the cry of a
rabbit. We had not long to wait, for to our
surprise the owl flew into a tree quiie handy
tojour fire, Not having our guns at hand, and
as I moved to get one the owl observed me and
flew across the river. The old man imsisted on
us keeping quiet and he would bring him back
again; and sure emough ke did, No soomer

had he returned than I gave him the contenta
of my gun, brioging him to the ground. He
was 8 beautiful epecimen of the Virginis
horned owl, and now ornsmeuts the parlor of
the writer, As the evenivg wor® on, we
tumbled in for the night,

"Next morning being Sundsy, we were
awakened from our slambere by the chiming of
the village chapel bell on the oppoeite side of
the river. As we were now om our. journey
homeward, and a8 we had epert onr last night
in camp, we packed up sail our luggage and
stowed it in the canoces and started down the
river for Edmundsten, a distance of 22 miles,
The eky is overcast and the wind chilly as we
wénd alovg down the river; the rcenery is
beeutifu!; on ths right we have fine farms and
oa the left the forest is yetin a state of nature,
After paddiing for an” hour we resch Birch
river, another tributary of the Madawsascka:
Here we met a party of fishermen from Ed.
muadston; further down we stop and lazd to
view the stock farm of Mr. Hickson, manager
of the Grand Teiunk railway. After we ex.
amice the farm and stock yard we again resume
our jearney. only to etop, after a short paddte,
in front of Griffia’s, our starting point.

We have now paddled 120 miles through
lakes and rivers, the trip occapying eeven days;
bere we land snd have dicner; after eatisfyiog
cur appetites we meke ancther start for Kd.
mundeton, 15 milea distant,

Rain is now pouring down; with n strong
head wind our progress is slow and tedious, but
after a little patience and exertion we arrived
at Little Falls, about a mile above Edmund-
siop, just a daylight had disappeared from the
sky. Ho we hired a team and drove to cur
hotel,

After supper at the hotel, we perted with
cur guides and had & few hours conversation
with the proprietor, Pride Babin, when we re.
tired for the night,

Ia the morning we made every preparation
for our ceparture by the noon train. After
an esrly dinner we drove to the station, and
here telegraphed to cur anxious friends that
we were on our journey homeward.

In & few mioutes the conductor gave the
signal and we were cff, each being well satis.
fied with the pleasant and exciticg tzip around
the lakes,

Nothing of any account happened until we
arrived st Aroosiook Junctlcn, where we were
to cross the up train from .8: Jobhn and the
west; at this station wa also change cars for
McAdam Junction. As we stepped from the
cars we learned that the up train had broken
an axle about ome and a half miles
above Andover, which would necessitats
a delay of three hours, As evening was
now approaching we walked down to Andover
and crossed the St Jobn river to Perth station,'
where we had eupper, and waited uatil tem.
porary repairs had been effected when chortly
our train arrived, and we once more stepped cn
board and were whirled alorg on our journey.
Afier a fow hours run we pass Woodstock and
arrive at McAdam junection. After two hours
delay we again chaoge cars and arrive in St.
Joba in tlme for breakfast where we meet
apxious friends waiting to receive us,

Io closing my narrative I must return our
thanks to the employes of the N, B, Railway,
whom we found ever obliging and cauticus at
all points on the road, alwsys ready to do any-
thiog in their power that would tend to our
comfort or to the safety of cur luggage.

He informed me
that he had : constructed a bridge over the St,
Croix 250 feet in length at his own expense,
and he afterwards took me to inspect it, and 1
found it a large unde:taking. Within & mile
and a half from this bridge, at the outlet of the
St. Cioix lake, ho has built, or rather rebuilt,
an old dam over 300 feet long, and has also
built on small streams two more dams, and
will expend on these works iin the vicinity
$1,000 before he cuts & stick of lumber, This
is about 100 miles from the 8t, John river.
