The Minister of Public 
Works says the amount expended is much larger than this 
and will practically exhaust the appropriation.

""he Standard does not know the extent of the bandi­
ed placed ui»on Mr. Pugsley In connection with expen­
ditures at St. John harbor by his colleagues in the Laur­
ier Government. One thing is absolutely certain, how­
ever. and that is that he made no attempt to carry out 
tile pledge he made during the election campaign of 1908. 
so far as .Courtenay Bay is concerned. He had three 
fill years after the close of this campaign to do some 
work of a tangible character in Courtenay Bay. That he 
failed to make any move in this direction was probably 
not his fault, but was due to opposition from other mem­
bers of the Government, who had interests to serve that 
were not identical with those of St. John. Courtenay 
Bay was forgotten by Mr. Pugsley until he saw that an 
election was imminent in the near future, then came the 
plan of improvement and the advertisement for tenders.

All of the offers received for the Courtenay Bay pro­
ject had been carefully worked out long before the elec­
tion. and if Mr. Pugsley had been in the position to do so. 
and had had the authority of Parliament and the consent 
of his colleagues, he could have signed the contract. 
That Mr. Pugsley failed to do this is evidence that either 
his grand project was nothing more or less than an elec­
tion fake, or that some other element in the Cabinet was 
more potent in influence than the Minister of Public 
Works. In the present position of affairs Mr. Pugsley 
i.« almost amusing when he urges Mr. Hazen to take up 
the project and carry it forward to completion and take 
the credit for doing so.

Mr. Hazen is quite as good a citizen of St. John, and 
quite as deeply interested in its progress and future 
development as Mr. Pugsley. No one who knows the 
Minister of Marine will doubt for an instant his interest 
in the great question of harbor development at St. John. 
It is a question upon which neither Mr. Hazen nor the 
Government should act without full consideration or with- j 
hold action longer than Is necessary to obtain complete 
information on the best method of bringing about the 
desired result The improvement of the St. Lawrence 
route is of vital importance to the people of Western 
Canada, so also is the development of the port of St. 
John, which occupies the best position geographically, to 
handle the trade of Canada, when the St. Lawrence- is 
frozen up and not available.

It is gratifying to observe in this direction that Mr. 
Monk is fully alive to the importance of providing facil­
ities fur Canadian ports to handle Canadian trade, and 
1 here is no doubt that before Parliament ends its session 
the Government policy oil this important question will bo 
announced and definite action taken to prevent the trade 
of Canada from drifting away to foreign ports.

NEW BRUNSWICK PROGRESS. Montreal seems to bo doing very well

The Times is still greatly worried that the Province 
may lack advertising or its Government fail to take ad­
vantage of the present opportunities. Tho Times fails to 
realize 1 hat the very conditions which are so favorable to 
the future of the Province of New Brunswick have been 
created by the Hazen Administration of which Mr. Flem­
ming was an important member. Mr. Hazen was the 
first to suggest that the St. John Valley Railway should 
be operated as a part of the Intercolonial system, and 
there is no evidence whatever to show’ that this idea was 
ever abandoned by either Mr. Hazen or Mr. Flemming. 
It was only when Mr. Pugsley handed down a specifica­
tion under which it was impossible to get anybody to 
eonstruct. the road that another specification was pre­
pared and another plan formed by the Provincial Govern­
ment that would insure the construction of the railway, 
which it was clear was being opposed by both Mr. Pugs­
ley and Mr. Carvell for purely political reasons.

That Mr. Pugsley had not abandoned his policy to 
prevent the construction of the Valley Railway by the 
Provincial Government was plainly In evidence when he 
refused to grant the Dominion subsidy to a railroad not 
to be operated as a part of the Intercolonial. That the 
Provincial Government had no objection to Intercolonial 
operation Is conclusively proven by tbe stand taken by 
Premier Flemming, when he invited a conference between 
Mr. Pugsley aud the Minister of Railways, as 
representing the Dominion Government and the 
Provincial Government, in order that an understand­
ing might be reached respecting the construction and 
operation of the Valley Railway. It is Idle for the 
Times to attempt to deprive the Provincial Government 
of the honor of placing the Valley Railway project where 
it Is.
