New York, Sept. 6.—Russian troops to the number of

150,000 have passed through England and are now at the

rear of the German army in France,

according to Vance

Thompson, an American writer, who arrived here today on
the Red Star liner Kroonland, which sailed from Liverpool
Aug. 28. On that day, Mr. Thompson said, he saw de-
tachments of Cossacks on their way to the channel ports, and
learned that the British government had suspended the regu-
lar train service in order to give the Russians the right of way.

He added that he could say from reliable authority that

150,000 Russians had already

crossed the channel and were

now probably attacking the German rear, while it was under-
stood that thousands more were on their way from Archan-
gel, by the Arctic Ocean route, to England.

Passengers on several steamers from England recently
have reported a movement of Russian troops through the

British Isles to the continent.

“The Allan liner Pomerinian is here from Liverpool and
her officers and passengers tell the same story about Russian
troops being brought to England as the Mauretania’s passen-
gers recounted at New York last week.

An official statement, issued by the French war office,
says that the Allies advanced troops came into touch with

The British official war information bureau has issued
a long general survey of the operations - of the British army
during the past week, and in addition a list of British casual-
ties which shows a total of more than 15,000 men up to

September 1.

The statement, which is based on a report from Field
Marshal Sir John French, commander of the British forces at
the front, speaks highly of the spirit of the British soldiers

and their achievements.

It declares that while the British

fosses are heavy they are not one-third of the losses inflicted
by the British troops on the Germans. The statement closes

a call for more men.

London, Sept. 6 (3.40 p. m.)—A des-
patch to the Reuter Telegram Com-
pany from Constantinople dated Aug.
81, declares that the idea of a fresh
war is distasteful to Turkey. Even
among the army there appears to be
lack of enthusiasm. Practically all
business has been suspended and dis-
tress is beginning to be felt.

Today the number of German offi-
cers and men now in Constantinople is
over 2,000, the correspondent goes on.
The fresh arrivals are being either
drafted into the navy or sent to the
forts aleng the Bosphorus and the Dar
danelles, the entrances to which al-
ready have been mined.

London, Sept. 6 (3 p. m,)—The oper
ations of the British army in France
last week are reviewed in a statement
issued by the official war information
bureau today. The statement reads:

"It is now possible te make another
general survey, in continuation of that
igsued on Aug 30, of the operations
of the British army during the past
week.

“No new main trial of strength has
taken place. There have, indeed, been
battles in various parts of the im-.
mense front which, in other wars,
would have been considered opera-
tions of the first magnitude. But in
this war they are merely incidents of
strategic withdrawal and contraction
of the allied forces, caused by the
initial shock on the frontier and in
Belgium, and by the enormous strength
which the Germans have thrown into
the west theatre, while sufferifig
heavily through weakness in the east-
ern.

“The British expeditionary army
has conformed with the general move.
ment of the French forces, and acted
in harmony with the strategic com
ceptions of the French general staff.
Since the battle at Cambria on Aug.
26, where the British troops success
fully guarded the leéft flank of the
whole line of French armies from a
deadly turning attack, supported by
an enormous force the seventh French
army has come into operation on the
British left.

“This in conjunction with the fifth
army on our right, has greatly taken
the strength and strain and pressure
off our left,

“The French army, in particular, on
Aug. 29, advanced from the line of the
Oise River to meet and counter the
German forward movement, and a
considerable battle developed to the
town of Guise. In this the fifth French
army gained 'a marked and solid suec-
cess, driving back with heavy losses
and in disorder three German army
corps—The tenth, the Guard and a re-
serve corps. It is stated that the com-
mander of the tenth German corps
was among those killed.

“In spite of this success, however,
and all the benefits which followed
from it, the general retirement to the
south continued, and the German ar
mies, seeking persistently after the
British troops, remained in practical
ly continuous contact with our rear
guard.

TELLS HOW THE

A FIERGE ARTILLERY DUEL
NEAR TOWN OF CHANTILLY

retire.

London, Sept. 6, 4556 p. m.—The
correspondent of the Times, describ-
ing the fighting in the villages near
Paris, says that at Chantilly, Senlis
and other places, the Germans and the
allies engaged in cannonading with
little effect. They then tried the
strength of their infantry with a slight
advantage to the Germans, who, how-
ever, were ordered to retire. These
tactics were characteristic of the fight.
ing for several days previous to Sept.
3rd.

He gives a description of an en-
gagement near Senlis, on a large open
plain, over which the three main roads
converge into Senlis. A French bat-
tery, hidden in an orchard and an-
othér bBehind earthworks, engaged the
QGerman artilltry, which occupied a po-
sition on a ridge three miles distant on
the opposite side of the plain.

“One heard the curious whistle of
the French melinte shells,” says the
writer, “then a cluster of little clean
white balls appeared over the ridge, to
be followed a few seconds later by the
report.

“The Germans were using mostly
heavy guns, though there was a bat-
tery somewhere further along the road
which from time to time shelled the
Frenth troops concealed in the fords
of the rolllng plaugheland. The Gear-
mans succeeded in dislodging some of
the French. .

“A couple of squadrons of dragoons
appeared suddenly out of the hollow
and trotted 200 yards to the rear; they
were changing their ground. An in-
fantry man who sought cover under
the same haystack as myself, told me
that a shell had burst in the middle of
his section and put four men out of
action.

Artillery Duel.

“Heavy shells, on the other hand,
seemed to have little effect on the
French battery. It kept its position in
the orchard and maintained a regular
fire, while big splashes of dull grey
smoke marked the shells which were
trying to find it and which crashed
into the ground behind its position,
now to this, now to that side of the
road.

“The French guns fired at frequent
intervals. First would come the deep
réport of the German guns, the note of
which dominated the cannonade all
day; then followed the sharp sound of
the French field pieces. On the roads
oiitside forces of French cavalry came
and went.

“Chantilly was also deserted. There
was no sign of fighting, but much talls
in the few inns still open.

Recently Enacted Finance Act
Proclaimed in Canadian
Royal Gazette Yesterday —
Excellent Legisiation.

.

Special to The Standard

Ottawa, Sept. 6—The necessary
proclamation bringing into effect the
provisions of the recently enacted fi-
nance act, so far as they effect Cana
dian banks appears in today's Royal
Gazette. The effect of the legislation
and of the proclamation is to con-
tinue the existing situation establish-
ed by order-in-council, previous to the
recent session, the only change being
that applications from banks for ad-
vances upon approved securities are
to be made to the Treasury Board.
Theé board will avail itself where nec-
essary of professional advice as to
the quality and value of securities
offered as collateral.

As the arrangement hitherto exist-
ing is superseded by that provided
under the gtatute, thé minister has
written a personal letter of thanks to
each of the members of the special
advisory committee consisting of the
president of the Canadian Bankers’
Association, the general manager of
the Bank of Montreal, and the Royal
Bank, and the managers at Montreal
of the Canadian of Commerce and of
the Imperial Bank. The services of
these gentlemen, individually, or as-
sociated with other bankers, will con-
tinue to be available to the Treasury
Board.

Under the new arrangement securi:
ties, for convenience, be lodged by
the banks with the Royal Trust Com-
pany at any of its offices in Canada, or
with the finance department, at Ot
tawa. The minister also made an ar-
rangement through Hon. George Per-
ley with the Bank of England, Lon-
don, whereby securities may be lodg-
ed with that institution for account
of the minister of finance.

In his circular letter notifying the
presidents of the several banks of the
new arrangement and enclosing them
copies of the act and of the necessary
forms of application and pledge-agree-
ment, the minister states that “The
legislation to which their attention is
directed as intended by parliament
to enable the banks of Canada to ex-
tend in this time of stress such credit
facilities to the community as may be
proper having regard to prevailing
conditions and the observance of
sound banking principles.”

On Saturday morning, the.  Tele-
graph, in an article dealing with the
preparation of the report of the Royal
Commission into the Dugal charges,
said: “Now that the evidence in the
Dugal charges against James K. Flem-
ming and some other members of the
government is complete,” ete.

In this statement the Telegraph dis-
plays the same spirit of unfairness
which it exhibited throughout the
whole enquiry. Whether there is evi-
dence against Mr. Flemming is a mat-
ter for the Royal Commission to de-
cide, but there certainly was no evi-
dence against “some other members
of the government.” Nav did Mr. Du-
gal make charges against any other
member of the government. In his
charge in the crown lands matter he
specified Mr. Flemming, and in the
Valley Railway matter he charged
Mr. Flemming and Mr. McLeod. Mr.
McLeod had ceased to be a member
of the Government of New Bruns-
wick some time before the charges
were laid.
It is true that Mr. Dugal, acting on
the suggestion of those associated
with him, did seek, in a mean, under-
hand sort of manner, to connect Hon.
Dr. Landry with some of the matters
forming the basis of his charges, but
when faced by the man he attempted
to traduce he was very glad to make
humble retraction in unmistakable
tashion. He openly exonerated every
member of the government of that
day with the exception of Mr. Flem-
ming. Also the Telegraph is aware

“During the whole of this period
marching and fighting has been con-
tinuous, and in the whole period the
British casualties, according to the lat-
est have ed to about
15,000 officers and men.

“The fighting having been in open
order upon a wide front, with repeated
retirements, has led to a large num-
ber of officers and men, and even
small parties, losing their way, and
getting separated. It is known that a
very considerable number of those
now included in the total will rejoin
the colors safely.

Qutfought Enemy.

“These losses, if jeavy in so small
a force, have in' no wise affected the
spirit of the troops. They do not
amount to one-third of the losses in-
flicted by the British force upon the
enemy, and the sacrifice required of
the army has not been out of propor
tion to its military achievements.

“Drafts of 19,000 have reached our
army, or are approaching the men on
the line of communication, and advan-
tage has been taken of the five quiet
days that have passed since the action
on Sept. 1 to fill up the gaps and refit
and consolidate the units,

“The British army is now south of
the Marne, and is in line with the
French forces on the right and left.

German Movements.

“The latest information about the
enemy is that they are neglecting
Paris, and are marching in a south-
eastern direction towards the Marne,
and towards the left and centre of the
French lines. The first German army
is reported to be between La Ferte
Sous Jouarre and Effises Boffort.

“The second German army, after
taking Rheims, is advancing on Cha-
teau Thiery, and to the east of that
place,

“The fourth German army is report-
ed to be marching south and on the
west of the Argonne between Fuippes

The cavalry who have had
even more opportunities for display-
ing personal prowess and address,
have definitely established their super-
fority. Field Marshal Sir John
French’s report dwells on the marked
superiority of the British troops of
every arm of the service,

“The cavalry,” he says, “do as they
like with the enemy until they are
confronted with twice their numbers.
The German patrols simply fly before
our horsemen, The German troops
will not face our infantry fire. As re-
gards the artillery, they have never
been opposed by less than three or
four times their numbers.

Among those to go to the front in
this capacity is Captain A, Macswain,
a young officer who at the present
time is conmected with the barracks
in West St. John. He expects to get
word from headquarters to immed-
iately report at Valcartier camp.

Captain Macswain is a young man
who has seen plenty of service with
the British Navy and in the Red Cross
work, Thirteen years ago he spent
fifteen months in the Red Cross work
on board the Hospital Ship Maine.
in South Africa during the ‘Boer war,
and he has had an unlimited exper-
ience in the line of looking after the
injured and sick which will make his
services most valuable during the
present conflict,

When but a very young fellow
Captainn Lamb was in the navy and
acted as messenger to Admiral Beat-
ty, the hero of the recent naval battle
azainst the German fleet, Captain
Macswain looks on the Admiral as a

- -

most wonderful person. and in speak-
ing of him yesterday he sald this
noted sea fighter s a very popular
man in the British navy, and one of
the most clever,

Admiral Beatty was one of the
heroes in the Boxer Rebellion, and it
was while he was in Pekin, China,
that he came very nearly losing his
life. The Admiral was walking along
one of the streets when one of the
Boxers made a bold attempt to kill
him, The Admiral’s messenger, who
was a young sallor off the ship. was
close at hand and before the Boxer
could deal the deathsblow the young tar
grappled with him, and for his brave
act was awarded a+C. G. M., which is
one of the highest honors given for
bravery. .

Captain Macswain said that he was
for two years on the warship Suffolk,
which- at that time was uunder the
command of Admiral Beatty, and for
three months before he left the ship
he was the Admiral's messenger,
Captain Macswain produced an excel
lent picture of the Suffolk which is a
smart looking three funnelled ship,
and which, he says, is not as large
as the Canadian cruiser Niobe, but
is very speedy and an excellent ship
of war. The Suffolk is now doing
duty in the Atlantic. and has lately
been mentioned in despatches a num-
ber of times.

The Captain says that he has been
attached to the staff at Toronto for
some time, and has only been in St.
John about three weeks.

The services in St. Paul's church
wag of a special character, hoth morn-
ing and evening yesterday, the day
having been set apart as one of sup-
plication for the soldiers and sailors
of the Empire taking part in the war.
The singing and other features of the
services, including the two powerful
and earnest addresses of the reector,
Rev. E. B. Hooper, were appropriate
for the occasion.

At the evening service the rector re-
ferred to the prompt response of Can-
ada to the request of the Mother Coun-
try for aid in these troublous times.
He said in part: “The arts, agricul-
ture in industry have been halted and
trade has been dislocated by the wick-
ed action of Germany. But, amid all,
that British calmness which is an out-
standing feature in this mighty enter-
prise, cannot but gain the admiration
of the civilized world. It shows a
patriotism too deep to be easily ex-
plained, a quiet determination to do
all, sacrifice all, for King and coun-
try, for honor, justice and liberty. This
is the spirit permeating the British
people the world over.

“Most of you have read of the utter-
ances of Premier Asquith at the Guild-
hall in London, last week, and must
have been impressed with his refer-
ences to the shameless conduct of the
Germans at Louvain and e]sewhere in
Bélgium, and with his declaration that
he would sooner see England blotted
out of history than have her remain a
silent witness to that tragic triumph
of force over law and freedom. These
outrages have appalled the whole
world. It is England’s duty to crush
Germany, and to this end use every
resource of the Empire. We do well
to take our share in this war, with
heart and soul to pray for those on the
field; to provide for those dependent
on them, and with willing hearts re-
alize the proud privilege of being of
the Empire whose flag is an emblem
of freedom and security., The self-
governing dominions are doing nobly,
as they have done before, in fighting
for oe King, one Empire, one Flag.

“It means drudgery in the training
camp as well as conflict on the fleld
of battle. For everyone it means the
unreserved giving of himself and her-
self to the cause under God’s guidance,
We are here to pray for that guidance,
knowing that the soldiers and sailors
of the Empire will ever bear in mind
the principles involved in that glorious
signal of Lord Nelson, ‘England ex-
pects every man to do his duty.’”

enlightened world as re-
sult of present fighting—
Means freedom to many.

The services at St. John's (Stone)
church yesterday followed the plan as
lald down by the church authorities
and special intercession for the for-
ces of the efnpire and for the ultimate
success of the allies and the bring-
ing about of universal peace was
made.

At the morning service in Stone
church yesterday, Rev. G. A. Kuhring
preached a special sermon in connec
tion with the general idea of the ser-
vice. In opening his remarks he re.
ferred to a recent sermon of the Bis-
hop of London in which his lordship
referred to the present war “as‘a cup
which the Heavenly Father had put
into her hands to drink.” His lord
ship had compareq this cup with that
which Christ drank for the welfare of
the whole world, intimating the reluc-
tance of our empire to enter into the
war, praying that such a cup might
pass away from her; but when the
cup was presented she resolutely had
undertaken to drain it to thd dregs,
for in so doing she might gain a bless-
ing for the whole human race.

Continuing, the speaker pointed out
that there must be much. bitterness in
the cup. In all undertakings for the
welfare of the race the price to be
paid must be commensurate with the
end in view. In connection with the
bitterness of the cup there must be
the appalling cost of the war, first in

increased price and scarcity of food, |,

falling on those least able to bear
it. The retrenchment in commereial
and manufacturing enterprises, which
consequently reduced already meagre
incomes, want and poverty will be
found in the cup by many in the em-
pire.

Then there was the care and anxi-
ety of those who stay at home. There
was also the bitterness of those who
met the shock of battle and that of
the nation robbed of the flower of its
manhood, not the weak and impaired
in health but the fit and the strong
and the, tried.

Another part of the bitter cup was
return of the maimed and the gick
and their suffering and waiting for
the end.

There were still more awful dregs,
the anger, the strife, the hatred and
the murder that will dwell in so many
hearts driving out love and peace and
:‘eluvln[ scars in ‘the very citadel of

e, :

The reason of this special service
was because we knew the bitterness
of the-cup and were assembled to in-
voke the aid of Him, who alone “made
the wars to cease in all the world.”

The drinking of the cup was not
configed to one part of the empire but
all must feel and share one another’s
needs and distresses.

The war was not one of this nation’s
seeking but rather a heavy and re-
sponsible task set upon the people of
the empire by God in the defense of
principle and in defending the op-
pressed.

The statesmen of the empire had
striven to preserve peace and every-
thing possible had been done to avert
war until the little free nation of Bel-
glum, for whose integrity Britain had
pledged her honor, was invaded, then
she awoke determined to save the
weaker and defenceless and to the
uttermost cost, to vindicate her honor.

On this day therefore we looked to
God our Father and asked His help
to enable us to win for manhood, lib-
erty of thought and action and the
vindication of the national righteous-
ness and honor.

Continuing, Mr. Kuhring said:

“As we, in all humility and confi-
dence, approach God this day with
need and with a sense of being His
instruments for righteousness, we
must add a third element to our in-
tercession, viz.: the belief in the effi-
cacy of prayer.

“We read in olden times that when
Moses held up his hands in prayer
Israel prevailed. History witnesses
to the amazing power and efficacy of
prayer.

“I know that some have said that
this war has set the progress of the
race backward for over a hundred
years. I cannot so read the signs of
the times. The wonderful coming
together of the varied nations to the
allegiance with Britain, what is it but
the testimony of the nations, but the
expression of . conscience, national in
character, which revolts at the at-
tempt to enslave the world to the
ambition of men or man.

“Behind the drink of the cup, I see
as the result:

“A new and peace-loving Germany,
delivered from a military cast and
the domination of a dynasty unworthy
of being trusted with autocratic pow-
er, and at liberty to follow with in-
creasing power the service she has
rendered to the world in religion, arts
and science,

“A transformed Russia, setting free
the nations, such as Poland, whom
she formerly enslaved, and giving to
her own people a greater measure of
religious and civil liberty.

“A sensitive Japan, learning by co-
operation, to be in the east what Eng-
land has ‘been to the west, the guar
dian of the weak.

“A France, reading well the lesson
of Britain’s greatness, shedding her
present  infidelity and putting her
trust in Britain’s God.

“A Belgium, entering once more
upon the enjoyment of her heritage,
seasoned by the memory of her gal-
lant fight for liberty.

“A Christian Britain, chief among
the nations and mother of nations up-
on whose flag the sun never sels,
trusted, loved by all as the nation
whose promises are kept at all cost
and whose deévotion to principle and
righteousness still keeps her as the
chosen of God to advance the coming
of the greater kingdom of God’s own
dear Son.
