His reputation in
England is that of being an exceed:

The night session commenced at §
o'clock. The first matter taken up was
an interview into a Toronte morning
paper attributed to Lord Claude Ham-
ilton in which it was stated that Kier
Hardle did not represent British la
bor and should not be taken seriously.
Acting Secretary Simpson read the
letter authorizing Mr. Hardle to repre-
sent ‘the British labor party at the
congfess and this was endorsed by
the delegates as refuting Lord
Claude's statement.

John B. Smith, of Kansas City,
prought fraternal greeting. to the
Congress from American Federation
of Labor. He spoke of the work of
the federation on which in line of po-
litical action had succeeded in get-
ting fifteen men into the United
States congress, and much had been
accomplished by these few meun.

The government au-
thorized Dr. Sun Yat Sen who was for-
merly provisional president of the re-
public to establish flway corpo
t to carry out & system of national
rallways covering territory 7,000 miles
i extent.

Inspector Dwyer Raids Four-
Story “Clubhouse” — Vice
Trust Also Shuts Up Its Re-
sorts,

New York, N. Y., Sept. 11.—"Practic-
ally every gatubling resort in the New
York Tenderloin has been closed up,”
declared Police Inspector John F.
Dwyer early today, following-a raid
made by him and a squad of detec-
lives on a four story “clubhouse” in
West Forty-second street, near Broad-
way. No arrests were made, but the
raiders confiscated $6000 worth of
gambling paraphernalia including 2,
000 packs of cards and a full pool
room outfit. The “clubhouse” was
equipped with a magnificent larder
and an extensive wine cellar, Among
the confiscated property were a num-
ber of telegrams from persons out of
town directing that large sums of mon-
ey be wagered on horse races.

District. Attorney Whitman heard
yesterday that the six leaders of the
vice trust have convificed themselves
he is in earnest. These men operated
more than 20 disorderly houses in the
old Tenderloin urtil 18 of the houses
were raided recently by Assistant
District Attorney James E. Smith. The
proprietors of 12 of the louses moved
uult yesterday, lock, stock ‘and -bar-
rel.

The six head vice men opened some
of their houses again as soon as Mr.
Smith's raiders were out of sight on
Aug. 15 last. But yesterday they not
only moved the furniture from the 12
houses mentioned, but algo closed and
padlocked the six other houses of the
18 that the district attorney's office
had raided.

These “vice trust” houses were of
the Very ‘lowest type and each resort
housed about twénty-five women. Nev-
ertheless each house was credited
with an average weekly profit to the
owners of about $1,750. Aiso the fur-
nishings and decorations represented
a sum that ran further into the thou
sands than is generally thought.

It was with the big profits and the
thousands of dolars spent to furnish
the houses in view that the “trust”
immediately - after the ralds directed
by Mr. Smith took a chance and in
some cases opened up again. Mr.
‘Whitman, whose department makes
no claim to do the work of the police
had little hope of getting permanent

good from the railds beyond some
helpful - evidence regarding police
graft.

The news of the wholesale moving
out from the old Tenderloin all during
yesterday forenoon and afternoon by
inmates of ‘'vice trust” houses was
particularly pleasant news to the Dis-
trict Attgrney’s office in that it show-
ed that the six directors of the houses
belleve now the statements coming
from Mr. Whitman's .office that he
hopes to indict them.

During recent years the sheep industry in Canada has
been steadily declining. In some provinces sheep have
almost completely disappeared. Today Canadian farms
are not only not producing sufficlent for the home mar-
ket, but New Zealand mutton is actually being shipped
into Western Canada.

Five years ago Canada exported sheep to the value
of one and one-quarter millions and last year less than
four hundred thousamd dollars, Only $2,134 worth of
mutton was exported in 1911, The following table shows
how the export trade in sheep and mutton has declined:

THE CLAYTON-BULWER TREATY.

Among the leading American newspapers that haw

Clayton-Bulwer Treaty, which was superseded by the
Hay-Pauncefote Treaty, Great Britain surrendered im-
portant rights in order to avoid trouble at Panama. Up
to 1850, when the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty was entered
into, Britain had certain rights, including some sort of
titie to a part of the east coast of Nicaragua. On several
occasions there was talk of Britain building a canal
through Nicaragua, a project that the United States
dreaded

By the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty Britain surrendered her
rights in Nicaragua and agreed not to build any canal on
the isthmus. The United States also agreed not to
build any canal as a national enterprise, or to seek or
exercise exclusive control in any canal that might be
built and some fifteen years or so ago
the desire on the part of the United States Government
to build a canal became very strong. But by the treaty
she had agreed not to build except with Britain’s consent,
Some politicians urged that she should rénounce the Clay-
ton-Bulwer Treaty and thus relieve herself of the neces-
sity of securing Britain's permission.

It was pointed out, that if this treaty were
denounced there would be a restoration of the status quo,
and that Britain's claims in Nicaragua would once more
into force This would leave Britain with equal
to build a canal of her own in Nicaragua, and so
finally the Hay-Pauncefgte Trealy was negotiated, giving
consent to the building of the canal by the United States
on the understanding that it should be an international
highway, and that the ships of all nations should pass
through It on equal terms. QGreat Britain made possible
the buflding of the Panama Canal.

IN DEATH OF JOH
GOULD, OF MONCTON

LC. R Men Tell of Finding
Body in Railway Yard, but
no one Saw the Accident
Happen,

The inquiry iuto the death of Joun
Gould, who was killed in the I. C. R.
yard near the foot of Dorchester
street on Wednesday night, Sept. 4th,
was resumed. before Coroner D, E.
Berryman in the court house, last ev-
ening. The coroner read a deposition
from James Gould, who stated that
be had viewed the body of the man
killed and identified it as that of his
brother, John Gould, of Moncton.

John Maloney, night trackman on

the I. C. R, gave evidence that on
the night of the accident he was walk-
ing the tracks on an inspection tour
and shortly after 11 o'clock he found
& man’'s hat near the Wall street
bridge. Shunting engine No. 1007 was
standing pear. The engine had a head
light on the front and another on the
rear. Witness here explained that lo-
comotives of passenger or freight
trains carried a red light on the ten-
der when backing down to the round
house after leaving the train at the
depot and that light would not re-
flect any distance ahead so that & per-
son could be seen on the track. Wit-
ness could not account for the acci-
dent to Gould.
James Coleman, the driver of en-
gine 1007, testified that on the night
of the accident he was shunting in
the yard. The man was killed at 11.05
o’'clock. His engine met the suburban
train going out about the Wall street
bridge. He stopped at the cutoff
switch and a light engine passed him
going toward the station. Shortly af-
ter a brakeman stepped off the en-
gine to turn the switch and found the
body of a man lying between the rails,
That was the first witness knew of a
man having been run over. Witness
found blood on the rear wheels of
the engine.

Arthur Milne, a fireman; gave evi-
dence that he was working on the
shunting engine on the night of the
accident. He did not see the man
when he was killed. The man might
have been on the footboard of the
engine before he was run over,
George O'Brien, a brakeman, testi-
fled that when he turned the switch
his foot struck against a man's foot:
he turned round and discovered a
man’s body lying on the track. Wit-
ness did not see the man when he
Was run over.

Charles Carlin gave evidence that
1e knew John Gould and saw him alive
at 6 o'clock on the evening he was
killed. At that time Gould was in
the witness’ house on Paradise Row.
He left the house about 6.30 o’clock,
saying he was golng to the railway
station. At that time he was not sob-
er, but appeared able to take care of
himself,

The inquest was adjourned until
this evening at 7 o’'clock.

The passage was made i
safety until the islands were reached
when the tow rope broke with the re-
sult that when Mr. Wilson swung his |
boat around to pick up the rope, hel
grounded on the ledge between the‘
islands with such force that the en-|
gine stopped. Thinking that the boat |
was permanently disabled the three
men at once jumped out on the island
and endeavored to save the boat by |
tying it to a tree in the cliff with the |
result that the force of the current|
was o great as to pull the tree bodily]
from the cliff ,the boat and tree drift- |
ing together up river.

The position of the three men at |
the foot of the cliff was dangerous |
in the extreme, but Mr. Wilson with
great presence of mind refused to call
assistance-as he saw that it was im-
possible for a boat to come to their

resoue without great risk to “those on
board, and it was not until one o'clock
in the morning when the tide was
agaln slack that he called for a it
tancé ob the horn which he had suc
ceeded in saving wben he jumped on
the island.

'or some time their calls were un-
heard and then A. J. Machum, who
recognized the sound of the horn as
belonging to Mr. Wilson, put out from
Marble Cove in a row boat and af-
ter a hard struggle with the tide suc-
ceeded in rescuing the three men
from the island.

Just after Mr. Machum started for
the island Harry Black and Frank
Hamm also recognized the sound of
the horn and at once hurried to the
St. John Power Boat Club house and
after securing & boat started in the
direction of the sound. When they ar-
rived, however, they found that Mr.
Machum had succeeded in getting to
the island.

Mr. Wilson when asked yesterday
afternoon how it felt to spend several
hours in duch a position, sald that
he did not wanmt to go through it
again.

ND TROUBLE EXPECTED
WITH "LONGSHOREMEN
DURING THIS WINTER

Men Are Organizing, How-
ever, and May Ask for
More Meney When Present
Contracts Have Expired.

Although the negotiations between
the shipping companies and the long
shoremen’s union looking to a change
in working conditions and rates of
pay have been broken off, the ship-
ping men are not anticipating any
serious trouble this winter on the
water front. Most of the big ship-
ping companies have a contract with
the Longshoremen's union which ex-
tends to September, 1913 and both|
parties are under bonds to the extent|
of $1,000 to fulfil the conditions of the|
comtract,

A shipping man told The Standard
yesterday that the negotiations were
opened at the Instance of the Long-
shoremen, who asked for an increase
in pay amnd certain changes in the
working conditions., The shipping
companies thought the proposition of
the longshoremen was tQo one sided,
and offered to enter into an agree
ment along the lines of the present
contract. The Union men declined to
accept the offer or enter into a long
term contract, and negotiations were
discontinued. A few of the shipping
companies do not have contracts with
the longshoremen, and they may have
trouble this winter.

The general president of the Long-
shoremen Union was recently in the
city, and made arrangements for
strengthening the local union, and
forming a North Atlantic Division
with the ebject of organizing all the
ports in this district and having
them work together for common pur-
peses. Meantime the local longshore-
men have organized the coal handiers
and other allied occupations, and are
apparently preparing to insist on bet-
ter conditions, though they may not
move till their contracts expire,

Manager of Lockport Fish
Company Tells of New
Process Which Will Do
Away With Oil,

“In a short time the housewife
will be able to go to the grocery
and buy pickled fish or any other
kind of fish put up in paper pack-
ages,” said J. J. Lame, manager of
the big Lockport Fish Company, of
Lockport, N. S, who was at the Roy-
al yesterday.

“It is a brand new idea, and it will
probably lead to an important change
in the conduct of the fish business.
In order to put up fish in tin pack-
ages, you have to use oll or the fish
will rust, and canning fish in oils
is expensive. By the new process we
can put up pickled herring or any oth-
er kind of fish in specially prepared
paper packages.”

The Lockport Fish Company was
established a few years ago, and has
one of the best equipped fish plants
on the Nova Scotia coast, including a
large cold storage plant, The ocom-
pany has been developing & market
for its products in upper Canada, and
Mr, Lane is in St. John for the pur-
pose of making arrangements to ship
fish through this port, and to secure
some machinery for his plant.

On Tuesday he bought a fishing
schooner called the Alcion, at Digby,
and has recently placed contracts in
Yarmouth for the building of two 70
foot steamers for collecting fish for
his plant. The company has recently
increased its capital, and its manager

is very optimistic about the future of |

the fishing industry in the Maritime
Provinces.
