KING GEORGE V.

Ton years ugo, today, on the 6th
May, 1910, the British Empire — in
fact the whole workl-—was startled by
the announcement that King Bdward
VII. had passed away, with practic
ally no waming that such an event
was ait all likely to happen, leaving his
only son, George, then Prince of
Wales, to step into the gap so unex-
pectedly created, with little or no spe-
cial prepamation for the immedsate as-
sumption of such stupendous respon-
sibilities.

The British Empire at the time wes
faced with many questions of the
gravest chmracter and there were those
—old  and experienced men of the
world—who could aot but feel a war-
tain amount of anxiety as to the ulti
mate outcome of some of these mat-
ters. Foreign statesmen realized that
Bdward VII was a monanch with
whom it was not safe to take liberties;
and as long as he had a guiding hand
in British foreign policies. the peace
and safety of the world were sure at
least. Recognized as the most astute
and experienced diplomat in Burope—
which is the same thing as saying in
the world—the other Chancellories of
the continent entertained a wholesome
respect not only for his judgment, but
also for any course of policy that
Britain might adopt regarding any
matter, knowing full well that he was
behind it. With his suddem passing,
the tension snapped, and while some
foreign courts breathed more freely,
there were others that felt that one of
their chief guarantors of security had
been away. They knew not
what manmer of man his successor
might turn out to be, or wihat liberties |
n not be taken by other powers,
wad been held in check during
the lifetime of Edward VII.

Sugar which some years ago was
obtainable at five cents a pound is
likely to go to #0 cents or more, ac-
cording to some local merchants, Over
fifty thousand toms of raw sugar are
now on their way to Canadian ports,
out it 1s not expected that this will
reduce prices. The Government -Mer-
chant Marine ships have been used to
bring raw sugar to Canada, and it
was reported e short time ago that
the action of the Government fleet
would have a tendency to hold down
prices. Prices are still lagging be-
hind American prices, but the margin
is not expected to continue,

The fact
that some Ontario dealers are showing
a disposition to let the potatoes rot
rather than reduce prices is creating
some feeling among the people.

Demands are being made in the
press that the Government step in and
take charge of the business of mar-
keting farmy produce, as is done with
cattle and produce in Australia.
One result will apparently be to extend
the ve movement among
farmers for the disposal of their pro-
ducts, and eliminate some of the mid-
dlemen, who have been proceeding on
