They lose sight of the
fact that the best American boxers
have built up their style around ‘the
straight left, and also that the ineffec-
tiveness of their own left hand is due
to its misuse. They use it as if tap.
ping for points, with no driving pow-
er and no spirit behind it.

American boxing has developed
along good and vigorous lines, though
t0 my mind it has lost something in
finehess. But English boxing has lost
ia originality in the conditioning of
possible champions, in their trainings
and in sciemtific development. Im this
great sport we are not intense emough,
and we have a tendemcy to await with
folded arms the genesis of amother
Jim Driscoll, the finest exponent of
the genwine British school of boxing
who has ever stepped into the roped
square. L4

The splendid results of American
training 1s reflected in the expansi>n
o’ the virtues of kil stamina, and
power of the English boxers who have
returned to us after an active tour in
the States. Kid Lewis, developed his
wonderful punch and his aggressive-
ness in America, although perhaps he
lost something of s classic style and
straight left hitting in the process.
Froddie Welsh and Matt Wells, too,
gained much in boxing and fightine
kuowledge to help them in their pro-
fession. Sometimes it is solely a bet-
tor huigment of men and instinct for
summing an opponent up, when in.

Captain’ Roberts sald that it was not
antil 1915 that he got déway from a re-
serve battalion in Hogland and pro-
ceeded as an officlal eye witness to
the front.

There were very few of-
ficlal observers et the frout at the
time, He considered his being one to
be @ stroke of the very best of luck.

New York, Oct. 19—Opponents of
the proposed deep sea route through
the St. Lawrence River appeared here
today before International Joint Come
mission.

We have lad several centuries of sex
legislation, not altogether a success.
The line of pregress and of reform in
all countries seems to me to be in
joining forces with the existing party
organization and in trying to make
our influence effective in them.”

“Women who want to go into Par-
liament must attach themselves to ons
of the political parties,” is the opin-
jon of Mrs. Abbott, of the Internation-
al Woman’'s Suffrage Alliance, which
met this summer in Geneva.

“When they do so, they must hope
to leaven the lump. But it would take
an archangel out of heaven not to
make bargains when once a candidate
becomes a member of Parliament.

“Therefore. in my view, it will not
be a bad thing if there remains out-
side the existing political parties «
body of women who will not bargain.
For this reason I will be glad to see
some women outside party politics,
who will vote according to the merits
of candidates.”
