Port during the past year, It U necessary 
to observe that the total tonnage employ­
ed in the Importation of all descriptions 
of Wood has been the largest on record, 
having been 583,630 Tons agi Inst 527,290 
Tons la the previous year, showing an 
increase of nearly 10} per cent.

The past year will be long remembered, 
not only for its prodigious importation 
of T.mber, but as being one ot the most 
unsatisfactory to Importers of Canadian, 
United States and European Wobds in 
the history of onr trade. This was net 
anticipated In January, 1874, when the 
prospects were fitlrly encouraging, as the 
trade of the country was in a satisfac 
tory condition, and money was cheap. 
However, ibis state of things has not 
been realised, in consequence of the ex­
traordinary decrease In the rates of 
freights, which fell from 43s to 20s per 
load Quebec to Liverpool, £5 10s to £3 5s 
per standard St. John, K. B., to Liver­
pool! other ports in proportion, and the 
enormous Import of Pitch Pine, which 
produced a great decline in prices of Ca­
nadian, United States, etc., Woods. 
TUougb low prices have ruled, yet they 
have been the principal means of in­
creasing the consumption in a remark­
able degree, thereby reducing the stocks 
now on hand to nai rower limits than it 
was reasonable" at any one time to antici­
pate.

I Policeman Richard Evans (No. 1), who 
has been on the force for about nine years, 
was on Saturday afternoon committed to 
jail until this afternoon, when a charge 
against him of stealing from the Country 
Marhet will be Investigated. The fhets 
as.related \>y l’olieeqmn Pickett, who 
on the Kkg’s Square beat, are as follows : 
Saturday morning, about five o’clock, ne 
was talking to a stranger at the Bell 
Tower, 'when he saw Evans run 
from the Market, carrying a quar­
ter of mutton, which he placed 
behind a tree in King's Square and 

-j q partially covered with snow, and then 
returned to his place in the Market. The 
stranger called Pickett's attention to the 
action, and said it must be reported. 
Pickett, accordingly, took the leg of mat- 
ton to the Police Station and made the 
charge against Evans. He pleaded not 
guilty, and was remanded until this after­
noon. F. A. Morrison, Esq., is retained 
for the defence. Evans's story is that he 
took the mutton as he was on his way 
home for fear it would be sold before his 
return, and that, going through the 
Square, he remembered he had forgotten 
something, and left the mutton while he 
went back on his errand.

the gale Continued onto Monday at noon ; 
made all possible sail and stood in for
the-------- Light at 7 p. m. on Tuesday.
About uoou of tile following day, 27th, 
spoke tiie steam tag Tartar, who offered 
to tow the ship into Holyhead, the wind 
blowing a gale at S. S. W, ; she took 
hold of us, and, after attempting to 
tow us into harbor, tewed the ship into a 
dangerous position one cables length out­
side the West Mouse and close to the Reef 
Buoys ; kuowiug the ship to be disabled 
for want of canvas be, without a mo-, 
meat's warning, cast off the hawser, and" 
there left us ; got the foresail and lower 
inaintopsatl set and run out clear of the 
Skerries ; set the reefed upper topsails 
and bore away for Lynas Point; took a 
pilot on board four miles to the west of 
Lynas. and run the sl.lp up under the 
Umshead, the wind blowing with ter 
ride violence all night. On the morning 
of the 28th, wind and weather meie 
moderate, thought it advisable to proceed 
lor Liverpool to obtain sails.

John Mitchell uml Dr. Kencaly. 
London, Feb. 16,—The election for 

member of Parliament from County Tip­
perary, Ireland, resulted in the return of 
John Mitchell, who had no opposition.

Dr. Keneally has been elected to Par­
liament from Stoke-on-Trent bjr 3,000 

majority. Three candidates were iu tiie 
field, including a member of the Tich- 

borr.e fanllly. There was great excite­
ment in the town, and a riot was appre­
hended.

In the House of Commons to-day, 
Mr. W. Hartt, Dyke, Conservative, 
moved for copies certificate of the trial 
and conviction of John Mitchell in 1848, 
of tliv official notification of his escape, 
and the proclamation offering a reward 
for Ids apprehension.

Mr. Nowlan, member for Galway, re­
gretted that nearly all the Irish members 
had lelt the bouse, believing that business 
was over. He called attentlôn to the 
fact that the Government did not arrest 
Mitclicl when lie was In Ireland last year.

Mr Disraeli gave notice that he would 
move next Thursday a resolution declar­
