The, ShipMontana, onhlspon, Sleight-
holm master, which arrived-at Glasgow oti
the 1st inst. from New York, encoubitered
very Heavy weather "during the entire
passage, Capt. Sle@tholm makes  the
following report of his passage across:
Sailed from New York on ‘the’ 9th Jany.
Haveé had hard gales, with high sea, from
W. S. W. to W.N. W.; all went well up
to Sunday, tue 24th, when it increased to
a heavy gale, with rain, at W./S. W,
with hezvy squalls to 2 a.m. A terrific
zale burst from the W. N. W.; blowing
away tire lower topsails, fore and aft,
splitting ‘mainsail, mamtrysail, jibs and
foretopgallantsail ; the ship rolling heavy
and shipping Xarge quantities 'of water o
deek, burst in all the ‘doors and windows
on &he port side of the'house, butdidno
‘further damage ; got other topsails bent,
and again run the ship; we werethen 1
lat. 50 N., lon. 12 W., at noon same day ;
the gale Eontinued apto” “Monday at nooun;
made all possible sail and stood in for
the Light at 7 p. m, on Tuesday.
“About noou of the foliowing day, 27th,
spoke the steam tug Tartar, who offered
to tow the ship lu!o Holyhead, the wind
blowing a gale at 8. 8. W.; she took
hold of us, and, afier attempting io

side the West Mouse and close to the Reef
Buoys; kuowing the ship: to be disabled
for want of canvas bhe, ‘without a mo-,
ment's warning, cast off the hawser, and’

Mitchell, which, he said, would show
the llouse the character of that trans
action.
