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THE IEOH DUTIES AGAIN.
British journaliste, stateemen, politi­

cians and mercantile men, it would ap­
pear, are still exercised over Canada’s 
increased iron duties, the legislation for 
which has been accepted everywhere 
throughout Great Britain aa a direct slap 
at her best interests. The London Econ­
omist, a leading financial jourhal, says in 

its issue of the 9th inat. :—
“The proposal to increase the Canadian 

tariff dutiee on iron baa excited consider­
able attention among the trade generally, 
and strong remonatrances have been ad­
dressed to the government in regard to 
this matter. The advance is ao serious as 
to be manifestly intended to exclude Eng­
lish iron altogether, and designed to build 
up a Canadian iron trade under the shel­
ter of heavy protective dutiee. What this 
means to English manufacturers may be 
gathered from the following figures,which 
show the total export of iron and steel to 
Canada during the last three years

1886...................................................... 228,039
1885................................  170,679
1884.......................................................162,542

“The reasons for protesting against 
such a proceeding as this have been put 
very forcibly in a memorandum prepared 
by the ‘British Iron Trade Association,' 
and we cannot do better than quote from 
it After pointing out the serious injury 
which the removal of such a large de­
mand would have on the iron trade, and 
all connected with it, the memorandum 
goes on to say «There would appear to 
be other high reasons of state why the 
imperial government should make a 
great effort to arrest this movement 
Canada has been, like many other 
colonies of the British crown, a costly 
possession for England. We have main­
tained a navy which has cost us. during 
the last fifteen years, tor ships alone up­
wards of fifty-seven millions sterling. We 
have incurred enormous responsibilities 
for the same end, and the recent fishery 
dispute with the United States showed 
how great and imminent was the chance 
that we might be called upon at any time 
to meet them. British capital has, more­
over, done a great deal to help Canada to 
construct her railway system without, as 
yet, having received any equivalent. To 
now abut out English manufactures, as it 
was proposed to do, would be to take the 
surest possible means of alienating both 
the affections and interests of the two 
countries, and might possibly bring 
about, ss an ultimate result, a complete 
political severance, which could be good 
tor neither.’ Mr A Carnegie, the great 
American ironmaster, has exposed the 
hollowness of the statement which was 
made, that this movement was rather 
against America and in favor of this coun­
try. ‘It is merely made,’ he said, ‘to gull 
the British iron and steel master; the 
Canadian government must say some­
thing in defence. How can it possibly 
be? Here are no preferential dutiee in 
favor of Britain, we are both on the same 
footing, and what applies to England ap 
plies equally to America in the new leg­
islation aa in the old. As to the profess­
ed reductions, there is nothing in them; 
they are so trivial, and are a mere pre­
tence to pacify you Britishers.” There is 
little doubt that this tariff has been pass­
ed in the interest of a few who are inter 
es ted either in ironworks already estab­
lished, and which have been unsuccess­
ful, or in new ones which will be estab­
lished if this tariff is likely to be main­
tained. It may be hoped, however, that 
the agricultural and other industries in 
Canada which will be affected by these 
changes will have something important to 
say in this matter.”

It would appear that the Americans 
whom Professor Tyndall says have writ­
ten to him condemning Gladstone's 
home rule measure, have not the 
courage to proclaim their convictions 
home. They feel their own weakness 
and hope to gain atrength by adding the 
great scientist to their number.

PARTIES IN BRITAIN.
The strength of the liberal-unionists in 

Britain is every day becoming lessened. 
Their union with the conservative party 
gave them strength, though it was clear­
ly seen at the time they cast in their lot 
with the conservatives that matters 
would not go along as smoothly as they 
anticipated. Up till the present the so- 
called unioniste hâve maintained their 
strength in the house of commons but 
the recent elections show that they are 
becoming weaker in the country. Glad- 
etonians have defeated in the bye-elec 
Nona, one after another, the liberal- 
unionists, so that it is clearly evident 
that their position is becoming weaker 
while that of Gladstone and his support­
era is being strengthened. Seeing that 
England is gradually coming round to 
Gladstone’s views, the liberal-unionists 
have made large demands upon the 
Salisbury government in the way of 
ipwlifinttinm in the land bill. These 
«fopnanfU cannot be overlooked, and the 
government have consequently decided, 
feeling that they are in a diffioulfc posi­
tion, to grant some of the modifications 
proposed. The more venemous of the 
tories of Ulster are stoutly opposed to 
the government making any concessions 
and advise them to remain firm in the 
policy which they have proposed. They 
claim that the unionists are afraid to face 
the country and would rather support 
Salisbury's bill than court a dissolution. 
The position which the liberal-unionists 
have taken shows that they are anxious 
to throw in their lot again with Glad­
stone and before long we may expect, 
that they will be supporters of the first 

of the time. Such a union 
would completely crush the conservative 
party, and would free Ireland from the 
thraldom she has long been under.

THE LAND BILL,
Darnell'» Ameudmenl Accepted.

The house of commons lust 
night, went into committee on the land 
bilL Upon taking up the first clause ex­
tending to leasers benefits of the act of 
1881, Parnell proposed an amendment. 
The bill, as it stands, gives the option to 
a tenant or landlord to make applica­
tion to the court to fix rents. Parnell 
urged that the tenants alone should 
have the ? ight to apply, the period of 
such applications to be limited to thre e 
years. Mr Balfour accepted the amend­
ment with a limit of two years, Parnell 
agreeing.

Parnell proposed to extend the opera­
tion of the clauses to all leasers, except 
those in perpetuity. Mr Chamberain 
supported the proposal, but the govern­
ment opposed, and it was negatived 191 
to 142. The government amendment 
extending .the term to 99 years was 
agreed to.

WITHIN THE LIMIT.

A Charlottetown despatch to the Tele­
graph says: “The dominion eraser Critic, 
Capt. McLaren, while cruising off East 
Point, yesterday, came down upon about 
100 sail of Americm fishing vessels.

Along the Sea Shore.

Cool and Breezy Richibucto— 
Summering at St. Andrews 

—Attractions at Dnl- 
housie-

The number of Frederictonians who have 
gone down to the seaside resorts this season 
is much larger than in any previous year. 
This ia probably due to a large extent to the 
establishment of favorite seaside resorts 
along our provincial shores, to the splendid 
accommodations that are now being offered 
and the increased facilities of access. At St. 
Andrews, Richibucto, Dalhousie, and along 
the shores of Chaleur these favorite pro­
vincial resorts are well patronised,'not only 
by provincialists but from the other side of 
the border. It has been said of the men of 
Fredericton that they are all “enthusiastic 
anglers,” and of course they prefer during 
the hot season being along the banks of a 
fishing stream in some unexplored region, 
with their wives and children at home, than 
themselves to remain at home while the 
women and little ones go to the beaches. 
But enthusiastic and all as they are itr their 
angling they are not always going to have 
their own ngiy way. Especially does that 
appear to be the case this summer. The 
fine hotels, nice beaches, and the life giving 
breeses make the summer resorts mentioned 
above very popular among holiday and 
health seekers. In fact it is becoming so 
popular, that the men, it would seem, will 
eventually have to throw away their rod 

^mB*Hûe *n<l go with their ladies to the 
^teaches or else go without a holiday. It 

may be safe to remark in this connection 
that Frederictoa women will never make 
fishermen, and from which fact it may be 
concluded, that the men will have to follow 
in the holiday tracks of the gentler sex or 
make up their minds to a long and trouble­
some domestic fishery dispute. At present 
there is a large representation of Frederic­
ton people at St. Andrews and Richibucto, 
an-i^i^y are going every day.

At nallsoaale.
At Dalhousie, it is claimed, more induce­

ments are held out for holiday and pleasure 
seekers than any other resort. An extended 
variety of sports and pastimes may be enjoy­
ed here, which may possibly alleviate to 
some extent the vexed question referred to

A tourist writing from Dalhousie to the 
Montreal Star says : While anyone may en­
joy the shaded walks and the beautiful 
scenery, or the delightful weather and the 
warm sea bathing, the sport need not ask 
where to cast his line, nor the naturalist to 
find the unveiled treasures. Among the 
many pleasant trips to be found here is a 
ramble to Dalhousie mountain, two miles 
distant. Shortly after leaving the village 
we turn from the highway into a road which 
leads to the base of the mountain. For a few 
minutes nothing uncommon meets the eye, 
bnt as a slight turn in the road is rounded 

, there suddenly bursts to view the mountain 
in all its grandeur.

For some distance this grass-covered walk, 
passing as it does under shady trees and by 
bubbling springs, presents many phases 
which cheer one on their way, but suddenly 
a stop—the foot of the mountain has been 
reached. From this out, work and pleasure 
are very agreeably intermingled. Those 
who are not timid usually take the path 
along the edge of the mountain. This path 
is not very steep, but on the left the moun­
tain is sometimes perpendicular, and if a 
boulder falls oyer and rumbles into the dis- 

-lance it cannot always be counted music to 
-the ear. After some time of healthy exei- 
•cise we reach the top, and rejoice at having 
accomplished our ends. The scenery from 

"this place oin better be imagined than des­
cribed, but imagination is very weak. You 
mill have to stand on that rock and breathe 
the pure fresh air before you can appreciate 
it in its entirety. Looking to the north the 
most prominent thing is the Reetigouche, 
which at this point is three miles wide; to 
the south we find the Indian reserve, through 
which winds Eel river and also Eel river bar, 
e wondrous freak of nature; to the east we 
find the wide open sea and its islands, a 
view of which could be had for forty or fifty 
miles; to the west Sugar Loaf mountain with 
Campbell ton at its base—distance sixteen 
miles. These with many other things charm­
ingly combined, make the most pleasant 
scene that can be witnessed. The top of 
this mountain is covered with rocks, upon 
which are engraved names of persons from 
different parts of the world, some of which 
date many years ago, bnt are becoming ob­
literated through time. There are many 
ways home, bat along either we will find 
steep precipices and valleys, beautiful fields 
and groves, all of which will stand compar­
ison with the road to the mountain. Nor is 
this all. Perhaps the most enjoyable trip is 
to Tragadigaah mountains across the bay, or 
to Sugar Loaf mountain or Metapedla, or one 
often selected by the people of Dalhousie to 
what is known as “The Point." Ascending 
the hill, back of the village, and turning to 
the left, one is soon engaged with the 
beauties of nature. On the right there is a 

• well cultivated valley; over the high cliffs 
on the left, the edge of wfeich la covered 
with tree», lies the Reetigouche, and direct­
ly ia, front, with the broad bay as back­
ground, the Inch Arran makes a fine appear­
ance. Were we not to visit this hotel, our 

-. trip would be Incomplete. The first striking 
' features are the extent of the building and 
tthe broad covered verandahs. The dining 
iroom is now twice its original size; it hue 
Ibeen repainted, and will comfortably seat 
upwards of 260 guests. The bathing here is 
many degrees warmer than at other points. 
New and important arrangements have been 
made, which make it equally good at high 
or low water.

The fishing privileges of the River Uharlo

T^ialconies of Mr. E. B. Phair’s hand­

some and well kept hotel “The Beaches” are 
erowded with tourists. U p wards of a score of 
Frederictonians are registered here. A large 
number of Montreal families are guests for 
the summer. It Is one of the finest summer 
hotels in Canada. It has excellent rooms 
and veramdae, about which children can 
romp to their heart's content and where 
civility and attention is given to all. The 
air ia balmy and butai** and a short stay in 
this salubrious spot cannot but benefit all 
who take advantage of IL One writer re, 
marks This place had it been named by 
the Spaniards would appear upon the map as 
Terra del Fuego, or land of fire, such being 
the meaning of the Indian term Richibucto. 
But the terms is misnomer, as Richibucto 
certainly has little of the insatiable element 
but much comfort, cool breezes and joyous 
summer holidays. There is excellent boating 
here, fine fishing in stream and sea, un­
rivalled goose, duck, curlew and partridge 
shooting, beautiful drives and very few sea 
fogs. The beaches are nice and very pleasant 
and interesting trips can be made on the bay 
mackerel fishing.

Summering at St. Andrews.
Whole families from Fredencton are en­

joying the cool breezes and summer holidays 
at St. Andrews. It is fast becoming a popu­
lar resort not only for our citizens but from 
all New Brunswick towns as well as from 
across the boarder. Sir John McDonald is 
expected there in a few days and will be the 
guest of Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley. With 
the Infantry School Corps, officers and band, 
the place has been much enlivened this sum­
mer.

RIVER DU LOUP TO EDHUNDSTOBT.
The lWew Elue to the St Lawrvic*-»*-

marhnble Print re** Being Made la Ils
(ouNtriicllou.
Hector Cameron, M. P., and Mr. J. J. Mc­

Donald, ot the Quebec company now con­
structing the line of railway from River du 
Loop to Edmundeton, arrived in town yes­
terday from River du Loup. In conversa­
tion with a tileaner reporter last evening, 
Mr. Cameron said that 60 miles of the road 
from the River du Loup end was graded 
ready for track laying. A caigo of steel 
rails from England, sufficient to lay forty 
miles of the road, will arrive this week and 
be distributed along the line. «Another 
cargo is expected next week with the same 
quantity of rails. Four miles of the track 
has been laid at the River da Loup end, and 
a much greater distance of the road would 
have been completed by this time, said Mr 
Cameron, had the shipment of rails not been 
delayed. They were ordered in time to 
hare reached there some three or four weeks 
ago. Eigt teen hundred men are at work on 
the road. In another week or two, the 
whole distance of the road from River 
du Loup to the New Brunswick 
boundary will be graded. They expect that 
the laying of rails will begin next Monday. 
The entire distance of the road from River 
du Loup to Edmundston, N. B , is 87 miles, 
76 miles of which lies in Quebec, and the re­
maining 12 miles in New Brunswick. The 
larger force of men are now at work build­
ing the fifteen miles of road next to the New 
Brunswick boundary. As soon as this le 
completed, work will be begun on the.New 
Brunswick side.

Messrs. Cameron and McDonald's mission 
to Fredericton just now is to see the attorney 
general about the subsidy asked for for the 
construction of the 12 miles of road on the 
New Brunswick side. Mr. Blair is ont of 
town however, being still in attendance at 
the Dorchester circuit and is not expected 
home until the last of the week. “We ex­
pect,” said Mr. Cameron, “to have the whole 
road completed and trains running by the 
end of the year if nothing prevents the prac­
tical working,and the desired subsidy is ob­
tained for this end of the road.” They re­
port that the road so far has been an easy 
one to build, which partly accounts tor the 
remarkable rapidity made in its construc­
tion. The road will run down the western 
shore of Lake Temiscouata, along its whole 
distance, thence along the western bank of 
the Madawaska river to within three miles of 
Edmundston where It will cross over and 
run along the eastern shore connecting with 
the New Brunswick railway. The rolling 
stock ia being got ready. An engine and 
several cars are already in use on the River 
du Loup end.

Woodelock's Absconded Debtor.
On Saturday Sheriff Dibblee put the shut­

ters on the boot, shoe and bat store of J. E. 
Parker, Woodstock's absconded debtor, at 
the instance of the creditors. The abscond­
er’s brothers, Hedlcy and Tyler Parker, have 
a bill of sale on the stock for $3,600, and 
they have been running the store since his 
departure. The creditors have secured as 
their counsel Mr. Stockton, of 8t. John, and 
will test the validity of the bill of sale and 
take stock. The liabilities are $16,000; Mr. 
Humphreys, of St. John, loses to the extent 
of $100, and is the heavieit creditor in the 
province; a Montreal firm are the main losers 
by the transaction. The business has been 
carried on during the last six months or a 
year in a judaical style, much of the goods 
being sold below cost. The day the pro­
prietor skipped he bad $6,000 in notes fall­
ing due, and it is generally believed that he 
carried away more than that amount with 
him. It is looked upon in Woodstock as the 
biggest swindle of the day. He did a rush­
ing business up to the very day he took leg- 
bail.

The Journal of Commerce says: B. W. 
Brownell, general storekeeper of McAdam 
Junction, N. B., has assigned. He was a 
shoemaker by trade and came to that place 
from Fiedericton about three years ago with 
very little capital. He lacked business 
ability and training and only commanded a 
limited trade.

The Railway Bridge.
Mr. Job Abbott, of the Canada bridge 

company, arrived at the Queen on Satur­
day. Mr. W. J. Hogan, engineer, reached 
here yesterday. With engineers Brown and 
Straton, they are busy at work at the Queen 
preparing the plans of the railway bridge. 
The site located from the foot of Sunbury 
street to the Northern and Western railway 
yards, appears to meet with the approval of 
all concerned. The piers are to be built of 
solid stone masonry with granite facings. 
There will be six of them beside the shore 
piers. The superstructure is to be of steel 
and iron! The Canada company, it is said, 
prefer only to take the contract for the 
superstructure, but the Fredericton man­
agers are unwilling to let any contract 
except for the building of the bridge entire. 
The estimated cost of the structure it in the 
vicinity of $400,000.

New Brunswick Railway.
There is much activity along the line of 

the N. B. railway, from McAdam north, this 
summer. The track is being improved all 
along; sharp curves are being straightened 
and a large amount of ballast is being dis­
tributed, and the bridges are being thor­
oughly overhauled as was dona on the 
southern division last summer. Moses 
Burpee, C. J?., hag suryey parties ont over 
the line all the time, and well directed en­
ergy is being displayed throughout. The 
train service on the northern division is 
most excellent, and the accommodations all 
that can be asked for. When the improve­
ments are completed on the northern sec­
tion, the New Brunswick road will be one 
of the best equipped in (the dominion.

WORK AT THE BOOMS.
The Rafting Operations of 

the Fredericton Boom 
Company-

How the Lumber of the St. 
John is Gathered into Rafts 

Ready to be Towed to 
the Mills-

General Notes from the Com­
pany’s Headquarters.

In back of the two little islands across tfie 
river from government house point, secluded 
by the banks and tree* on either side a busy 
scene is presented just now. Althongh not 
more than a couple of miles from the city, 
few, very few of the citizens know the 
amount and nature of the work that is done 
during the summer months at the Douglas 
booms, or at the booms just below the city, 
which forms one of the leading industries in 
the vicinity of our own city. Upwards of 
one hundred robust raftsmen are employed 
at the Douglas booms. For miles the wind­
ing course of the river in back of the islands 
is studded with a tangled net work of logs. 
The almost perfect arrangement ot the sheer 
booms directs by far the greater part of the 
lumber there to keep the present force of 
men to work all summer. The demand for 
labor during the haying season, and while 
■o many railways are now ia course of con­
struction, is so great it is difficult to engage 
as large a force as the company would de-

Slanding out on the little balcony on the 
cook house with the company's agent, Mr. 
Henneberry, and some other gentlemen last 
evening, a Gleaner reporter commanded a 
fine view of the booms, the men at work, 
and bad a general chat about the company’s 
operations.

The lumber industry has always been and 
probably will continue to be for so-nelime 
the leading, and we might say principal 
industry of New Brunswick, employing 
more labor and circulating more money 
than any branch ot labor into which the 
people have been employed.

The various lumber operators of the St. 
John found it absolutely necessary and much 
more convenient and expeditious to have 
the work of ra’fting all the lumber done by 
one party instead of each man rafting his 
own lumber as is sometimes done on the 
smaller streams.

This idea gave foundation and organiza­
tion to the present Fredericton Boom Com­
pany, which came into existence as a 
corporate body in the early days of lumber- 
log on the St. John when very nearly all the 
lumber was pine, most of which was hewn 
square.

He was 
usually known as the “Main John” from 
one end of the river to the other.

For the past ten or fifteen years the work 
of the company has been steadily increasing 
and it was found necessary to divide the lum­
ber into several booms and to stop the great­
er portion, at least temporiarily above Fred­
ericton. The Douglas booms were therefore 
established and from the apparent success

hich has followed their establishment, and 
the expeditions manner in which the lumber 
is rafted aqd towed away, compels one to 
imagine that the most sanguine expectations 
of the company have been realized. Good 
comfortable buildings have been built with 
every convenience for the work of the cooks 
and attendants, and a snug airy office is 
located at the lower Douglas booms where 
all the business of the company, including 
the summary of the surveying,is transacted. 
Mr. W. K. Allen is the accountant in

The present season has been a rather favor­
able oae for rafting purposes, and already a 
very large quantity of lumber has been 
rafted. There is still, however, a large 
quantity in the booms, enough probably to 
last the present crew of 100 men nearly all 
summer. The work is carried on very 
rapidly owing to the many modern improve­
ments introduced and to the experience and 
skill of the foreman, Mr. C. W. White, 
▲boat 200 Joints are ratted on an average 
each day at both the Douglas and Mitchell 
booms. The largest day’s work ever done at 
the Douglas booms was 310 joints. To per­
form this enormous amount of work each day 
a very systematic and skillful division of 
labor is necessary, every man from the gap 
to the tail of the boom knowing just what 
his duty is and to be ready and willing to 
perform it. This is very apparent when the 
men are viewed the entire length of the 
booms which, by the way, is a very pleasing 
and Interesting eight, and the quiet way in 
which each man performs his allotted work 
reflects highly on the wise and careful man­
agement of the company.

A party of men or ‘|jam breakers” with 
peevies loosen the logs from the boom jam 
and push them towards the gap made in the 
>oom. A number of men stand here called 
'sorters,” and also at regular intervals 

along the rafting course, who separate the 
different owners' lumber by the mark upon 
it, apply the “catch mart” to each log and 
push thorn along to be “hitched" into a 
group or “rattling” which is moored to a 
stationary boom. When about 25 logs are 
thus grouped or tied they are loosed from 
their moorings, and carried by the tide 
about a quarter of a mile down to the “bot­
tom makers” to be made into a "joint.” 
The joint is then allowed to pass on to the 
loading ground, which is done by means of 
ropes and pulleys drawn by a team which 
treads upon a planked walk upon the shore.

General Agent Henneberry, who seems 
deservedly popular among the men, is cer­
tainly doing excellent service for the com­
pany that employs him.

About the same amount of work is being 
done at the Mitchell booms this year. The 
week before fast 1200 joints were rafted at 
the Douglas booms and exactly the same 
amount was rafted at the Mitchell booms. 
The Glasier boom, so sailed, is not in oper­
ation this year.

About the same amount of lumber will be 
rafted this year as last. All the lumber of 
the corporation has reached the booms, ex­
cept what is hung at the Aroostook Falls. 
Nearly all of Sewell A McBlvanty’s lumber 
is hung above the falls.
