DRURY OPPOSEDTO
CHILDREN STOPPING
AT PUBLIC SCHOOL

To Call Conference of Inspec-
tors—Examinations Not
Final Test.

ORILIJA. Jan. 6.—Premier E. C.
Drury, addressing the Canadian Club§
here tonight on “Education,” deplored |
the bresent system which resulted in '

ending their educational progress witn
their departure from the public schools
and being inadequately equipped for .
the tasks before them in the world.
Training men for citizenship, right .
thinking and right living, as was done

by teachers in the pioneer days. was
desirable in these days, the premier
claimed. One solution of the rural
school program suggested by Premier
Drury was the appointment of perma-
nent male teachers, whose salary and
standing in the communities would be
equal to the salaries and standing of
the migisters of the gospel. i
The premier said the public school
teachers should train the pupils along
the lines for which they were best :
adapted, and not make examinations
the supreme test. He believed the
public schools should retain the pupils
till seventeen years of age, instead |
of fourteen years, and that every pupil l
should be taught to read books along
the line in which he would be mwost |
interested, so as to develop the habit |
of thought. In this way only would |
the children be trained to become good |
|

!

citizens.

The premier stated that it was his
intention to call together all the school
inspectors in the province for a general
conference oun this question, probably
some time this month. Then he would
send them back for a conference with
their trustees and teachers, and at
a second meeting ascertain their views
for the betterment of the public school
system.

They also were
shown an experimental 16-inch rifle
which will have an elevation of 50 de-
grees. Engineers of the yard hesitated
to predict the range of this piece, 30 de-
grees being the highest elevation yet
tried.

Must Be Appreciation.

“Can we, as
Liberals, fail to appreciate the aims
and aspirations of that movement?
Can we fail to share something of the
; feelings of the men and women who
‘are a part of it?”’ he asked. ‘“‘Speak-
ing for myself, my interest in industrial
problems is bred of my Liberalism.
What the workers in one form or an-
other are seeking is what we as
Liberals have all along been speaking
of as more in the way of equality of
opportunity. If that is not part of
Liberalism, then Liberalism has ceased
to exist.”

Speaking of the Liberal attitude
toward war veterans Hon. Mr. King
stated that there was no class more
entitled to consideration than those
who had risked their lives in battle
and who now hope for a realization in
larger measure of the freedom they
fought to preserve. In an attempt to
reconcile differences Mr. King saw
Liberalism’s supreme task.

Result In Conflict.

“Either we shall have an increasing
growth of class consciousness on the
part of each of the great groups I
have mentioned,” he continued, ‘re-
sulting, as all class conscious growths
are destined to result, in conflict with
each other and with forces that sooner
or later will oppose them, or we shall
have a great progressive movement
which shall lead to a new era of social
progress and soclal justice. It will
all depend upon whether the spirit of
goodwill i{s sufficiently strong to over-
come the spirit that war breeds and
that continues to lurk in its wake.”

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OLD COUNTRY POLITICS.
. The defeat of the Lloyd George candidate
in the Spen Valley by-election is a heavy blow
to the British Unionist Government. A year

ago the riding was won by a Radical, backed !

by the Coalition, with a majority of 2,000. This
time Tom Mpyres, (Labor) defeated Sir John
Simon of the Asquith Liberals and Col. Fair-
fax, a Coalition Liberal. Fairfax had the
strongest support the Coalition could furnish,
but along with Simon he went down before the
Labor candidate, who polled 11,962 votes to
Simons’ 10,244 and Fairfax’s 8,134.

The result of the contest is significant. It
must be considered a severe reverse for the
Lloyd George Government and is a spectacular
{ndication of the rapid advance Labor is making
in British politics. It is reasonable and safe
to forecast the early ascendency to power of
Labor, if we are to judge by the sweeping suc-
cess of Labor in recent borough and by-elec-
tlons. The Liberal party, that is, the party of
the Asquith Liberals is leaning more and more
towards Labor and this combination will almost
certainly sweep out the Coalition forces at the
next general election.

MONEY NEEDED TO PREVENT PLAGUE.

Sir George Paish seeks a huge loan in Amer-
jea to help prevent a plague that might deci-
mate Europe. This is decidedly new in the way
of prospectus for a loan, but it should not be
treated lightly. Privation of all kinds, much
of it extreme, has touched every part of Conti-
mental Burope. The nations are under-nourished.
The war has wiped out millions of the strong and
vigorous, and tems of thousands of others have
been permarently incapacitated from resuming
life in the former way. To meet and overcome
the terrible conditions that prevail, especially
in central and southeastern Europe, there is
Jeft only the old, the weak and the very young.
Countless numbers of these will perish because
of insufficient food, clothing and warmth be-
fore the spring, and such as are left will be in
no condition to resist such diseases as fatten
on lowered vitality. It will require great quan-
tites of foodstuffs to combat this peril and, as
well, an army of senitation and medical ex-
perts. Western Europe must bend to this great
task if swift death in the form of plague is not
to sweep across all lands and possibly leap the
Atlantic to the new world. Sir George Paish
is right. First make Europe healthy and clean;
restore physical vitality and presently Europe
will be producing once more to the saving bene-
fit of herself and the rest of the world. But if
Europe is decimated by some plague or series
of epidemics everything else will go down in
subsequent crash.

ENERGY ON WAY TO EXHAUSTION.

The Montreal Gazette draws attention to a
warning issued by Sir Charles Parsons, a dis-
tinguished English sciehtist, given before a
meeting of the British Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science. Sir Charles declared,
that, viewing the rapid manner in which coal
and water powers were being used, in an age
of machinery and invention, one had to admit
that unless science could realize fresh discover-
jes, taking the place of energies on the way to
exhaustion, the great position of England could
not be maintained for an indefinite time. Sir
Charles referred to the fact that Canada re-
vealed 20,000,000 horse power in her water sup-
ply, which is an enormous factor in the case;
and that other parts of the empire also offered
great resources, whereas England, the centre
of the empire, only had one per cent of the
water powers of the world.

Zven in the outer parts of the empire, ex-
haustion would occur in measurable time; but,
in the meantime, as impoverishment began to
be noticed in the natural energies of the Mother
Country, the people would emigrate to those
parts of the empire which showed, for the time
boirig. at any rate, those potential powers which
guaranteed industrial activity and prosperity.
Thus, England, which has made deep inroads
into her industrial power during the war, would
show waning resources, and unless science
could come to her ald, the future would be grave
indeed.

Happily, the history of the empire has shown
that whenever a great need has disclosed itself,
that need has been supplied. There may have
been muddling in respect to large policies; there
may have been “flanneled fools at the wicket,”
but in the emergent moment, the need has
always been met. The statesman may have
blundered; but, at the critical moment, the right
man was found and the situation was saved.
Germany showed resource in the instrumentali-
ties she employed in the war; but the British
retorted with superior skill and effect, and the
Huns were “hoist with their own petard.”

PREPARING TO STAGNATE.

In view of the fact that they expect to havo
little to do during the absence of the prime
minister, the Cabinet at Ottawa is beginning
to draw itself in, as far as bulk is concerned.
Two departments that were created to meet
special war-time and post-war needs will prob
ably be merged In old departments, it is unoffic-
jally stated. The department of immigration
and colonization is likely to be merged back
into the department of interior, and the depart-
ment having to do with the civil re-establish-
; ment of the returned soldiers will be swallowed

partment of mines is to go to the interior de-'

partment as well.

It is not so long ago that there was a great
blazon of trumpets from Ottawa to proclaim
the energy and interest of the Government in
having established these newer departments.
Immigration was to be looked after as it had
never been cared for in the past. But, today,
almost before we have welcomed any after-war
immigration, the department ceases its separ-
ate existence, and from now on it will be in the
hands of some under official at Ottawa, receiv-
ing such scraps of time and attention as the
minister of interior m4y be able to spare to it
from other duties.

Surely immigration is of greater concern
than this. More than anything else we need
population, we need to pump in the right sort
for fifty years to come to people the millions
of acres of this country. Half a continent with
little more than eight million people is the situ-
ation at the beginning of the third decade of
the twentieth century. If the Unionist Govern-
ment is satisfied with that state of affairs it is
more than the people of Canada are satisfied
with.

Nor is there likely to be any general sym-
pathy with the proposal to merge soldiers’ re-es-
tablishments in the militia department. We do
not want a militia re-establishment, we want
a civil re-establishment, and it is very doubt-
ful if the militia department, as constituted
today, can handle that problem satisfactorily.
There is a vast amount of work to do in dealing
justly and wisely with all the phases of the re-
turned man’s situation. Evidently the Unionist
Cabinet thinks it can most easily dispose of a
troublesome situation by handing the business
over to the militia authorities.

One quite obvious reason for the curtailing
of departments is the dread the Cabinet has
of by-elections at the present time. With sev-
eral ministers retiring or taking minor posts it
is a case of getting in new blood or abolishing
the offices. And since new blood for the Cabi-
net has to undergo the public analysis that is
provided for by our system of by-elections the
authorities at the captial adopt the alternative
and abolish the offices. It is quite an interest-
ing device for maintaining in office a group who
have for some time past lacked the confidence
of the people.

OUR BOND THE COMMON TONGUE.
[Lathrop Stoddard in World’'s Work.]

The eminent English litterateur, John Gals-
worthy, while asserting the existence of wide phy-
sical and temperamental divergencies between the
English and American peoples, believes that these
are more than offset by the English tongue. In an
address entitled “The Community of Language,”
recently delivered before an American audience in
the Academy of Arts and Sciences, Mr. Galsworthy
said:
