The investigation of the business af­
fairs of Charles Ponzi, conducted by 
state officials, has thus far failed to 
disclose anything to confirm his claims 
that he has dealt extensively in inter­
national coupons, according to Attor­
ney General Allen.

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—Probably the most 

important application ever heard before 
the board of railway commissioners 
from the viewpoint of the whole public 
ot Canada comes up for hearing in the 
board room tomorrow morning. The ap­
plication, which is backed by all of the 
railway companies including the Na­
tional. involves an increase of 30 per 
cent in freight rates to cover Increasing 
costs of operation. The application was 
filed with the board some time ago. 
Since its filing, however, the railway 
labor board of the United States lias 
granted an increase averaging 22 per 
cent in wages retroactive from May last. 
A similar increase is being asked for the 
employees of Canadian railways.

Would Add $40,000,000.
The increase to Canada will, It is 

estimated add $40,000,000 to the wages 
bill of the Canadian roads, while some 
$10,000,000 will be involved if the retro­
active feature is applied to Canada.

As a consequence of the wage award. 
President Beatty of the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway, who has arrived in Ot­
tawa,_ stated today that a further ap­
plication will be filed by the railways 
over and wherever the 30 per cent 
increase exceeded will ask an increase 
of 10 per cent in freight rates and 
of 20 per cent in passenger rates. So 
far as the railway commission is con­
cerned, it has not yet been officially no­
tified of the extra application.

"Make your officers prisoners and let us jointly march on 
Warsaw.”

The Poles are appealed to in the pamphlet to wipe oui the 
aristocracy and make Poland a great Communist country. The 
pamphlets declare that the Bolsheviki are marching on Warsaw 
with the best of motives—to save the country from the landowners’ 
rule.

A little, shallow, superficial patriotism may 
be a dangerous thing. It often inspires mobs 
to violence, as within recent years in the neigh­
boring republic. But deep, broad, well-founded, 
reasonable and tolerant patriotism develops 
great statesmen, world leaders and world bene- 
factors. The patriotism of the late Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier was of the true and earnest type.

One form of patriotism in which all races, all 
classes and all creeds can unite is civic patriot­
ism, and no form of patriotism is so deplorably 
neglected today. Civic patriotism made Greece 
the glory of ancient history. State patriotism 
made Rome, vaunting and intolerant, extend her 
arms too far and eventually fall because she 
relied on mere external conquest rather than 
spiritual expansion. Thebes, Athens, Sparta are 
names that conjure up even today visions of

man who came to the Anglo-Orient Hotel as John 
Marbury, and who was undoubtedly murdered in 
Middle Temple lane that night, was John Maitland

ST. THOMAS. Aug. 8.—More than 
2,000 citizens of St. Thomas and em­
ployees of the Michigan Central Rail­
road from all over Canada and the 
United States gathered at Pinafore 
Park on Sunday for the sacred service 
held in connection with the big M. C. 
R. employees' rally day on Saturday, 
when thousands of people thronged the 
beautiful park to hanor the railway­
men who had travelled long distances 
to attend the biggest railroaders’ pic­
nic in the history of this city.

An impromptu touch was given the 
service, when a man handed Mayor F. 
L. Brinkman of St. Thomas a note, 
which showed the class of men em­
ployed by the M. C. R.

The note reads:
"This is to certify that I, George 

Emery, recently worked fifteen days in 
the M. C. R. shops and yards, and dur­
ing that time I only heard two profane 
words, and not another vile word. 
Surely the world is growing better!

(Signed) "GEORGE EMERY."
Hon. Gideon Robertson, minister of 

labor, addressed the large congregation 
on different labor questions, what or­
ganized labor had done and how It 
acted during the war. He stated that 
the railwaymen during the war had set 
a good example to labor organizations 
in general, and that he could assure all 
railwaymen that the Government had 
appreciated their actions in that con­
nection.

By reason of intercourse between the 
United States and Canada, he stated 
that the international trade unions 
had contributed largely to the good re­
lations existing between the people of 
the two countries.

Although Hon. T.*W. Crothers. M. P. 
for West Elgin, and late minister of 
labor, was not present, Hon. Mr. 
Robertson credited him with handling 
the labor situation during a most criti­
cal period successfully. He said that 
by Hon. Mr. Crothers' foresightedness 
the after-war labor Conditions were 
greatly relieved, as the result of legis­
lation which he introduced in the House 
one year prior to the ending of the 
war for employment bureaux to be 
established under government supervi­
sion, and which was put into effect in 
March. 1919. Through 96 employment 
agencies, 435,000 men and women were 
placed in employment.

Murdock Rap» Strikers.
James Murdock, late of the Dominion 

Board of Commerce, spoke on the wage 
scale, the uppermost subject in the 
minds of railwaymen. He scored the 
railroad employees in the United States, 
who, he said, ran amuck a short time 
ago. breaking away and ignoring any 
orders from their union. "In my judg­
ment, their action was illegal and irra­
tional. It was the outcome of the de­
laying of something which should be 
done now," he declared.

Mr. Murdock stated that in a way 
he did not blame the men, because it 
was the high cost of living that drove 
them to it, but, after all, they were 
wrong in the methods which they took 
to try to rectify matters.

“No labor organization can succeed 
If its platform is ‘Might is Right'," he 
said. This, he understood, was the 
platform of the O. B. U. In speaking 
of the wage question, he said that the 
Canadian railwaymen are just as much 
entitled to the new wage award as the 
railwaymen employed by United States 
railroads. The M. C. R. is an Ameri­
can road, and its men came under the 
new wage scale automatically.

Mayor F. L. Brinkman briefly wel­
comed the speakers, brought to St. 
Thomas for the special purpose of ad­
dressing the railroadmen.

Mr. Webb, master mechanic for the 
M. C. R., outlined the M. C. R. system, 
and spoke of its freedom from acci­
dents.

A number of vocal selections con­
cluded the program and the big M. C. 
R. gathering.

Mayor Brinkman authorized the 
street railway to run cars on Sunday, 
for the first time in the history of the 
city.

CHATHAM. Aug. 8.—The drainage 
question in Kent County has been one 
of the most perplexing problems con­
fronted for years. The low-lying lands 
bordering on the river, especially those 
in the southwestern section of the 
county, have never been properly 
drained.

In order to cope with the large 
quantities of water that pour into 
Jeannette’s Creek from the many 
dredge cuts in Raleign and Tilbury 
townships the county council has de­
cided to widen the creek to the width 
of the River Thames, which about 75 
feet, and by that means to provide 
better drainage facilities. Jeanneette’s 
Creek drains about 80 per cent of the 
land in Raleigh Township, but of late 
it has been found that the creek is 
not large enough. Two large cuts will 
be made and the approximate cost of 
the work will be about $40,000. When 
complete the work will extend about 
seven miles.

The new work will be one of the 
largest single pieces of drainage work 
ever attempted by the county council. 
The whole of the work will be handled 
by the Chatham Dredging Company.

Harvesters Are Needed.
Farmers of Kent County are pro­

gressing considerably with their har­
vesting operations, although their work 
has been hampered by the lack of 
helpers. Four farm laborers arrived 
in the city today from Regina, Sask., 
and went to work on farms near the 
city.

The shortage of coal and the im­
pending shortage of natural gas led the 
city council, in regular session some 
time ago. to appoint a committee to 
investigate the question of steam heat 
for the coming winter. There has been 
considerable doubt as to whether the 
Chatham Steam Heating Company 
would operate this coming winter. The 
special committee will report its find­
ings at the meeting of the city council 
tomorrow night.

W. Watson, a mail carrier on R. R. 
No. 1. Dover Centre, had a narrow 
escape when the car in which he was 
driving plunged into a ditch on the 
Dover town line near this city. None 
of the occupants was injured, although 
the car was badly damaged.

The police then drove 
to Hatton, Sask., another border town, 
where the same operation was repeated, 
and fourteen thousand dollars worth of 
liquor was seized In one place, and 
twenty thousand dollars worth in an­
other and all managers placed under 
arrest.
