BISHOP CUMMINS IN NEWARK.

The effect of the secession of the Rev. Dr.
Nicholson, of Newark, from the Protestant
Episcopal Church begins to be apparent. The
interest excited by that event showed itself un-
mistakably on Sunday last. Bishop Cummins
visited Newark, and preached two sermons in
Association Hall. In the morning there was a
full congregation; in the evening large num-
bers of persons lailed to obtain admittance.
Ministers ot several evangelical denominations
were represented on-the platform at the latter
service. At several points' during the delivery
of the Bishop's sermon the feeling of tbe sudi-
ence seemed ready to break oot in unrestrained
expressions of gratification. About one hun-
dred persons gave their names for the organi-
zation of a Retormed Episcopal Church, and
liberal contributions were offered for the de-

2. On the State.

Education is one of those things which it is
admissible in principle that a  Government
should provide for the people. The case is one
to which the reasons of the non-interference
principle do not necessarily or universally ex-
tend. Among other reasons which in our
judgment justify governmental interference in
the matter of public education are the follow-
ing, to which we now particularly call atten-
tion, viz. First,—The State is the acknow-
ged guardian of property, rights, liberty and
life of the subject, and in this capacity assumes
the right to restrain vice and punish crime.
Now it will be admitted that ignorance fosters
vice, and leads to crime. On the principle
therefore that ** prevention is better than
cure,” does it not become the policy of the
State to place tbe benefit of Education within
the resch of all? Is it not more desirable to
pay for schools than for courtbouses and
jails ?

Secondly,—Upon the State is it incumbent
to legislate for the development of the resour-
ces of the country, and the promotion of its
geoeral prosperity. - Laws for the encourage-
ment snd protection of the mining, manutac-
toring, mechanical, agricultural, and commer-

OUR NEW EDUCATIONAL SCHEME.

In the editorial columns of the Guardian we
bave frequently dwelt upon the importance of
sustaming that department of our connexional
work which has to do with the advancement of
higher education. We rejoice to know that
under the new organization of our Church that
department will be thoroughly systematized,
and, we believe’ made more efficient than ever.
As most of our readers are probably aware, the
late General Conference appointed s large and
influentisl committee to revise our whole edu-
cational system, snd to arrange for its re-
organizatien upon s broad and comprebensive
basis. That committde submitted an admur-
able report, which, after careful consideration
by the Cenference, was cordially adopted.

The Conference scheme descriminates be-
tween two distinct classes of institutions, in
the success ot which we are almost equally in,
terested, viz, those for which a local propriety
are financilly accountable, and those which are
the property of the Connexion and for whose
maintenance it is directly responsible.

In the former class are the Female College
at Hamilton, the Collegiate Institution at Dan-
das, the Stanstead College snd the Ladies’
College at Whitby. These are expected to be
selt-supporting from the attendance of pupils,
and need oaly the Connexional patronage to
make them completely successful.

In the second class are the University of Vic-
toria College with its theological Eepartment,
the Theological Institute at Montreal, the
Mount Allison College and Academies, snd the
Collegiate Institute at Manitobs. For these
something more than a mere student patronage
is necessary. No one ever beard of a Uni-
versity, College, or Theological Institute, be-
ing self-supporting.  They always aod every-
where require a_large endowment or an annual
subsidy for their maintensnce. Qur national
University and many of the colleges in Earope
and the United States bave immense Jlanded
property, from which an annually increasing
revenue is derived. Our Conoexional insti-
tutions have no such sources of revenue, and
are therefore largely dependemt upon the
Christian liberality of their friends for their
efficient support. The time for the discussion
of the question as to the Connexional necessity
of these institutions has long since passed.
Their record of distinguished usefulness in
the past, and their auguries of still greater
usetulness to the Church in the tuture, are de-
monstrations of the far seeing wisdom of their

The fact is, I have been speakiag to you sbout
giviag up real sins, oot about listening to mere
quibbles or scruples. At the same time I know
that what 8 man believes to be sin becomes sin
to him, and he must give it up. ¢ Whatsoever
is not of faith is of sin,” and that is the real
point of what my Brother Pentecost has been
saying. Why, a man mav think it a sin to
have his boots blacked. Well, then, let him
have them whitewasbed. [ wish to say that I
am not ashamed, and theretore I mean to
smoke to the glory ot God.”

Obituary.

Died at Middleboro's, N. 8., Dec. $th, after
a short iliness, Mr. Jacos Berrs, in the 52nd
year of his age.

The present Goveroment, bas,
thus far conducted itself in such a manner
as to command the confidence of the coun-
try Unusual vigour is displayed in every
department of state. The public works
undertaken by the late Goverment move
rapidly forward to completion and other
works are undertaken in a manner which
promises success. The destruction of the
office of the Canada Pacific Railway, with
its most valuable contents, including sur-
veys, maps and other documents connected
with the explorations across the continent,
was severely felt, but other surveys are in-
stituted, and preparations are being made
for the early commencement of that gigan-
tic undertaking—the Pacific Railway. Five
hundred Mennonite families have been
brought over from Russia and settled in the
North West, the first instalment of that
large emigration which is to flow to us as
our country becomes opened up and its
agricultural and mineral wealth disclosed.
The announcement of the draught of a Re-
ciprocity Treaty between this Dominion
and the United States, has created great
expectatious in some quarters and great
fears in others. It will no doubt, if adopt-
ed, have an important influence upon our
trade. But many difficulties lie yet in its
way. '
Amongst the earlier events of importance
in the mother country was the marriage of
the Duke of Edinburgh to the Princess
Maria Alexaundria of Russia, by which we
trust a friendship between these two coun-
tries will be cemented. A little later in
the year, the government having been de-

A Conference of Evangelical,
Anglican and Greek clergy, called together
by Dr. Dollinger, and addressed by him-
self and Bishop Reinkins augurs well. Dis.
raeli has given a temporary check to Rit-
ualism by his * Bill to regulate Public
Worship” and Bismarck has curbed the
overweeing spirit. of Romanism in Ger
many. These are by no means however
the most important things. We rejoice to
discern what is far better, viz., the growing
power and iofluence of true religion
amongst the masses; revivals rivaling
in power those of the apostolic age; aod
the missionary spirit which pervades all
denominations -of Christians giving pro-
mise of a speedy.evangelizing of the world.
Science makes steady progress notwith-
standing the eccentricities of daring specu-
lators, and the servile imitations of the
crowds of their admirers who are always
more ready to copy the errors of great men
thaa to follow their laborious methods of
research. The cooflict between science
and religion has been more apparent than
_ real, and the reconciliation is easier than
superficial minds are willing to admit.
They are really in harmony, and advance
side by side to the conquest of error and to
the enfranchisemeot of the bumao mind
from the serfdom of superstition.
We are happy to see, too, that the in-
terest taken in education grows deeper and
becomes more wide spread.
we find Russia slowly rising, as she is, with

her young vigorous lite into a higher civili-
sation, and carrying with her the incipient

destinies of the Sclavonic race, adopting,
with a far seeing wisdom, the Berlin sys-
tem of compulsary education; in Britain
the question of education becomes & more
and more prominent one; in America a
vigorous debate goes on respecting the co
education of the sexes, by which much
light is being thrown upon that important
question ; whilst in our own Dominion our
schools and colleges are in & most flourish-
ing condition.

On the death roll of the past year are the
names of many who have played an impor-.
tant part in the political and social world.
Oaly a few of these, however, have gained
an enduring fame. Perhaps the most
prominent of these was Guizot, whom
Fraoce misses from the higher walks of
literature. He was an accomplished states-
man—wise, high-principled, disinterested,
patriotic, intrepid, but lacking the skill to
render himself popular, and the prescience
to discern clearly coming events. He be-
lieved in the rights of the crown, and failed
to discern the necessity of liberal progress.
When the storm of Revolution broke in
1848, and Louis Phillipe was obliged to

fiy to Eoglsad, Guizot retired into private
Yife and gave himeelf wholly up to bistori-
cal studies,becoming the acknowledged chief

feated on the Irish Higher Education Bill,
and the chief of opposition having refused
to attempt to form a government, Gladstone
deemed it best to dissolve the house and to
appeal to the country upon his general
policy. The nation was taken by surprize,
and the Gladstone government, which has
rendered itself unpopular by an attempt to
restrict the liquor traffic, as well as by some
other acts, was defeated, a large majority of
Conservatives having been returned. The
Ashantee war was brought to an end by
the skillful and energetic conduct of Sir
Garnet Wolseley who, with but s handful
of troops, followed King Koffee into the
heart ot his kingdom, took Coomassie, and
forced from the conquered savage, terms of
peace. The triumph, we trust, will be at-
tended with important results in the inter-
ests of civilization and religion. The im-
poitant islands of Fejee have, by their own
choice, become part of the British empire.
In these islands through the instrumental-
ity of Wesleyan missionaries the greater
part of the inhabitants have been led to
embrace Christianity. A visit of the Czar
of Russia aud the Grand Duke Alexis to
Eugland also took place They were of
course received with great honours. No
important legislation bas yet followed the
elevation of Disraeli to office. McMahoo
still holds power in France, to the discom-
fiture of Orleanist, Bonapartist, and Re-
publican, and that great and wealthy nation
having recuperated its exhausted evergies,
begins to resume an influence in European
affairs. In Germany Bismarck, who again
narrowly escaped assassination by the band
of a Romanist fanatic, still crushes bis foes
with an iron hand, and rivets more firmly
the bonds which unite the North German
Confederation. Under his heel Romanism
writhes and shrieks, and mutters fierce mal.
edictions, but be holds it dowa firmly, un-
awed by threats and unmoved by entreaties.
His aim, it appears, is to make the church
entirely subservient to the state. In this
he has succeeded for the time, but the rela-
tions between the Vatican and Berlin have
become more and more embittered. The
arrest and trial of Voo Arnim excites con-
siderable interest at the present time. He
bas been sentenced to three months impri-
sonment.

The war in Spain moves .languidly on,
the success being almost entirely on the
side of the government, but no decisive
action has taken place. Karly in the year
Castelar was defeated in the Cortes, and
declined to remain in office. Serrano was
appointed president sod has managed the
affairs with some skill but with no great
energy. The Spanish Republic has bow-
ever been recognized by Germany, Britain,
aod France, and also later oa by Holland,
Belgium and Italy, The probabilities are
in favour of a speedy expalsion of the Car-
lists. In Austria the policy becomes more
enlightened and liberal. Italy is struggling
with its enormous difficulties. Russia
grows mightier and Turkey more feeble
day by day.

In the United States, ‘s number of seri-
ous disturbances, growing out of the recent
abolition of slavery, have occurred in the
South, giving great trouble to the autheri-

ties, and in some places threatening a war

of faces. Troubles with thd Indisas, chief-
ly with the Sious, have continged. During
the year President Grant seemed disposed
to seek the prolongation of his power for
the “third term. The recent Democratic
gains, however, will probably dispel the
the rising expectation. Some difficalty
was _experienced, early in the year in fill-
ing the office of Chief Justice readered va-
cant by the death of Mr. Chase. The
pames of Mr. Williams, s political friend
of Gen. Graot, and Caleb Cushing, the
ablest jurist, perhaps, in America, were in
tarn withdrawn, it being evident that the
Senate would reject both; the former on
account of his unfitness, the latter because
of alleged complicity or, at least
sympathy with the rebellion. Mr. Waite
was finally nominated aod unamimously
approved by the Senate; the power of
Graot and the Republican party seem on
the decline. We shall probably see, in a

crats. Destructive floods occurred daring
the year, on the Mississippi, Potomac, aod
Arkansas rivers; the grasshopper scourge
in the west was of a serious character;
trade in the latter part of the year has been
uousually dall, and scarcity of employment
drove thousands of working men back to
the shores of Europe. There haye been
muttered threatenings from Commuoists
and others comnected with trades unions,
but no serious outbreak. New Mexico
has been erected into a State. The Presi-
dent’s recent message refers to the late dis-
tarbaaces in the South, urges the resump-
tion of specie payments ; suggests alterations
in the tariff in favour ot maonufacturers,
snnonoces the near approach of the satis-
factory settlement of the Virginius affair,
sod comments on the costinued barbarities
of the Cuban war.

In South America, amidst a general pro-
sperity some serious troubles have occur-
red. Peru has expelled the Jesuits. Brazil
has come iato collison with Rome in con-
sequence of the decree from the Vatican
against the Free Masons. Rebellion in
the Argentine Republic thredtened, at one
time, to overturn the government, but is
now likely to be suppressed at an early
day.

The threatened war between Chins and
Japan concerning the island of Formosa
has been avoided, tLe difficulties being set-
tled by China paying to Japan an indem-
nity of $800,000. Dreadful Typhoons
have swept the China Sea and Ses of Japan,
doing enormous damage to shippiog and
along the coasts. In India, an awful
famine, duriog which four millions aod s
half of people were at one time reported as
dependent ou the Government for food,
aod many died of starvation, was followed
by destructive floods which deluged the low
country from Assam to Oude, doing im-
mense damage, Under British rule, how-
ever, that great country becomes increas-
ingly prosperous and happy

And now let us glance at our own fair
Provinces,—to us the fairest portion of the
worli. We bave in many respects been
sigoally favored by Providence. N> rude
slarms of war bave disturbed us, no famine
or flood, no pestilence or Cyelone has visited
our shores. A few disasters to shipping
and a decline in commerce during the last
half year, have perbaps been our most serious
reverses and these we have shared in common
with other mercantile countries. Prosperity is
seen every-where within our borders. Rail-
way oxtention isevery-where determined. The
onterprising and energetio citsens of Yarmouth
are rapidly prooeeding with the line to An-
aapolis, giving promise of its spoedy comple-
tion; the line to CapeBreton has been undertak-
en and will be commenced at once ; whilst in
New Branswick, that from Fredericton to
River du Loup is pushed forward with vigour,
A Provinoial Agricultaral Exhibition was beld
in Halifax in the month of Oetober at which
the productions of the Provinoe made a very
fine show. It is to be regretted that it did
aot include the manufactu ring interests also.
The barvests last autumn were very abandant ;
Many thousands of tons of shipping were added
to our mercantile marine; money is com-
paratively easy, wages high, provisions at fair
prices. Let us close the year with devout and
grateful acknowledgem ent to God, in whose
hand our times are, and from whom descends
every good gift and every perfect gift.” whose
longsuffering should lead to repentance and
whose very chastisements are the vuico of
love.

It is koown to a majority of our readers
thatthe locality of the Wesleyan Book Room
was changed about a year ago The veon-
ture was considered rather hazardous ; but
the counsel of business men was regarded
as sufficient guarantee that no serious evil
could fellow the experimeat. With searly
twelve months results before them the Kx-
ecutive Committee, on the first of Novem-
ber, thought it prudent and safe to enlarge
the sales-room by the addition of an ad-
joining shop at that time vacant. The
improvement has been very marked,—our
premises—Ileased for seven years— now af-
fording better facilities for the Book and
Stationery trade than any in the city. The
effect upon our business has been beyond
the most saoguine hopes of any who en-
couraged the improvement. While the
first Quarter's sales of this year show an
advance of one hundred per cent. upon
those of the corresponding quarter of last
year; and the sales ending the first of No-
vember have been equally cheering; it is
seen that the increased accommodation has
had an equal effect for good upen the busi-
ness of our Book Room. A very signifi-
cant fact is this ;—the cash sales of this one
month of December will, within a fraction,
equal all the cash sales of any ordinary
year in the previous history of the Institu-
tion ! Of course,December in the Book trade
is & barvest moath, and expenses have been
necessarily increased by putting the con-
cern in good business condition ; but that
the results are obviously in our favor, no
one can doubt who ponders the few data

given for calculation.

A writer under the above caption occu-
pies a column in the editorial department
of the (London) Methodist. It may serve
to show the independence and freedom
with which even subjects of a personal na-
ture are treated by modernMethodist Journ-
alists in Eogland, if we give the substance
of the article.

After congratvlating several studeots
who bave recently graduated at the univer-
sities with honours the writer remarks,—

Time was when distinctions of this sort
were rare among us, and when, judgiog
from the unadorned names in our Mioutes,
sn outside observer might have inferred
that we were ill-equipped for literary con-
flicts—no better than were the Israelites
for their battles against the Philistines in
the days of King Saul, of whom it is said
they bad neither spear nor sword ; and * all
the Israelites went down to * the Philis-
tines to sharpen every mao his share, and
his coulter, aad his axe, and his mattock.”

Bat the world changes ; aod the strange
observer of to-day, looking cver the Min-
ues of 1874, would find a considerable
pumber of names decorated with those ab.
breviations which are regarded as the in-
signia of scholarship. He would, however,
be liable to make a mistake in a direction
contrary to that by which we have suppos-
ed his predecessor may have erred: he
might take it for graoted, in his innocence,
that all these marks were equally trust-
worthy vouchers to the solid attainments
of those who bore them.

But the air is
free from any such disquieting voices. We
have not heard of any obscurity who has
resolved to become famous at a leap, and,
with a touching ambition, thought within
himself, ¢ Sublimi feriam vertice sidera,”
on the strength of two letters appended to
his name.

We feel, therefore, at liberty to speak
our mind on the subject, and our opinion
is, that some oversight should be exercised
by confereuce of the titles assumed by the
ministers. An KEoglish officer, military or
civil, is not allowed to wear the decorations
of a foreign Order without express permis-
sion from the Crown  The rule is whole-
some if stringent.  And, whilst we do vot
think the Cooference ought to prohibit min-
isters from wearing these ornaments, we
thiok it should discountenance their use.
A small committee might be appointed to
take cognizance of these matters, with-
out whose sanction no title should receive
official recognition. Or, if we have too
maoy committees already, let the whole
truth be told in our Minutes. It will be
enough. Let there be a discrimination of
degrees into classes according to the fol-
lowing example :

They may bave neither,
Their intelligence may be meagre; their
general capacity poor; but they have at
aoy rate earned their distinction, whatever
it may be.

In conclusion, let us express our opinion,
in language that canoot be mistakeo, that
degrees worth having are either certificates
that those who possess them have passed

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT ON MOUNT
ST. BERNARD

The Journal de (Geneve contains the fol

lowing account of the catastrophe which
occurred on Mount St. Bérnard recently : —
*Oao Nov. 23 it" was ramered in Sion
that a frighttul accident had happened at a
few kilometres from the Great St. Bernard.
This rumor, uofortunately, provéd to be
well founded. On Nov. 19, at the break
of day, a caravan composed of twelve
Italian workmen, returning .to their ecoun-
try, left'the Bourg St. Pierre and the tavera
of Proz, where they had passad the night,

and, despite the foul weather and difficalt
state of the roads, attempted to cross the
the mountain pass or to reach the refuge,
as circamstaoces might allow. The sky
was dark aod there was a violent suow-
drift  Oa reaching the spot known as the
Montagne St. Pierre, half-way betweeu the
starting point aod the place of refuge, they
were joined by two monks, preceded by the
coovent servant and a large-sized dog,
who, according to the rule of the mouas-
tery, came to meet the travellers. At
this moment the drift of snow became in-
tense, Suddenly « frozen water-spout,
called veura in the language of the moun-
taineers, whirled through the air, and,
whisking up the fresh-fallen snow, envelop-
ed the travellers. The first column, com-
posed of five Italian workmen, two monks,
the servaut, aud the dog, disappeared under
a shroud of snow several metres thick,
without any avalaoche having fallen from
the mouutaiu ; the seven others who were
following were stricken down by the
same cause a short distance from the
first. A deadly silence followed. Sudden-
ly the seven last victims buried in the
snow succeeded in emerging from bemeath
the white surface. t'hey were saved, and
they returned to their starting place, after
having made every endeavor to rescue their
comrides from a grave in which they are
probably at this moment of writing still
alive. Oue of these men succeeded by the
force of instinct and the energy of despair
in breaking throagh the ice piled above
him. It was the Monk Contat from Sem.
braucher. He dragged his bleeding limbs
about a mile and & half from the grave
where he had been buried for several hours

** The cows are allowed to run the hillside
partures at will through the day, cropping the
sweetest morsels of grass and white clover,
drnking from the pure mountain streams, or
lingering at midday by the shaded brook. At
night they come gently to their barn home,
and are ted with a mixture of -corn-meal and
wheat shorts, and abundantly supplied with
water from a mountain spring, then milked
carefully and quietly, after which they rest.
The milk is strained into shallow pans of about
three quarts each, standing on ad open-frame
in 8 cool room, where the air can circulate
freely.

*“ In the morning the process of feeding and
milking is repeated, and the cows go agaia to
their pasture. The morning’s milk is strained
as before, but put in a separate room, so that
the beat of the new milk shall not sour the
night’s milk. After the milk has stood twenty-
four hours the cream is taken off, and placed
where the temperature is low, or onice. When
esough bas been collected for charning, the
cream is put into a tin dish cburn and agitated
gently.  If the temperature is about 62°, it
will make butter very soon, otherwise it must
be cooled or warmed, as the case requires.

« The tray, ladle, and all tke utensils need-
ed, are wet with scalding water and then ¢ool-
ed. Thbe butter is taken from the churn into
clear, spring water, in which a little salt has
been dissolved, and cooled with Jumps of ice.
The ladle is used freely in bringing every part
of the butter in contract with the water. Then
the salting is done by adding a small cupful of
salt to every four pounds of butter, and mix-
ing it well with the ladle, after which the but-
ter is set away in a cool place for a few bours.
The second working with the ladle is final.
Then the butter is weighed and rolled in one
or two pound lumps and set on plates in the
cellar on a zinc floor, and covered with tin
pans, where it remains until packed in ice and
ready for market. About 2,000 pounds of
butter are thus made here in a year.”
