VILLAGE SCHOOLS.

We have only nine village schools and these poorly attended ; they 
are mostly taught by preachers' wives or girls from the boarding school ; 
about i ii cents a month is what is paid these teachers for their work. 
J hese schools ought to lie held at night, and this cannot be done by 
women; however, children too young to work attend, and so receive 
truth, which, doubtless, will do them good. Eighty scholars attend regu 
larly at those schools. In addition to secular studies, the Ten Command 
ments, the Lord’s Prayer, and other portions of Scripture are memorized.

“ The more notable one is hold at Upaka, near Tuni, where are some 
famous temples, one of which is on an hill and reached by a flight of 284 
stone steps. Here, accompanied by my wife, 1 stayed a few days, and 
with two preachers preached morning and evening to attentive listeners, 
bpon offering tracts to a merchant he said, he did not wish any, but gave 
me a Teiugu tract, which I found was a defence of idols and one of the 
reasons given was that Europeans worship idols, and cited the case of 
Roman Catholics in worshipping the Virgin Mary, and also images. What 
a rebuke !

The work in Tuni is an important part of our labor, and preaching 
is regularly kept up on Sundays in the fair, and during the week in the 
evening bazaar. Our need in Tuni is a proper hall where services can he 
held and lectures delivered.

Street preaching is very laborious work. The people genet ally listen 
well, but sometimes the most foolish questions are asked, often real difli 
culties are presented, such as questions about the Trinity, the person of 
Christ, the death of Christ, etc. How can there be a three-one Ood ? How 
can (iod have a Son ? How can Ood die?

T°, eatch these questions on the wing and answer them in good 
idiomatic Teiugu needs some practice.

Part of my time has been necessarily spent in building operations; 
for the church building is lieing converted into a bungalow for a lady 
worker, and new rooms for the school girls are in course of erection.

The problem of self support on the Tuni field has not been that of 
getting the Christians to support the preachers, but getting the Christiani 
to support themselves. All the preachers and Bible women give one anna 
of each rupee, one-sixteenth of their salary. We have received during 
the year Rs. 56 ; 16 : 5.

Though the Tuni mission was started some years ago, still, through 
the death of its founder and the unfaithfulness of many who professed 
themselves Christians the work has been hindered. We pray and look 
and work for a brighter and a better day, when the little one shall become 
a thousand.

Peter, the pastor at Gunanapudi, resigned his salary at the end of 
rebruary, as his own people are well off; probably he will work without 
any salary. This Church made a great advance in giving. The oontri 
buttons for all objects amount to Rs. 1086. The membership is about.

To begin at the bottom, we have the village schools. A recent 
graduate from the Seminary has lieen appointed inspector of these schools, 
and I hope to see great good result from his work. There is room for 
improvement. Apart from the schools at Gunanapudi we have had only 
ten schools with 100 pupils. School has lieen held in twelve other 
ullages for a few months.

The Girls Boarding School at Akidu, was in session for aliout niue 
months. Fifteen girls attended from September to December ; later the 
number increased to twenty-one.

A year ago we sent thirty-five students, old and new (and eight 
wi\es) to the Seminary. Of these four left for various reasons and one 
died. Of the others, four graduated, three entered the work without a 
full course ; four remained out from sickness, and nineteen have returned 
t iis year to continue their studies. Along with them went thirteen 
ones, none of whom had to enter the preparatory department.

two years after my landing with the Davis’ at Cocanada. The evening 
of our arrival we climbed the hill that overlooks the town ; and as w' 
gazed out upon the rich valley beneath, packed with a population of 50V 
to the square mile, and imagined the still denser populations lieyond the 
hill range to the north, we fell down liefore God and poured out a fervent 
prayer for these people. We descended to commence our tour over the 
country upon which we had looked, with the assurance that every place 
that the sole of our foot should tread would be given us for Christ. The 
spirit in which the people received us seemed to assure that hope. A 
village headman said, years ago we hated your message and your mes 
senger, but within the last three years that is all changed. We welcome 
you as Gods. Time an t again did we have to say to them, say not so. 
we also are men of like passions with yourselves and bring you good 
tidings that ye should turn from these vain things unto the iving God 
That illustrates how degraded their conceptions of the Deity are ; and still 
if any amongst your missionaries were not purer, better and truer me 
than almost any of this land’s so-called gods, they should be recalled 
once.

Bro. Stillwell reports 
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On returning from this tour, which extended over six weeks, 1 was 
prostrated for the last two weeks of the old year, with a severe illness, 
and the only one of the year. Careful nursing soon restored me. On 
the basis of our report the brethren in conference appointed Yellaman 
chilli as the new station, and have appointed me to open and sustain the 
work tiU relieved by a successor. The new field includes a rich tract of 
sea coast and inland hill country, about 20 miles square, contains some 
200,00(7 souls in as many as 250 villages, and is large enough to tax the 
utmost effort of five missionaries.

The above, however, is an 
between the men now on the

equitable division of the population 
field and studying the language. The 

Telugu native Christians, represented by their delegates at the Association 
in January, heard of the spiritual destitution of these parts, and that 1 
had been appointed to come alone, if none would come with me. They 
said, 1 That must not be ; we must send a man to help you, and to repre­
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our fortnightly Samaj, a literary society, but of a religious caste, which 
flourishes more vigorously every year, our monthly commemoration of 
lord’s death, with our service for contributions.

The Worker»—Some of these are the same as last year. Mrs. Still 
well has the women, with a class of boys, Miss Hatch continues her excel 
lent work in the Bible department, liesides engaging in everything else to 
which she can impart herself, while the Principal continues the one thee 
logioal professor, with the various subjects to teach, besides lieing, to a 
large extent, the father, pastor, physician, and general patron of the 
Christian village that hums with such constant life in the compound.

Jagganaikalu is the same indefatigable teacher, helper, and counsellor, 
as of yore, but one year older, and therefore that much wiser and 
experienced. He is a growing man, an able preacher, an excellent organizer 
and leader in all Christian work, a consistent Christian, and destined, we 
hope, to be a large factor in the training of some of India's future preachers. 
His excellent wife, Mary, a fitting companion, ever more useful, is Mrs. 
Stillwell's helper in the work. These two, Jugganaikalu and his wife, are 
ever finding a larger place in the work, and in the esteem of our people. 
Devanandam of Gunanapudi is our head teacher, and Abraham our second 
teacher in the secular department, loth good 
good work.

The Students—We must say a passing word about the students, for 
they are the occasion of everything here and the hope of our work. 
Iluring the past year we had an attendance of about 70 students, begin­
ning with an excess of that number and falling slightly as the year grew 
older. Their conduct has been generally very good and we are thankful 
for a year’s record with so few occasions for grief.

Some Admnees—In the way of buildings we have increased student ac 
commudation, three new substantial houses occupied by our three Christian 
teachers, and a new seminary building, over all of which we rejoice. The 
introduction of Christian teachers into the secular department is also 
another reason for rejoicing. The publicatio. of “ Outlines in Theologv,” 
is a beginning in book-making which we hope may not end there. The 
adoption of a more liberal rate in giving on the part of our students has 
swollen our church funds nearly threefold, so that our ability to help in 
Christian work is likewise greater. At the close of last year we sent out 
the first graduates under the present management—six good men, of whom 
four belong to Akidu and two to Tuni. Two others were graduated also 
at the same time but were partial course men. All of these should do 
good work.

The Outlook—We rejoice over the past. We 
oouraged over our future possibilities. At present writing we are already 
a whole month in the new year, and hence have an earnest hope of what 
the year contains for us. We opened with the largest number of students 
yet enrolled, about 85 students in all. All fields are represented except
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orial School and are thus able to do good work while getting their tongues 
unloosed. \

Mr. and Mr». Brown are making themselves useful in the English 
Church and Sabbath school, thus strengthening a very important agency.

We have now representing us among the Telugus nine male mis­

sionaries ; six lady missionaries, and eight wives of missionaries. In all 
thirty-three Canadian workers. These have during the past year travelled 
over 350 days and preached in more than 300 towns and villages. They 
have baptized 396 souls most of whom were heathens previously.

They have the oversight of eighteen churches with an aggregate mem­
bership of 2393. Besides they manage a Theological Seminary in which 
eighty-five students, men and women are being trained for the great 
work of preaching the gospel.

These men and women are assisted in their work by seven ordained 
and one unordained pastor, forty-three evangelists, three colporteurs, 
seven Bible women and thirty-four teachers. What a vast force for the 
moral uplifting of India is here. But what are they among so many. 
Let us hasten His coming by bringing the nations to His feet, for He is 
henceforth waiting till His enemies be made the footstool of His feet.

Miss Stovel requested the Board to retain $196 of her salary for the past 
year, in order to refund to the treasury the expense of sending her to the 
Chicago training school. The Board decided to accept only half the amount 
for the present, leaving Miss Stovel to pay the remainder, without interest, 
when it should be convenient for her. In response ta a request from India, 
Miss Stovel was appointed to work on the Akidu field.

Til E THIRTY-NINTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BAPTIST 
CONVENTION OF ONTARIO AND QUEBEC,

With the loss, a year ago, pf our experienced, capable and enthusi­
astic Superintendent, tlie Hoard very wisely decided not to incur obliga­
tions in excess of the income of the previous year. We feared that to 
Him. tirant s personal influence and eflbrta we were largely indebted for 
the increased contributions placed at the disposal of the Hoard within 
the past three or four years. Unwelcome facts have continued our fears, 
and amply justified the conservative policy decided upon at our October 
meeting a year ago.

More clearly than ever do we realize the great loss which tlm Haptists 
of Ontario and Queliec have sustained in the voluntary retirement of Itro. 
tirant from the Superintendency, owing to hie acceptance of the pastorate 
of the First Baptist Church, Winnipeg. In a very special sense wo are 
his debtors, and most heartily do wo with him Uoil-speed in his work in 
Winnipeg and the North-West.

Turning to our own field, and studying the situation, it is palpably 
manifest that we are not successfully meeting our opportunities and our 
obligations. The large number of churches that for years have lieen 
steadily moving on a down grade to an untimely and dishonored grave,

Windsor is doing nobly—moving right ahead, solidly and satisfac­
torily. The church asks for $100 less from the mission funds this year 
than last. Pastor Davis may well “ thank God, and take courage."

Wallaceburg was happy in securing Bro. Vining as pastor ; large 
congregations attend his ministry. Conversions have already taken 
place, and there is the sound of “ an abundance of rain." Help for 
another year is asked. They believe it will be their last call.

A year ago Dresden was down very low, but with God’s blessing on 
Bro. McAlpine’s ministry, a most gratifying change has taken place. 
Here also the church is moving on to self-support.

Essex Centre, Woodslee and Brooker have just secured a pastor, and 
are again full of heart and hope.

Thamesville is meeting with many discouragements. Bro. Walker 
has labored faithfully and, unselfishly on this field, and deserves the 
fidence and esteem of his brethren. Re adjustment of fields must be 
attempted in this district.

West Lome and Mosa are now vacant ; Pastor Carey having accepted 
the call of the Kenmore Church.

Rodney and Aldborough, with Bro. Wilson as pastor, have been 
working independently of the Board for the past six months. Both churches 
have had quite a number of additions to their membership.

Student Murdock did good work at Colchester and Kingsville during 
the College vacation ; as did Bro. Poole at Bothwell and Zone, and Bro. 
Woodley at Essex Centre and Woodslee.

The following churches are now pastorless : Bethlehem, West Lome, 
Blytheswood, Bothwell, Colchester, Kingsville, Harrow, Louisville, Mosa, 
Newbury, Palmyra, Wilkesport and Zone. Are there none to heed the 
cry of these churches for help, and no one to pity those who are too far 
gone to seek for relief 1

In Elgin we have at present no missionary, though the need is 
apparent and urgent.

Pastor Marshall left Sparta for Arkona in the early spring, and Pas­
tor Mann has within the past few days severed his connection with the 
Dutton church. Student A. Darrach did faithful work at Fingal and 
Iona during the summer months, but returned to Woodstock College over 
a month ago. The following churches are destitute of pastoral oversight 
in this association : Bayham, Dutton, Fingal, Iona, Houghton and 2nd 
Southwold. Two men at least are urgently needed for these fields, and 
no pastor need wait for better opportunities for work and results than these 
churches offer.

In the Norfolk Association we have at present only one missionary, 
Pastor Blathewick of Delhi and Teeterville.

Pastor Cripps left Hagarsville and DeCewsville in July for Manitoba.

Church edifices of a superior character have been erected and dedi­
cated at Walkerton, Clinton, Parry Sound and Sault Ste. Marie. Let 
any man who questions the need or the wisdom of a vigorous prosecution 
of Home Mission work spend a month or two in visiting the churches in 
this northern district, and we venture nothing in affirming that he will 
return from his trip shouting as lustily as any of us that “ Home Missions 
remain to Baptists the first great consideration and activity of 
redeemed natures.”
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We need not enlarge upon the work carried on in Muskoka, Parry 
Sound and Algoma. The missionaries in these districts are supported by 
the Women’s Home Mission Board, and we cheerfully acknowledge that 
there are no missionaries in our employ, or churches under our care, that 
receive more intelligent and sympathetic consideration, and none whose 
material needs are so promptly and generously provided for. We 
much to the devoted women who are expending time, talent and money 
in the interests of Baptist Home Missions in these poor, sparsely-settlcil 
regions.

mucIn the Brant Association the Plattsville Church and the Indian 
Reservation are the only places receiving help from the Board. Platts 
ville, as in the past, is one of our most intelligent, liberal and progressive 
churches.

where Bro. Steinhoff haa ao faithfully labored. Another is in course of 
erection at an out station in connection with the Lachute or Daleaville 
church.

Student Grimwood has gone to Beckwith and Hopetown. The 
Women's Home Mission Board of Eastern Ontario and Quebec are suppor­
ting him. They are working with great earnestness and enthusiasm, and 
hope to have a second missionary in their employ in the near future.

We now come to the last and most easterly of our Associations, and 
I cannot do better than quote the substance of a letter received from Bro. 
Bentley, the painstaking and enthusiastic chairman of the Eastern Associa­
tions! Board.

Within the wide limits of the Eastern Association we have only four 
missionaries, pastor Higgins of Lachute, Baker of Sawyerville, Hughson of 
Coaticook and Burwash of Sherbrooke. Besides these we have aided 
Kingsey Falls and Potten to support Students Hunter and Gould for the 
summer months. ,

Progress on all these fields must necessarily be slow. Roman Cath­
olicism overshadows and controls the land. Her priests and her churches 
are found in every hamlet, while the towns and cities are covered by a 
network of schools, nunneries, monasteries, churches and cathedrals. Yet 
God has a people in that province, and He has given us work to do there.

The results of the past three or four years’ labors, may be taken as an 
earnest of what God is willing to do through us if we are ready to seize 
our opportunity and accept our responsibility. Within that time five chapels 
have been built, two churches have been organized, and the power and 
blessing that have accompanied the preac ing of the gospel by our breth­
ren in that benighted land have toucher, and thrilled our hearts. We 
must not relax our efforts in Quebec ; rather ought we to double the 
number of our workmen, and by voice, pen, prayer and money loyally and 
heartily support them.

Missionaries in the west sometimes complain of loneliness and depression; 
let such think of the circumstances and surroundings of their brethren in 
Quebec, and remember that the loneliness and the occasion for depression 
which obtain here, become intensified one hundred fold there. The strain 
upon the heart and mind of the true missionary in the rural districts of 
Quebec is simply indescribable. Our brethren are fighting manfully against 
vastly superior numbers, and ought to have our generous help and our 
genuine sympathy.

They do not report this year large accessions to the membership of 
the churches, but the simple mention of the names of the missionaries 
employed there is sufficient guarantee that they have been doing their 
utmost to build up the waste places of Zion and bring glory and honor to 
Him whose they are and whom they serve.

It was with many a foreboding and doleful snake of the head, on the 
part of those who feared, that at the end of the year our fair escutcheon 
would be tarnished by debt, th tt appropriations exceeding by nearly $1,000 
the receipts of last were made. But our President has wonderful faith in 
the women of our churches, and shefelt that if a definite object was set before 
them they would be equal to it. So the appropriation was made, and we 
started out with the bright promise shining before us “ Whatsoever ye ask 
in My name believing, ye shall receive,” and we have proved by blessed ex 
perience that God hears and answers, and to-day we have the great joy of 
being able to report that we have met all our obligations, and have a 
slight balance. But it has been “So as by fire,” we have had a long 
pull, but it was a strong pull, and we have all pulled together, hence the 
happy result. With this year’s work so successful it is hard to say what 
great things our President has in mind for next year.

And now let me call your attention very briefly to the work done on 
the fields to which assistance is given by our W, H. M. S. Beginning 
with Grande Ligne in the east, our field stretches west and north to the 
Muskoka and Parry Sound Districts, up to the entrance to Lake Superior, 
where the town of Sault Ste.

Still the work on this field is, on the whole, encour­
aging. The congregations are small on account of the sparse population, 
but they are united and are anxious to have the work prosper, and do all 
they can to help it. Quite a number of baptisms have taken place during 
the year, nine during the last quarter. We give to Burk’s Falls, $250.

After six months of hard and faithful work, followed by many good 
results, our missionary, Mr. Gunton, resigned on March 30th, the 
of the church at Sundridgo. He left for his r.ew field of labor in Lanark 
on the 2nd of April. Since that time the Rev C. N. Dewy, has been on 
this 6eld, good work has been done and several baptisms been reported, 
and this church seems to be receiving the Master’s blessing. We give to 
Sundridge $200 per annum. There are two stations connected with this 
field, Sundridge and Stirling Falls.

At Sault Ste. Marie Mr. Ralph Trotter has been laboring with great 
acceptance. Mr. Trotter threw himself into the work with so much 
estness of purpose, with such a strong desire to see the cause, so dear to 
the heart of every immersed believer, prosper, and yet with so much de­
pendence upon the source from which cometh all our strength, that it is 
no wonder that the work at the Soo prospered under his administration.

The Sunday school has grown from a membership of ten to nearly 
80, and still growing. They are very grateful to those Circles and 
Bands who have sent money and books for their library. Over thirty-five 
conversions have taken place on this field during the year.

Mr. Trotter has decided to give up the work at the Soo, for a time, 
in order to continue his studies at McMaster Hall, Toronto, at the 
time having charge of the Ossington mission in that city. Mr. Tapscott 
is now in charge of the church at Sault Ste. Marie ; he is meeting with 
the hearty sympathy and co-operation of the people ; the congregation 
are increasing. We believe the field will respond to faithful work, and 
we know Mr. Tapscott will give that.

To the Regular Baptist Convention of Ontario and Quebec for 1889-90 :
BRBTHRBÿh-q-Tjie Senate and Board of Governors of McMaster Uni 

versity lieg leave to submit the following report on the educational work 
which you have committed to them.

The past year has l>een an eventful one. Changes of the most ini 
portant kind have taken place in the teaching staffs of some of the 
departments of the University. We have suffered severe losses, on the 
one hand, and we have made important gains on the other. Whether the 
losses are fully made uÿ> by the gains, time only can demonstrate.

The illness of Principal McGregor, which was giving rise to general 
alarm a year ago, made steady progress notwithstanding all that medical 
skill could accomplish, and resulted fatally, as all are aware, last April.

The following joint resolutions of the Senate and Board express the 
sentiments of the governing bodies of the University in view of the 
removal of our brother :

We, the Senate and Board of Governors of McMaster University, 
the earliest opportunity of expressing our deep sorrow at the death of 
A. McGregor, B. A., late Principal of Toronto Baptist College, 
brother and fellow laborer we recognized a man of superior mental and spiritual 
endowments, who, by his many gifts and virtues commanded uni vet sal confidence 
and love. ■ His: work as a nrofessm was highly valued. In the Principalship of the 
College, to which he tied I wen so recently appointed, we confidently hoped to see 
him acltleve’a great work for God. His early death, removing him from his great 
work almost before he had touched it, and cutting him off in the very prime of his 
manhood, has filled us with disappointment and sorrow. We bow submissively to 
thé divine appointment. ’ To Mrs. McGregor, who has been so sorely bereaved, and 
under such pklbful csroamstances, we would tender our deepest sympathy, praying 
that the consolations of God may abound towards her, and that upon her dear 
children, to all their future; the special blessing of heaven may abide.

After two years of consuming labor as Chancellor of the University, 
resulting ill toe he-'ôrgüriization of Woodstock College, the establishment 
of DTotiltoft'College, and' the outlining of the policy of the Arts College, 
to-W developed in close connection with Toronto Baptist College, Dr. 
Maltolm, Mac Vicar deemed it advisable last April to resign the Chan­
cellorship of the University and the Principalship of the Arts College. 
A position of honor and responsibility as superintendent of the educa­
tional work of the American Baptist Home Mission Society having 
shortly afterwards been tendered to him, he thought it wise to resig 
theological professorship also, which he had ably filled for nine years, and 
to accept the position referred to.
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The Senate and Board at once addressed themselves to the task of 
filling the vacancies that had been created by the death of Principal 
McGregor and the retirement of Chancellor MacVicar. It being 
impracticable in the short time available to arrange for the permanent 
filling of the Chancellorship and the two Principalships, the beet that 
could be done under the circumstances was to fill the vacant chairs in the 
Arts and Theological Faculties, and thus to provide for the efficient con 
duct of the work of the two departments during the coming year.

The Theological Faculty was completed by the appointment of Rev 
Calvin Goodspeed, D.D., of St. John, N.B., to the chair of Systematic 
Theology and Apologetics, and of Rev. Thomas Trotter, B.A., of Toronto, 
to the chair of Homiletics, Pastoral Theology and Church Polity. These 
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two appointments were m 
gratification to the governing bodies to know that they have met with 
hearty approval throughout the denomination. Professor P. 8. Campbell 
continues during the present session to give instruction in Greek Exegesis 
in addition to his work in the Arts College. Professor Farmer continues 
his studies in the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, of Louisville. 
Kentucky, where he has won the highest praise from Dr. Hroadus and 
others for character and scholarship. He will take his place in the 
College next year, it is expected, thoroughly furnished for his work.

The Arts Faculty has been made fully adequate to the work that is 
being at present undertaken by the appointment of Mr. Alexander 0. 
McKay, of Toronto, to the chair of Matl, -atics and Physics, in the 
place of Professor N. Wolverton, B.A., wno resigned the position to 
which he had been appointed to remain in charge of the Manual Training 
Department of Woodstock College ; of Malcolm S. Clarke, M.A., of 
Georgetown, to the Chair of Modern Languages, and of Mr. Thomas 
Mackenzie, B.A., M.D., as Lecturer in Biology. These gentlemen are all 
specialists in the true sense of the term, and are generally recognized as 
eminently qualified for the positions to which they have been called. 
Professor Clarke is assisting Professor Campbell with the Classical work 
during the present year, and Professor McKay, in consideration of the 
lightness of his work during the first year, has taken the class in Physics 
in Moulton College.

Dr. T. H. Rand, Professor of Et- 'cs, Civil Policy and the Science of 
Education, who was absent during the past year by leave of the Senate 
and Board for the purpose of making special preparation for the work of 
his department, has returned, and is giving instruction during the year in 
English Language and Literature, besides teaching Mental and Moral 
Science in the Theological Department. The Senate and Board esteemed 
themselves fortunate, after the retirement of Dr. MacVicar, in being able 
to avail themselves of Dr. Rand’s services in completing the preparations 
for the opening of the Arts College. On learning that his services might 
be needed, he cut short the period of his residence abroad, and at conaid 
erable personal sacrifice, returned to Toronto in July, and labored
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The number of students in attendance at Toronto Baptist College 
during the session 1889-90 was 32, the number of graduates 13.

The entire number of students enrolled in Woodstock College during 
the session 1889-90 was 161. Of these, 96 were in the regular Courses, 
8 were special students, and 47 were in the Preparatory Department.

In Moulton College the entire number of students enrolled during 
the session 1889-90 was 144. Of these, 67 were in the regular Courses, 
29 pursued special studies, 26 were in the Preparatory Department, and 
22 took Art studies only.

;ebra, Greek and
MHTY THIRD ANNUAL REPORT OF 

MISSION.
A> presented on February 20th, 1800, ,oith 

November, 1890.
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Realizing that enough had been subscribed to justify us in commenc 
ing in portant and necessary repairs and enlargement to the present 
building, especially to the old Mission House, which was to be raised one 
story and a half, we had all our plans and tenders ready to begin work as 
soon as the School could be closed, at the end of March, when on the last 
day of January, while several members of the Board and the architect 
from Montreal were present, the old Mission House was entirely destroyed 
by fire, in the middle of the day. The work of destruction was hastened 
by a very strong wind, and it was with the greatest difficulty, arduous and 
heroic struggle that the new wing of the Institute was saved. Fortu 
nately no lives were lost, and nobody was hurt ; we are deeply thankful 
for this, and still more that it did not happen in the night.

He must be devoid of all ordinary sentiment, and of religious in­
terest, the man who would not feel a pang in his soul at the sight of the 
burned and blackened walls of a house which contained rooms where 
sacred relics and memories were enshrined. Madame Feller’s 
no longer be visited, Mr. Roussy’s study, books and manuscripts 
more, and we shall only be able to visit the place where those precious 
rooms were.

But there is something that does not bum, that fire does not destroy, 
though, it may purify it, and it is for that our dear old missionaries 
labored, suffered and prayed ; it is for that we shall continue to work, to 
pray, and perhaps sometimes to suffer, in the new, more spacious and 
more commodious rooms in which some of us for a longer or shorter time, 
shall be allowed to labor. May it also be said of us that we have left 
there unsullied and sacred memories.
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The field as a whole presents many encouraging features ; though 
some of our important stations, such as St. Marie, have not as yet a 
permanent laborer, and like St. Pie, a pastor who yearly is called away 
for several months at a time, we look forward, expecting vacant plates 
will be permanently tilled by able young men, who are now studying in 
Newton Theological Institution, viz., Messrs. Bullock and Dutand.

During the year there has been an increase of 36 members to 
churches by baptism ; and several families have been won over from the 
Church of Rome to our evangelical congregations in Montreal.

The Feller Institute at Grande Ligne, partly burned in January last, 
has been replaced by a magnificent new building, entirely so, as the 
remaining portion has also been renewed and the whole fitted with 
modern conveniences.

Two important general meetings must be mentioned here. One, the 
annual pic nic of the students of the Grande Ligne Institute, which 
warn held at St. Pie, and where hundreds of French Protestants gathered 
to cheer each other in the good work ; and the other, the meeting in as­
sociation at Grande Ligne of our French Baptist churches.

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MARIKVILLB CHURCH.

This church and congregation, though without a resident pastor, 
has had regular ministrations from different ministers and evangelists.

On two occasions the church 
edifice was filled to overflowing, half of the attendants being Roman 
Catholics.

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The report of this Board for the past year ia necessarily brief. There 
ia not much that ia new to communicate, and it would be a useless waste 
of time to relate the story of former years, except that portion which 
refers to income and expenditure. This has to be repeated from year to 
year, the only variation being in the number of figures employed to 
express what has been done, or left undone.

The Board have met twice during the year ; the first time in Ottawa 
in Oct., 1889, and the second in Toronto, in April of the present year. 
It may be an advantage from a money point of view to have the mem 
bers of the Board widely scattered in different and distant places where 
the churches are located. But the plan has also its disadvantages. A 
too wide diffusion makes it difficult to secure the presence of the majority 
at a meeting. The distance to be travelled, the cost of the journey, and 
the time consumed, make it all but impossible to get a sufficient number 
together. In appointing the Board respect should be paid to this, and 
a sufficient number should be chosen within a reasonable distance from 
the usual place of meeting, to secure at least a quorum, should any enter 
gency call the Board together.

In the matter of funds, the past year has been favored above many 
of its predecessors. There has been sufficient money to meet all demands 
Nine old ministers, fourteen widows, and live children under fifteen years 
of age, have received what the constitution allows. This has been a great 
relief to the receivers, and affords satisfaction to the brethren, who for 
many years have taken a lively interest and given the help of time and 
money to this benevolent work. The income since last October, including 
the balance on hand from the previous year, is $3,649.92, and the expen­
diture $2,337.42 ; of this expenditure $2,298.00 have been paid to annui­
tants. Other expenses were $42.42, leaving a balance on hand of 
$1,312.60. Of this balance $400.00 is a legacy, which, according to the 
constitution, should be added to capital, and which, if carried to the 
capital fund, will reduce the balance on hand for annuities to $912.00, 
about $120.00 less than what is needed for the first half of the year.

In 1886 Rev. D. W right, who was for a number of years a member of 
what was at that time called the Superannuated Ministers’ Society, pre­
posed to take $100.00 paid at once, or in four annual instalments of 
$26.00, and renounce further claim on the Society. The Directors 
accepted his proposition, and the last payment of $25.00 was made last 
October, and his claim is now extinct.

Since the annual meeting two annuitants have passed away. Mrs. 
Gillies, widow of the late Rev. A. Gillies, of Eaton, Quebec, who survived

Dear Brethren,—We beg herewith to present to you the twenty- 
third Annual Report of the Church Edifice Society. We began the year 
with a deficiency of $75.26 in our treasury, but we have received during 
the year for re-payment of loans and interest the sum of $1,230, enabling 
us to make two loans—one to Palmerston for $600 and the other to White 
Lake for $300—in all $900. Our assets are as follows :—Cash in Trea­
surer’s hands, $239.14 ; loans to churches with interest accrued, $7,796.29, 
of this sum $4,704.56 is not yet due and $3,091.73 is overdue ; total assets, 
$8,035.43. TV® Society is at present without a secretary ; the Board at 
its meeting for organization in November last, not being able to decide 
upon a suitable officek The former secretary, however, has discharged 
the duties as well as his time would permit, but a new appointment will 
be necessary when the Board meets again for organization.

That in the matter of the policy of this Convention to build a College in the 
City of Brandon, your Committee are of opinion that the way is not open at the pre 
sent moment to go ahead, but we would recommend that the matter be left in the 
hands of this Board to be pushed forward when circumstances
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fore, in any way—even if that way may present attractions dear to true 
hearts—has to be considered a crime, punishable by an entail on the 
generation of laborers which succeeds us of work in the face of unneces­
sary odds and difficulties. May we be of those who have understanding 
of our times, and who are mighty in the councils of Israel.

The feature of our work presenting most encouragement and promise, 
and which your Board has labored to make most prominent, is the settle­
ment of pastors. We have been deeply impressed with the fact which 
our experience fully justifies, that the hope of our cause, under God, is in 
having wise, experienced, industrious and godly men hold possession of 
our fields the year round. Much good labor has been allowed to turn to 
our reproach because we have let “ others enter into our labors.” While 
we ought to rejoice, and do rejoice, in every soul brought to the Saviour 
in years gone by, during short terms of work on our mission fields, we 
can but sorrow and regret that hitherto we have not been able to shepherd 
those with pastors of Ifew Testament ordination. In God's grace, during 
the year we have been able to witness and partake in a movement towards 
remedying this. It is not by an accident, but by a deliberate purpose of 
your Board, and according to the instructions of the Convention which 
appointed us a year ago, that we can report to you the settlement during 
the year of pastors in the following mission fields :

Brethren D. D. McArthur, at Manitou ; Geo. Cross, at Calgary ; 
James Bracken at Carman and Morden ; J. H. Doolittle, at Rapid City ; 
F. W. Auvache, at Pilot Mound, and S. Cripps, at Oak Lake. These, 
added to the pastors already in the country, and over churches repre­
sented in this Convention, give us a total force of nine ordained men now 
in Manitoba and the Territories.

[Unbelief might answer, “ What are these among so many 1 " but 
the answer of faith is, “ Who hath despised the day of small things 1 ” 
It is a beginning, anyway, and a beginning in the right direction. Pro­
vided our purpose remains firm and active along the line of this year s 
work, we believe another year will largely augment this force. So may 
it please God. We must have pastors.]

It is a satisfaction to us, and we know it will be to you, that we can 
report an increased interest in our work on the part of our brethren in 
the Eastern churches. It is an additional satisfaction, and we believe one 
which will find abundant response both east and west, that the offerings 
of the churches in the east have been gathered with little or no expense 
to us. Often it is the reproach of missionary societies that the cost of 
working the machine eats too largely into the receipts, so that a very con­
siderable percentage becomes misdirected from its intended use. Such a 
charge your Board has labored to give no cause for. By menus of 
circulars to the number of nearly 20,000, and correspondence through the 
denominational papers, The Messenger and Visitor and The Cawidian 
Baptist, also by a measure of gratuitous circulation of our own North- 
Wat Baptist, and not the least, by the agency of brethren throughout

started when they have no place of meeting, or reasonable prospects of 
securing one ? We earnestly recommend to the Convention immediate 
action of some kind in this matter—action, we say, because deliberation 
has already been given.

Early in the year a Committee was appointed to make enquiry, look­
ing towards incorporation of this Convention. The Committee reported 
as to the expense, etc., and beyond that no action was then taken. Later 
on in the year, the bounds of the Convention came under discussion, and 
it was thought desirable to find out if the whole country west of Lake 
Superior to the Pacific could be included. Some correspondence took 
place, but on the whole the circumstances, especially the pastorless 
dition of the British Columbia churches, prevented us going forward. 
We think that as there is no immediate necessity for this Convention 
being more than a voluntary society, as it is at present, it is better to 
defer any effort towards securing a charter until we can find out if the 
whole of the west of Canada cannot co-operate.

We have endeavored to reduce the plan of applications for aid and 
report from fields to the Board to more system, and have provided blanks 
for the purpose, which we find begin to serve good purposes. It would 
lie well to preserve in some safe and orderly form the records of the 
beginnings of our churches histories.

This spring marked a departure well worth noting. Hitherto we have 
been under the necessity of importing our student missionaries. This 
spring, with the exception of one, and he a man of the country who had 
gone east in the fall, we nave been able to as fully, if not more fully, to 
occupy summer stations ; and yet the supply has come from sources 
within the Convention. This is a matter of considerable financial im­
portance to us, inasmuch as it has cost at the very least $50 over and 
above remuneration for labor, to take each studeht from the East and 
return him. The fields occupied by our student missionaries

Stonewall, by Bro. W. F. Irvine. Here the organization had be­
come so uncertain a quantity that it has been thought best at the begin­
ning of this our brother’s work to re construct the church. Although 
difficulties many and great have to be overcome, yet there are features 
of a very encouraging nature, so much so that we hope that 
this fall a pastor will be settled over the field. We expect the field will, 
for the summer’s work, be fully self-sustaining.

On the main line of the Glenboro’ branch of the South-western, where 
we formerly have had no opening, Brother T. Doolittle has begun at Tre- 
herne. Shortly after his going there the brethren, including some from 
Holland, met and organized into a church. It is small as yet, but we be­
lieve with splendid opportunities for work and growth. Care must be 
taken that the work so auspiciously begun may not suffer from neglect 
when our brother's time on the field expires.

On the Morden and Carman field, which is by far too heavy for the 
the pastor missionary, either for winter or summer occupation, we have
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At Rapid City, our late Superintendent, Bro. J. H. Doolittle, has 
been happily settled. We sincerely congratulate the church on securing 
such a faithful man and successful pastor. Our brother has been at work 
only a few months, but already there are indications of a harvest at an 
early date. Baptisms are reported.

Brother D. H. McGillivray has been toiling away on the Neepawa 
and Glendale district. A neat and comfortable meeting-house at Nee­
pawa is one of the results of his labor. The church on this field formerly 
went by the name of Glendale, but an arrangement has been effected by 
which the name has been changed to Neepawa, although the same organi 
zation has been perpetuated.

Brother J. C. McDonald has had a specially good year at Portage la 
Prairie and surrounding country. In labors he is most abundant, and 
around him he is gathering a band of true workers, who nobly secondes 
efforts to make the Portage a strong, self-supporting church.

At Emerson, Brother H. H. Hall has been most energetic in his 
endeavors to extend the Redeemer’s kingdom. During the early spring 
a series of meetings was the means of deepening the interest and spiritual 
life of the membership, and of bringing to a knowledge of the Saviour 
not a few who had been in the darkness of nature. The Emerson cause 
certainly presents new features of interest and hope. The thought has 
been entertained by the brethren of uniting in supporting a pastor with 
a little church lately organized in Pembina, Dak. This was for the 
purpose of lightening the burden of your Board. Our brethren can sal>ly 
be trusted with working out a solution of the question.

At Morden and Carman, at Ahe beginning of 1890, Brother James 
Bracken entered on his pastorate, and God has graciously set His seal to 
the settlement by giving him souls and additions to the fellowship.

Early last fall, Brother D. D. McArthur began his work as a pastor 
in Manitou, with which was included for the winter Pilot Mound. Dur- 
ing the long, cold winter he continued faithfully keeping those two points 
supplied, although many a biting blast had to be faced when passing over 
the twenty-five miles intervening between the points. Early this spring 
relief reached him by the settlement of Brother F. W. Auvache as the 
pastor of Pilot Mound. Since then work goes on with every encour­
agement in both fields. The debts on their houses of worship are 
being gradually wiped out, and saved ones are being added to their 
fellowship.
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Brother Cross, our pioneer pastor in the North-West Territories, lias 
been alone in the far west, bravely facing the difficulties of building up a 
church in a frontier embryo city. Calgary grows rapidly, both in popu­
lation and importance, and we feel more than thankful that we have a 
wise and reliable man to lay foundations, and to lay out the ground for 
us.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS OF THE STANDARD 

PUBLISHING COMPANY (Limited).
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To the Baptitt Committee of Ontario and Quebec, meeting in Woodetock 
October 16th, 1890.

The Directors present this audited statement, showing the condition 
of the Company as on the 31st of July last, from which it would appear 
the Canadian Baptist has made a profit for the past year of $609.16 and 
there has been received from interest on investment $709.16. On the 
other hand the Book Department shows a loss of $1,690.68, so that the 
«TïvVva ,i0s80“the. year’s business of $312.36, which, deducted from 
$1,470.75 at credit of Contingent Account July 31st, 1889, reduces the 
amount standing at credit of that account to £1,158.39.

The smallness of profit shown on business of Canadian Baptist com- 
pared with the former year is chiefly accounted for by increased cost of 
editorial work, discount made from estimated value, arrears due by 
subscribers, and a reduction in receipts for advertising.

Although the Book Department shows a serious loss, as usual this 
must not be token as a direct result of last year’s business, but in ’part 
from selling at less than cost, books and other articles which had been on 
hand for years, and, therefore, much reduced in value. It is however 
a satisfactmn to be able to report that the stock has been reduced from 
$15,024 in 1888, to $9,505, in 1890. The removal of the business from 
Yonge Street to Richmond Street, while it materially reduced expenses

far.,^nd„ed to reduce 8ftle8- The amount of merchandise sold 
in 1888 was $14,491, and in 1890, $14,770.

It is the opinion of the Directors that a discharge of duty requires 
them to present to the Convention some facts, which will show more 
clearly than the General Statement the present condition of the Standard 
Publishing Company, and the following are submitted

1st. There remains upon the shelves of the Book Department a con­
siderable quantity of stock, the accumulation of years, which, in the 
audited statement, is taken at cost price, while such goods will have to 
be sold at a great sacrifice before they can be turned into money.

2nd. The book accounts, owing to both departments, which are 
shown in the audited statement to be nearly $8,000, have only been sub­
jected to a slight discount in view of bad debts, while the fact must be 
stated that some of the accounts have been standing on the books from 
two to six years, and certain of them may be looked on as hopelessly lost, 
all efforts which have been made to collect these amounts having failed,
