Previous to the change of the name and relations of Belleville 

Seminary, the Board of Management had established courses of 
study for Ladies therein, on the completion of which the Board 
granted a Diploma of Excellence, varied according to the nature of 
the course of study selected. After the change before mentioned, 
the Board, unwilling to abandon the regulations for ladies which 
had even then borne some good fruit, resolved to enlarge the 
courses, and to give to young ladies the superior advantages of 
such of the lectures delivered to Undergraduates ns might be 
applicable to the courses established. The experiment thus far 
has been successful, and the Board of Management feel confident 
that their policy in this matter has been productive of benefits of 

great value to be for the present discontinued.
Alexandra College aims to secure to young ladies of all denomi­

nations the advantages of a thorough and systematic training in 
the useful and ornamental branches. The facilities for acquiring 
a knowledge of Music, Drawing, Painting, Embroidery, &c„ 
as ample as those afforded by the best Convent Schools in the 
Dominion.

They will also be 
examined upon Schneider's Thorough Bass, and upon such other 
works as are recommended by the Professor of Music. The course 
of Lessons and Practice extends over nine Terms, but ladies may 
enter as far in advance as their acquirements will permit.
