Regarding one of the great national industries, 
learn that the growth of flax in Ireland steadily de­
creased from, an acerage annual production of 23,til)0 
tons for the five years ending 1879 from 119,000 
to 9.900 tons thirty years later from 49,000 acres, and 
in 1910 the production Mas 8,876 tons from 46,00-0 

The lowest figure was reached in 1909, when 
the production was 7,179 tons from 38,000 acres. The 
preliminary figures for 1911 show an acreage under 
flax of nearly 67,000.

The dependence of the Irish industry upon imported 
flax has grown enormously in the last thirty years. In 
the period 1880-84 the supply of Irish flax amounted 
to 21,600 tons ont of a total supply of 34,700 tons. 
In 1910 the Irish supply was 8,900 tons out of a total 
supply, home-grown and imported, of 46,800 tons.

The inference is inevitable

W’e have just received a new publication of the Brit­
ish Tariff Commission, which contains some details of 
the economic position of Ireland, which ’will be at 
least interesting to readers of the “Journal of Com­
merce,-’ and possibly surprising also.

It will be no news, however, to many to he told that 
the numbers employed in agriculture in Ireland de­
creased from 1,443,000 to 859,500 in the fifty years
ended in 1901, the last census year for which details 
arc available. The decline lias been especially mark­
ed in the number of agricultural labourers, and farm 
servants. The decline in the production of grain, 
since the cheaply produced wheat of this continent en­
tered the world’s markets is hardly to be wondered at. 
It has been tabulated as follows for the sake of com­
parison .

BARLEY FROM INDIA.

So many surprises have come to the business world 
from. India, that no one will be inclined to wonder 
over much if it turns out that its soil is as capable 
of producing malting barley as wheat. Good barley 
is not by any means a cheap commodity, the price
having hung about the dollar mark for some months 
past in this country. Still, it is with something like 
a shock that we come across the followng in the last 
issue of the Calcutta Englishman to reach ns

“Indian barley, like Indian wheat, is beginning to 
be appreciated at home. Insular prejudice would 
thus appear to be giving way to actual facts. Indian
breweries discovered long ago that the barley grown 
in the Punjab was well suited to the brewing of malt 
liquors and has been used by them for a good many 

Beer brewed at our several hill brewer-years now.
ies is considered by some to be almost of as good qual­
ity as that exported to this country from home. In
the Punjab there are many who prefer the locally- 
brewed beers to the imported liquor. The only diffi­
culty is about the hops, which have to be imported. 
XVe are not aware if any attempt has been made to 
grow hops at our hill stations. It may be mentioned 
that barley forms the staple food of the poorer classes 
in Upper India, being cheaper than wheat. But if a 
strong demand sets in for Indian barley, prices may In- 
expected to rise in the near future. It may have been 
noticed that barley does not enter into the various 
forecasts relating to Indian crops issued by our De­
partments of Agriculture. This may be due to the 
fact that it is not largely grown ; but in the light of the 
recent official information from home, the Depart­
ments would do well to institute enquiries as to the 
extent .of the area under barley.”

There is little reason why barley which, from its 
rapid growth is a catch crop with us, should not he 
grown much more largely than it is for export to the 
old country.
