province, will, at all times, tend not only to the fecu-
ity and defence thereof, but to the honor and ferviceof His
Majesty: AND WHEREAS, intimesof imminent dan-

‘made by His MAJESTY’s enemies, on any of His MajEsTY'S
Subjects within this province, it may become expedient and ne-
.ceffary that the Militia of the feveral and rcﬁ;ec’:‘tivc ‘counties or
a part thereof fhould be drawn out and embedied, and ordered
into altual fervice, in which cafe it will become requifite, that
.due fubordination fhould be ohferved: AND WHEREAS
