RECIPROCITY WITH CANADA.

Delegate to the Convention at Detroit 
Adopt Resolutions.

DETROIT, Mich., Dec. 11.—The dele­
gates to the National Reciprocity Con­
vention adopted resolutions, listened to 
a witty and at the same time forceful 
address on reciprocity by ex-Govern.»r 
John Lind of Minnesota, heard the re­
port of the finance committee and ad 
journed sine die.

At the morning session but two ad­
dresses were made. Eugene N. Foss if 
Boston discussed “Canadian Reciproc­
ity,” and Frank, D. Pavey of New Yoik 
spoke on “Reciprocity With Cuba.” The 
resolutions adopted were as follows:

Resolved, That we reaffirm the reso­
lutions adopted at the first convention 
of this league at Chicago, which embrace 
in their scope the general principle if 
reciprocity and the establishment of lib­
eral and fair trade relations with all 
the nations of the world, and that we 
again call attention to the reciprocit / 
treaties negotiated by ex-Minister Kax- 
son, including the very important treaty 
with France, and we again request that 
these treaties be ratified and also tint 
a reciprocity treaty with Cuba be speed­
ily negotiated and ratified.

Resolved, also, that the time and place 
of holding this convention make appro­
priate special consideration of our traie 
relations with Canada—relations which, 
to say the least, have for many years 
been unfortunate for both countries, and 
which promise, unless speedily changed, 
to grow rapidly from bad to worse— t 
the very moment when a great indus tri il 
development is taking place, and in view 
of this consideration be it further

Resotved, That if is the sense of til’s 
convention that the United States should 
take immediate steps to secure closer 
and more advantageous trade relations 
with Canada, and that reciprocal rela­
tions beneficial to both countries shou’d 
preferably follow the general lines if 
the removal by both countries of tin 
duties on the natural products of each, 
and such mutual extensions of the free 
list and reductions and changes of the 
duties on the manufactured products of 
both as will give to each as low a rate 
of duty as is given to any other country, 
accordingly, we earnestly urge upon con­
gress that action to this end be taken it 
once, either by reconvening the joint 
commission for the sole purpose of ne­
gotiating a reciprocity treaty with Ca i- 
•ada, or by adopting such other methyls 
as to congress may seem best.

Resolved, finally, that we regard ho 
negotiation Of the reciprocity treaty 
with Newfoundland as a most important 
step in the right direction and hope it 
may be promptly ratified.

The views of the farmers of sontherpv 
Michigan on the subject of Canadian re­
ciprocity were briefly presented to . he 
convention this afternoon by Mr. Rice 
of Port Huron.

Mr. Rice said that he felt that the 
manufacturers present, who were so 
earnestly advocating reciprocity with the 
Dominion, were willing to sacrifice the 
producers of natural products in ordir 
to get their gqpds into Canada.

Ex-Governor Lind declared that ne 
could see no more reason for a traie 
barrier between Canada and the Unit-»! 
States than between various states -f 
the Union. Canada is not materially 
different from this country, he said, and 
there is just an artificial and arbitrary 
boundary line between the two. He 
warned Canadians that England would 
never dare to give them preferential 
tariffs, because she must be on good 
terms with the United States, who sup­
plies her with food stuffs. In conclu­
sion he said: -

“If it had not been for the selfishness 
and short sightedness of New England’s 
Statesmen, economically, socially and po­
litically, at a time when the great west 
was not the power it is now in congress, 
the United States and Canada would 
be one country so far as trade relations 
are concerned."

SPICK DEBATES, 
IN GERMAN 

REICHSTAG
BERLIN, Dec. 13—In the reichstag 

today Chancellor von Buelow opened 
the discussion of the third reading of 
the bill as it passed Its second reading,

the municipal clauses now that the 
date of its taking effect had been fixed 
Tor 1910. ' *

The government also had agreed 
that at a future date a pension fund 
he established for widows and orphans 
from the proceeds of the tariff reve­
nues, and accepted the Herold motion, 
according to which animals and meats 
will not have minimum duties, and the 
duties on grains as changed from the 
ccmmittee’s figures to those of the 
gevemment except malting barley, the 
duty on which is raised from 77 cents 
to one dollar, and that other barley will 
he without a minimum duty.

When the chancellor proceeded to ex­
plain that the government, in accepting 
the increase of the minimum on malt­
ing barley; did not act inconsistently 
with its previous declarations, which 
applied merely to barley in general, 
the socialists laughed ironically, where­
upon the chancellor begged to be heard 
quietly, adding:

"1 sat here Thursday listening pa­
tiently and behaving decently during 
Herr Bebels long polemical speech. I 
shall thank you if you alopt a similar 
attitude when I speak.’’ ,

As the socialists continued 
laughter President 
rang hie bell and asked the members 
of the house to hear the chancellor 
quietly. The socialists replied, “Why, 
we are only laughing.”

The chancellor then proceeded, saying 
the customs officers easily distinguish­
ed malting from feed barley, and clos­
ed by saying:

“The allied governments hope this 
high house, through ite decisions on 
the third reading of the bill, will bring 
about unison between the bundesrath 
and the reichstag, and thereby 
plete the great work of tariff reform 
for the welfare of the fatherland."

While the government's original fig­
ures on grain are restored the commit­
tee increases in other sections stand, 
including heavy advances on animals 
and meats above the government’s fig- 

The former, therefore, become 
a general tariff, which will be enforced, 
except where commercial treaties may 
be made. Some of the meat duties 
adopted compare as follows with the 
government’s: Bacon, $9 per 100 weight, 
against $7.60. Simply prepared meats, 
«16 against $8.76. Meat deiiacies, $30 
against $18.75. Oysters, $25 against 
«12.50.

After Herr Richter and others had 
spoken Dr. Barth made a sharp attack 
on Chancellor von Buelow, who replied, 
raising the patriotic spirit of the ma­
jority parties, and admitting that he 
had taken an active part in effecting a 
compromise on the tariff bill in the 
form of a practical basis for arranging 
efficient commercial treaties, which 
would surely be reached with the good 
wHl.of both sides.

Since Hon. J. I. Tarte’a resignation 
from the Laurier cabinet he has kept 
remarkably quiet regarding Dominion 
politics. He has ventùred no criticism 
of the cabinet, beyond perhaps the ap­
proval of Mr. Prefontaine’s protection­
ist utterances. He has no doubt won­
dered why his resignation should have 
been required ln order to place ln hto 
position a man holding similar views. 
The leading government organs of the 
east denounced Mr. Tarte’s speeches 
upon the tariff, claiming that he should 
attend to the affairs of hto own depart­
ment and not meddle with the Finance 
Minister, who was alone responsible 
for the preparation of the tariff. Mr. 
Fielding’s recent speech at Halifax hgs 
given Mr. Tarte the opportunity to re­
ply to some of the statements of the

The next compaign to be waged ln 
■Ontario in the Interest of temper­
ance will be for the abolition of the 
bars. Several prominent temperance 
workers have expressed themselves 
With this view, and the liquor 
said to be very discouraged over the 
prospect. The selling of liquor, should 
such an act pass, will then be confined 
4o stores with a license similar to the 
present shop license in that province. 
The proposition has several elements 
in It which Will draw many from the 
■liquor men who formerly supported 
■them as against a prohibitory measure. 
The advocates of the abolition of the 
bar claim that It will place the treat­
ing system in the oblivion to which it 
belongs. If the “come and have some­
thing” system Is prohibited one . of the 
-greatest causes of intemperance will be 
Abolished. Young men will not acquire 
the liquor habit, and there to little 
doubt that in another generation the 
abuse of liquor will be practically un­
known. Absolute prohibition may not 
be practicable, but the abolishment of

say concerning increased duty on lead: 
“The miné owners of Slocan district, in 
British Columbia, are agitating for an 
increased duty on lead, without which 
they say it is Impossible for them to 
keep the mines open. The situation to 
something like this: The district rre­
duces ores which yield silver and lead- 
in varying proportions. With the prices 
which prevailed some years ago It 
possible for them to make a profit, but 
the price of both silver and lead to 
so low that they can operate only 1* a 
loss,
have shut down, and others will have 
to do so if a remedy Is not found. The 
United States tariff against foreign 
lead to 1 1-2 cents per pound. This 
shuts the Canadian producer out of 
that market Nor can British Colum­
bia lead be sent to Eastern Canada, 
because of the high freight charges, 
for It to met at Montreal or Halifax, 
or other Eastern points, by pig lead 
from England, admitted under the pre­
ferential tariff at one cent per pound 
duty. The British Columbia producers 
ask for an increase in the duty of one 
cent, or even thfee-quarters of a cent, 
and their request seems' reasonable.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—Three cases 
of bnbomc plague are under treatment 
in the Swinburne Island hospital at 
Quarantine. The sufferers are the first 
and second cooks and the second steward 
of the Prince Line steamer Saxon Prince, 
which arrived from Durban, South Af­
rica, yesterday, when on inspection of 
the crew the three were found to be ill. 
A thorough examination of the patients 
convinced the health officer that they 
had all the symptoms of the plague and 
they were taken to Swinburne island, 
where examinations were made. The re­
sult of the examination made tonight 
confirmed the diagnosis made at the in­
spection. The first man taken ill, ac* 
cording to the report of Captain Jami­
son, was the second cook. He complained 
to "the captain when the ship was oat 
two weeks, as the steamer left Durban 
on November 9th. This places the report­
ed illness on November 23rd. The other 
two cases appeared about two weeks 
ago. . The history of the cases made a 
complete chain of infection from the 
time of the exposure of thef first man at 
Durban to the time of arrival. Chi 
crew were ashore at Durban, and it is 
undoubtedly there that the disease was 
contracted.

The first patient is convalescent, out 
the other two are under treatment. All 
three moi slept together in the same 
compartment The total number if the 
crew to 31. There are five passengers on 
board, a woman and four children.

The steamer will be sent to sea to dis­
charge the water and sand ballast taken 
on board at Durban.

FACTS * OR PESSIMISTS

or other business enterprises, appreciate 
the fact that modem industry is bound 
together in such a way that many of its 
chief problems cani not be solved except 
by co-operation with others. In these 
days no man can do justice to his own 
private business without joining with 
others in matters affecting the common 
welfare. This public spirit has been 
characteristic of Mr. Macdonald and Mr. 
Thompson through their history here. 
They are among the few men who have 
always been prominent in their contri­
butions of time and labor to the general 
welfare of the mining industry.

It has seemed to me that many peo­
ple do not realize the relations between 
mine managers, their employes and the 
community dependent upon the enter­
prises they have in charge. It is some­
thing like that existing between .ne 
captain of a ship, the crew and passen­
gers. The crew may mutiny, stop the 
snip, or in their blindness ‘proceed to 
sink her. The passengers may be di- 
vided in sympathies between the cap- 
tain and the crew, but would doubtless 
see very clearly that it was a matter of 
life or death to them to give united aid 
to the captain in his efforts to keep the 
ship afloat and moving.

"When it comes to the mining com­
munity, however, there are many who 
are blind to this fact They do not 
realize that the interdependence under 
which so

I am going to pro­
test, and think this a most auspicious 
occasion.

trial system, for which no one individual is 
responsible. The fact that managers can 
uot lay before the public the exact 
details of their business with all its dif­
ficulties and the dangers threatening it 
makes it impossible for the public - to 
form a correct opinion of a labor content, 
and this inability is also true in general 
of the Administration of the business. 
Managers must conceal their troubles. 
Many a man would change from bitter 
criticism to honest admiration if he could 
be informed of the true condition of a 
business and its problems. Would It 
not be a sensible course for the mem­
bers of a mining community to assume 
that eaclj. of the managers in charge is 
conscientiously doing his best and to give 
each one their hearty sympathy and 
co-operation? The point which is eo 
often forgotten and which I wish to 
emphasize is that no matter what faults 
individual managers may have, they 
must necessarily aim at the ends which 
are for the interest of the community, 
and of their own workmen, namely, to 
keep theig.. properties from failurre and 
closing down, and to make them, if po*»- 
sible, pay a profit. It should be self- 
evident that a mine which does not pay 
a profit must sooner or later close down. 
It is only a question of time. Hence the 
manager, whether he intends it or not. 
is necessarily working for the good of 
th.e community and every citizen in it, 
whether he happens personally to ike 
that particular manager or not, must 
realize that it will be disaster to him if 
the latter does not succeed.

As an evidence of the advance made 
in the industry he might point out that 
five years ago there was one small one- 
horse smelter at Trail, which, as a favor, 
took Rossland ores for treatment at $12 
per ton with extras amounting to an­
other $12. Now the manager of the 
Northport smelting company had state! 
publicly that he was treating the refric- 
tory ores of the camp at $3.50 per ton, 
and that in the near future this charge, 
would be rednçed to $3.

Concen traction had been discussed a 
few months ago as a possible, factor in

A London financial paper fails to sec 
advantage to Le Roi No. 2 in consolida­
tion, as the other company would get 
£240,000 more in the deal:

“An interesting letter appeared in the 
-Financial Times lately from J.W. Broom- 
head, advocating the amalgamation <f 
the Le Roi and Le Roi No. 2. If it is dif­
ficult to understand the anxiety dis­
played in various quarters for this amal­
gamation, seeing that the directors of 
neither company can be impressed with 
its urgency, judging from the official 
denial given to the rumor in question, 
says the B. C. Review of London.

“From Mr. Broomhead’s statement the 
Le Roi would seem to have made a 
binding contract with the Le Roi No. 2 
for the treatment of its ores, whjch 
shows an exorbitant profit. Consider! lg 
that not long ago it was shown that 
the smelting losses at Northport were 
considerably greater than had been an­
ticipated, it is satisfactory to know on 
Mr. Broomhead’s authority that they are 
now making a large profit. If Le Roi 
No. 2 ore is so necessary at Northport 
for the smelting of the ore from its own 
mine, surely if the former company 
threatens to stop shipments they will 
be able to get a more beneficial contract, 
but we quite fail to see that this! is any 
reason for' amalgamating the companies.

“Again, we are told that the Le Roi 
has been stripped of its richer ores, 
while the Le Roi No. J is practically a 
virgin mine. Unions of youth and age are 
not invariably satisfactory. Mr. Broom­
head’s argument in favor of amalgama­
tion strikes us as hardly plausible. He 
discusses the alleged scheme of amalga­
mation, by which £240,000 more would 
be given to Le Roi than to Le Roi No. 
2, but as the basis of an amalgamation 
has not even been officially discussed, 
it is not worth while to criticize the ru­
mor.

of 1896, which were delivered in re­
demption of a guaranty of interest, 
justly should be considered in the same 
light. By order of the imperial gov­
ernment I have to ask the Venezuelan 
government to make a declaration im­
mediately that it recognizes in princi­
ple the eorrectne^ of these demands, 
and is willing to accept the decision of 
a mixed commission, with the object of 
having them «determined and assured 
in all their details.

The imperial government hopes the 
government of the republic will satisfy 
the just demands of Germany, and not 
oblige the imperial government itself 
to enforce their satisfaction.

LONDON,The fact that a great many geologists 
who have made oil their especial study 
-claim that oil and rivers of it, extend 
In one long strata from the northern­
most shores of Alaska to California and 
to the great oil fields of Beaumont, 
Texas, has aroused the attention of 
several well known oil men of the 
United States to look at Canadp. as a 
future oil field that will bear develop­
ment as soon as there are sufficient In­
dications to back up the claims of the 
geologists. Another thing that has 
caused the eyes of some of the Cali­
fornia oil kings to wander in the direc­
tion of Britsh Columba and western 
Canada is the fact that several discov­
eries of oil have been made, not only 
in western Alberta, which gives ^rery 
evidence of being an extensive oil 
field, but also in the western section cf 
British Columbia.

During the past two months several 
Californians have passed through this 
city for the scene of the oil discoveries, 
their purpose being to investigate the 
fields and to determine on their worth 
as future oil fields. On Sunday night 
last Colonel H. H. Johnson, of Kern 
City, Kern County, California, arrived 
in this city en route to western Al­
berta to investigate the holdings of a 
friend of his who has what he considers 
promising oil lands and who wished 
to have them tested by an expert.

Colonel Johnson, who passed through 
here early last summer and who was 
one of the early mining men of British 
Columbia before he went in for oil op­
erations in the great oil fields of Cali­
fornia, spoke very interestingly of the 
possibilities of a great oil strata ex­
tending throughout the western section 
of the continent from the slopes of the 
Rocky Mountains in the east to the 
Pacific oc
Between thd* Rockies and the Sierras 
Colonel Johnson believes lies a great 
lake of inexhaustible petroleum. It is, 
in his opinion, oil more adapted for the 
purposes of fuel than anything else, 
but he believes that in spots petroleum 
of the high grade sort that is to he 
found in the eastern part of ^he States, 
can bei found.

“The oil to be found in the western 
part of the United States and Canada,’’ 
declared Colonel Johnson, “is of prac­
tically the same quality as is to be 
found in the fields of Beaumont and 
Southern' California While it is of a 
quality that can never be refined to the 
point where it will be as valuable as 
the well known kerosene of commerce, 
its value as a fuel and lubricant is 
priceless, as has been demonstrated 
during the past years, not only in 
Texas, but in California as well. 
California it is used as fuel on the 
steamers, to run locomotives, machin­
ery, and In Los Angeles, where the oil 
is of a poorer quality and cheap. It is 
even used for the purpose of laying the 

— dust by the Southern Pacific railroad1 
and the Santa Fe.

“I think that western Canada has an 
excellent future in store for her aa an 
oil producer, although I have reason to 
believe that the Standard Oil company, 
caught in the ‘ California oil fields, has 
laid a feeler ahead, ttnd has practically 
a grip on the oil prospecta of the Can­
adian Northwest right now. I know 
that htere have been numerous agents, 
who claim to represent an American oil 
company, operating through northwest 
Canada and where oil la claimed to 
have been found buying up options on 
oil and mineral lands by the hundreds 
and thousands of acres. Canada, in 
my opinion, is destined to be the great­
est oil-producing country in the world 
within the next decade.”
