To the superficial observer, Rus
has invariably appeared as a nati-t
within whose borders existed unni s
takable signs of decomposition: and
this was the prevailing feeling of ma-
ny at the outbreak of the War when it
seemed as if Russia were on the brink
of ruin. There were differences be-
tween the Government and the people,
a disorganized front, and the result-
ant lack of public interest in the out-
come of the struggle. There were
gloomy forbodings, and the pessimist
declared that Russia was perishing.
Yet, instead of perishing, Russia pass-
ed through one of those paradoxical
experiences of which Rugsia
capable. Some profound, elemental,
incomprehensible power intervened:
and just at the momen that the Teu-
tons seemed assured of a glorious
triumph over Russia, they suddenly
turned aside—to the Balkans. Rus-
sia did not disintergrate, but sudden-
1y assumed a strong defensive, and is
now pushing the enemy to the front-
ier, while in Asia Minor her viector-
ies are set down as among the most
notable military achievements of mod
ern times,

Thus we are forced to admit that
the fateful signs of ruin and disinter-
gration which were manifest at the
beginning of the great struggle with
the Teuton lie on the surface and do
not express the state of affairs in the
heart of the nation. There is beyond
the Russia which first strikes the
and covers its field of vision, another,
truer, better Russia which has not
been appreciated. It is ‘not difficult
to understand this illusion, as Russia
is pre-eminently a rural, agrarian na-
tion, but the casual observer sees hut
the urban life of theé Empire with its
many ills and difficulties The social
maladies from which  contemporary
Russia is suffering are not rural but
urban phenomena and this contrast
is especially stnking in the economxc
fealm.

The destinies of Russia do not rest
with the cities, but in the village

The growth in the prosperity of rural
Russia within recent years has been

an unmized evil to the country or the
people at large, as every day witness-
es the introduction of new methods
to employ these articles profitably at
home, not only for the purpose of aid-
ing the agriculturists to dispose of
them, but with a view to make the
country, as far as possible, commerci-
ally independent after the war.

This' may be exemplified by taking
the Russian crop of flax as an illus-
tration. For some years Russia has
been raising about 450,000 tons of flax
annually, of which nearly 70 per cent.
was sold in the raw state to foreign
countries. This industry had begun
to decline owing to the exorbitant
profits made by the middlemen engag-
ed in the sale and handling of the
crop, and to foreign competition. It

Outline of General Scheme Arriv-

STATES WILL GIVE LAND

Federal Government Will Provide
Funds For Various States’
Use

(Journal of Commerce.)
Australian newspapers contain the
deails of the conference held in Mel-
bourneg recently betweepn Federal ami
State representatives to consider a
number of the aspects of the problem
presented by the nced ‘for absorbing
the returned soldiers. The confer-
ence adopted a complete scheme for
the settlement of ‘soldiers amd their
dependents on the land. The details
of the scheme are given below in a
series of resolutions, which were
agreed to by the conference., It is
estimated that the scheme will re-
sult in the placing of about 42,000
families on the land during the next
threc years.

The conference of Federal and
State representatives adopted the fol-
lowing resolutions with regard to
land settlement: .

(1) The Government of  the Com-
monwealth and the siates should co-
operate in the promotion of a scheme
.or the settlement of willing and suit-
able returned soldiers upon the land.

(2) The provisions of the land will
rest with the states. Such land is to
be made avilable to those who were
dependent upon soldiers, as well as to
returned soldiers.

(3) The Federal Government will
provide the funds by way of loans to
the states for the purpeses of making
advances, through the agricultural
banks or similar government insti-
.utions, against improvements, and
for stock and implements, the state
mstitutions to advance to the soldier
settlers such money at cost, plus rea-
sonable working charges.

(4) With a view 1o meeting the
special requirements of the soldie:
settlers, the state governments will
be invited to liberalize their condi-
ticns, applying to the repayments for
iand and bank advances,-and, if prac-
ticable, upon a uniform basis.

(5) In order to provide for the
subsidiary requiremenis of the return-
ad soldiers, the citizens generally will
be invited to subscribe €ither in cash
or kind to a special repatriation fund.
This fund is to be raised by appeals

committee, the state war councils and
their associated local organizations,
and is to be vested by an Act of the
Commonwealth Parliament in a body
of trustees. The fund is to distribut-
ed subject to conditions to be pre-
scribed to the federal parliamentary
war committce, and advances from it
are to be made to returned soldiers
or their dependents tor maintenance,
or by way of genera] assistance to re-
turned soldiers and their families a
distinct ameliorative aid, Such ad-
vances are to be loang \\\'izhout inter-
est.
Training Farms

(6)Provision should be made where
necessary for the immediate estabfish-
ment by the states of training farms
cn which inexperienced men might
serve a probationary period, for the
purpoge of determining whether or
not they have an aptitude for the
work. Where the state authority is
satisfied, such training may be arrang-
ed for an approved private farm.

(7) With a view to the elimination
of men who are o[)viously unsuited for
land settlement, applications shoulc
in the first instance, and within a pre-
scribed period after discharge, be ad-
dressed to, a central authority, con-
stituted by each state governihent, the
duty of which should be to classify the
applicants into three groups, as fol-
lows: (a'),'l‘hose who are immediately
eligible; (b) those who may prove so
after a probationary training; and (c)
those who are unswuitable.

(8) Concurrently with the pro-
posals herein contained every encour-
agement should be extended to ap-
proved private effoMs for the settle-
ment of returned soldiers cm the
land. i

Loans to Men

(9) Loans to soldiers for land
settlement purposes, as provided by
resolution three¢, will be advanced at
reascnable rates of interest not ex-
ceedng 3 1-2 per cent. in the first
year, and increasing by 1-2 per cent.
each subsequent year, to the full rate
of interest at which the money has
been raised, plus working expenses.

Britain Still Leads
HE business of building, own-
ing, operating and selling
ships is so inextricably interlock-
ed and interlaced with other in-
dustries of the country, that it is
almost impossible for the average
reader to realize how the whole
British community, the whole
wealth, industry and finance of
the Empire when we read that
Great Britain though hampered
by the drain of war and a big
naval program still leads the
world in building merchantmen.
Her shipyards have under actual
construction at the preseat time
423 merchant ships of »1,423,335
tons, and would have more but for
the fact that private yards are en-
gaged in building war vessels.
The entire world in 1915 launched
743 vessels of 1,201,638 tons.

Great Britain is in fact the
great ship brokerage mart of the
worid. Second hand vessels are
sold in Great Britain to other
countries at what would seem ex-
tremely low prices. But in fact
this method keeps the headquar-
ters of the world’s shipbuilding in
Great Britain, and makes it pos-
sible to constantly replace inferior
and up-to-date vessels with new
and improved ones. It helps to
make the British merchant fleet at
all times the best in the world, and
opens the way for investment of
British capital in the shipping of
other countries.

Some years ago, so we are told
by an American writer on ship-
ping, France inaugurated a sys-
tem of subsidies to encourage
shipbuilding and operation of
merchant vessels. Ocean freights
at the time were low; and French
investors did not respond very
readily. A British ship-builder
went to a French owner and said:

“We have several ships on
stocks, partly finished, which we
will sell you at cost; and we will
take part of our payment in your
stock. Your French subsidy will
enable you to operate them at a
profit over any British tramp, and
it will also enable us to clear our
yards and keep our plants in op-
eration till times improve.”

On this basis a great many
tramp steamers and sailing ves-
sels have been built on the Clyde.
Norwegian, Swedish, Danish,
Dutch, Greek and other. shipping
are
induced by similar processes of
co-operative investment to buy

& their ships from British builders.

As the British dispose of their
countries

‘bigger and more modern ones, it

- s possible for ‘the British steam-

ship companies to pay Dbefter
wages than other countries. This
policy of keeping at the head of
the procession has been respon-
sible for the British maritime suc-
cess. ;

An old captain recently gave a
striking illustration of this point
when he said: The first ship I com-
manded carried fifteen hundred
‘tons of coal from Cardiff to Chile,
~with a crew of thirty-two men.

We Must Have Patience

THIS is the burden of the Len-

don Press at the moment; and
notwithstanding the silly utter-
ances of our perigrinating Prem-
ter, the conclusion is forced upon
us that the greatest struggle of
war is_ just beginming. General
Haig has been doing heroic work
since the beginning of the Big
Drive; but when we examine the
map of the section in which the
fighting is. now going on, we find

that it is a long, long way even to

the Croiselles, Bapaume, and Bert-
incourt.

The. Germans have had
years to fortify these important
positions; and we are likely to
have a reperition of the French ‘de
fense of Verdun in the area be-
tween Peronne and Bertincourt.

In the great battle which began
on July 1 when our boys suffered
so terribly, the initial advance was
made on a front of nineteen miles,
extending from Gommecourt in
the north, to the neighborhood of
Montauban, about six miles to the
east of Albert; while on the Brit-
ish right the French, further
south, went forward on a front of
six miles between Hardecourt and
Fay, and took a number of vil-
lages. In the opening action the
most important British success
was the capture of Montauban
which is about three miles east of
Fricourt.

Recent official advices state that
within the week the British forces
have captured Pozieres—a most
important position. This is of-
ficially admitted by the Germans.

“We must remember,” says a
London exchange, “that we are
but at the opening stage of a long
and serious effort (Premier Mor-
ris assures us that the war is
about over! Does he want to stop
recruiting?) We can only expect |
that the results will be gradually
enfolded before our eyes. It is
only natural that we should look
but it is
wiser to look forward to a slow
and steady movement designed to
carry out a systematic and delib-
erate assault on the whole Ger-
man position in this quarter,
Every gain that is made has to be
consolidated; and we must not re-
peat the mistakes which character-
ized earlier attempts at Neuve
Chapelle and Loos.

Victory is now beginning to
flow in our direction; and this
change we are assured by such an
authority as Lloyd George is due
to the improvement in our equip-
ment. We are beginning to win,
because we are prepared. It has
taken us two years to bring this
about; and -our preparation now is
one of the most marvellous things
on record. Two years ago we had
a ‘‘contemptible little army.” The
genius of the deeply-mourned
Lord Kitchener has given us an
army of nearly 5,500,000 of sold-
iers—the best-trained men pos-
sible. Half of these are now fac-
ing the Hun.in Picardy.

That victory will be ours is now
an assured fact. Glorious deeds
are being recorded on all fronts;
and the valor of our troops is
without parallel in military annals.
But we must have patience. A
gain of a thousand yards does not
seem. to be much to the arm-chair
critic; but when we know that this
gain has been made in the face of
death-dealing gun fire, it is really
wonderful.
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Smashing the Turk

OTHING seemingly can with-

stand the onslaught of Russia
on the Turkish strongholds. The
capture of Erzingnan'‘is the most
important event in eastern theatre
of the war since the fall of Trebi-
zond and it opens 'the way to the
sure conquest of Asia Minor.

Erzingnan is situated at an alti-
tude of 3,900 feet near the west-
>rn end of a rich well-watered
plain through -which runs the
western Euphrates river. It is
sighty miles southwest of Erzer-
um which position was captured
by the troops of the Grand Duke
Nicholas last February.

The army of the Grand Duke
has now completed nearly. one
quarter of the journey to Angora
vhich is the eastern terminus of
the railway leading to Sonstanti-
nople. This is the immediate ob-
ject of the Russian advance.

The success of ' Grand .Duke
Nicholas’ movement is an answer
:0 the declared announcement of
Butcher Wilhelm some days ago
that “the fez would soon appear
on the Danube.” 1f Wilhelm im-
agines that the Turks have troops
‘0o spare to fight with the Austri-
ans, the Russians will remind him
that the Asiatic heart of the Turk-
To-day a strictly up-to-date, oil
burning vessel would carry fifteen
thousand tons, with these same
thirty-two men as crew.

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IF‘dnly a small part of the energy

used up the Morris Government
in making a show of themselves
and. the country by ridiculous
pamphleteering had been expend-
ed in the practical effort of mak-
ing a study and survey of our re-
sources, the country would to-day
be in'a position to apply some
sensible form of development to
the resources guessed at so wild-
ly by the hired scribbler. Instead
of this they foolishly undertook
by the most fantastical writing
wherein the wildest guesses were
substituted for sober. fact an]l
actual facts as we know them were
distorted into a regular patchwork
of nonsense.

There has been no method that
is worthy of being called by such
an assuring name #n the applica-
tion of the Morris energy to our
resources with the result that the
labor has produced nothing but
disappointment. There is no use
in proceeding to do things unless
there is a properly constructed
plan to work by. A solid founda-
tion must be laid before it is at-
tempted to raise any superstruc-
ture that is intended to be lasting.
“In an imperfect work time is an
ingredient, but in a perfect work
time does not enter,” to quote the
words of the American essayist,
Thoreau.

Morris’ work was imperfect
therefore the haste, therefore the
mad® race against time, as if he
would overtake and outstrip it,
work ahead of it as it were, and
set the pace for time itself to fol-
low. He undertook the bu’lding
of branch railways before any sur-
vey had been made. It is not
therefore to be wondered at that
mileage has outstripped all cal-
culations drawing after it as a ne-
cessary copsequence the cost of
construction. Where they were to
have cost four millions they are
costing at least twelve. This is a
sample of Morris’ inverted me-
thod. In every other undertaking
he was just as wild.

Nobody would begrudge the ex-
penditure of twelve or even
twenty millions for that matter if
we were sure it was a good in-
vestment for the people. To have
build those branch railways with-
out an adequate surveys first be-
ing prepared was the very height
of madness. ‘But maybg there was
method in the madness, for the
bigger the expenditure the better
the opportunities for graft. The
paying of the contractors in gold
instead of bonds invites the sus-
picion that there was graft of the
grossest kind.

Morris started quite a number
of projects or was indirectly the
cause of their being set on foot,
they have all died out, this must
be very disappointing to him. No
doubt he had the idea that out of
a multitude of activities some of
them would stick and become per-
manent. In the event of some-
thing sticking he could point with
pride to the industry his genius
had been the cause of promoting.
This sort of thing is unworthy of
any man who lays any claim to
statesmanship.

It is humilitating to think that
we had put in power and position
a government that would stoop to
such undignified methods. Are
we justified in attributing these
monkey shines to Morris and his
government? just review the
every act of the Morris Govern-
ment and see if you can find any
trace of any methods in them su-
perior to this. Where for instance
i3 there any sense in his agricul-
tural policy, in his forestry or
mineral development policies or
any of the activities which his ad-
ministration displayed. We ex-
cept of course from this category
his grafting and plundering poli-
cies, these no doubt had method
of a high order. '

What came of his peat burning
project or his coal exploration
policy? Did any sane man in the
country doubt for a moment what
would become qf them? What
becomes of all such projects.that
are not intelligently entered up?
Who could expect any _develop-
ment of our peat beds, the initia-

ish empire is imperilled. The
Turks could lose Constantinople
and still survive as an Asiatic na-
tion; but if they lose the great
plateau of Turkey-in-Asia they
must be a subject people for all
time to come. If Turks have been
enticed to the banks of the Dan-
ube they will betake themselves
across the Bosphorus when the
Russian guns begin to thunder in
mid-Asia Minor.

Naval Battle

T has but recently transpired

that our Gracious King’s sailor
son, Prince Albert, recently pro-
moted to the rank of Second Lieu-
tenant, took part in the Battle of
Jutland, and was in the thick of
the fight on board one of the bat-
tle cruisers. He escaped without
a scratch, although the casualties
on his ship were large.

The name of the ship cannot be
stated, as everything relating to
Admiral Sir John Jellicoe’s Great
Fleet in the North Sea is en-
veloped with the utmost secrecy.

This is the first occasion of a
prince of the reigning house of
England taking part in any great
naval battle since the days of
James 1, while still Duke of York,
was Lord High Admiral of
Navy.

Wm. R. Tilley of Kelligrews Dis-
charged From Active Service as
Medically Unfit After Doing

Duty in the North Sea—Com-

pelled to Work With Pick and

Shovel on Bell Island

The matter of providing in some
way for those who have reccived in-
juries while fighting for King and
Country and who are’ incz}pacitated
from performing their usual work,
will from now on demand the atten-
tion of the authorities. At least in
cases where men are no longer fit for
having received
their discharge and are obliged to go
to earn their living, we think some
recognition should be given.

Our attention has been called to the
case of Wm. R. Tilly, of Kelligrews.
This lad joined the Regiment ia 1914
but being under age his parents se-
cured his discharge. He then vclun-
teered in the Navy and was accapted,
and in due time was sent with others
to take up the perilous duties*of mine
sweeping in the North Sea, where
their ship struck a mine and went
down, carrying many of her crew
down with her. However, our young
hero escaped with some wounds, in-
cluding a broken nose and severe in-
iury to his back. Ie was later sent
home and when he recuperated he
pluckily offered his service again to
die for the Regiment, but on being
examined he was turned down as be-
‘ng medically uniit. He then went on
board the H. M. S. Briton to re-enlist
put the docto¥s informed him that his
‘njuries were of such a nature as to
render him unfit for further naval
duties. his lad is at present employ-
ed with the D. . I. & S. Steel Co., on
Bell Island, as an ordinary laborer
and finds it very distressing to per-
*orm the work required of him owing
0 his wecakened condition due to the
offect of his wounds. This is surely a
case where some preference should be
shcwn this brave lad, who received
wounds in the service of h's country
which makes it impossible for him to
endure the rougher side of life. Tilley
has sacrificed health and the vigor' of
voung manhood at his country’s call.
and we ccmmend his and other cases
to the authorities and employers of
labour. Surely if a distinctive badge
it is byv those, who, like
Tilley, have done their bit and re-
turned and again take their place in
the induystrial life of the Colony. We
trust that the mining compan’es and
other employers will take such cases
into consideration and, if possible.
furnish suitable work of a not too
laborious nature at least.
