ROBERT DAVIES
WINS BIG SUI

Over $300,000 is Awarded to
Toronto Man After Much
Trouble.

[By Special Wire to the Courler]

TORONTO, July 6.—Word has
been received that the appeal of the
Canadian Northern Railway against
the decision of a board of arbitration

which allowed Robert Davies, owner
of the Don Valley Brick works $232,-
000—an award afterwards reduced by
the court of appeals to $110,000—has
been decided by the Privy Council in
favor of Mr. Davies. The sum award-
ed is $230,820, which, with interest at
5 percent sincéN190s, amlounts, ac-
cording to lawyers for the respond-
ent, to $332,763. The costs on both
sides will probably amount to $40,00
This is the second time the case has
been heard before the Privy Council,
the three lords who heard it on the
first occasion disagreeing, and decid-
ing it should be reargued before a
full court.

The action started as an arbitration
between Robert Davies and the James
Bay Railway to determine the amount
that the railway should pay for land
taken for a right of way through the
property of the Brick Works and
the amount of damages that should
be paid for shale and property, the
development of ;which was prevented
by reason of th& railway’s occupatiog.
Before proceedings were undertake
the railway first offered $3,000 and
later $15,000, as payment in full.

The majority of the arbitrators
made an award of $232,000 for all
damages and property taken. The
railway protested that it could not
be compelled to pay for the shale un-
der its right of way, because it it
could acquire a title to it under the
railway act.

The owner, on the other hand, pro-
tested that the railway must pay be-
cause the railway would render de-
velopment of ‘that property impos-
sible. :

The railway appealed from the
award and the court of appeal reduc-
ed it to $110,000 on the ground that
the railway could not be made to pay
for shale under the right of way un-
til the Brick Works were ready’ to
develop the property.

The saying that all the world loves
a lover, might with equal truth be

. paraphrased into the'#assertion that

all the world loves a fighter, if he is
a fair one. ;

Ontario’s Premier is just that, in
fact it forms one of the basic prin-
ciples of the widespread esteem in
which he is held, and it was in the
very nature of things that he should
pay his respects to those clerical
gentlemen who, in the recent Ontario
fight, allowed their pulpits to be used.
“Demagogic clergy” is what he
termed them in some published com-
ments, and in further reply he tells
the Rev. J. A. Macdonald that he has
blossomed out into an “arbiter ele-
gantiarum.” That sounds pretty fierce,
but reduced to the vulgar tongue,
simply means in effect an umpire in
matters of taste. The term is advised-
ly used, not only with regard to Mac-
donald, but also with reference to
those other gentlemen of the cloth
who hold that what they think is ab-
solutely right and that others equal-
ly sincere cannot differ with regard
to the best means to an end.

Rev. Dr. Hincks, a leading Method-
ist, Toronto, took up the subject in a
sermon on Sunday. Although he did
not agree with Sir James in his atti-
tude towards ministers specified, he
said in part: that the “ministers had
preached 'in an atmosphere of suspic-
jon” with regard to attempting to put
one party in power behind the “abol-
ish the bar.” That the churches
should put all their efforts behind the
movement when both parties would
scramble to support the same, for re-
ligion was the dynamite which shat-
tered all rocks in the way of human
progress:—

“It was the religious sentiment that
made Cromwell’s army invincible. In
it lay the strength of the Covenant of
Scotland. Religious sentiment is mak-
ing the men of Ulster at this very
hour a power to be reckoned with,
a power which no parliamentarian
dare ignore.”

The rev. gentleman frankly an-
nounced as his text “Why the
churches failed to abolish the bar.”

HOW TO BUILD CAMPFIRES.

The Cook Fire Harciu,t For Most to
Manage Right.
Most campers do not know how to

build a cook fire right. The lower.

picture in the accompanying cut shows
the correct way. :

Locate your fire to leeward of your
tent in cool weathe pnd to the wind-
-vgard when mosqul%xs»m' other pes
are ‘about. Cut. two logs about
inches in diametér and four feet long
from a green or live tree.. Lay them
parallel to each other, about twelve
inches apart at one end and six inches
apart #t the other, the wider end to-
ward the wind. Bed these logs into
the ground a bit or pack sand or earth
next the logs on the inside and against
them on the outsidgggo prevent the fire
getting under them.

Arranged in this way the wind
blows the fire along between the logs.
You can have-a good fire, and yet you

can get right up to the sides of it,
having no smoke or heat to bother
you.

Before you begin to cook gather a
big supply of dry wood. For this fire
use small pieces from the size of a
lead pencil to an inch in thickness—
rarely anything larger. Cut it all into
short lengths, say six to ten inches
long. -Begin “laying” your fire from
the small end of the range, being
careful to cross the sticks so as to let
in the air. Light it from the wide end,
and the wind will do the rest.

The only thing to use in the way of
a device about a cook fire, besides tha
cooking utensils, is what is called a
“grate.” It is simply three pieces of
steel eighteen inches long, one inch
wide and three-sixteenths of an inch
thick, loosely riveted together at two
places. It folds up, can be extended
as desired and is a very practical
thing.

The heating fire illustrated in the
opper portion of the cut is intended
for cold weatber to reflect heat into the
ypen tent, which should be set eigh¢
o twelve feet away.

There is, too, an added
element of danger, for the way of safe-
ty in the water never lies beneath &
capsized boat.

An ideal canoe is fifteen to eighteen
feet long and thirty to thirty-six inch-
es broad. It is so light—weighing
about sixty-five to seventy odd pounds
—that one man can tote it through
canoe “carries” and over log jams.

The price is such that the canoe is of-
ten called “the poor man’s yacht,” be-
cause he may buy one for from $6 to
$25, according to the materials of
which it is constructed and with refs
erence to its size.

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The Cadets Returned, All
Happy, Safe and Sound

Brantford Schoolboys Proved to be Real Men at
Niagara-on-the-Lake—Details of

Camp

The Brantford Public School Ca-
dets, in charge of Lieut. Bingle, re-
turned on Saturday from a spléndid
five days outing at Niagara-on-the-
Lake.

The entire camp consisted of 3000
cadets of public and high schools.
This was an increase of 1000 cadets
aver last year and the year before.

The camp was pitched in front wof
the oak grove, but much nearer the
village than last year.

The cadets were organized in two
brigades, the first one being made up
Toronto, Brantford
and Hamilton public school boys,
while the second brigade was made
up mostly of high school boys. The
Brantford public school boys formed
the seventh battalion of the first
brigade, and made up a full battalion
of themselves.

The staff of the Brantford Public
School boys battalion was as follows,
Lieut. T. Bingle, commanding officer
38th Regt., and instructors, Lieut.
W. Joyce, 38th Regt.,, J. S. Rowe,
38th Regt., F. Dickson, 38th Regt.;
G. C.'White, - C.:S. C: 15 Wi E.
Foster, C.S.CI.,, C. L. Gamble, CS.
C.I, and cadet company leaders
Ferguson, Wollams, Colquhoun, Gor-
danier, Ash, Feely.

The local public school boys with
their instructors, numbered 200. No
great discomfort was experienced, al-
though the boys had to sleep six or
seven in a tent,

Life.

No serious illness occurred, though
three boys were treated at the hos-
pital for colds, one for a bumped
head and one for a slightly sprained
ankle, The hospital arrangements
were as good as ever in previous
years, this phase of the camp seem-
ing to be one which the camp author-
ities pay great attention to.

The dining provision this year was
an improvement over last year, and
the food was good and substantial
nourishment, though served out in
camp fashion.

The daily work of the Brantford
boys was as follows: r

Monday, June 20—Arrival * of ad-
vance party and pitching of teats for
main body. This consisted of Lieut.
Bingle and -fifteen cadets, arriving
about 2 p.m.-during a shower ‘of.rain.

Tuesday, June 30—Arrival of main
body at noon. Pegging of tents -and
muster parade, issuing of camp equip-
ment, assignment of mess temnts, etc.

Wednesday, July 1—A.M.—Com-
pany drill and = skirmishing. P.M.—
Bathing parade at Fort Missasuagua.

Thursday, July: 2—A.M.—Battalion
drill and ceremomnial. P.M.—Bathing
parade as bef: re. Those who wished
paraded at the ranges for shooting
instead. >

Friday, July 3—A.M.—Sham battle
at Three Mile Creek. P.M.—Bathing
and shooting as before.

Saturday, July = 4—A.M.—General
salute and march past. This included

every cadet. Immediately after tents
were struck, etc. At 11.00 the cadets
had lunch and then entrained for
home, arriving here at 4.30 p.m.

All Cadets paraded for prayers each
morning before breakfast.. y

[For those who are acquainted with
the lay out of the land at Niagara the
details of the sham battle may be in
teresting . The {first brigade formed
the defensive and on the day previous
to the battle were supposed to have
taken up a position at point 261 at
four mlie creek. The second. brigade
formed the attacking forces and on
the morning of the battle advanced
against the defenders and were met at
the above place. They, the second
brigade were driven back by the first
brigade and forced to retreat back of
the three mile creek. The Brantford
battalion was kept in reserve but was
ordered later to come up in the firing
line and attack the enemy on the right
flank, which soon ended the battle.

The bathing parades were very pop-
ular, thousands of boys swimming in
the lake at once. It was a good place
for bathing the lake being shallow over
a large area and the host of swimmers
and the timid ones paddling along the
shore formed a fine sight.

The boys were not allowed to leave|

the camp grounds and go into the vil-
lage earlier than 3.00 p.m. and then
only with permission of those in
charge. U#fder no condition were

the boys permitted to go near the | i

This prevented the boys from
straying and getting into danger, and
at the same time gave them a chance
to see the town, etc.
