1t is also very important that sue-
culent feeds, such as corn silage or
roots, be given pregnuant ewes These
keep the bowels in good condition
and serve as gencral tonles and regu-
lators. The weisht of the wool can
also be inereased by feeding good sue-
culence. All winter long each ewe
should receive daily from two to two
and one-hall pounds After lambing
this amount can be Inereased It
should be remembered that no froeen
silage or roots should be fed to sheep.
Either is very dangerous. The flock
should be supplied with pure, fresh
water at all times and barrel salt
should be placed within their reach
