Is Reported in the City of Hamilton--A Foreigner
Found Dead With a Bloody Axe Close
by the Body.

HAMILTON., Ont., Feb. 19.—The
body of Cajimer Linkiewitz, a Polock
34 years of age, was found this morn-
ing shortly before 7 o’clock at the
door of a woodshed in the rear of 206
Ferguson avenue north. A bloody
axe lying nearby gave mute testimony
to the manner in which. he had met
his death. Boarders who made the
gruesome discovery, followed a trail
of blood which ded to the room of
William Dojko, the boarding house
keeper, who, when the police arrived,
was peacefully sleeping in bed with
his wife and babe.

A few hours later in the day Gen.
Delgado and General Felipe Angeies,
two of the federal commanders, who
wre not in accord with General Hu-
erta’s plan were added to the list of
prisoners.

The plan had originally been made
without the knowledge of Gen. Felix
Diaz, the rebel leader. The word
soon, however, permeated through
the rebel lines, and then began such
a fusillade from the machine guns
and such volleys from the rifles,
which has been but few times since
the opening of hostilities in the very
heart of the city. It appeared for a
time as though every machine gun
and every rifle in the arsenal haa
been brought into action in the eflory
to fire away all the remaining stores
of ammunition there.

This was, however, merely in cel-
ebration of the arrival of the news
that peace was near and that the fra-
ternal struggle which had caused so
much terror and misery to hundreds
of thousands of people for ten days
was about to be brought to an ena.

The awful din was permitted by
the commanders to. continue for 20
minutes before the buglers were or-
dered to sound the “Cease Fire.” As
the noise of the reverberating reports
from the guns died away, the sound
of merry. peals from all the churcn
bells of the city rang out. They had
been ordered to be set in motion by
a message from the national palace.

It did not take the public very long
to realize what had occurred, and
Jong before the details of the forma-
tion of the provisional government
under General Victoriano Huerta had
been completely worked out the resi-
dents of the capital had begun to
give vent to their joy and relief by
manifestations all over the city.

The shouts that were sent up were
rot those of the partisans of a vic-
torious army, but of people whose
nerves had been worn into tatters by
their enforced participation in a long
and desperate battle which had been
fought in the confined space of a
great city.

In diplomatic circles, where the
tension also had been great, the so-
lution which had been found was
greeted heartily.

Along San Francisco street and in
other thoroughiares of the downtown
district,. extending as far as the big
open square in front of the national
palace, hundreds of thousands of peo-
ple pushed their way back and forth,
waving banners which had been im-
provised out of the first material at
hand, and on which was printed the
one Spanish word meaning “peace.”

Shouts of *“Hurrah for Huerta!”
“Hurrah for Blanquet!” “Hurrah for
Diaz!” “Hurrah for Mondragon!”
sounded everywhere throughout the
city. G

The soldiers who a few hours be-
fore had been on the firing line were
posted as.sentinels on the street cor-
ners, taking the place of the police,
who had not been on duty on the
abandoned streets for over ten days.
There was practically no disorder,
except one notable case of direct ven-
geance. This was the burning down
of the ' building and plant of the Nu-
eva Era, the organ of President Ma-
dero. This newspaper was already
despised by the anti-governmental
element, which utilized the opportun-
ity of paying off in kind the vandal-
ism of the followers of Madero, who
had during ‘the previous revolt burn-
ed the plant of the newspaper El
Pais, which had always been re-
nowned for its independence.

\
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A MILITANT BISHOP,

Rt. Rev. Robert Brindle Has Had an
Adventurous Career.

A few days ago the Rt. Rev. Robert
Srindle, D.8.0., the Catholic Bishop
0. Nottingham, England, celebrated
ais sacerdotal golden jubilee. A tes.
timonial was promoted and arrange-
ments concluded to honor in a fitting
manner the most famous and popular
chaplain ever <connected with the
srmy.

Dr. Brindle was born seventy-five
years ago at Liverpool, and studied
for the priesthood at the English Col-
lege, Lisbon. After some experience
A missionary work in the Plymouth
diocese he became an army chaplain.
He took part in the Egyptian cam-
,-aign of 1882 and was the only chap-
lain present at the two engagements
ot Kasassin. He was not present,
wowever, at the victory of Tel-el
Kebir, for he was lying dangerously
ill with cholera. From 1882-1886 he
was on active service in the Soudan,
and was present at all the decisive
engagements. Dr. Brindle accompan-
ied the Royal Irish Regiment in their
trying march across the Bayuda Des.
ert to Metemmeh, and received the
British war medal for Egypt with
three clasps.

A period of service at home follow-
ed, and Dr. Brindle acted as spiritual
director of the Catholic troops at Col-
chester and Aldershot. When Lord
Kitchener embarked on his famous
expedition in the Soudan Dr. Brindie
again went to the front. He did much
to keep up the spirits of the troops
when men were being stricken low
with cholera and excessive heat. At
the taking of Dongola, Lord Kitch-
ener, who has on many occasions
testified to his faith in and respect
for Dr. Drindle placed the chaplain
in charge of the third gunboat con-
veying a detachment of the South
Staffordshire Regiment, and for his

Jheroic conduct on the field at Atbara

he was rewarded with the D.8.0. At
the Gordon memorial service at Khar-
toum he again came into prominence
by composing the beautiful prayer
which was recited on that occasion,
and by the request of the Sirdar
copies of the prayer were presented
to all the officers. Bishop Brindle
possesses an imposing array of medals
and decorations, and widespread was
the regret when he retired from the
army. Generals and war correspon-
dents have testified to his splendid
qualities. 8Sir Evedyn Wood recalls
seeing ‘“Father Brindle on the Nile
in December, 1884, pulling -stroke in
the leading boat of the Royal Irish.
His features were burned by the sun,
and, like his hands, covergd with
blisters. The battalion won Lord
Wolseley’s prize of $500 for the best
time from Wadi Halfa to Korti. . . .
He was doubtless the most popular
man in the expedition. His own flock
loved him, and he was respected by
everyone from bugler to Lord Wolse-
ley, who more than once tried to get
him knighted.”

Silenced.

The Rt. Hon. Winston Spencer
Churchill knows, how, on occasion,
to silence dissentients in a heated
assembly.

Once, when addressing a big politi-
cal meeting in the north, the present
First Lord of the Admiralty was fre-
quently disturbed by a man who per-
sisted in shouting ‘“Liar! Liar!”

Mr. Winston Churchill bore with
this, despite the indignation of his
supporters on the platform, for some
time.

Eventually, however, the Cabinet
Minister-to-be reduced his interrupter
to abject silence with this smart saily,
delivered in the blandest manner
imaginable:

“If the gentleman at the back of the
hall who is so anxious that this audi-
ence should know his name will kind-
ly write it down upon a slip of paper
and pass it up to the chairman, in-
stead of bawling it out at the top of
his voice, he will save himself a lot
of trouble.”

Swim to Pasture.

The island of Bernera, Lewis, in
the Northwestern Hebrides, does mnot
afford sufficient summer grazing for
the crofters’ cattle. Consequently in
the beginning of July each year they
are sent to the mainland hills for a
period of about two months. In order
to get thefe they have to swim a sea
channel about half a mile wide.

On a certain day the cattle, num-
bering about seven hundred, are gath-
ered together on the seashore. Two
or three of them are tethered to a
rowboat, and when the remainder see
these in the water they plunge in
themselves and swim across.

It occasionally happens that as the
time draws near for returning to the
island some of the cattle, especial-
ly the older ones, steal away in the
dead of night from the grazings, trav-
el a distance of about ten miles to
the seashore, and swim back to the
island.

Spectacles.

All European references to the use
of spectacles before the year 1270 are
dubious. Pliny’s description of Nero
looking at the gladiatoral combats in
an emerald means at best only a
lorgnette, or most probably a reflect-
ing mirror. Roger Bacon seems to
h.we Eknown «<f magnifying lenses
(1276), which soon became common
enough, but the probable invetor «f
spectacles as such was a Florentine
worthy on whose tombstone in the
Church of Sants Croce is the inscrip-
tion: “Here lies Salvino d’Armate
degli Armati of Florence, the inventor
of spectacles. May God forgive his
sins. Anno Domini 1317.”

Pocket Wireless.

The latest development in wirelesz
telegraphy was shown recently at the
Imperial College, South Kensington,
England, by the Marconi Company.
It took the form of a ‘““pocket wire-
less.” In four little knapsacks all
necessary apparatus can be stored,
and if a party were lost in a wilder-
ness help could be easily summoned.
At present the apparatus can only
send messages within an area of fif-
teen miles, but it is expected that in
time this range will be greatly in-
creased.

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INDIA’S HOARDS.

Untold Quantities of Gold and Silver
Hidden Away.

Readers of Kipling will remember
the seedy individual who confided to
the author his confident belief that,
although every Indian native pleads
that he is a poor man—the “Karib
admi swindle” he called it—there is
enough money hoarded away in the
country to produce taxes on an abso-
lutely unlimited scale.

The scallywag’s statement is
strangely corroborated by information
contained in Messrs. Montagu's an-
nual bullion letter, issued recéntly
in London, England, in which it is
shown that not only is India hoard-
ing gold on a gigantic scale, but that
the natives put the precious metal to
the strangest of uses.

It is noted in the letter that the
great prosperity of India—a prosper-
ity more thorough than a superficial
observer can imagine—results largely
in the accumulation of dead capital
by tke population, and 1t is suggested
that it would be greatly to the advan-
tage of India if the natives learned
to turn some portion of their savings
into remunerative investments.

The bulk of hoarded wealth in In-
dia is buried, so that at the present
time nearly all the gold dug from the
earth in South Africa is by a fresh
digging operation deposited again be-
neath the soil in Bouth Asia. Com-
plete returns from India are not yet
to hand, but it seems practically as-
sured that the total imports of gold
to India during 1912 are not only a
fresh record, but will attain a total
of not léss than $137,500,000, or 28
per cent. of the world’s output.

The strange uses to which gold is
put in India are referred to. Con-
sumption of gold does not imply in
England the actual swallowing of ex-
tremely thin old leaves for medicinal
purposes, but gold is so taken in parts
of India. Again, a frequent form of
piety is to regild the domes of relig-
ious buildings. Such operations can
easily absorb $50,000 or more.

Sovereigns with a shield on the ob-
verse are in constant request, and an
inquiry as to the ultimate use of cer-
tain shipments of some thousands of
pounds revealed the curious fact that
a rajah of rococo tastes had imported
them to form a centre of each minute
pane in the windows of his palace.

It may be noted in passing’ that
one of- the reasons why the shield
sovereign is ip such great demand in
tﬁe east is that to the Chinese the
dragon is a sacred emblem, and the
representation on the ordinary sove-
reign of St. George slaying the mythi-
cal monster is offensive to their ideas.
Accordingly they absolutely refuse to
deal with the dragon coin, and some
English houses make it a regular part
of their business to ship to the east
only sovereigns bearing the shield on
the obverse.

Exchange Stolen Dogs.

One of the chief features of the
English dog-stealing traffic is that it
is by no means confined to the limity
of the towns where the dogs are stol-
en. There is a regular exchange of
stolen dogs, a detective declared re-
cently, between several of the larger
cities of the country.

The exchange is not carried on by
the thieves themselves, but by the
“fanciers,” who buy their captives. A
really well-bred dog is too well known
in its neighborhood to sell in  the
same district. It has been seen by
hundreds of people on the benches at
local shows. So-it is sent from Bristol
or Liverpool to London or Edinburgh,
where no one will recognize the
straight-legged, bright-eyed fox terrier
or the heavy-wrinkled pug, the long-
sought prize winner of the other side
of the country.

Oxford and Cambridge are excellent
markets for the dog thief. Under-
graduates are always ready to pay
high prices for really well-bred dogs—
especially bulldogs and bull terriers—
and the bully, low-voiced gentry who
whisper, “Want a really good dawg,
sir?’ to likely customers ’in “K. P.” or
“The High,” have always a plausible
tale ready to.explain their possession
of a valuable animal.

Another method of the dog thief
is to come to dogs’ homes .and try to
claim good dogs. found and brought in
by the police.

A programme has been received in
the city from Mr. E. L. Cockshutt,
who with Mr E. N. Roberts, is at
present in England, of Straus’ opera
“Elektra,” which was produced at
the' Royal Opera House, Covent Gar-
dens, on Friday, 7th TFebruary, .and
attended by the King and Queen, as
well as. members of the Royal house-
hold—our Brantford friends were
also among the audience.

The following criticism of the pro-
duction, taken from an English pa-
per, is interesting 'reading:—

“Elektra” Revived.

Who that was present at Mr. Thos.
Beecham’s original production here
of “Elektra” three years ago less a
fortnight has as yet forgotten either
the event or the rumpus that the
work created in London musical cir-
cles? Last night Mr Beecham revived
Strauss's opera, when he, as condic-
tor, again, was so superbly supported
that this hour and three quarters of
concentrated hideousness proved a
most decided and undeniable success
from the public point of view. In-
deed. Strauss has here reached the
sublime heights of hidecousness, Yet
one can still stand agape at it in all
its nakedness and can still marvel at
his stupendous mastery of means,
wlich is even more sublime. In very
truth Strauss is an amazing person.
So much- cannot. be ‘denied him even
when one has had the opportunity of
studying and re-studying his methods
iand the exposition of his ideas; and
if for no other reason than that he
has compressed more real hideous-
ness into a few bars of music than
any other composer, his name will go
down to posterity. But of course there
are a dozen other and more cogent
reasons for the survival of his name
and his fame; and we, for one, have
no doubt that he will yet put forth
his right and proper claim again, as
he did in his earlier days, when the
spirit moves, him.

Would indeed that the spirit might
quickly' move him, for it ig hard to
get away from the awful hauntinz
howls of fear of Klytemnestra, or
the weird and wonderful “Sprechge-
sang” of Elektra herself. The per-
formance last night was undeniably
a fine one. Indeed, one is not sure
that a more complete individual per-
formance of a single role has been
seenn in London in recent years than
that of Madame Bahr-Mildenburg as
Klytemnehtra, a part she played mag-
mﬁcently three years ago here, but
in which now she easily surpassed
her previous performance. At first
Madame Mottl-Fassbender, as Elek-
tra, seemed out of voice, but she rose
to-a fine height later in the huge, re-
pellent,, but impressive scene with
Klytemnestra. And a word of praise
| of a hearty kind goes to the Chryso-
themis of Madame Petzl-Perard (a
sympathetic interpretation): to the
Aegistheus of Mr. John Bardsley,
very hard worker; and to the Oreﬂteﬂ
of Mr. Broderson. It was truly all
very wonderful and very impressive.
But, also, it was all very brutal and
hideous—all the more because so su-
lperhly done.

Shoes at $125 a Pair.
The “high cost of living” has ex-
tended to the shoe industries. Those
persons who can afford to purchase
bread and butter with meals in TFifth
avenue restaurants may now obtaina
pair of shoes in New York for $r2s.
In September, 1911, Mrs. Allan
Brown, wife of a lawyer living in
Doughlaston, 1..I1., became dissatis-
fied with the cheap $35 shoes she had
been wearing and upon the recom-
mendation of a friend ordered a $r125
pair from a company at No 40 West
Thirty-ninth street. When she signed
the order she stipulated that she
would pay by installments, and that

‘her husband was not to be told of the

purchase.

Yesterday her husband was sued by
the firm in the municipal court at
Madison avenue and Fifteenth street
before Judge Marks, for $65, balance
payment on three pairs of shoes.
According to the shoe company,
elaborate plaster casts had to be made
from which lasts and patterns were
formed and upon them the shoes were
constructed. Three pairs were made,
and after five payments Mrs Brown
said all were unsatisfactory. Then
the shoe company brought suit.

Mr Brown took the case philosophi-
cally and decided to stand by his wife.
Judge Marks, after gasping with sur-
prise at the price, dismissed the case
on the ground that there was no
proof of a contract, and that the hus-
band was ignorant of the affair.

The Layvmen’s Missionary conven-
tion was attended by a very large
and representative company ‘of men
gathered from all parts' of Bram
county. .

The first address
of the afternoon: was given by Mr.

Missionary Committee, Its Organiza-
tion.”

Mr. A. E. Arm-
strong of Toronto, a fine type ow
Christian manhood, followed with an
address upon “The Every Member
Canvass, Its Value:” The every mem-
ber canvass has many valuable con-
tributions to make to the life of the
church, and especially to these who
engage in it. It affords education,
answers superficial objections and
stimulates interest,. declared the
speaker. It secures more money, en-
lists more in giving and service and
creates a wider vision.

LONG DISTANCE PICTURES.

How They Transmit Photographs by
Telegraph In France,

In France the transmission of photo-
graphs over a telegraph wire is now
practical for newspaper work, and pic:
tures sent in this way appear in the
Paris papers. L’'Illusteation is taking
the lead, and one station is installed at
its Paris office and another at Monte
Carlo. The Scientific American has the
following account of the process:

Photographs are taken in the after-
noon at Monte Carlo and quickly de-
veloped in the laboratory. Next the
photographers prepare a copper film by
direct printing from the negative. The
copperplate i8 covered with narrow
parallel lines of insulating substance,
very thin in the white parts and broad
in the blacks, not unlike a half tone,
except that lines are used instead of
dots to make the picture,

Next they wrap the copper film round
a metal cylinder not unlike a phono-
graph cylinder, against which a small
metal point bears. As the cylinder
turns the point passes across the lines
of the image. In the white places, rep-
resented by the bare copper, this point
makes a contact that sends an elec-
trical current through the line. In the
black spaces formed by the insulated
coating the current is cut off.

At the Paris end the operator has
wrapped a photographic film round a
cylinder contained in a dark box, and
the image is transferred to this film
by a small spot of light controlled by
an electromagnetic shutter that is op-
erated by the electric current that
comes from Monte Carlo. The operator
removes the film and develops it and
after a quick- washing and drying
makes a half tone from it. The opera-
tors at Monte Carlo prepare the plates
toward evening and telegraph the pic-
tures during the night for the morning

RAKING THE OCEAN. /¥

New Wire Drag That Sweeps the Seas
and Locates Obstructions.

Pinnacle rocks, ancient wrecks and
other ocean bottom obstructirns that
have for centuries taken their toll of
human life and dollars in ship disasters
have been discovered by the United
States coast and geological survey at
harbor entrances and in much frequent-
ed waters of the United States through
the use of the new wire drag that
sweeps the seas.

This simple invention, gimple at least
in its operation, has saved and will
save uncounted millions of dollars and
numberless lives. Already it has been
used to sweep the entrances to the
Panama canal on the Pacific side in
preparation for the opening of this
great waterway, and one dangerous
rock obstruction heretofore unfound
and uncharted has been discovered.
This was in the pathway of shipping
through a main approach. Had it been
found by the costly expedient of run-
ning a great ship upon it the world
might have had another horror.

Through the old.method. of -sounding
with a lead and line it was impossible
to find rocks, wreck spars and other
similar obstructions, because the lead,
even if it struck these bodies standing
perpendicularly in the water, would
slip from them and find the bottom

.level, maybe twenty or a hundred feet

below.

With the wire drag even the point of
an abandoned or lost kedge anchor can
be found immediately. The new drag
consists of a long wire carried through
the water horizontally at any given
depth by an arrangement of weights
and buoys that keep it taut and evenly
stretched.

Curious Thefts.

Under the headline “What Can They
Do With Them?” a Vienna paper tells
of a number of thefts which were re-
cently perpetrated in churches in that
city. From the Church of St. Stanis-
laus a statue of St. Peter was stolen,
of which the account says, “It is made
of wood, dark browm in color, many
hundred years old and priceless.” The
thief, who is believed to be a youth
who was once employed in a cloister,
also visited the Church of the Angels’
choir and carried away a wood carv-
ing three feet high and of the same
length at the base, representing the
baptism of Christ by St. John. The
list includes several other similar ob-
Jects of worth and the suggestion that
“foreign collectors of old church dec-
orations may be interested.”

African Diamonds,

The newest diamond field is in the
Kasal river district, Belgian Kongo,
West Africa. The famous De Beers
group of mines at Kimberly, South
Africa, have heretofore furnished 95
per cent of the world’s diamond sup-
ply. Their annual output is about
$44,000,000, and since their discovery
in 1867 they have produced $600,000,-
000 worth of diamonds. The remain-
Ing 5 or 6 per cent of the world’s sup-
ply has come from India. Brazil, Bor-
neo and Australia. There are many
diamond occurrences in the United
States, but none so far of any impor-
tant commercial consequence. — New
York American,

TURKEY’S SACRED  FLAG.

What It Means to Raise the- Precious
. Banner In Time of War.,

The sacred standard of the prophet
is enveloped in forty coverings of
green taffeta and is inclosed in a case
of green cloth, which also contains a
Koran (the book of the law), written
by the Caliph Omar himself, and the

silver keys of the Kaapa, which Selim |-

I. received from the sheriff of Mececa.

The standard is twelve feet high,
and the golden ornament (a closed
hand) which surmounts it contains an-
other copy of the Koran, written by
the Caliph Osman III., the successor
of Mohammed. 2

In time of peace this precious stand-
ard is guarded in the hall of the *“no-
ble vestment.” Thus is styled the dress
worn by the prophet. In the same hall
in which the tunic hangs are also pre-
served the other venerated relics of
the empire—the sacred teeth, the holy
beard, the sacred stirrup, the saber and
the bow of Mohammed and the arms
and armor of the first caliphs.

In war a magnificent tent is erected
for receiving the sacred standard,
which is attached by silver rings to a
lance of ebony. This custom brings
to recollection the little temple In
which was deposited the eagle of the
Roman legions, as related by Dionysius
Cassius. At the end of every cam-
paign the sacred piece of green silk
which forms the standard is replaced
with great solemnity in a richly orna-
mented chest.

Down to the present epoch this stand-
ard has always been a ‘real talisman
to the Turks and has served to rally

‘the defenders of Islamism and to ino-

flame their courage in' battle against
the Christians. This sacred banner is,
however, never displayed except in
time of war as a last extremity. It'is
the signal for instantly exerting every
effort to save the empire. BEvery
Christian is prohibited from stopping
before or even casting a profane look
on this sacred pledge of safety.—Lon-
don Tit-Bits.

BOLD ADVERTISING.

A German Tailor’s Scheme For Getting
His Circulars Read,

America has the reputation of hav-
ing forgotten more about advertising
methods than Europe has ever known.
But it is doubtful whether the Ameri-
can business man ever devised a more
ingenious method than that adopted
recently by a Dresden tailor.

He addressed his circulars, describ-’

ing the excellence of his military tai-
loring, to officers of the reserve in imi-
tation official envelopes with the print-
ed inscription, ‘For Mobilization.”
The distributers were dressed in mili-
tary uniforms and commenced opera-
tions simultaneously in several Ger-
man towns.

Wives of absent reservists were ter-
rified by the appearance of the fateful
envelope at a time when mobilization
and European war were in the air.

But the advertiser had scored his
point by impressing his name upon his
victim quite indelibly, which is, we are
told. the essential end of advertising.

The idea is unique for absolute bold-
ness and callousness.—New York Sun.

Electroplated Porcelain,

The electroplating process by which
glassware is decorated with a network
of silver designs has been extended in
Germany to the plating of porcelain
dishes, such as platters, bowls, tureens
and tea and coffee sets. Vessels thus
treated are said to wear better than
either simple porcelain or solid silver,
being less fragile than porcelain and
less subject to indentation and de-
formation than silver. The product is
called electroporcelain and is cheaper
than plated silverware. The plating
is usually of silver, but sometimes of
nickel. In some cases instead of cov-
ering the entire vessel the plating is
confined to the handles, knobs and
edges, and cooking pots are usually
left uncovered within, because porce-
lain can more easily be kept clean
than a surface of metal.—Harper’s.

Saloons In Russia. ¥

It will come as a surprise to most
people to’ learn that the greatest pub-
lican of ancient or modern times is
none other than the devoutly orthodox
czar of Russia. Vodka, the national
drink of the Russian people, has been
a crown monopoly continuously sinee
the sixteenth century. 'Eoday the
crown owns 30,000 kabaks, or public
bhouses, and 4,000 distilleries. The an-
nual income from this source fs approx-
imately £100,000,000. Public houses are
open by Imperial command in that
country. Every hamlet, no matter how
small, must have at least one. — Hx-
change. i

Fire Without Flame.

An English engineer named Bode has
fnvented a way to have fire without
flame. His apparatus consists of a
porous plate or mass of fire resisting
fragments, within which he mixes in-
flammable gas and air in the right pro-
portions. When the gas is first turned
on and lighted it burns with & flame at
the surface of the plate: When the air
is turned on the flame disappears, but
the heat increases. A temperature of
3,200 degrees is claimed. Just what use
of this invention can be made is yet a
question.—~Exchange.

: Galveston Plans Improvements.

Galveston is laying plans for an ex-
tension of the sea wall and grade rais-
ing to at least double the present
area. This extension of the wall with
accompanying grade raising will entail
a cost of at least $5,000,000 and will
provide raised area and sea wall pro-
tection for practically double the pres-
ent population of the city.—Shipping
Tiustrated.

section of avaunable Uominion land in
Manitoba. Saskatchewan or Alberta.
Che applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Land Agency or
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry
by proxy may be made at any agency
on certain conditions, by father,
r}}other, son, daughte-, brother or
sister of intending homesteader. .

Duties—Six months’ residence up-

on and cultivat'on of the land ir each
of three years, A homesteader may
live within nine miles of his home-
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres,
solely owned and occupied by him by
by his father, mother, son, daughter
brother or sister.
- In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing may pre-empt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties
—~ Must reside upon the homestead
or pre-emption six months in each of
six years from date of homestead
entry (including the time required to
earn homestead patent), and culti-
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right, and cannot ob-
tain a pre‘emption may enter for a
purchased homestead in certain dis-
tricts, price $3.0¢ per acre. Duties—
Must reside six months in each of
three ycars ‘cultiveie fifty acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.
