Bxperiences of the Owner and of the
Man Who Got It Secondhand.

“When 1 fitted up my office in the
Blank building,” said the man, “I bought
everything. new and of the best. This in-
cluded desks, chairs, letter press, & rug,
a clock, a stand or two and a few other
articles. One of the newest things I had
was a fire and burglar proof safe. It had
a landscape on the door and my name in
gilt letters, and though I hadn’t much te
put into the box it had a look of prosper-
ity to make me smile. It wasn't a bar-
gain, but I had to come down with a
good lot of cash, and it was a week be-
fore I got it just where it would show off
to the best advantage. 3

“I had the office five months and then
changed my business and wanted to sell
the furniture. It was as good as new,
and I fondly believed that it would be
snapped up at a loss of about 15 per
cent.” I trotted out to a secondhand
dealer, and he took his time about com-
ing up. When he finally appear~d, he
olered me about one-fifth of what [ had
paid, and he wasn’t anxious at that. 1
trled four or five others, but the first
figures were the best. f was knocked
out, but I made the sale, all except the
safe. I went to a safe man to dispose of
that. He came and looked it over, found
fault with the make and offered me just
one-fourth of its cost. 1 bounced him
out and brought in another, but he offer-
ed less. I had every dealer up before I
got through, and each and every one
found faplt and insulted me with his
low price. I finally got mad and deter-
mined to beat the gang. I went all
through the building, ut no one wanted
a safe, or the two or three who did had
no cash to pay for it. Then I spent $10
in advertising and had two dozen callers.
No one would offer me a third of what 1
had paid, although there wasn’t a scratch
or mar on the safe.

“You see,” continued the man as he
gritted his teeth and scowled, “I had to
keep the office and pay rent as long as
that safe remained. In trying to get a
decent figure for it I paid out $60 rent.

“The $10 for advertising made $70, and
tegagrams and postaze amounted to two
or three twore. I hung on like a dog to a
root, bound tg gee the thing through, and
at last a cnstomer car:e. ke wus from
Virginia, and after talking for two hours
he offered me one-fourth of first cost.
Realizing that it was the best I could do,
I closed with the offer and walked off.
In moving the safe it broke through the
floor and cost him £10, and in lowering it
from the window it fell and busted the
sidewalk and the door was broken off.

By the time he got it home it had cost
him more than a new one, while I was
out over $200.

I feel sure that I could work off
a secondhand piano, bike, sewing machine
or coal stove, but when it comes to sell-
ing off a safe I throw up my hands. They
give an air of busincss and opulence to an
office and are good things to hold bills
payable and paste pots, but if I start
again a mnr{;r‘t basket will be good
enough for me.”

Punished With Starvation.

In the whole wide world there is not a
class of people to be found who inflict
severer punishment upon themselves
than the OCaribs of Central America,
Their religion, which is one of the most
peculiar kind, demands self punishment
for sins intentionally or unintentionally
committed.

Assault, drunkenness and
other serious sins call for four days’ star-
vation for one week, three days’ starva-
tion for the second week, two days’ star-
vation for the third week and one day's
starvation in the fourth week.

All sins are punished with starvation.
For that reason crime is very low among
the Caribs, who are among the best be-
haved and most truthful people in the
world.

FINDING LOST MONEY.

THE SILVER THAT IS UNDER BOS-
TON’S WOODEN DOORSTEPS.

Jiow the Oultured Carpenters of the
Hub Often Materially Add to Thelr

“Do you find much money in this
way?”’

“Do 17 1 won't take back what 1 said
about contracting for nothing to replace
wornout steps. This is a sample. Here
1 have picked up a quarter, and I haven't
taken away the steps. I may not find
any more here, because the step is com-
paratively new. It has simply rotted on
the sill, not worn out. And still 1 may
be in luck and find more—maybe & cart
wheel or a half; maybe a dime or two
and another quarter.”

“How do you account for it?” asked
the inquisitor, who knew well enough,

| but desired the carpenter’s explanation.

“Dropped it,” was the terse reply.
“Pake a man, for instance, who carries
his change in the same pocket with his
keys.. When the keys are pulled out, out
comes a bit of silver also that drops to
the floor, and down it goes through a
crack.

The savage side of the dog is
aroused by resistance, and he will seldom
bite any one who does not effer It unless
infinenced by the scent of blood. The ne-
groes in the slave days were well aware
of this trait, and frequently, when run
down, a darky would throw himself full
length on the ground and remain motion-
less. The dogs would come up and,
standing around, would bay until the
pursuing party reached the. fugitive.
Many a runaway, however, met his death
in endeavoring to strangle the dogs or
beat them off with a club.

The hounds of the pure species have
an unusually long and marrow forehead,
with eyes very large and soft and color

' of a dark tan or fawn. They are slight-

ly smaller than the “liver pointer,”
standing about two feet above the
ground, Their legs are short, but power-
ful, and-they are not swift running dogs,
but their scent Is wonderful.

I"rom one mile the course is lengthened
to five. The dog may take half a day
to complete it, as when he reaches a wa-
terway he has to run up and down each
bank until he finds where the negro en-
tered the water and emerged. But his
wonderful nose, constantly moving over
the ground, npsually proves an unerring
guide, and seldom is he “thrownoff”’ more
than half an hour.

They
jump In and swim over, running up and
down the opposite side until they have
found the spot where the fugitive has
come out of the water. When four or
five dogs are in pursuit and the scent is
lost, each takes up a certain area and
covers it thoroughly umtil the edor is
again detected, when the pack start away
together. They can follow it through
swamps where the water Is two and
three feet deep by snifing the marsh
grass and the trunks of trees which they
pass. The most difficult obstacle is dry
gand. If a fugitive can find a stretch of
this half a mile in width, he is in a fair
way to escape, for, as the impressions
of his footsteps are left in the soft mate-
rial, they are immediately filled up with
fresh sand, and much of the scent is ob-
literated. .

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While varlous kinds of printed fabrics
were known to, the people of most remote
antiquity, it was not till the eighteenth
century that wall paper in auythipg like
its present form came into common use
in Europe, though it appears to have
been used much earlier in China. A few
rare examples, which may be as early as
the sixteenth century, exist in England,
but these are imitations, generally in
“flock,” of the old Florentine and Geno-
ese cut velvets, and hence the style of the
design in no way shows the date of the
wall paper, the same traditional patterns
being reproduced with little or no change
for many years. It was not till the end
of the last century that the machinery to
make paper in long strips was inyented.
Up to that time wall papers were printed
on small square pieces of handmade pa-
per and were very expensive. On this
account wall paper was slow in super
seding the older mural decorations, such
as tapestry, stamped leather and paper
cloth.

A work printed in Eondon In 1744
shows some light on the use of wall pa-
pers at that time: “The method of print-
ing wgll papers of the better sort is prob-
ably the same now that it has ever been.
\Wooden blocks with the design cut 'in re-
lief, vne for each color, are applied by
hand, after being dipped in an elastic
cloth sieve charged with wet tempera
pigment, great care being taken to lay
each block exactly on the right place, so
tnat the various colors may ‘register’ or
fit together. In order to suit the produc-
tions of the paper mills these blocks are
made in England 21 inches wide and in
_France 18 inches wide. The length of
the block is limited to what the workman
can easily lift with one hand—2 feet be-
ing about the limit, as the blocks are nec-
essarily thick and in many cases made
heavier by being inlaid with copper, es-
pecially the thin outlines, which, if made
of wood, would not stand the wear and
tear of printing.

“In ‘flock’ and gold or silver printing
the design is first printed in strong size,
the flock (finely cut wool of the required
color), or metallic powder, is then sprin-
kled by hand all over the paper. It ad-
heres only to the wet size and is easily
shaken_off the ground or unsized part. If
the pattern is requjred to stand out in
some relief, the process is repeated sev-
eral times and the whole paper then roll-
ed to compress the flock. Cheaper sorts
of paper are printed by machinery, the
design being cut on the surface of wood-
en rollers under which the paper passes.
The chief drawback to this process is
that all the colors are applied rapidly one
after the other without allowing each to
dry separately, as Is done in hand print-
ing. A somewhat blurred appearance is
usually the result.”—Paper Trade.

THE PONTON TRIAL.

From the Kingston Timess

«Jack” Roach still maintains that
he will not stand his trial with Pare,
Holden and Ponton. He wants a sep-
arate trial. He further contends that
he never saw anyone of the three men-
tioned, neither does he know Mackie.
It Roach sticks to this story, and on
the stand there testifies, tben there will
be Ponton, Mackie and Roach denying
the statements made by Pare and
Holden, two selt confessed thieves, seek-
ing their liberty by implicating others.
No jury will believe Pare and Holden
when their evidence is denied by three
others, and if Ponton and Roach are
acquitted, it must naturally follow
that Mackie should be liberated. The
jury that tried Mackie and Ponton ex-
hibited little sense and gave evidence
of having no conception of fair play.
The eyidence given by Pare and Hol-
den was much stronger against Pon-
ton than against Miackie. 1f both were
guilty, Ponton was the worst because
he betrayed the bank. But the twelve
bonorable men who tried the case, and
who were sworn to give a verdict 1n
accordance with the evidence, decid-
ed that Mackie was guilty, and ten
held Ponton innocent. The ten claim-
ed they would not believe Pare and
Holden against Ponton, and if honest
men how could they believe Pare and
| Holden—all in the same case—when
testifying against Mackie. Guilty or
innocent, Mackie should have been
accorded the same treatment as Pon-
ton. If Pare  and Holden testified
truthfully as regards Mackie the same
evidence_ applied to Ponton. If the
jury—and ten members profess it—be-
lieve the two professional burglars
lied regarding Ponton, then the evi-
dence of these swme Wwitnesses was
not to be relied upon as to Mackie.
Why was distinction made ? Was it be-
cause Ponton had more powerful friends
on the outside than had Mackie, the
sporting man who professed nothing
and was not a hypocrite. Mackie's life
was open to inspection. He did not
always seek the seclusion of a private
room to giye vent to his sporty spirit,
and he is now suffering because he
was not all things to all men, and be-
hind the cloak of semi respectability
and church membership, thieving
in secret and immoral in his female
connec'ions. Had he belonged to
some prominent church, a membership
sought so the better to hide his in-
tents and purposes, or connected him-
self with a hypocritical club, the hive
breeder of infamy and debauchery,
he would not to-day be wearing a con-
viét's garb in the Provincial Peniten-
tiary in this city.

THE PONTON TRIAL.

From the Kingston Times,

“Jack” Roach still maintains that
he will not stand his trial with Pare,
Holden and Ponton. He wants a sep-
arate trial. He further contends that
he never saw anyone of the three men-
tioned, neither does he know Mackie.
It Roach sticks to this story, and on
the stand there testifics, then there will
be Ponton, Mackie and Roach denying
the statements made by Pare and
Holden, two self coufessed thieves, seek-
ing their liberty by implicating others.
No jury will believe Pare and Holden
when their evidence is denied by three
others, and i Ponton and Roach are
acquitted, it must naturally follow
that Mackie should be liberated. The
jury that tried Mackie and Ponton ex-
hibited little sense und gave evidence
of having no conception of fair play.
The eyidence given by Pare and Hol-
den was much stronger against Pon-
ton than against Mackfe. If-both were
guilty, Ponton was the worst because
hie betrayed the bank. But the twelve
honorable men who tried the case, and
who were sworn to give a verdict in
accordance with the evidence, decid-
ed that Mackie was guilty, and ten
held Ponton innocent. The ten claim-
ed they would not believe Pare and
Holden against Ponton, and if hobest
men how could they believe Pare and
Holden—all in the same case—when
testifying against Mackie. Guilty or
innocent, Mackie should have been
accorded the same treatment as Pon-
ton. If -Pare and Holden testified
truthfully as regards Mackie the same
evidence_ applied to Ponton.  If the
jury—and ten members profess it—be-
lieve the two professional burglars
lied regarding Ponton, then the evi-
dence of these same witnesses was
not to be relied upon as to Mackie.
Why was distinction made ? Was it be-
cause Ponton had more powerful friends
on the outside than had Mackie, the
sporting man who professed nothing
and was not a hypocrite. Mackie's life
was open to inspection. . He did not
always seek the seclusion of a private
room to giye vent to his sporty spirit,
and he is now suffering becanse he
was not all things to all men, and be-
hind the cloak of semi respectability
and church membership, thieving
in secret and immoral in his female
connec'ions. Had he belonged to
some prominent church, a membership
sought so the better to hide his in-
tents and purposes, or connected him-
self with a hypocritical club, the hive
breeder of infamy and debauchery,
he would not to-day be wearing a con-
vict'’s garb in the Provincial Peniten-

UNCLE S8AM’S STATIONERY.
The Department of Justice Conducts
a Wholesale Business.

“The department of justice runs one of
the biggest stationery concerns im the
country,” sald a clerk of that department
to a Star reporter. *“We have to do that
to supply the various officials of the de-
partment throughout the country. Not
many years ago our stationery bureau
was used solely for the benefit of this
immediate department. Judges, clerks of
courts, marshals and other officials
throughout the country purchased their
supplies from stores in their ¢itles and
towns and sent us the account te pay.
By this method we paid the retail price
for everything. We found this would
not do, as the highest prices were paid
for everything. Under our present sys-
tem every official of*the government com-
ing under our department makes requisi-
tion on us for supplies, and we send them
at little cost, most of the time by mail.
As we buy everything at cost prices we
save to the government thousandg of dol-
lars each year over the old method of do-
ing business.

“We carry a stock worth at least
$0,000 at all times, and all the judges,

for their pencils, writing paper, eto.
funny, too, what strange fancies some of
them have. For Instance, there is a cer-
tain western judge who won't have any-
thing else but a red pencil which is peel-
ed off when it is sharpened. We carry
this pencil ip stock for no other person,
@s not many others have ever taken a
tancy to it. I suppose he loses or mis-
places all the other kinds of pencils, but
finds this one to his liking because he can
easily see it. Right here in the District
of Columbia is a judge who listens to ar-
guments with six pencils In his hands.
He rolls these between his fingers while
he is busy, and never has less than a
halt dozen.

1us, you see, we
carry a more’¥aried assortment of goods

IRELAND'S VANISHED GREEN.

Few Trees Remain of Her Once
Emormous Supply.

There is perhaps no feature of Irish
scenery more characteristic and depress-
ing than the almost universal absence of
those traces of woods which in other
countries soften the outlines of hills and
valleys. The traveler, gazing on its
bald mo. ntains and treeless glens, can
hardly believe that Ireland was at one
time covered from shore to shore with
an almost uninterrupted succession of
trees and shrubbery. 8o numerous are
its place names derived from the growth
of woods, shrubs, groves, oaks, etc., that,
as Dr. Joyce says, “if a wood were now
to spring up in every place bearing a
name of its kind, the’ country would be-
come an almost uninterrupted succession
of forests.””

UNCLE S8AM’S STATIONERY.

The Department of Justice Conducts
& Wholesale Business.

“The department of justice runs one of
the biggest stationery concerns im the
country,” sald a clerk of that department
to a Star reporter. “We have to do that
to supply the various officials of the de-
partment throughout the country. Not
many years ago our stationery bureauy
was used solely for the “Benefit of this
immediate department. Judges, clerks of
courts, marshals and other officials
throughout the country purchased their
supplies from stores in their ¢itles and
towns and sent us the account te pay.
By this method we paid the retail price
for everything. We found this would
not do, as the highest prices were paid
for everything. nder our present mys-
tem every official of‘the government com-
ing under our department makes requisi-
tion on us for supplies, and we send them
at little cost, most of the time by mail.
As we buy everything at cost prices we
save to the government thousandg of dol-
lars each year over the old method of do-
ing business.

“We carry a stock worth at leabt
$6,000 at all times, and all the judges,
marshals, clerks and others send to us
for their pencils, writing
funny, too, what strange fancies some of
them have. For instance, there is a cer-
tain western judge who won't have any-
thing else but a red pencil which is peel-
ed off when it is sharpened. We carry
this pencil lp stock for no other person,
as not many others have ever taken a
fancy to it. I suppose he loses or mis-
places all the other kinds of pencils, but
finds this one to his liking because he can
easily see it. Right here in the District
of Columbia is a judge who listens to ar-
guments with six pencils in his hands.
He rolls these between his fingers while
he is busy, apd never has less than a
halt dozen. He is not particular about
the kind of pencil he has. Other officials
have peculiar ideas about the kinds of
paper, pensJud ink they %ant, and they
will have no other. us, you see, we
carry a more’varied assortment of goods
than & stationery store.”—Washington

IRELAND’'S VANISHED GREEN.

Few Trees Remain of Her Once
Enormous Supply.

There is perhaps no feature of Irish
scenery more characteristic and depress-
ing than the almost universal absence of
those traces of woods which in other
countries soften the outlines of hills and
valleys. The traveler, gazing on fits
bald mountains and treeless glens, can
hardly believe that Ireland was at one
time covered from shore to shore with
an almost uninterrupted succession of
trees and shrubbery. 8o numerous are
its place names derived from the growth
of woods, shrubs, groves, oaks, etc., that,
as Dr. Joyce says, “if a wood were now
to spring up in every place bearing a
name of its kind, ‘the’ country would be-
come an almost uninterrupted succession
of forests.” On the tops of the barest
hills'and buried in the deepest bogs are
to be found the roots, stems and other re-
mains of these ancient woods, mostly
of onk and pioe, some of the bogs being
literally full of stems, the splinters of
which bufn like matches.

The destruction of these woods is of
comparatively recent date. Cambrensis,
who accompanied Henry II into Ireland
in the twelfth century, notices the enor-
mous quantities of woods everywhere
existing. - But their extirpation soom be-
gan, with the gradual rise of Eugli.sh_su-
premacy in the land, the object in view
being mainly to increase the amount of
arable land, to deprive the natives of
shelter, to provide fuel and to ogen the
country for military purposes.
