DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

March 28.—This was private members’ 
day and the whole afternoon and a great' 
er part of the evening was spent over the 
Rsiny River bill Mr. MaicLean’s amend­
ment to refer the bill back to committee 
to insert his amendment was defeated on a 
vote of 16 yeas to 65 nays, and the third 
reading of the bill was carried.

The finance minister brought down the 
estimates for next year and announced 
that the budget speech would be made on 
Tuesday week.

The total expenditure is estimated at 
$39,125,879 chargeable to consolidated 
fund and $5,786,691 chargeable to capital, 
against $39,282,147 and $6,698,676 
chargeable to capital for 1897-98. The 
increases in the estimates chargeable to 
capital total $1,108,498, of which $396,- 
450 arc asked for Yukon administration 
and $560,977 for railways and canals. 
The principal item in the capital account 
is $4,969,700 for railways and canals.

The vote on capital account for the I. 
C. R1 in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick 
is $280,600, of which $135,000 is for 
Halifax, $30,000 for extension to deep 
water at North Sydney and $20,000 for 
increased accommodation at Moncton; 
P. E. I. Railway gets $18,500 on capital 
account; canals get $4,660,000 from cap­
ital. •

New Brunswick gets $8,000 for Marys­
ville public buildings and maritime pro­
vinces generally get $8,000 for renewals, 
repairs, etc.

Harbors and piers in Nova Scotia get 
$88,800; P. E. Island. $40,650; New 
Brunswick, $43,200, and maritime pro­
vinces generally $10,000. For dredging 
iu maritime provinces, $60,000 are to be 
voted.

Mail subsidies and subventions are 
$632,400 against $646.910 voted last year.

Marine hospitals in Maritime provinces 

are to receive $45,000: for Indians in 
maritime provinces $12,950 are to be vot­
ed. For the extentio l of the Intercoloni­
al to Montreal $210,000 are to be voted. 
All these items are chargeable to income.

The estimate for interest charge shows 
a reduction of $251,000, of which 225,500 
is effected by another cut iu the savings 
bank interest from three per cent to two 
and a half.

The civil government is about the same 
as last year. The administration of jus­
tice is increased by the salary of addition­
al judges in Ontario and Quebec.

Arts, agriculture and statistics is re­
duced by $25,500; superannuation is in­
creased by $19,000; militia, principal 
charges reduction of $11,850 in warlike 
stores; increase of $60,000 in clothing 
necessaries; decrease of $5,000 to mili­
tary college; increase of $6,000 to cart­
ridge factory; decrease of $27,940 in 
gratuities to officers
- The unexpended vote for the statue of 
Alexander Mackenzie is raised from 
$5,000 to $7,000 and that of Queen Vic­
toria statue the same.

No change is made in the steamship 
subsidy list except a reduction of the 
Halifax, Newfoundland and Liverpool 
from $25,000 to 20,000.

The salaries and disbursements of 
fishery officers are increased from $91,000 
to $95,000.

The Northwest mounted police expen­
ditures is decreased $31,250 and the gov­
ernment of the Northwest is increased 
half that amount.

The outside customs service Ls increas­
ed to $10,765, mostly on account of the 
Yukon, and reduced $16,000.

The estimated cost of operating the 
Intercolonial is placed at $3,660,000, or 
$550,000 more than last year’s appropria­
tion.

The post office department promises to 
reduce the outlay by $41,000, leaving it 
$3,596,311. For the Paris exhibition 
$20,000 is asked.

March 29.—The debate on the fran­
chise bill was continued to-day. Mr. 
Powell moved the following amendment: 
“That the bill be not now read a second 
time, but that it be resolved that this 
House, while desirious of reducing the 
expenses of tfiL preparation of the lists in 
so far as may be practicable, considers no 
system of franchise satisfactory which 
does not preserve federal control on both 
the basis of suffrage and the voters’ 
lists.”

Twenty members took part in the dis­
cussion. Mr. Sam Hughes intimated 
that he was not in love with the old fran­
chise act, but suggested a compromise be­

tween that and the bill before the House. 
Mr. J. Ross Robertson said he could not 
support the amendment because he did 
not see that it rid the country of the re­
vising barrister; lie would have to vote 
for the government, bill in preference.

The debate closed shortly after 12 
o’clock, and the division being taken on 
Powell’s amendment, it was rejected on a 
vote of 48 yeas to 97 nays. The second 
reading was declared carried on the same 
division reversed.

Ottawa, March 30.—Sir Charles Hib- 
bert Tupper introduced an act to amend 
the act respecting the coasting trade of 
Canada. The purpose of the act is de­
claratory, aud is intended to meet a con­
dition of affairs which has arisen on the 
Pacific coast in connection with the 
Yukon country. The effect would be to 
prevent American vessels carrying goods 
from, say, Victoria or Vancouver to Glen- 
ora, transhipping at Wrangle.

The Minister of Railways informed Mr. 
McMullen that since the extension of the 
I. C. R. to Montreal three dining cars 
had been placed on the road. Cost, $7,- 
321; cost of equipment, $2,528; cost of 
operations, $913; gross earnings, $656.

After recess public bills and orders 
were taken up and four bills received 
their second reading. There was bat-ely 
a quorum ot members present, and as 
Davin was not on hand to resume the de­
bate ou his motion the House adjourned 
at half-past eight. '

Before adjournment to-niglit Mr. Mao- 
Lean, of East York, called attention to a 
cable dispatch which represented Mr. 
Chamberlain as saying that important re­
ciprocity negotiations were in progress 
between Great Britain, on behalf of Can­
ada and the West Indies, and the United 
States. Mr. MacLean asked if the Min­
ister of Trade and Commerce could give 
the House any information on the matter.

In reply Sir Richard Cartwright said: 
T think that my bon. friend will be able 

to obtain full information in a Very short 
time when the budget is brought down. 
The propositions are necessarily closely 
intertwined with certain proposals of the 
budget, and we hope then to give our 
bon. friend full satisfaction.

After several speeches in the Senate on 
the Yukon bill Mr. Mills, Minister of 
Justice, spoke at considerable length.

When Mr. Mills closed the vote was 
taken on a motion of the six months' 
hoist, which was carried by fifty-two to 
fourteen.

March 31.—An interesting discussion,
SJjOfl involving the standing ~..f tha^eivil sei> 

vice, took place over MrT Richardson’s 
bill to make the salaries of civil servants 
liable to seizure for debt. The debate 
took a wide range, and there was sub­
stantial agreement on both sides of the 
House that it was intolerable that dis­
honest people in the civil service should 
have exemption from the operations of 
provincial laws providing for the collec­
tion of debts. During the debate law­
yers on both sides of the House pointed 
out the legal and constitutional difficul­
ties in the way of such legislation and the 
difficulty of making the proposed act ef­
fective if passed in the shape it was intro­
duced; and at six o’clock the debate was 
adjourned with a view to giving time to 
consider the question and draw up a 
statute which will meet the case.

Mr. Britton moved the House into 
committee on his bill to amend the 
ciimilial code. After an hour’s discus­
sion Sir Louis Davies objected to tinker­
ing with the criminal code at present in 
view of the fact that it was now receiving 
the attention of the department of jus­
tice, and the bill got the six months 
hoist.

Mr. Charlton moved a second reading 
of his bill to amend the criminal code of 
1892 to make effectual provision for the 
punishment of seduction and abduction. 
It contains three provisions: (1) to raise 
the age of consent for females from 16 to 
18 years; (2) making males of 18 years 
and upwards responsible for seduction 
under promise of marriage, and (3) rais­
ing the age of abduction in the case of 
females from 18 to 21 years of age.

After some discussion Sir Louis Davies 
raised the same objection as he did in the 
case of Mr. Britton’s bill, and urged that 
it should not be carried any further at 
present. The debate was adjourned.

Mr. Reid moved the bill providing for 
rhe appointment of a railway commission, 
but withdrew it at the suggestion of the 
minister of railways, who intimated that 
the whole question was to be considered 
by the government during the recess.

Mr. Lougheed moved the second read­
ing of Hamilton Smith’s bill to cons’ruct 
a line of railway from Pyramid Harbor on 
the Lynn canal to the Pink Rapids on the 
Yukon river.

Hon. Mr. Mills objected. He said the 
Senate had killed a bill designed to pro­
vide an all-Canadian route and secure the 
trade of the Yukon country to Canada. 
If the bill became law it would enable the 
Americans to absolutely control the trade 
of the Yukon. This proposition wds not 
a loyal one for Canada. He moved the 
six months’ hoist.

After some hot cross firing a motion to 
adjourn the debate was carried by a ma­
jority of two.

April 1. - -The Postmaster General in­

troduced hie bj)J,for newspaper postage. 
Mr. Vulock proposes to. impose a postage 
rate of one half a cent per, pound on 
all newspapers carried more than ten 
miles from the place where mailed. In 
order to gjve the proprietor some notice 
he proposes to collect a quarter of a cent 
per. pound for the first ‘six months, bo- 
ginning with Januaiy of next year. 
From and after July 1st, 1899, the rate 
will be half a cent. The Postmaster 
General gave these explanations, adding 
that he intended to reduce the letter 
postage at some future time to two cents. 
The bill gives him power to do this, but 
is only to come into effect by proclama­
tion of the Governor General. It is not 
intendedjx) make the proclamation until 
the postal revenue approaches the expen­
diture. . Mr. Mulock explained that the 
circulation of Canadian newspapers was 
increasmg with great rapidly, the weight 
of papery carried having nearly doubled 
since 1889. The quantity carried last 
year was sixteen and a half million 
pounds. -*•’

Sir Charles Tupper opposed the bill.
The Kettle River railway bill was dis­

cussed Mr an hour, and there was some 
discussidh on the franchise bill. Some 
amendments were made and many more 
were suggested, when the House ad­
journed.

Farm and Household.

Water Filters.

Because a filter is a filter it is not ne­
cessarily a good and efficient one, and 
there are, without doubt, many thousands 
in use that are a source of actual pollution 
rather than of purification. On the side­
board of an elderly lady an old black fil­
ter has been a standing ornament for the 
last 15 years. She evidently considers 
that in buying it she made sufficient sac­
rifice for a life time to the cause of hy­
giene. The water that passes through 
that filter has a decayed, earthy taste, 
and one loses oneself in a conjecture as to 
iqhut abomination of corruption one would 
fihd inside the block if it were broken 
open, but its possessor’s faith in its vir­
tues is unini|wkired and would be touch­
ing if it were not riduculous.

Dr. Andrew Wilson, with sound com­
mon sense, advises people to have no 
filter at all if they cannot have the best, 
but to content themselves with boiling 
their drinking water to destroy the ac­
tivity of possible di lease germs. Water 
that has bèen boiled loses its sparkle and 
tastes flat, but it may be easily re-oxy- 
genated by pouring it at some height from 
one vessel to another.

Breadmaking and Bread Keeping.

A. stoneware jar, glazed inside, with lid, 
makes a fine “bread raiser," better than 
those of tin designed for the purpose. It 
retains the heat longer than tin, and hav­
ing straight sides it is easier to gauge the 
rising—to tell when it has doubled in 
hulk.

Wh§n bread comes from the oven, rub 
the tops over with good sweet butter, lean 
one eud of each^loaf on the bottom of the 
inverted pan, the other end on the bread 
board, and cover with a fresh towel, then 
with a thick broadcloth—old tablecloth— 
and let them stand until perfectly cold. 
If a hard crust is preferred, do not use 
the butter or covers.

Keep bread in a stone jar with close 
fitting lid or in a’ regular tin bread box, 
either of which should be kept as sweet
as a rose by thoroughly scalding twice a 
week and then sunning or by heating on 
the stove. A general rule regarding time 
for breadmaking is this: In winter mix' 
bread in the evening; in spring and fall, 
late at night or very early in the morn­
ing; in summei^ in the morning.

A Valuable Household Specific.

There is no more valuable household 
specific than powdered, borax. In case of 
a bum, a cloth wet in borax and water is 
the most soothing application. It is ex­
cellent for a cankered mouth. It is in­
valuable as a gargle in case of sore thioat. 
A little dissolved on the tongue will re­
lieve a cough. It is excellent as a wash 
for the hair, not only for cleansing the 
scalp, but also for strengthening the 
roots of the hair after a fever and pre­
venting its falling out. It is excellent to 
put in bath water, and it is an absolute 
remedy for cockroaches and other insects 
if sprinkled dry about shelves and cre-

Firat tod Second Childhood.

There is an instinct in the hearts of 
women which, when we are young, we 
think can only be satisfied by children — 
little children all our own, in whose 
smiles we live, for whose careers we fas­
hion our days. But as we develop we 
ppreeive the maternal instinct to be some­
thing more than a mere craving for off­
spring or a love of one’s own. The mo­
ther in us takes on a larger stature. We 
begin to perceive idettls in the child, an 
individuality, and àB - the new sense of 
what the mother means in born in us 
thought of self and personal proprietor­
ship drops away and we understand mo­
therhood to be a care, a guardianship, a 
guidance which is not coercive training, 
not the stamping of our own views and 
idiosyncrasies upon the child, but a help 
so wisely directed that the growth takes 
place from within, the individuality hav­
ing opportunity for free and full expres­
sion.

From our experience with our own 
children we grow into a wider knowledge 
still and perceive that into motherhood 
which is real a universal note must enter. 
Not only must all children be regarded as 
ours have been, but all ideals »s well. 
We must not only refrain from, Speaking 
of the faults of our neighbor’s child, see­
ing and believing in the better part with 
as much care and as firm a faith as we 
exercise toward our own, but we must 
take a different attitude toward the ideals 
in every "one about us. We must let 
those in the strangers at our gates have 
as free expression as those among our 
own have had and our faith in them must 
be as strong, even though the unbalanced 
who exercise them may some time be 
plunged into folly. In the foolish mother 
idly sacrificing herself for a child we per­
ceive the maternal instinct, aborted as it 
is. In the foolish woman sacrificing her­
self for an ideal in some weakling of a 
man we are not always wise] enough to 
perceive it. - -Lillie Hamilton French in 
Harper’s Bazar.

The Child’s Musical Taste.

Under the subject of influencing a 
child’s musical taste Damrosch is quoted 
in The Etude as saying:

If a boy is found to possess a remark­
able talent for music and his parents de­
sire him to become a violinist or pianist,

he should begin the study of thé instru­
ment when he is between 6 and 9 years 
of age, while his muscles and' sinews are 
still very pliable (n.d can therefore be 
trained more easily to that flexibility 
which every modern virtuoso must have. 
He would have to increase his hours of 
practice as his strength grows with his 
increasing age, and the best teacher is 
only just good enough after the first rudi­
ments of music have been acquired. The 
right touch has to be acquired, correct 
musical tastes have to -be formed, and 
then the young student should be taught 
reverence for the great composers.

The corner stone on which to build the 
musical education for a young pianist 
should be the works of Bach, Mozart and 
Beethoven, with the etudes of Czerny 
and Clementi. On this foundation can 
be reared the more modern structure of 
Mendelssohn, Chopin, Schumann and 
Liszt. But the classical foundation for 
student of average intelligence is all im­
portant to form both a correct and 
healthy taste for music, and the teacher 
should take especial care that the general 
musical education keejis pace with the 
technical development of the fingers.

Useful and Easily Remembered.

The Boston Cooking School Magazine 
is authority for the following little items 
that make one less dependent on recipes 
in cooking:

A teaspoonful of salt seasons one quart 
of soup, sauce, vegetables, meat, etc.

One cup of sugar sweetens one quart of 
anything to be served ice cold or frozen.

One teaspoonful of extract flavors one 
quart of custard, pudding, etc., served 
unfrozen.

One tablespoonful of extract flavors 
one quart served frozen.

One tablespoouful of liquid is allowed 
for each egg in making an omelet..

Four eggs to each quart of milk are 
used for an ordinary cup custard.

Rice absorbs three times its bulk of 
water and more of milk or stock.

How to Make a Hot-Bed.

To make a hotbed is one of the simplest 
things in the world, and one of the most 
interesting parts of gardening. Practical­
ly speaking, it enables us to have what in 
our northern latitude we could not have 
if the seed was sown out in the open 
ground, as the frost would kill them be­
fore they could be able to ripen their 
fllowers or fruit. Therefore, it becomes 
at once a matter of deep interest to cope 
with the difficulty and to master it. The 
first thing required for a hotbed is at 
least six loads of fresh stable manure. 
This should be thrown into a cone-shaped 
heap to heat and allowed to stand at least 
one week; it then should be turned over 
so that the rank heat could be got out of 
it. Injturnipg the manure every lump 
should be broken up and scattered and 
the whole put up into a cone shaped heap 
as at first. When this heats again, say in 
three days, the hotbed may be made. Be­
gin by clearing the ground of all uneven­
ness. Then mark out the breadth of 
frame, which is generally six feet. Allow 
two feet more to give space for banking 
up. Along this mark throw the coldest 
part of the manure. Then begin to spread 
the manure evenly, keeping the edges 
well out and well packed down, but the 
centre of the bed is host packed with the 
lwck of the fork as the work proceeds. 
Do not use a board or any such humbug 
in making hotbeds. Do not be afraid to 
pack it well as the work goes along, and 
when you have it large enough for the 
size of frame, or frames, place the frames 
upon it at once, making sure that you 
have kept the back at least one foot high­
er to cause the plants in the frame to 
catch the sunlight, and help the glass to 
throw the rain quickly.

For amateurs, I would advise all ieed 
to be sown in boxes, three inches deep 
and well drained. This will not use so 
much soil to begin with, and the seed is 
much easier to sow in a box. When all 
the seed is sown and the frame has reduc­
ed its heat to about eighty degrees, place 
the boxes into the frame; and if you have 
coal ashes cover the manure in the frame 
with them to the depth of two or three in­
ches; then place the boxes upon this, sink­
ing them in a little. When all are in water 
slightly and cover the glass over with a 
mat to keep the sun away for a few days. 
Should you prefer to sow the seed in the 
ground in the frame, cover the manure 
with at least four inches of good soil, 
placing the roughest part next to the 
manure, and the finest at the top. The 
best soil is a mixture of equal parts of 
light, rich yellow loam, leaf mould and 
sand, the whole to be thoroughly mixed 
together. A part of this soil should be 
passed tliorugh a sieve; this to be placed 
one inch deep on top to receive the seed.

When all the soil is in the frame, press 
it down with the back of a rake, and aft- 
wards level it off so that there will be no 
hollows in the bed. There is one thing 
I warn my readers against, and that is 
never put soil from the woods, or black 
muck ; into your seed frame, such as some 
men recommend who write for theory 
only. There is nothing so detrimental to 
the life of the young seedling plants than 
the soft fungus, spongy growth which 
comes from such mould. Leaf mould 
and muck is good only to lighten soil; 
when it is used in any other way for seed­
ling it is injurious.

When the soil in the frame is levelled 
and the surface smoothed, proceed to 
mark out the row's for the seeds. The 
best way to do this is to. get a square 
stick, two or three inches shorter than

the breadth...of the frame inside, and 
about one>nd a half inches square. With 
this stick the row can be marked out, and 
the seed placed at the proper depth. 
Keep the marker, or stick, on its edge,' 
press gently into the soil and work -it 
backward and forward until the proper 
depth is reached. When all the rows are 
made begin to sow the seed and then label 
each variety, covering up the seed very 
slightly, and remember the finer the seed 
the lighter the covering of soil to place 
over them. Simply have them covered 
and that is all that is necessary. So little 
is this known that I am satisfied more 
seed are killed every year by being buried 
too deep than by any other cause, and 
the only one people blame is the seeds­
man, when all the time it is the sower’s 
fault.

When all the seed is sown, give a good 
watering through a fine rose, take care 
that the water does not cause the soil to 
run or the seed will be carried all to the 
one place. Let the watering be weH 
done, but not over much in one place or 
at one time. When this is finished put 
on the glass, allowing a small space of
about one inch at the top open to allow 
the steam to escape from the frame, but 
if the nights are cold close tight down 
whenever the sun is off the frame. Cover 
the glass with a mat or some straw for a 
few days, but whenever the seed is seen 
above the ground, all cavering must be 
taken away and the full light permitted 
to play upon the frame. This is to keep 
the plants from spindling. Every day 
give the frame air when the sun is shin­
ing and the weather is not too cold. 
When the plants are large enough to 
handle they should be picked off one inch 
apart in another frame, that is if you 
want first class plants. In this frame 
they may grow until planting time, tak- 
irg care to harden them by exposure to 
the weather. This is done by taking 
away the lights off the frame every morn­
ing and placing on at nights.—S. S. Bain 
in the Montreal Witness.

PROHIBITION IN MAINE.

Prohibition in the state of Maine has 
reduced the volumn of the liquor traffic to 
one-twentieth of its former proportions.

In more than three-tourths of the pop­
ulation, the traffic is practically unknown.

An entire generation has grown up 
there never having seen a saloon or the 
effects of one. The drink habit is nearly 
or quite unknown among the people 
there. Many of them, men and women 
grown, have never seen an intoxicated 
person. This is among the villiages and 
in rural districts. Liquor is yet sold 
more or less on the sly in the cities owing 
to defects in the law, which will be cor­
rected in the near future. In Portland 
the largest city in the state, it is far with­
in the fact to say the quantity of liquor 
now sold is not one-hundredth part so 
large as it was before the law, the city 
being now twice larger than it was in 
1851. In all the region around Portland, 
with many large villages, no liquors are 
sold.—Neal Dow.

You know better than I 
do what you can accomplish; but do some­
thing. If I could help you 1 gladly 
would.

ALCOHOL.

When we look into the homes of oiir 
beloved Prov., and see the havoc which 
has been wrought by that fiend alcohol, 
we cannot refrain from speaking a few 
words against it.

Atetdlol itself is a transparent, colorless 
liquid. It will burn. It has a blue flame 
giving little or no light, but a great heat.

Alcohol is formed by the fermentation 
of the juice of fruits. When the juice 
ferments it changes the sugar into alcohol 
and a gas called carbonic acid gas, which 
(gas) passes into the air.

People don’t, usually, drink clear alco­
hol. Rum, whiskey, wine, cider, gin, 
brandy, beer, etc., are water and alcohol 
with different flavors. It is a great de­
ceiver. It is ruinous to the blood. It

does not satisfy thirst; but creates a 
strong craving for itself. When taken in 
any quantity it'injuries the body in pro­
portion to the amount taken. It deadens 
the nerves so that strength is rather lost 
than gained.

Young people often take their first step 
at the homes where the wine is allowed 
to feraient, thus changing the sugar into 
alcohol. They thus take it in a weaker 
state, which creates an appetite which 
compels them to take something stronger, 
and thus they go on from one step to an­
other until they are confirmed drunkards.

' If the amount of liquor used in Canada 
in a year was divided equally among the 
men, women and children and taken in 
one d.iy, each and every one would take 
four gallons; but as there are numbers 
who do not use any, think of what some 
must take to make up the amount.

We could say a gool deal more on the 
evil occasioned by alcohol, and we think 
more people should join in the temper­
ance work, and cause its overthrow.

A few years ago the Board of Educa­

tion of this province thought it well to 
add to the course of construction another 
subject viz.

murder of the child’s life.

Mistaken Pnidenoe—The News— 
The Markets, Etc.

The tea house in the public park has 
been leased for the coming season, the 
lessee binding himself to keep it closed on 
Sundays. The association appear (to have 
forgotten that the public require and will 
have refreshments every day in the week 
and visitors at the ]»rk,. if the tea house 
is closed, in many instances will carry 
their tea or something stronger with them 
in bottles or flasks. Nothing hut harm 
can result from the action of the associa­
tion in this respect. But there are cranks 
in the city outside of the association. 
The other day a barber was haled before 
the police magistrate and fined for shav­
ing a customer on Sunday. At the same 
time scores of shops are open, and have 
been for years, every Sunday, selling 
cigarettes, tobacco, beer, pop and other 
drinkables; dozens of livery stables are 
letting horses and carriages with and with­
out drivers for hire; the Telephone girls 
at the Central office are as busy as on 
week days, so are the street car employes, 
so arc the messengers and operators at 
the Telegraph offices, and so are the edi­
tors, reporters and compositors on the 
morning newspapers. If the barber coni- 
mitteed a crime all of these are equally 
guilty and they should not be allowed to 
escape punishment.

Gaspereaux fishing in the harbor began 
early in the week, but so far the catch 
has been small.

Dr. Roberts, once a prominent St. 
John Shipbuilder, died at his home in the 
North End last Wednesday, aged 77 
years.

Five steamships are expected to arrive 
here next week.

The ship laborers have decided to ex­
act #4 for au 8 hours day’s work on the 
steamers during the summer.

There are now in port uncleared one 
steamer, two barques and 25 schooners.

The Provincial Lunatic Asylum will 
soon be lit by electricity.

Terrible Misery.

Mr, Frank A. Gross, general passenger 
and freight agent of the Boston and Alas­
ka Transportation Company, who was in 
Montreal on Friday considers that the 
latest news from the trail to the Yukon 
will be the best thing could happen for 
his company, which is advocating the all­
water route to the Klondike. Mr. Gross 
was in conversation a couple of days ago 
at Pittsburg with a returned Yukon 
miner, who brought out a fortune by way 
of the trail. He describes the scene as 
something terrible. The sufferings which 
is said to exist in Cuba were not to be 
compared with what 'was going on now- 
on the different trails to the gold fields. 
Scores of men were lying along the road 
in a disabled condition keeping alive the 
feeble spark of life on frozen canned 
goods. Many were terribly frost bitten 
and the scene of desolation wasa’lmost in­
describable.

London, April. 2.—The afternoon pa­
pers deplore war between Spain and the 
United States, hut declare that it is in­
evitable unless a third nation succeeds in 
patching up an eleventh hour peace.
Some of the papers deride the Madrid 
demonstration.

The Westminister Gazette refers to it 
as a sort of “international Nellie Farren 
performance in the Royal theatre."

The Pall Mall Gazette says: “President 
McKinley has played a great part, but he 
will know when the limit has been reach­
ed, and, if war is to be, he will enter 
upon it with a quiet dignity contrasting 
strongly with the excitable, stage-army 
effects of the Madrid opera house.”

The Mail says; “Every lover of liber­
ty will wish the war as short as it is sure 
to be decisive. The United States can 
gain nothing for themselves by fighting 
Spain unless it be an addition to their 
honorable record as apostles of freedom. 
It is a mere commonplace to say how 
gieat is England’s anxiety for American 
success.”

The Graphic says: “War may be re­
garded as inevitable within a very few 
weeks The conciliatory form of Spain's 
refusal of the American demands can only 
produce a short delay. Few reasonable 
persons will question the wisdom of the 
United States in the course they have 
adopted. Spain had her chance and lost 
it.”

The-Madrid correspondent of the Tele­
graph says: “There is reason to believe 
that a certain number of Spanish troops 
would bo withdrawn under a decent pre­
text from Cuba, provided the American 
government wouid advice the insurgents 
to accept the new orders of things. Must 
people believe that S|win’s sovereignty 
in Culm is drawing to an end; but if it 
were lost by diplomatic methods civil war 
would ensue. Despite the government's 
large majority in the cortes Spain really 
desires to make the utmost sacrifices for
the preservation of peace; find no govern­
ment can afford to go further in the mat­
ter of concessions than the present Liber­
al cabinet. But, even it must draw the 
line somewhere.”

The Globe (Conservative) shows anti- 
American bias. It raises a warning voice 
concerning the possibility of interference' 
by the United States elsewhere if their 
action regarding Cuba is permitted with­
out protest.

The Pall Mall Gazette gives for once 
unqualified support to the American 
policy of declaring independence the 
solution, adding: “It seems more than 
likely that the Spanish government will 
have to face, if not this afternoon, at any 
rate before it is quit of Woodford."

Little importance is attached in politi­
cal circles here to rumors of intervention 
by European powers, especially by 
F rance or Russia. All have enough on 
their own hands without antagonizing 
the United States by taking the Spanish 
side for sentimental reasons.

New- York, April 2.—Commander 
Brownson is offering tempting prices to 
British ship owners for nineteen knot 
steamers for unarmored cruisers, says the 
London correspondent of the World. 
There is not a large number of this class 
of vessels available, but it is said that he 
has already obtained two. Ship owners 
in London and Liverpool are paying rates 
for insurance on all vessels going to Am­
erican ports. The progress of the fateful 
negotiations between the United States 
and Spain is followed with interest by the 
British public. The consensus of views 
of the members of parliament obtainable 
in the House of Commons lobby is that 
Spain will find some means of escaping a 
war for which she has no resources and 
which must end not alone in Cuban in­
dependence, but an enormous increase of„ 
Spain’s already ruinous burden of debt. 
A Radical member expressed the opinion 
that the British government should no­
tify Spain that the British North Ameri­
can squadron would assist in repelling 
any attack on defenceless east coast cities. 
But in contrast there are evidences of 
sympathy for Spain in conservative 
circles.

Paris, April 2. (1. p. m.)—Spanish 
fours were quoted on the bourse this 
morning at 49 1-2, a net loss of two points 
from yesterday’s closing price.

London, April 2, (1.30 p. m.)—Spanish 
fours weakened after the opening and at 
this hour are quoted at 47 1-8, a net loss 
of 3 5-8 from yesterday’s closing price.

Madrid, April 2.—The Spanish flotilla 
arrived at the Cape eft Verde islands 
(not at Porto Rico) and it is said will pro­
ceed after coaling.

Washington, April 2.—The full Sen­
ate committee on foreign relations has 
practically agreed to accept the recom­
mendation of the sub-committee for a re­
solution recognizing the independence of 
Cuba, and recommending armed inter­
vention if necessary to procure it. This 
conclusion was reached after a session to­
day that did not continue for more than 
an hour.

London, April 1.—A despatch to the 
Daily Mail dated 11 o’clock yesterday 
evening, says:

“On receiving Spain’s note, General 
Woodford declared he could not imme­
diately answer, as he had to consult with 
Washington, and asked permission to 
translate the note into English forthwith, 
so that Senor Moret, who knows Eng­
lish, could advise and approve the trans­
lation. This was done.

General Woodford’s only comment was 
the expression of his personal wishes for 
conciliation and peace.

or war is hanging on a thread. The ut­
terances of American opinion leave little 
room for hopes of peace. But, the pro­
blem will have an immediate solution.”

The correspondent also telegraphed: 
“After the conference, Senor Moret said: 
“We are still Spaniards.' ”

“I am assured that France and Russia 
have asked Spain to formulate the ut­
most limits of the concessions she can 
make, the two powers evidently intend­
ing to mediate.

“The Minister of Marine has received 
hundreds of applications from Spanish 
and foreign ship owners for letters pat­
ent for privateers to act against Ameri­
ca."

Madrid, April 1.—1. p. m.—Accord­
ing to the best information obtainable to­
day, Spain has definitely resolved not to 
make any further concessions to the 
United States.

New York, April 1.—The following 
from Madrid is in the World: Premier 
Sagasta said to-day the correspondent 
hears: “We have done and we will do, 
all we can to maintain peace, but we will 
not tolerate anything prejudicial to the 
honor or territorial interests of Spain.”

The newspapers which had expected 
the Government to give tg America to­
day a final, energetic answer, give evi­
dence of great though suppressed excite­
ment, yet all concur in advising the na­
tion to keep cool. All support the Gov­
ernment, too, but call upon it to respect 
the unendurable proposition from Wash­
ington. Anxiety is growing apace with 
marked manifestations of patriotic en­
thusiasm. Everybody is conscious that 
the climax may come any hour.

The substance of yesterday’s proposals 
of the Spanish Government is: 1. That 
the insurgents should ask for an armis­
tice and not the United States.

2. That the request for an armistice 
should be dealt with by the autonomist 
Cabinet of Cuba, and without the inter­
vention or good offices of the United 
States.

Whan informed of the proposed Gov­
ernment measures for a relief of this con­
centrating, the Queen Regent announced 
that she would appoint a ladies’ commit­
tee, over which she will personally pre­
side, to take charge of and educate the 
orphans of the war.

Madrid, April 1. —The opinion is ex­
pressed from an authnrative source that 
it is believed that an agreement between 
the Governments of Spain and the. Uni­
ted States will be reached, including the 
Maine and the recuncentrado questions, 
and also a means of arriving at a durable 
peace in Cuba. It is also stated that the 
Cuban (government and Captain-General 
Blanco are in complete accord and that 
the Peninsular Government will assist in - 
this work of peace.

Nackawick Fatality.

Woodstock, March 29.—The body of' 
William Wright, who was drowned ii> the 
Nackawick stream on Sunday by falling 
off a temporary bridge at that place, had 
not been recovered this morning. John 
Wright, deceased’s son, went to the scene 
of the fatality yesterday, and joined the 
men in search of the body. Dynamite 
has been used in several places. De­
ceased was 90 years of age, having been 
bom in 1807.

Fifteen electioq petitions have been 
filed in Ontario, ten by Conservatives, 
two by Patrons and three by Liberals.

Shendy in the Soudan, was taken by 
surprise. The gunboats with a battalion 
of'Egyptians on board ascended the Nile 
fipm the mouth of the Atbara river and 
arrived at Shendy by dawn on Saturday. 
The gunboats shelled the forts and then 
the battalion was landed and attacked 
the town. The capture of Shendy was a 
brilliant manoeuvre, as the main body of 
the dervishes who advanced against the 
Anglu-Egyptian forces from Shendy is 
now cut oft from its base and its reserve 
dejjot is destroyed.

■ Perished in the Ice.

Charlottetown, March 28. — On 
Thursday, Matthias Kilbride, a young 
man of Lot 11, was in Alberton. After 
disposing of a load of hay he became in­
toxicated and left for home about 6 
o’clock. On the following day his friends 
missed him and a search is still being 
made, but the body has not been recover­
ed. There seems no doubt but the un­
fortunate man drove into a hole in the ice, 
drowning self and two horses, as a sleigh

track has been discovered leading to a 
hole, and some bags with the name “Kil­
bride” on them ; also some hay and two 
sled stakes.

Died at Ottawa.—Mr. Louis P. Kribe 
well known in the Province as one of the 
gentlemen who accompanied the Royal 
commission on the Liquor traffic, died at 
the Russell House in Ottawa on Friday 
last. He went to Ottawa two weeks ago 
and visited the press gallery, of which be 
was formerly president. He intended to 
leave in a few days for the maritime pro* 
vinces to organize a campaign against pro 
hibition in view of the plebiscite vote.

Seed Wheat.—At the last session of 
legislature a bill was passed authorizing 
the Department of Agriculture to import 
a quantity of wheat and other seeds. 
The Department has already received or­
ders for about one thousand bushels of 
wheat from agricultural societies and 
others. Two carloads have been pur­
chased, and are expected in St. John in a 
few uays. From these cars orders al­
ready received will he filled. Another 
lot will come later, which will lie placed 
in the hands of D. J. Purdy, Esq., North 
End, St. John, who will receive and fill 
any orders sent him from any one in the 
Maritime Provinces requiring seed -wheat. 
The Varieties purchased are “White Rus­
sian,” “White Fife,” “Red Fife,” “Well­
man’s Fife,” and “Campbell’s White 
Chaff." The department has also order­
ed a quantity of Sweedish grown Purple 
Top turnip seed, orders for which can be 
either sent to D. J. Purdy or the Deputy 
Commissioner of Agriculture at Freder­
icton.

Fractured His Hip.—George M. 
Foster, a respecte I resident of Mauger­
ville and a brother of Messrs. B. C. and 
Ran Foster of this city, was the victim of 
a very serious and painful accident Wed­
nesday, morning. He was at work shing­
ling the roof of his barn and had the mis­
fortune to make a misstep from the stag­
ing, falling over backwards to the ground, 
a distance of sixteen feet. He was pick­
ed up and carried into the house by some 
neigh bore, who were attracted' to the 
scene by his cries for Help, and lîîBfô as 
comfortable ns possible until Dr. Camp 
of Sheffield, who was summoned, arrived. 
The doctor was unable to ascertain the 
extent of his injuries, but is inclined to 
the opinion that his hip was fractured by 
the fall and he is afraid that the accident 
may make him a cripple for life.

Wineglasses of fine make now have lit­
tle fairylike hand painted scenes on one 
side. These are intended for champagne 
and like exhilarating beverages and are 
correspondingly gay, though not gaudy in 
tone. Whether full or empty the coloring 
on the glass shows to advantagi, and the 
little oval picture la framed about with a 
delicate scrollwork of gilt. Thirty-ati dol­
lars will procure a dozen of these dainty 
drinking cups that seem almost too fragile 
and exquisite to be trusted to ordinary 
handling.

Diana at her 
bath in the forest, white limbed and beauti­
ful. looks, from another glass. Two mer­
maids, with flowing locks and gleaming 
arms, breasting he waves ol a blue, blue 
sea, is one subject, and c family group, 
eomewhat patriarchal In regard to clothing 
and su-roo'idinga, another. In each and 
all the ’esigu is carried out with careful 
regard to detail, and the coloring, both 
the flesh tinte and the bloom of the flow­
ers, as well as the soft tones of the back­
ground, is appropriate. Although there 
are pinks and blues and rainbow tints in 
the pictures, the effect is light and deli­
cate, as though the sun was shining 
through a bubble, this Bohemian glass is 
so thin, fine and luminous.

As a set off to the exquisite fineness of 
these glasses are drinking mugs and vases 
of coarser, heavier make, with peasant 
scenes enameled on them. There Is noth­
ing elusive and sunshiny about these. 
They look as though almost any servant 
might handle them with little risk, and 
the enamel work is raised as though
stamped on the outside and not nil in one 
with the glass, as the hand painting ap­
pears. Rollicking, heavy footed peasants 
are these, depicted in blue and green kir- 
tles, long tracked coats and cocked hats, 
on the fluted sides of the drinking mugs. 
A good story is being told in one scene, 
and is being listened to with breathless 
interest.

Beet For Tired Brains.
There is no organ in the human body 

which stands in greater need of rest than 
the brain, and this rest, the most effica­
cious of all, is afforded by sleep. An­
other kind of rest is a variation of work 
or a change of subject, the bc-t rest most 
frequently for the higher or intellectual 
centers. An enormous amount of mental 
work can be undertaken if only sufficient 
variety is secured. In the end, however, 
the brain demands sleep, and this is more 
particularly the case with children, and 
especially when they have been much en­
gaged in play. In the case of adults hard 
mental work up to the horn of going to 
bed may cause the loss of a night’s rest, 
and it is an excellent plan to indulge in 
some kind of relaxation before retiring to 
rest, such as the perusal of light and amus­
ing literature, some game or some music.

Children undoubtedly require more 
sleep than grown up people. Ever to the 
age of * or à years a child should have one 
hour of sleep or at least rest in bed before 
Its dinner, and it should bo put to bed at 
6 or 7 o’clock in the evening up to the fif­
teenth year. Most young people require 
ten hours of sleep and to the twentieth 
year nine hours. After that age every one 
must find out how much sloop he or she 
requires, though, as a general rule, at 
least six to eight hours are necessary. 
During growth there must be ample sleep 
If the brain is to develop to its full extent, 
and the more nervous, excitable or pre­
cocious a child is the longer sleep should 
it get if its intellectual progress is not to 
come to a premature standstill or life be 
out short at an early age. The period of full 
maturity, with its maximum of mental 
activity, is the period of minimum de­
mand for sleep.—New York Ledger.

lee Hok Slippery Than Glass.

Ice has the property—peculiar to bodies 
which expand on freezing—of liquefying 
under pressure and solldlfÿng again when 
the pressure has been removed. Conse­
quently the weight of any body moving 
upon a sheet of ice causes the formation of 
a thin layer of water which separates It 
from the Ice, and thus, by reducing the 
friction to a minimum, enables It to move 
smoothly over the surface—i. e., makes 
the ice more “ slippery. ” On glass, on the 
contrary, this liquid medium Is wanting, 
so that the two solid and unyielding bodies 
oome Into actual physical contact, causing 
a friction which, in spite of the smooth­
ness of the glass, considerably retards the 
motion of the body. If two smooth sheets 
of glass be taken and a few drops of water 
sprinkled over the one and the other placed 
above it, a thin layer of water will be 
formed, and until this layer has been 
pressed out the upper glass will move on 
the other as smoothly as If on ice. This 
peculiar property of ice is due to the effect 
of pressure in lowering the freezing point 
of water, so that whenever ice is subjected 
to great pressure it partially melts.—Ex­
change. ________________

Knowing 
that Queen’s is noted for producing some 
of the ablest men that can be found in 
the Dominion, although being one of the 
centre counties, and having no large in­
stitutions of learning, neither any great 
centre of trade yet it is true Queen’s has 
produced men who have taken first place 
as Speakers, Teachers, Lawyers, Doctors 
and Preachers—of which your correspon­
dent is proud, disregardless of the low in- 
sin nations of our muddy.headed Friend, 
who signs himself ' Cambridge. Yet I 
very much doubt that Cambridge is the 
unhappy possessor of that unfortunate 
correspondent.

Yet there is a chance for 
that unfortunate fellow, he can get accom­
modations on the west side of the St. 
John river, near its mouth, near the end 
of the Suspension Bridge, and he will be 
under the care of one of the boys from 
this place and I can insure him kind treat­
ment, though his case is a hopeless one.

March. 28.—A leaflet printed at Kam­
loops, B. C., informs us that the Chinook 
Indians of the Pacific coast are learning to 
write a new system of Phonography cal­
led the Wawa Shorthand. The publisher 
claims for this system greater simplicity 
over all previous methods and though 
only recently introduced, he states that al- 
ready 2,000,000 throughout the world are 
ueing the “Wawa Shorthand." Unlike the 
Pitman method no shaded lines are used 
to represent elementary sounds in the Al­
phabet, and in this respect the Wawa 
Shorthand makes a near approach to the 
Scovil system which improved upon the 
Pitman style of discarding shaded char­
acters in writing. Many of the characters 
in the “Wawà Shorthand,” are the same 
as those of Scovil’s system and though ap­
plied to a different use are not followed 
by compensating advantages.

A shorthand newspaper is also publish­
ed and may be addressed.—Editor Wawa, 
Kamloops, B. C.

The Chipman correspondent is indebt­
ed to Senator King for late papers from 
the Dominion Capital as well as for a 
handsome copy of “The Klondike Offi­
cial Guide,” containing a large map of the 
Yukon country with a fund of useful in­
formation respecting the new ^Eldorado 
of the Northwest. By late Ottawa pa­
pers we learn that fifty cars of rails to be 
used in constructing the first railroad to 
the Klondike have been shipped by Mac­
kenzie, Mann and Company now on their 
way to Vancouver. The rails weigh 46 
pounds to the yard and are what are cal­
led the medium weight type.

The Central Railroad company has late­
ly put a new locomotive upon the line. 
The new addition is much more powerful 
than its predecessor and differs from it in 
having six wheels instead of four. At 
first the engineer, j never having run up­
on a six wheeler before, used greater cau­
tion and consequently did not make as 
good time at first as the schedule called 
for; but with experience came greater 
speed than before, which explains the 
little delay grumbled about along the line. 
In the nine years that the Central has 
been operating it got blocked only a 
couple of times by snowdrifts and when it 
gets blocked all the railroads in the coun­
try are blocked, showing conclusively 
that it is none of your one horse affairs.

The genuine sunshine is telling upon 
our winter supply of snow and already 
the Salmon river is beginning to feel the 
impulse of the countless brooks and rivu­
lets that “clatter over stony ways to join 
the brimming river.”

The river is ojien along the shores and 
the ice is wasting rapidly with every ap­
pearance of running out before many 
days.

The lumbermen are pretty much all 
ont of the woods after putting in a hard 
winter and getting very little ,in return 
tor all their tqjl.

One of the pits at the Elkin coal mines
