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TOWN MATTERS.

It is not necessary for the STAR to
refer (o what it has said about our
"Town affairs. Tt is-gencrally con-
ceded that the management of afluirs
in Chatham would disgrace Timbuc-
too or any hamlet in the interior of
Africa. The people of the Town have
surrendered at discretion their town
management into the hands of stran-
gers, and as a consegnence, can now
boast of the dirtiest town in the Do~
minion of Canada.

Our streets are a disgrace to our
civilization. OQOur sidewalks are a re~
pracch {U vur imungence and our
sewers are breeders of discase and
pestilence.

and others. His poems, ‘Kathrina,’
‘Bitter Sweet,” and many minor
lyries, thongh not in the first rank,
are sweet and true and healthy in
tone, and caught the.popular ear in a
very remarkable - degree. “Nicholas
Miaturn,” amd ‘Arthur Bounnicastle,’
the best known among his novels,
have the characteristics always looked
for in his work, an unmistakable
ring of sincerity, s« glow of warmth
of heart and loving kindness, and an
all-perveaing qualily of robust man-
liness. He had true revereance for his
art, and abhoried slovenly haste; but
set not the forn above the matter,nor
was enawmoured of sound for soun d’
sake.

1t was as head and heart of Secrib-
ner’s Magazine that Dr. Holiand
was most potent in his inflnence over
American Jetters. His energy and
wisdom and preseverance raised that.
publication to its poeition of chief
among periodicals.  His breadth and
liberality of thought gave to it that
freshuess of tone, and ‘‘modernity”
for .which it is noted. His discrimin-
ating criticism,kindly encouragement,
and generous sppreciation called
forth and fostered a great part of the
best work done on this continent durs
ing the last few years, and has eur
rounded *“Scribners” with a staff of
rising authors who are the pride of
the present day and the well ground-
ed hope of the future. Perhaps from
amony these his place on the publica~
tivn which he directed may be filled,
but his placein many thousand hearts
willremain vacant.

A correspondent ut- Kouchibougac
writing to us the other day says: —“‘One
of your Miramichi fish mongers, by the
name of J. U. 'Loggie, has secured
through his Broker, George MecLeod,
Feq., all that valuable Salmon Beach at
the mouth of the Kouchibouguac River,
in extent five miles, for the sum of $700,
cast, in Bank of Nova Scotia notes, and
all new.  He purposes by this purchase
to secur control of all the salmon privil-
eges there and to have the water oppo~
gite those beaches thoroughly fisiied next
yeur, e found that by supplying twine
and rope to the needy who owned the
privileges his expectatious of supply fell
short in catch and. delivery, hence his
purchase. He has a freezer here as
well as a Lobster Factory, with another
now beilding at Spruce Point.  When
he gets those under way, he expeets to
drive away all inoterlopers from Kent
County, and thus purposes to do an
honest business. Not being successful in
filling his freezer with salmon this season,
he has secured a large quantity ot mack-~
arel and fall bass. The prices for these
here vary:—Mackarel and Bass paid in
goods bring 1 cent per pound for the
former and 3 cents per pound for the
latter. He has a conviderable quantity
frozen for winter shipmeuts or when
prices advance 1o 10 cents per pound for
fresh maskarel and 17 cents per pound
for bass.

The latter establishment is nov in full
blast, operations having heen commenced
some’ weeks since. New Glagzow is one
of the most rapidly growing manufactur-
ing centres in the Maratime Provinces.
It is admirably located, the junction of
Nova
Scotia, with excellent water communica~«
tion, and in the immediate vicininy of
inexhuustible fields of coal a-d iron.
Sarrounding the glass factory are the ex-
tensive works of the Nova Scotia Forge
Company, Matheson’s Foundry andBoiler
Works, the New Glasgow Machine
Works, and the newly organized Nova
Scotia Steel Spring Company. The site
of the glass factory comprises four acres,
and was the free gilt of Mr. Harry
Townssend, a publie spirited farmar, ‘The
capital paid. up stock of the company is
850,000, held principally by members
of the Opposition party, iucluding such
well known names as those of Mr. J.W,
Carmichael; ex-M. P., Mr, D.C. FraZer,
Mr. J. D.McGregor, and Mr. Jimes
Easwcod. - The g'ass house js- 00 fect
square, two stories high.. The furnace, a
very large one, containg thirteen “‘cruc-
ibles,” imported from Pittsburg, is in
the centre of this building.

Among the adva..tages
possessed by this establisement is the fact
that while the Hamilton and Napanee
factories are paying $4.50 per ton for
coal, this establishment is supplied at
forty cents per ton, and aa
sume [rom eizht to ten, tons per day,
the saving in  this item alone is
from $35 to $40 per duy—S$240 per
week or $13,000 per annaw. The rate
of freight trom New Glasgow to Winni-
peg, orto Victoria, is ualmost as low as
from Moutreal or Hamilton. For some
time past the Maritime Provinces have
been over-run with Canadian drummers.

Joln last night
en roule for Qaebee, Montreal, Torounto,
Hamilton and Locndon, where lie will
solicit orders for his manufactures. In
conversation with a Daily News Ra-
porter tovduy, Mr. Beach said that bis
company were able to undersell. the im-
ported article, providing they can get a
fair share of Canadian trade. He had)
with him samples of various sizes and
patterns of lamp chimneys, plain and
figuced tumblers and goblets and other
tab.e ware. Other varieties are being
manufactured as rapidly as pessible.
These goods are noted for tue biillisncy
of the glass and superior workmanship.
The company aim to manufacture an
article equal to the best imported from
either Europe or the United States.
Mr. Beach claims that the prices are
lower to day than they ever were iu the
history of the trade, aund that the Cana-
dian manufacturers are able to place
their goods oun the market at less than
the imported article can be sold for.
There is a marked iacrease iu the
demand for glassware, and this article is
coming into more general use among the
masses; and every one will rejoice that
the Maritime Provinces are prepared to
supply that demand.
