Sketch of the James Brothers.

——

The James brothers were the product
of frontier civilization heated to white
heat by the civil war. They were the
sons of a godly clergyman; but- their
mother, a large, handsome women, six
feet high,-and of muscular framne, would
seem to have been of a Lady Macbeth
type, with no other ambition, however,
than to nurture in her sons a reckless,
brave, murderous, lawless disposition.
Thay detested school and the ordinary
restraints of social education ; loved the
woods, and hunting, were fond of horses
and feats of horse.nanship. What little
good influence their father might have
exerted was ended by his abandoning his
wife, whose life, conduct and treatme t
of hitself were more than he could en-
dure. 3

When the war broke out in Missouri—
chiefly a guerrilla war—the oldest sen,
Frank, was barely 20 years of age; the
youngest only 14. The first joined
Quantrell’s guerillas; the youngest was
kept at home by his youthfulness. The
conflict in Missouri between Confederates
"and Union men was truly savage in char-
acter, all laws, including those of war,
being abandoned. The summary hang-
ing of his step-father, one Dr. Sa.nuels,
for being 8 secessionist,an1 his own pun-
ish.nent by whipping for the same oftense
ended by Jesse's joining Quantrell. In
this service both acquired that blood-
thirstiness which distinguished them,
much to their disadvantage from the
popular heroes, Turpin and Claud Duval,
with whon they are frequently compar-
ed. They were with the gang whosacked
the Town of Lawrence, Kansas, and mur-
dered nearly all the male inhabitants. In
Septewber, 1864, they, with Bill Ander-
son, a comrade, killed thirty-two invalid
soldiers in cold blood at Centralia, Mis-
souri, robbing the train passengers of
their money, and a few hours after killed
forty Iowa soldiers, with their own hands
e.nptying pistol after pistol as they shot
then down.

At the close of the war they went to
Texas, and nothing was heard of them
for three years. In 1868, with two Shep-
herd - boys and one of the Younger
brothers, they robbed a bank at Russell-
ville, Kentucky, o: $i4,000, intimidating
the inhabitants with a fusilade of fire
arms. In  Gallatin, Missouri, they
robbed the bank and then, in cold bloo L.
shot down the cashier. At Corydon,
Iowa, they robbed the bank of $40,000 in
broa: daylight, and one of the Younger
brothers, riding up to a political meeting,
coolly inforined the citizens of the fact
and then role away, laughing at the
astonished inhabitants. Two years after
they rob el a bank in Columnbia, Ken-
tucky, but obtained only $200, wantonly
killed the treasurerand wounded one of
the clerks who was escaping. The fall of
the saine year they rode up to the gate-
way of an agricuitural fair at Kansas
City and co.npelled the cashier to hand
the.n over $10,000—the receipts for the
day—and, in spite of the large crowd,
succeeded in getting away. A few days
afterward they rode into Sedalia, Mis-
gouri, callel the editor of one of the
newspapers there on to the street and
presented him with a gold watch for the
fairness of his treatinent of the.n. The
police knew of their presence tive minu-
tes afterward, but they escaped. A few
days subsequently they robbed a bank of
$4,000, but this time killed no one.

At the head of six men they robbed
the express messenger of $6,000 on the
Chicago & Rock Island hailroad, in June,
1873, and shortly after a train on the Iron
Mountain Railroa:, at a place by a curi-
ous coincidence known as Gadshill, was
robbed by thein of $15,000. After this
tirey led for two or three years a life of
alventure anl escape, while under pur-
suit of men belonging to Pinkerton’s De-
tective Agency at Chicago. At one time
they were actually surrounded, but with
their usual gool luck they escaped, a
shell which was thrown into the house
an.l kicked by Mrs. James into the fire
explo ling and killing her youngest son
Arthur, aged 14 years.

Theirrailroa:lwobberies are as notorious
as themselves. In addition to those al-
realy mentioned were those of trains on
the Kansas & Pacific Railroad near Mun-
cie, Missouri, in December, 1874, which
was robbed ol $24,000 ; one on July, 1876
near Otterville, on the same road, of
$15,000 ; and one at Glendale, on the
Chicago & Alton, in the fall of 1879, of
$30.000.

In Septemnber, 1875, they robbed a bank
in West Virginia_of $6,000, and shortly
after made an attempt on a bank at
Northfield, Minnesota, which was frus-
trated by a “ time lock.” The citizens,
were aroused and drove them away, while
fifty men followed 1 pursuit, the Ja.nes
brothers, however, escaping. A bullet
made Frank James a cripple for life, and
he retired to his brother-in-law’s farm in
Texas.

Detectives innumerable have essayed
w’captlire them. and several posses have
gone out against them; but the detec-
tives were detected and killed, and the
James boys were always forewarned of

any raid made upon them; showing that
they were surrounded by friends and
sympathizers.

Jesse James was a cruel, brutal fellow
and trusted for escape more to his
audacity and quickness than to his cour
age. For refusing to open the bank
vault—which, being closed with a time-
lock, was impossible—he "put a bullet
through the brain of the cashier of the
Minnesota Bank, and becduse a trail
froin the wound of one of the Younger
brotHers would betray their tracks to
their pursuers, Jesse savagely proposed

o kill him. The wounded man was
“aved only by his brother, Cole Younger,

ho threatened to shoot James if he laid
nands upon his brother. James and his
gang wer» allied to the barbarian races,
and are entitled to the same honors and
respect we pay the savages. As between
such and the Indians of the plains there
is very little choice.

Where the Crew of the “ Rodgers” are.

WasniNgToN, April 19.—The Secretary
of the Navy has received no offi ‘tal infor-
mation regarding the rumered burning
of the Rodgers. He has t legraphed to
Mare Island navy yard, Sam Francisco,
asking how soon the steamer Iroquois
can be started for the reliefof the crew
of the Rodgers.
WHERE THE CREW ARE.

The point where the crew now wait for
relief is the winter station prepared by
her commander last fall, near Cape
Serdze Kamer. Itis on the north-east
coast of Siberia, about 176 west long.
The Rodgers after making a tour into the
-Arctic Ucean last summer returned to
St. Lawrence Bay, on the extreme
eastern point of Siberia, to winter there,
leaving a nunber of men on an island
off Serdze Kamer to winter and look out
for the crew of the Jeanneite. It is sup-
posed that after the Rodgers was burned
that her crew made their way across the
country, not a very great distgnce, to
where the first party had been left on the
island. All are still there, an:l their only
hope of rescue was to send to the most
accessible point ol civilization. A courier
was sent across Siberia west-ward to Ir-
kutsk, 2,000 :niles, By good fortune this
.uan wetfa party going north from Irkutsk
before having made the entire distance
to that place. The country traversed by
the courier from Cape Serdze to the
point where the parties et is sparsely
inhabited by Chuckcheese, who probabiy
afforled sufficient aid to prevent great
suffering. The distapce they travelled
is about 1,500 iniles.

THE RELIEF PARTY.

The Iroquois is commanded by co.n-
man ler J. H. Sanis, son of Admiral
Sanls. It is expected that she will be
ready to start within a week. She is a
fine fast vessel, and will doubtless reach
Cape Serdze by the time the ice breaks

up.

Muardered in Bed.

The Toronto Globe publishes the fol-
lowing :—QuEskc, April 20.—A murder
was committed in St. Sauveur last night.
At about 10 o’clock an old wo.an named
Anger, proprietor of a smnall grocery at
the corner of St. Ambroise and Parent
streets, St. Sauveur, retired to bed with &
young girl who had for some time past
been staying with her. . Shortly after
retiring loud knocks were heard at the
front door. Madame Anger called out,
“Who is there?" and received in answer,
“Metivier, I want a pound of butter, and
a small loaf.” The-old woman refused to
open the door, and the knocks were re-
newed. She then said to the young girl
her companion, “Run away, there are
robbers here, save yourself.” The girl
ran to the back window, opened it,
sprang to the ground, ani knocked at a
neighbor’s door. Receiving no answer,
she returned to Mrs. Anger's and re-
quested her to accompany her. This the
old woman refused to do. The girl then
went toa meighbor named Rousselle,
entered the house, and rec'ted what had
just accurred, begging one of them to
return to the rescue of the old woman,
but they were all afraid, and the girl
fearing to go back alone remained at the
house. Presently the knocks at Mrs.
Anger’s door were resumed, and Mr.
Rousselle put his head out of a window
and said, “Metivier, you had better go
home; you have no business here.”
Metivier then asked Rousselle it he was a
policeman, and receiving a reply in the
affirmative he ceased knocking. Rous
selle and his family went to bed at 12
o'clock as no further disturbance oc-
curred, Mrs. Anger’s companion staying
with them for the night. Between six
and seven o'clock this morning the girl
went to Mrs. Anger’s store, and when she
arrived there found the front door burst
open, the shop ransacked, amsl Mrs.
Anger lyingon the bed. Thinking she
was dead, the girl feared to enter the
bedroom, and so went back to Rousselle’s
and got one of them to accou:pany her to
the scene of the robbery. On returning,
the old woman was found to be stone
dead, having bruises on her chest, and a
bruise on her left cheek below the eye.
A small quantity of blood had fallen on
the bedclothes.

ARSEST OF THE MURDERER.

The Chief of the Quebec Police, Capt.
Vahl, and several detectives proceeded
to the wurder j.nmediately on receiving
inforination of the occurrence, which was
shortly after eight o’clock, ani the mak
Metivier was arrested and conveyed to
the police station. His clothes box con-
tained a quantity of tobacco of various
brands, both cut and plug, and on his
person was found the purse of the old
woman, containing about one dollar in
cents. The prisoner when arrested ad-
mitted having been at Mrs. Anger’s last
night in conpany with three men whoin
he did not know. He said he was not the
murderer, but he saw the crime coun-
xnitted. He is a man about 25 years of
age, 5 feet 11 inches high, dark complex-
ion, with black moustache. In appearance
he seems to be a combination of rogue
and simpleton. He belongs to one of the
city volunteer artillery corps.

SCENE OF THE MURDER.

The place, where the murder was com.
mitted is a small one-storey shanty. The
victim was 68 years ofage, havinga strong
physical appearance. It appears that
last night she went to confession and
intended to have taken Holy Commnnion
this morning. An inquest will be held
to-.ui%ow. St. Sauveur is in an excited
state oVer this iew murder. Rowdyism
has been rampant in this place for ‘some
time past. The body of Mrs. Anger is in
charge ot the police and no one is admit-

ted to the house.
LATER.

Xavier Metivier has just appeared be-
fore the judge of the Sessions. He ad-
mitted that he was alone when the crime
was committed, and pleaded guilty to
the crime with which he is charged. The
particulars thereof have not, however,
been made public.

The tales which Americans have read
in ro'rd to Siberia have always been of
such ing and repulsive deserip-
tion ghiat they have come to associate the
namé of that country solely with chain
gangs of Russian criminals and slow, lin-
gefingdeaths resulting from the brutality
of officers and the rigors of the climate.
A Washington lecturer, however, throws
some light upon the resources and occu
pations of the inhabitants: of that wild
country which will have a tendency to
modify this pessiinistic view. The popu-
lation is now about. 5,000,000, and the
people are settled inostly in the fertile
zone, for it mus$ be remembered that the
aréa of Siberia is 6,000,000 square miles,
its length 5,600 and its width 2,500 wmiles.
The lecturer referred to Mr. George Ken-
nan, co.menting upon letters in the
London Stundard and Pall Mall Gazette,
depicting the inhuman treatment of ex:
iles, their slow death fro. poison in
quicksilver inines, out of which they are
only allgwed to co.ne to die, and the
agony they suffer fro. the long Siberian
winter, gays : “ There is not a quicksilver
wine in all Siberia, and in that part of
Siberig where, according to the Stundard,
exiles are dying of cold, in 1876 100,000
PO of tobacco were grown. In the
first half of the seventeenth century ex-
iles began to be sent te Siberia to rid the
country of those conyicts maimed by
ish.uent. As methois of punishunent
banish.uent has taken the
most of the other forws of pun-
ta for Lurdec, assault, larceny,
vagrancy and desértion o the aray,
the purpose constantly kept in vaew being
the pepulation of Siberia. Between 1827
and 1847, 159,755 exiles were sent to Si-
beria, of who.u 443 were exiled for poli-
tical offences. Of these 443 two-thir.ds
belong to the nobility. From 1867 to
1872 64,274 persons were exiled. Of
these 5,000 were sentenced to hard labor,
and the other ninety-two per cent siwuply
banished and allowed freedo.n with a
s.naller or larger district in proportion to
the gravity ot their crimes. ‘There are
only two nines now worked by Russian
convicts, one a coal .uine, the other a
placergold nine. Both are worke:l abave
ground.

Ingersell and Christianity.

There is now no danger that Catholics
will burn Protestants or Protestants will
bum Catholics. Men have learned by ex-
perience that fire is not an argument that
appells to the intellect. No church or
sect now dreams of making converts with
the fagot or tha mok. Against the
Christianity of to-day what charge can
Mr. Ingersoll bring except that it asks
assent to the doctrines which he regards
as untrue and prepos terous? He surely
cannot charge Christianity with spreading
and fostering inmorality. Catholicism
does not teach men to conmit aduitery.
Methodism does not encourage murder,
and Presbyterianism does not pro note
theft and lying. The doectrine .of the
incarnation may be foolishness in Mr.
Ingersoll’s eyes, but a belief in it cannot
lead a man into looseness of life. The
dogma of the trinity may be an absurd
fable, but it never taught a bank cashier
to rob the safe. The persistency with
which Christian ministers urge men to
wen to repent of their sins may be a
mere waste of words, but it cannot by
the wildest effort of sophistry be viewed
as an encouragement to crime. Bitterly
as Mr. Ingersoll "hates Christianity
he must admit that its influence is on the
side of morality and decency, and that
any Christian community, however
ridiculons may be its peculiar religious
delusions, is higher in the scale of
momlity than® any pagan community
Alwo, it is an undeninble fact that hun-
dreds of thonsands of Christians besr the
biirdens of life and face the fear of death
with eourage and hope which wholly
from their religion. Mr.Ingersoll surely
will not claim that he is trying to abolish
Christanity because it mnakes men worse
and more hopeless than they would be

The platform of the Liberal party upon
the question of the lands belonging to
the Dominion on the North-West is thus
defined in the amendment recently
moved in Parliament by Mr. Charlton :

That in the opinion of this House our aim
should be to people the agricultural regions
of the North-West with independent free-
bolders, each cultivating his own farm and
paying therefor no more than the public trea-
sury receives, and that sa’e in the case of
town plots, or other exceptional cases, the
sale of North-West agricultu:al lands should
as a rule be made to actual settlers only on

~ reasonable conditions of settlement, and in
quantities limited to the area which can be
reasonably occupied by a settler.

In introducing his resolution Mr.
Charlton spoke as follows in reference to
the North-West :

We have In the North-West a vast region,
the capabilities of which ace just b ginning
to be fairly understood. W: have in that
country, 8ir, a region of piobably seven or
eight hundred miles in width adapted for
settlement and cultivation. Itembracistwo
of the great river systems of this count:y,
the Mackenzie River and the system flowing
through Lake Winnipeg into Hudson Bay.
It bas a chain of lakes almost equal in size
and importance to the great chain of lakes
upon our borders between us and the United
States. It is a country, siv, which as we
become more intimately acquainted with its
resources the more it rises in our estimation.
1ts value is much greater than was supposad
some years 8go. As to the question of what
population that county will suppost, I pre-
sume from recent investigations that we jus-
tified in supposing the Nocth-West will maiy-
tain a population of twenty-five millions.

Considering the vast extent of this
territory and its great future value, we
the better appreciate the position taken
by the Liberal party, na..ely that it
should not be cut up into great estates
in the hands of speculators, and that
settlers should not be obliged to deai
‘with middlemen but shoul'l- be able to
obtain their land directly fro.n the
Crown upon the ‘most favorable ter us.
Mr. Charlton pointed out that the lan‘l
policy of the Government leil to feverish
speculation and that the evil which
would come of it would far exceed any
benefit which might accrue. We quote
a portion of his remarks upon this sub-
ject: :

v If we look the case carefully over, I think
we will find that the circumstances in the
United States and those in this country at
this time present the same featuces, and I
have very great apprehensions that the result
will be here, as the result there was, a seri-
ous collapse of public and private credit, and
the infliction of loss and injury upon the
coungry. The effects already ot the removal
of vast amounts of capital from Ontario to
the North-West are being sensibly felt, and
they will be more seriously felt in the course
of a few months. The effects. too, of the mi-
gration of thousands and tens of thousands
of the beat class of the population of Ontario
to the North-West are being sensibly felt.
‘The value of property in the Province of On-
tario is being depreciated, farms ace being
forced upon the macket, causing a decline in
prices, aad there is no doubt that what will
be a gain to Manitoba in this respect will be
a loss to the older Provinces.

Mr. Charlton also spoke of the danger
which the establishment ot great coloni-
zation societies might bring upon the
government of the country. The con-
dition in the contracts with the societies
by which their grants would beco.ne
forfeit in certain events might be em-
ployed by a corrupt govern nent to their
own adva tage. Mr. Charlton was taken
to task by.the Premier for suggesting the
possibility of corruption, and we can
well imagine how Parliament laughed in
its sleeve at such a protest from the
‘hero of the Pacific Scandal. The public
will form their own conclusions as to
whether the men, who took so freely of
Sir Hugh Allen’s money, will hesitate
about accepting contributions from
societies, which may desire to have their
legal term of life prolonged.

WATER WORKS.

The Water Committee have got
fairly to work and we believe are in
earnest in their intentions to secure for
the city a supply of water at the
least possible cost. They express a
determination to proceed as rapidly as
they can, and yet to move with caution ;
being fully alive to the importance of
making no mistake at the outset of such
an important undertaking. Their first
practical step will be to take the opinion
of competent engineers, and we have
reason to know that in making the selec-
tion of the persons with whom they shall
«communicate, they are availing them-
selves of the experience of at least one
other city. The eyes of the citizens are
upon the three gentlemen who have this

matter in hand, who feel quite fully the
grave nature of the responsibility which
has been cast upon them. We are satis-
fied that if the Committee fail to give
satisfaction it will be through no fault of
theirs.

THE INDEPENDENCE OF CANADA.
A public man in England, we have for-
gotten just who, recently made reference
to the claim made on behalf of Canada
of the right to make her own treaties,
and said that he saw in it indications that
the time was near at hand when the de-
pendency of the Dominion upon the
Empire would cease. While they desire
to enjoy the largest measure possible of
self-government the people of Canada, as
a general thing, do not seriously contem-
plate the probability of a separation from
the Mother Country, even at a remote
y. Yet it is evident that when the
country becomes peopled to anything
approaching fulness, it will no longer be
possible to maintain the existing rela-
tions between England and Canada. We
have already had independence in the
matter of tariff making conceded. From
this the right to make independent com-
mercial treaties follows almost as a
matter of course. The opinion that
the Governor General should be a
Canadian is a growing one, and this
is only preliminary to the claim of the
power of appointing him. When these
are conceded Canada will cease to be a
dependency, for the reservations of
Legislative power in the British North
America Act are simply formal, and
will only be exercised by the Imperial
Parliament in accordance with the wishes
of the people of Canada. It is not a little
curious that every step towards indepen-
dence has been taken during a Tory
administration, notwithstanding the fact
that that the gentlemen of that school
arrogate to themselves all the loyalty in
the country. Whatever may be granted
\to Canada Australia will demand and re-
Jceive, and the smaller colonies will not
rest content with less privileges. It must
therefore be apparent to every thoughtful
mind that a great change in the status of
the British Empire is not far off; but it
by no means follows that the change will
be in the direction of weakness.

A GREA PR)T EC

1t is said that the French Government
has determined to take up de Lessep’s
project and cut a canal so as to let the
waters of the Medeterranean in upon the
desert of Sahara. As an engineering feat
this project is not remarkable. As much
of the Sahara is of a lower level than the
the ocean, it follows that the digging of a
ditch through the hills which form a bar-
rier to the sea will be all that is necessary.
To be sure the ditch would be a long one,
and a broad one, and a deep one. Itis
in its effects upon the future of Europe
and Africa that this project assumes its
greatest proportions. The great desert,
we are told by late travellers, is not entire-
ly a barren waste, but contains many
considerable areas which are fertile, but
separated from each other by long
stretches of sterile sand. Through these
sandy valleys the waters of the ocean
would flow, and thousands of square miles
of land would be opened to commirce.
The interior of Africa would no longer be
unknown and almost uninhabitable by
Europeans, but its climate would undergo
a radical change. The greatest of all the
results would be in the long narrow strip
of land which now forms the north coast
of Africa, but which would then have a
wide stretch of water upon both sides of
it. Its climate would become that of a
paradise. Upon the climatic condition of
the south of Europe tue new sea would
produce effects of great importance. There
can be little doubt that the mild and
almost tropical character of the tempera-
ture of southern Europe is due largely to
the presence of the immense desert to
the south, where the air is heated and
carried northward over the Mediteranean
becomes charged with vapor and tem-
pered down until, when it reaches Italy
and Greece, it is of the balmy character
which distinguishes these countries. If
the great air heating furnace is replaced
by a body of water there must be a cor-
responding change in the climate of the
countries to the north and in the charac-

ter of their inhabitants.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE STRANGER APPR )ACH-
ING THE EARTH AT THE RATE OF TWO MILs
LION MILES PER DAY.

At 4 o'clock on the morning of March
18, Mr. Charles S. Wells, one of the as-
sistants in the Dudley Observatory, dis-
covered a small but very bright comet in
the constellation Hercules. . This comet
bids fair to be the astronomical sensa-
tion of the year. On the morning of dis-
covery Mr. Wells was able to securs but
few definite observations, owing to weari-
ness and rapid approach of dawn. He
did, however, measure a rough position of
it,and noticed that it had a small tail,
equal to about one-fifth of the diameter
of the moon in length. This tail was in-
tensely bright, and there was the appear-
ance of a starlike body in the head. News
of the discovery was immediately com-
municated to astronomers and to the
public, but owing to unfavorable weather
but few observations have thus far been
obtained. At the Dudley Observatory,
of course, the new comet has been the
one topic of absorbing interest.

THE CONDENSED BRIGHTNESS
of the head, the narrow tail and the slow
apparent motion across the face of the
sky, all served to heighten the interest
which was felt and led the astronomers
in Albany to predict for the strange body
an extraordinary future. The night ot
March 19 was clear, and another obser-
vation was made at the Dudley Observa-
tory by Professor Bors and his assistants.
The view then only served to intensify
impatience for the time to arrive when
the third observation could be made,
which is always necessary before the
future course of a comet can be predict-
ed. On Tuesday night their eyes were
again rewarded by a few brief glimpses
of the new candidate for celestial honors.
The comet had increased in size and
brightness, but clouds and fog conspired
to obscure all finer details. All day Wed-
nesday the Albany astronomers were en-
gag'd on the necessary computation for
an orbit and table of future positions in
the sky. Of course, with such slender
material, extending over four days only,
but little could be expected in point of
accurady. But that little has been suffi-
cient to excite the most glowing antici-
pations for the future. The new comet is
now approaching the earth, or rather the
-comet and the earth are mutually ap-
proaching each other, at the enorinous
velocity of 2,000,000 miles per day.
Though the comet is now invisible to the
naked eye, it cannot long continue to
hide its light. It is now nearly one hun-
dred and eighty-five million riles from
the sun, and it will go on approaching
the sun at a rapidly increasing rate until
about the middle of June, when it will
pass its perihelion at a distance from the
sun of less .
THAN TEN MILLION MILES.

At present the comet is about a hun-
dred and sixty millions of miles {from the
earth, and its distance from us will prob-
ably not be less than eighty millions at
any time, though further calculations
will be necessary to settle that point.
But though it will not approach us so
nearly as other comets have done, it may
be expected to make a fine display for a
few days in the early part of June. Only
ten comets have hitherto been known to
approach the sun so nearly as this in all
probability will. It is regretted, how-
ever, that its greatest brilliancy will occur
at a time when it will be invisible to us,
and seen only in the southern hemisphere.
In this respect it will resemble the great
comet of 1880. The present extraordi-
nary intensity of its light, which comes
to us from the enormous distance of 160,
000,000 miles, proves that it has plenty of
material for future display, and it will
probably show a long and nearly straight
tail -

OF ENORMOUS DIMENSIONS
to our antipodes. How much of the same
sort it will give us is still somewhat
problematical and can only be decided
on the basis of further observations. It
is now invisible to the naked eye, and by
a small telescope though it is readily
seen, yet owing to its smallness it can
hardly be distinguished from the stars
which surround it. After passing its
perihelion it will probably become again
visible in the northern hemisphere.
——————

Flarharity’s Engine

IT RUNS AWAY AND JUMPS THE TRACK JUST
IN THE NICK OF TIME.

John Flarharity, an engineer on a
Denver and Rio Grande engine, was
running a “pusher” in the yards at Lead-
ville. He was ordered to go down the
road and meet the incoming passenger
at Eiler’s. Just as he started out of the
yards, the strap connected with the lever
broke, and he lost all control of the
engine. The engine was a new one and
in good condition, and he says he never
can explain just why or how it happened
Running at a tremendous speed down
grade, he expected every moment to be
dashed to instant death. >

“It was an awful moment,” said Flar-
harity, “when I found that the engine
would not respond to the touch of the
lever, and that she was beyond my con-
trol. The cylinder heads blew out, the
steam blinded me, and everything
seemed to conspire to hurl us to destruc-
tion.”

“How heavy was the grade ?”

“One hundred and eighty-five feet to
the mile. Ddwn the steep incline the
train dashed. I tugged at the lever and
brakes, but it was as if [ had been tug-
ging at the solid parts of the engine
itself. Then suddenly I remembered
that I was to meet the passsenger train
at Eiler’s. My fireman jumped off early
in the race, and [ was left alone. thinking
I had left him dead on the track. We
were making more than a mile a minute.
Little pieces of sand and dirt flew against
my face and stung like coals of fire. In
the distance I could see the approaching
passenger train. Iyelled andscreamed, for
Iknew that our only hope was to flag that
train and get her on the side track. I
saw the operator, Woodward, running for
the train as he saw me coming, enveloped
in a cloud of smoke and steam and dust.
With one last effort I opened wide the
throttle, hoping that the engine would
throw herself from the track on the curve

nd save the train from destruction.
:Bhen I jumped, and unconsciousness
overcame me. When I recovered I saw
the engine lying on her side within forty
feet of the passenger train, and people
were crowding around me and bathing
my head, and hoping I was not Kkilled.”

Flarharity escaped miraculously with
only a few slight bruises. The accident
was one of the strangest on record, and
in it not a single person was seriously
haurt.

The lightning or
electric fluid, which is described as a ball
of fire, slruck the chimney and shattered
it from top to bottom, scattering the
bricks and soot through every part of the
house. Some bricks were driven with
such force that they went clear through
the partition. The noiseof the explosion
or concussion was something terrific and
the house and everything in it seemed a
blaze of light. The stove pipe was torn
to pieces, but the drum was the only
part of the stove injured. The current
seemed to have followed down and went
through the stove, as a hole was burned
in the floor large enough to let the leg
fall through.. A pair of woollen mittens
which were on the floor near the stove,
were singed as if by a red hot poker. The
whole ell was swung away from fhe main
building fully three feet from its place.
The doors going into the main part of
the house and the one leading out into
the yard were both burst from their fas-
tenings and hinges. Dishes on the
dresser were smashed and danced mer-
rily about. The most singular thing is
that all this could happen without injur-
ing any of the family. Mr. Smith was
lying on a lounge not over five inches
under a window. The sash and whole
window was burst out and carried into
the field, but very few panes of glass
were broken. Mrs. Smith and the rest
of the family were comparatively uninjur-
ed, any more than being frightened, but
they all bear some slight marks of being
burnt. On the whole this is the most
miraculous escape we ever- heard of.
These facts,and more too, can be vouched
for by many citizons of Hantsport, who
visited the scene shortly after.

A Zale of Suffering.

TERRIBLE SCENES IN LABRADOR—STARVATION
AND DESOLATION.

QueBec, April 18.—The following are
the particulars of the dreadful story re-
ceived from the barren and inhospitable
shores of Labrador. A letter received
from Point Desinonts, several hundred
miles below Quebec, dated March 22, and ~
signed L. F. Tafford, states that on account
of the violent storms which prevailed from
the 25th of September last to the end of
autw.nn, the fishermen were unable to lay
in any supplies for the winter, the entire
subsistence of the poor people being thus
cut off. To add to the horror of the situ-
ation, the establishwent of Messrs. Oulette
& Croteau, at Pentecote, cdntaining a
quantity of supplies, was burned, with its
contents in December. The winter expe-
ditions failed completely. Several people
left in Pentecote by those who took to
the woods have been found dead. Among
them are too heads of families, Lawrence
and Pierre Crepeau and one each of their
children. Their families were found dying
of inanition. The sufferings of the sur-
vivors were increased by a descent of the
Indians from the woods, whose means of
subgistence had entirely given out. The
poor settlers had nothing to offer them
but some flesh and oil of seals, which they
ravenously devoured. If navigation does
not open early, scores of people will die
of starvation before aid can possibly reach
them. Thereis already fear that inhuman
crimes may be committed in the terrible
struggle for life.

WasniNgToN, April 18.—This morn-
ing a frightful tragedy was enacted on a
vacant lot. Charles Stuart and George
Phillips were walking across the lot,
when they reached a place where gar-
bage was dumped. They discovered
three old rusty shells carelessly depos-
ited there. The men were just recover-
ing from the effects of a protracted drunk.
They picked up the bombs and carried
them to the centre of the lot. Stewart,
whose house was only 150 yards off the
spot was sent home for an axe, and soon
returned. The men were warned to
leave the shells alon¢, but were not to be
dissuaded, and so all persons who had
gathered round sought positions of safe-
ty, while Stuart raised the axe and
Philips stood close to him. A loud re-
port and a cloud of smoke deafened and
blinded the persons in the neighhorhood
and peices of the exploded shell were
thrown far out into the river and over
as far as Twelfth street. When the smoke
cleared away the men were found to be
apparently dead, but soon after Stuart
showed signsof life. Philip’s whole body
was covered with cuts and blood and was
mangled to a terrible extent, while more
than half his head was torn off by the ex-
plosion. Stuart’s head was also badly in-
jured. One of his legs was broken in
several places and the other was torn oft
above the knee.

POOR DOCUMENT

THE RIGHT TO MAKE TREATIES

Mr. Blake’s resolution in reference to
the right of Canada to make her own
commercial treaties was as follows:

That Mr. Speaker do not leave the chair,
but that it be

hesolved, That Canada no longer occupies
the position of an ordinary. dependency of
the Crown She numbers over 4,000,000 of
freemen, ‘trained in the principles of con-
stitutional government. She comprises one-
half of the North American _continent, | ™
including seven provinces federally united
under an Imperial charter, which recites that
her constitution is to be similar in principle
to that of the Unitéd Kingdom, and she
possesses executive and legislative authority
over vastareas in the North West, out of
which one Province has already been created
and in time others will be formed. °

That special and increasing responsibilities

devolve upon the Government and Parlia-
ment of Canada in connexion with the
development of her resources, the improve-
ment of her condition, her general progress
in the scale of nations and her geographical
situation, which render her even more re-
sponsible than the Government of the United
Kingdom for the maintenance of international
relations with the United States.
. That having regard to these considerations
there is no possession of the Crown beyond
the limits of the United Kingdom which is
entitled to such an ample measure of self-
government or so full an application of the
principles of coanstitutional freedom as the
Dominion of Canada.

That it would be for the interest of Canada
to obtain freer access to the markets of the
world, and that a moreextended interchange
of commodities with other countries would
augment the national prosperity.

That in most of the treaties of commerce
entered into by England, reference has only
been had to their effect on the United King-
dom and the colonies have been: excluded
from their operation—a fact which has been
attended with unfortunate results to Canada.
especially as relates to France.

That the condition of Canada and the sys-
tem on which her duties of Customs have
been and are now imposed vary widely from
those existent in the United Kingdom, and
open, in relation to the basis and negoti-

| ation of commercial arrangements with other
States or British possessions, views and ‘con-

siderations which de not apply to the case of,
or harmonize with, the policy of the United
Kingdom, which it is difficult for the Govern-
ment of the United Kingdom to advance and
which can be best realized and presented by
the Government of Canada, through a nego-
tiation named by her for the purpose of pro-
viding separate trade conventions with coun-
tries with which Canada has or may expect
distinct trade.

That the complicationsand delaysinvolved
in the reference to the departments of the
Governmentof the United Kingdom of points
arising in the course of trade negotiations
enhance the difficulties of the situation and
bave already resulted in loss to Canads.

That it is expedient to obtain all necessary
powers to enable Her Majesty, through: her
representative, the Governor General of
Canada, made by and with the advice of the
‘Queen’s Privy Council for Canada, to enter
by an agent or representative of Canada into
direct communication, with any British pos-
session or foreign state for the purpose of
negotiating commerecial arrangements tend-
ing to the advantage of Canada, subject to
the prior consent or the subsequentapproval
of the Parliament of Canada, signified by
Act.

Sir John Macdonald opposed the reso
lution as being calculated to do harm,
but we do not gather from the reports of
his speeches, which have been telegraph-
ed from Ottawa, that he showed in what
way any injury would come from ‘its
adoption. It is surely not consistent in
the men who adopted a protective policy,
and in sodoing declared Canada to be com-
mercially in‘lependent to object to carry
out the idea therein involved to its logical
conclusion. The commercial treaties which
Englan- enters into are made upona free
trade basis, and must of necessity be in
applicable to Canada. We observe
that Mr. Blake’s resolution received
the support of several Conservatives,
among them Messrs. Decosinos, Ouimet
and McDougal. It was lost by a vote of
78 to 102.

-
THE COST OF LIVING.

The Capital says that the cost of living
has increased and that it always does
when times are good. This is true and
it is not true. It is true that when work
is plentiful ~ d wages high the demand
for the necessaries of life increases and
prices advance ; but this only applies to
articles which are the produce of the
country. The price of farm produce is
regulated in part by the demand for
them ; but that of such articles as are
imported into the country is not. The
enhanced price which the people of the
country have to pay upon those lines of
goods upon which the taxationsts
have laid an enormous duty is not due
to any good times, real or imaginary,
which exist in Canada. Of course taking
the commercial world as a whole, the law
of supply and demand governs prices; but
it would be a great mistake to suppose
that the reason one has to pay thirty
dollars now for a suit of clothes he could
have got for twenty-five a few years ago,
is because times are better now than they
were then.. The real reason is that a
heavy duty has been placed upon the
.naterial out of which the clothes are
mnade ; ‘thatis the “good times” which
cause the high price exist only in govern-
.ent circles at Ottawa, where extrava-
gance, induced by an unnecessarily large
revenue, runs riot, and among the few
capitalists who have put their money in
protected industries. If the farmer gets
higher prices for his produce now than he
lidin revenue tariff days, which we say
s not the case, he can buy less than he

with Mr. Pickard.

could for the same money in these days.

We have in
Sunbury, just as we have reason to ex'
pect we have in Waestmorland, an
example of the manner in which" the
local issues should be dealt with. The
Liberal party in Sunbury being in sym-
pathy with the Reform movement
elected Mr. White last year, and if he
had kept true to his pledges would have
returned him again. The intention was
to form a ticket with Mr. Sterling’s and
Mr. White’s names upon it, and the last
named gentleman was understood to
agree to this. “For the purpose of con-
solidating the Conservative interest” he
broke with his friends. It became neces-
siry to find a candidate in his place apd
after mature deliberation Mr. Glasier
was selected, not because he was a Grit
or because he wag not a Grit, but be-
cause heswas a desirable can‘lidate and
held views on'local issues acceptable to
the Reform party. We grant that the
leaders in’ the Reform movement'in Sdn»
bury are Liberals ; but they have many
adherents among those who, while they
differ from them ‘on the questions in-
volved in an election for Ottawa, yet are
hostile to the corrupt and sluggish
administration of the local Executive,
the workings of which have been' mo
where more manifést than in Sunbury.

SUNBURY POLITICS.

OQur-con-
temporary says that Mr. White Jomed
with Mr. Perley because “the Burpee
party insisted that he should join with
Mr. Sterling and run the election- on
Dominion lines.” We will give the actual
facts of the case and the public can
judge of how much truth there is in
what the Capital has said, On April 5th
Mr. White assured Mr. Chas.

The statement that the Reform . party
wished to run the elections on Dominion
lines is without a shadow of foundation.

QUEEN’S COUNY POLIICS.

The Telegraph feels “confident” that
the Attorney General will never be a
party to any such arrangement as that
suggested by the HEeraLp, namely, that
Mr. Woods was to oppose Mr. King for
the Commons in Queen’s, on the under-
standing that, if defeated, he will be re-
warded for his candidature by a seat in
the Legislative Council. We only gave
the report for what it is worth, and with-
out claiming to be ¢ good authority as to
the intentions of the local Government ;"
but do not think the Attorney General is
so much superior to the considerations
which appear to have influenced the Gov-
ernment in times ps.st. as to shrink from
any such course ds we suggested. His
disposition of the Government patronage
has been by no means free from the im-
putation that he played into the hands
of the Tory party. The appointment of
Mr. Macdonald to the Clerkship of the
St. John County Court, and of Mr. Peters
to the Police Magistracy, are cases in
point, which must have attracted the at-
tention of the Telegraph; while in the
late election in Sunbury Mr. Fraser en-
tered the field as the ardent supporter of
Mr. Taylor, and the whole power of the
present and future patronage of the Gov-
ernment was brought to bear to secure a
Tory victory. In the case under con-

sideration the only question which

—

would probably influence him would be
whether it would be ‘good policy,
and, unless the seat has been
promised to some one else, nothing more
than & question of policy would be in-
volved in it. Our contemporary is also
confident “that, whatever may be his
present chances, if Mr. Woods elects to
rur. against Mr. King for the. Commons,

_he will never occupy a seat in the Legis-

lative Council.” What. are_we to infer
rom this? It seems only open to the
conatrpotion that, by opposing Mr. King,
Mr. Woods will lose whatever chance he
has for a seat in the upper house. We
are a little curious to know if this state-
ment is made “by authority,” and also
what element in the local administration
would consider the fact that he had op-
posed a Liberal candidate for the Com-
mons of sufficient weight to counterbal-
ance any claims to a seat in the Council.
We agree with our contemporary as to
the safety of Mr. King’s re-election, whe-
ther Mr. Wood is a candidate or not.
The Telegraph says that the last named
gentleman will not offer for the Com-
mons, but will conitest the County for the
Assembly, in which case he thinks his
chances will be good. Something, we
imagine, will depend upon the action of
the Liberal Convention which meets in
Gagetown on Thursday. If two mnen are
nominated by that‘Cdnventioh;+as’théy
are almost sure to be, on the platform of
local reform, which implies opposition to
the local adininistration, in all probability

-they will be elected. Our contemporary

can hardly refuse its support to candi-
dates chosen by the political party with
which he is in sy.npathy, and upon a
platform to which it can *scarcely avoid
giving its support. .

IRELAND.

If Mr. Gladstone’s policy in Ireland has
been suctessiul at all, it is far from meet
ing the necessities of the case. All
right-thinking men sympathize with his
efforts to meet the legitimate demands
-of the Irish people, ani his evident un-
willingness to resort to forcible measures.
His course has been lenient in the ex-
treme. .No one but a fanatic will pretend
that the imprisoment of the suspects is
harsh treatment. The days are not long
gone by when they would have answereu
with their lives for less resistauce to the
imperial power. Mr. Gladstone, in de-
clining to apply what is called “the
strong arm of the law,” is clearly acting
in one respect quite in accord with the
most enlightened sentiment of the age.
But we have said that his policy does not
meet the necessities of the case. There
is a class of lawlessness which does not
confine itself to agitation and passive re-

siatahce, but finds expressions in deeds:

of brutal violence. For this there can be

| nothing but condewmnation, except from

the lowest and most debased natures.
Measures which would repress these out-
rages :would commend the respect o.
people everywhere. On the other hand,
many of the most respectable of the Irish
people favor the establishment of local
self-govern.nents. This would seem to
be only what they are entitled to by
right, and no policy of pacification will
be likely to prove successful which does
not include this.

THE WOOLFORDE MATFER.

The management o the Woolforde es-
tate by the Government has not been
wuch remarked upon by the press. It
furnishes, however, astriking illustration
of their extraordinary method of doing
business. John E. Woolforde diéd in
1866 or 1867, and John Edwards admin-
istered upon his estate. Afterwards, as
he had no relatives in this country, the
Government claimed the right to ad.nin-
ister, and this right being ad.witted, the
‘Auditor General was appointed in the
place of Mr. Edwards.
1878 Mr. Blair asked for a return of what
had been done in reference to the estate,
and received an answer that it would be
furnished. Nothing was brought down,
and in 1881 Mr. Blair again inquired as
to what had been done. Mr. Fraser then

inforined the House that the balance of

the estate, $1,100, had - been paid over to
the Province.

This amount not having appeared in
the public accounts of 1881 or 1882, Mr.
Blair again brought the matter up, and
,the result. was that a return was filed
showing that on February 21st, 1882, after
Mr. Blair had brought the matter up for
the third time, the balance $1,092 had
been- paid to the Receiver General.
When brought face to face with his
statement that $1,100 had been paid
in 1881, the Attorney General evaded the
point by saying that the Government
were not obliged to show the amount in
the public accounts, which is both bad
law and bad logic. It is extraordinary
that in this matter ordinary business rules
should not have been applied, that
it should have been necessary for Mr.
Blair to drag out the information, and
that it was only after he had moved in
the matter three times that the money
found its way where it belonged. We
have heard a great deal about the high
toned morality of certain gentlemen ; but
if a member of the Opposition had
stated in his place in the House that
$1,100 had been paid, when in point of
fact it had not been, the public would
have been treated toa ho.nily on the
terrible disregard of truth which such a

statement displayed.

A Successful Career.

JOHN EDGECOMBE’S RECORD OF PERSEVERANCE—
UNSUBDUED EITHER BY FIRE OR A HIGH TARIFF.

About forty-six years ago John Edgecombe
come to Fredericton from Devonshire, with
little capital except a braiu well fitted tp plan,
hands capable of hard work, a good: trade
well learned, and a heart full of courage and
honest purpose. Fredericton then was dif-
ferent from what it is now, but those who
remember what it was in the days when Her
Gracious Majesty ascended the throne will
admit that the changes have been very great.
Fredericton could boast very little in the
way of manufactures at that time, and that
little was quite primitive.

MR. EDGECOMBE

went into the work of making and repairing
carriages on Queen street, just above Wil-
mot's Alley, on the same place where Dr.
Wilson for so many years after wielded the
scissors and razor. A year or two later he
removed to York street, and went into part-
nership with Joseph Stentiford in a carriage
factory, on.the site now occupied by the
Commercial Hotel. In 1845 the firm moved
to that part of the premises now occupied by
J. Edgecombe & Sons, on the south side of
York street, adjoining the Temperance Hall.
Here they continued their business, which
wag increasing from year to year, until 1857,
when the firm of Edgecombe & Stentiford
was dissolved by the retirement of Stenti-
ford. The carriage

FACTORY WAS BURNED
in 1858, but was rebuilt ‘immediately. This
was the first of five fires from which this es-
tablishment has suffered. Mr. Edgecombe
had, about 1852, purchased the lot of land
on Queen-street next below the Fisher pro-
nerty, where he erected a two and a half
story brick building, which was occupied by
George Whittaker, now of thham, as a
boot and shoe store, and the late John Mc-
Causland, as a watchmaker and jewelry store
In 1863 this building was burned by a fice
which swept through to King street, destroy-
ing not only all the Edgecombe buildings,
but several of the adjoining ones as well.
Nothing daunted Mr. Edgecombe went to
work to rebuild and soon had better struc-
tures upon his land than those which the fire
had swept away. In 1869

THE FIRE AGAIN DESTROYED

the factory and the Queen street building.
New structures at once took their places and
have since remained ; but not without at
least two narrow escapes, when the sheds
and outbuildings were destroyed. Besides
epairing the houses destroyed by fire the
Edgecombe’s have been diligent in the erec-
tion of new buildings. In 1870 the dwelling-
house on King street, occupied by W. Edg-
combe was erected. In 1873 the land upon
which Mr. Denton’s school house used to
stand was purchased and the

FINE DOUBLE RESIDENCE,

8 part of which is now occupied by Dr.
Rand, was put up. In 1877 the large block
on the Strickland corner was erected, and
last year the brick double residence on King
street, next to the Methodist parsonage, was
put up. &he Queen street building is now
occupied by F. B. Edgcombe, dry goods, and
M. S. Hsll, books and stationery. - The
lower flat of the building on the Strickland
block is occupied -by D. W. Estabrooks, re-
tail grocer and Whittier & Hooper, whole-
sale grocers. The dwelling apartments
were recently occupied by Mrs. Pickard as
a boarding house, bnt are now vacant. The
0dd Fellows’ Hall is in the building. The
brick building on King street is occnpled by
Mr. David Hatt and Mr. Alfred G. Edg-
combe.

THE CARRIAGE FACTORY -
is an extensive establishment occupying,
exclusive of yard room, about 60,000 square
feet of space, including the several flats.
Thirty hands are employcd, of whom Harry
Shaw, worker in wood, has been in the es-
tablishment for thirty-one years, and John
Edmonds, blacksmith, and John Harvey,
trimmer, each 29 years. Several others have
been in the factory from six to ten years.
The business of the firm is cons'antly in-
creasing. A new blacksmith shop, with
four new forges and a new finishing shop,
were added to the -already extensive
premises last yea.. One agency alone, that
at Edmondston, did over $3,000 worth of
business last year. At present orders are on
hand for nearly g

- THREE HUNDRED CARRIAGES,
and work hasbeén begun upon them. Scme
of these are to go to Nova Scotia, others to
Aroostook, others to St. John, Kent County,
and in fact all over the Province. About 36
carriages have already -been finished this
season. This necessitates the carrying of a
great deal of stock, which may be summed
up by saying that the firm have on hand a
full stock for over three hundred carriages.
This is all imported from the United States
under a thirty per cent. tariff. In reply to a
question whether they could not as well buy
the goods in Canada, Mr. A. G. Edgcombe
said that they could not, for the reason that
Canadian stock was so inferior to the Amer-
ican, and even if it were as good the delay
in getting articles from the Upper Provinces
would of itéelf make it useless to try there.
The
THE RIDICULOUS NATURE OF THE TARIFF

is shown by the fact that while it professes
to protect the carriage-makers, it simply
takes money out of them, for the duty on the
rough stock is the same as on a finished
carriage. This firm are building two hearses,
the bodies of which will be imported. One
of these is for A. Gilman, of Woodstock; the
other will be kept in the city. They will be
the finest ever used in the Province.

An establishment cf this kind necessarily
requires a good deal of machinery. For
this the motive power is furnished by a fif-
een hors2-powze engine, with a boiler of 20
horse-power capacity.

The firm consists of John Edgcombe and
this two sons, William J. and Alfred G. The
lattec is book-keeper and general manager.
Mr. W. J. Edgcombe is supperintendent of
the painting and finishing department, and
Mr. Jobn Edgcombe is general superintend-
ent of the mechanical department.

Notwithstanding their many severe losses
by fice the affairs of this firm are exceedingly
prosperous, and are better prepared than
ever before tor the summer campaign.

Mr. Bebbington’s Green House.

Mr. John Bebbington's green house on
Charlotte street is a pleasant and pretty -
gight for the eyes at this time of year, when
the face of nature is particularly bare and
barren looking, and the fields and trees have
not yet put on their summer coat of green.
The house is a lean-to on the easterly side of
his residence, with top and sides of glass,
and in the summer time is surrounded by a
garden. The interior of the green-house is
a charming and bewildering mass of flowers
and foliage of endless variety in form and
color. The rafters of the roof and front are
overrun with vine roses in three varieties—
Marshall Neill, Lamarque and Gloria Dijon—
the effect of which is very pretty. There is
also a large stock of monthly roses of differ-
ent varieties and various colors, covered
with buds, and fancy kinds of geraniums,
with beautifully colored leaves—what are
called the tri-colored geraniums. Mr. Beb-
bington also shows a large variety of green-
house plants, and all kinds of plants for
window pots and boxes and garden purposes,
with great diversity in color and form. There
are monthly carnations, flowering all the
year round, in different shades,and pellagon-
iums, or pansy geraniums, mostly in the
bud snd in exotics ; a large number of beau-
tiful and graceful maiden hair ferns and
mosses. New double petunias are a feature
which strikes the eye, and there are a num-
ber of double and siugle fuschias. healthy and
vigorous-looking plants. Among the prom-
inent featnures are some fine looking dusty
millers, or white foliage plants; new coleuses,
presenting a great variety of color; new
begonias, with beautiful- wax-like flowers,
and other kinds of begonias, not in bloom;
bouverdia, in three varieties—pink, white
and scarlet; heliotropes, in several varieties
and shades; a large stock of exotic plants
from tropical climes, including anthuriums,
scharzeraniums, dracina, and terminalis; an
endless variety of silver leaves, etc., for
decorating gardens, and a large ard very
fine lot of calla lillies, These last are
very appropriate for church decorations, and
during the past winter Br. Bebbington has
cut large quantities for this purpose. During
the Easter season he cut over 200 roses from
his green house for church decoration. In
the hot beds in the garden Mr. Bebbington
has a fine display of annuals for bedding-out
purposes, embracing echeveries, verbenas,
ete. -

The display in the green houseis a remark-
ably fine one, and any who need plants for
their gardens or pots this summer can do no
better than give Mr. Bebbington a call at
bis place on Charlotte street. His variety of
flowers and plants is almost endless, and
they are all in a healthy and vigorous con-
dition.

Mr. Taylor’s Paintings,

George T. Taylor's large painting of the
Blue Mountains, which the City Clerk was
lucky enough to secure at the lottery, is now
exhibited in McMurray&Burkhardt’s window,
at which establishment it has been framed.
The picture presents a very striking appear-
ance. A smaller view of the Mountains by
the same artist, iz also on exhibition. ‘The
companion picture to the large view, a
river driving scene on the S. W. Miramichi,
will also be shortly disposed of by Mr.
Taylor at u lottery. These paintings were
made by Mr. Taylor in consequence of an
understanding, as he thought, with the
Attorney General, that they were to be pur-
chased by the Govermwent for the new
Parliament Buildings. The agreement has
not been kept, and Mr. Taylor found himself
with two large paintings on his hands. He
succeeded in disposing of one, though at
some sacrifice, and we hope he will be able
to get something like the value of the other.

The Blue Mountains, which form the
subject of 80 many pictures. are situated on
the south bank of the Tobique, about forty-
five miles from its month., There are two
main peaks, and a deep ravine separates
them. The Tobique winds under their base,
forming a most exquisite landscape. This is
known as Blue Mountain Bend. At one
point the mountain comes to the river shore
in a precipitous reddish bluff about 150 feet
high. There is a remarkable echo at this
point. . The summit of the mountainis about
1600 feet above the waters of the Tobique.
The view from the summit is very fine.
Directly to the east rises the sharp cone of
Bald Head, said to be 2600 feet high, to the
south-east are the conical Spruce Hills and
further to the south long ridges which
extend away to the sources of the Miramichi
and the Nashwaak. On the west the eye
takes in the valley of the Tobique and the
curious round hills about the Wapskehegan,
with Mars Hill and, on very clear days,
Katahdin on the horizon; to the north are
the long level ridges which form the great
fertile belt of the N. B. Railway & Land
Company, while to the north-east are the
lofty peaks of Bald Mountain and Feldspar
Mountain, the two highest elevations in the
Province, each having an elevation of about
2900 feet.

The Condition of the Streets.

We think that something should be done
by the Road Master in regard to the ex-
tremely muddy condition of Queen street,
particularly at the lower end. The least
that can be done is to make arrangements
for suitable crossings, so that foot passen-
gers can pass from one side of the street to
the other without getting bogged in the

The Late Willism Grieves.

Fredericton lost Andther honored and
much respected citized &t an early hour on
Saturday morning, when Mr. William
Grieves passed away to his long rest after
a protracted and painful illness. Mr. Grieves
had been sick for over a year std a half, and
during the past week sank rapidly. Late on’
Friday evening it was seen that he was
going, and at 4 o’clock on Saturday morn-
ing he died. His death is a soufce of deep
gorrow to his family and relatives and of
regrét to a large circle of friends and aoquain-,
tances by whom He was greatly bespected.

Mr. Grieves was born in Ireland in the
year 1819, and was consequently in his 63rd
year when he died. He came to this
Province at a very early age, and has re-
sided in York County eversince. His career
in this life was marked with honor and that
industry and willingness to do and go ahead
which leads to success and a competency.
When quite a young man, he -had accumul-
ated sufficient to start a fétry on the river &t
Fredericton,; and-a few years.after. had two
running. One plied on the river between
this city and St. Mary’s, and the other ran
from another point in this ¢city to just above
where Gibson now is. Mr. Grieves filled the
responsible position of Alderman ot Freder-
icton for a number of years, and for two
years was road-master of this city, a
position which he resigned a short time
before his death on account of ill health.
He was idéntified with and Was a prominent
member of the Orange body in this Provinée
for over forty-five years and always took a
lively part and interest in its workings and
welfare. He held in his lifetime some of the
principal offices in this organization, and at
the time of his death was County Master of
York Connty Lodge. He kept an hotel in
his city for about 30 years, and ran the
Waverly House on Regent street, which was
built by him and is now managed by his
son, Mr. John B. Grieves, for twenty-three
years. -

Mr. Grieves leaves a family of five children
and his wife is still living. His children
are :—Jobn B. Grieves, James A. Giieves,
Annie Grieves Maggie Grieves and Wiillam
Grieves, all of this city.

The funeral of the late William Grieves,
which took place Monday afternoon- at 3
o'clock, from his late residence on Regent
street, was very largely attended. A special
train left St. John at ten minutes past ten
and brought a large number of Orangemen
from that city. There was a service in the
house by the Rev. A. J. Mowatt, of St. Paul’s
Preshyterian Church, after which the funeral
procession set out in the following order,
proceeding along Regent street, up Queén to
Carleton, and down Carleton street to the
old Burial Ground, where the remains were

Late Captain Charles Rainsford.

Capt, Charles Rainsford, an honored and
well known inhabitant of York County, died
yesterday morning at his] residence on his
farm in the parish of Kingsclear. Mr. Rains-
ford was the third son of the late Thomas
Rainsford, who took an active part in the
affairs of the Province, and was at one time
Receiver General, and was born in York
County in the year 1787. He was therefore
in his95th yearat thetime of hisdeath. Capt
Rainsford was a lieutenant in the 104th
Regiment, a volunteer corps raised in York
County during the war of 1812 and accom-
panied that regimen: on its perilous and
gallant march through the wilderness to
Canada in mid-winter. A detailed account
of the hardships and exploits of this regiment
of heroes was given in a paper read by G. E.
Fenety, Esq., b-fore the Fredericton His-
torical Society at its last meeting aud par-
ticular mention was made of the heroism of
Captain, then Lieutenant Rainsford. He
was with the regiment all through the cam-
paign, and returned with it to Fredericton
where it disbanded.. Capt. Rainsford was,
at the time of his death, the last survivor of
the gallant 104th. On his return from the
campaign in Canada he turned his attention
to farming, which occupation he followed
until his decease. Captain Rainsford mar-
ried a Miss Davidson, and his family
numbered eight—Eleanor, Elizabeth, Fanny,
Margaret, John, Witter, William and Ed-
‘ward. Of these Eleanor, Elizabeth, William
and Edward are living. Mrs. Ramnsford, his
wife, is dead. Mrs. Winslow, of Woodstock,
is a sister of his, as is also the mother of
Judge Wetmore. His funerai takes place |

on Wednesday afternoon from his late

residence, Kingsclear, and his remains will
be interred at the Spring Hill Chureh.

Accident on the Branch Railway.

An accident which eame very near re-
sulting in serious consequences took place
yosterddy morning on the: Fredericton
Branch Railway. The 9 a. m. train, in
charge of Conductor William Hagerman, left
on time and was min"ngdowh to the Junc-
tion. The train was composed of one
engine, two box cars, a baggage and
second-clasg - car, . and :a' first-class
passenger car. The train was ~ just
approaching Glasier Station, when the for-
ward trucks of the rear box-car' flew off the
track, derailing the car, and coming hack
under it, lodged against the forward trucks
of the baggage car, also throwing them off.
The rear box car was thrown off the track
oun its side, and the forward trucks of the
baggage car also went off. The driver of the
engine had noticed the box car bouncing

about and had reversed the-engine, but not|

until a short distance had been run and the
track pretty badly torn up for about ten or
& dozen rail lengths. The under work of the
box car was pretty badly damaged, and the
forward trucks of the baggage car but
slightly. The box car was loaded with
ploughs, shipped by Messrs. L. W. Johnston
& Co., and some furniture, and the contents
were partially damaged.

Condactor Hagerman and Henry Miller of
this city were in the baggage car when the
accident occurred and were pretty well
shaken up, as were also some passengers
who were in the second class part of the ca:
smoking. No person received any injuries.
The locomotive regained on the track, and
took the passengers and remaining bhox ca:
into the Junction, where they caught the
train west, which had waited for them.

A force of men was at once sent down to
the scene of the dccident in a four-horse team
from Gaunce’s Livery Stable, and set about
clearing away and repairing the track. The
up-train from St. John stopped at Glasier
Station and the passengers and mails -were
brought into the city in Gaunce’s team. ar-
civing about 3.15. The track was all clea:
at 7 o'clock last evening, and the train from
the wreck got into the Fredericton depot at
twenty minutes to eight o’clock. - The night
train from 8t. John followed and was on
time.

The cause of the accident is unknown.
The box car, the trucks of which broke loose
and caused the accident, was a new car, and
belonged to the Eastern Railway Company.
[t was not heavily loaded. It is thought by
some that the truck frame got loose in some
wav, bat there is no certain explanation of
the cause of the mishan.

OrrAawa, April 24,

Mr. White, M. P., was examined before Dr.
Orton's Agricultural Committee this morn-
ing., He said that owing to the duty keeping
out American hard wheat the Canadian
mills were unable to grind our own spring
wheat, which had so deteriorated in quality
that it wonld not make good flour, but if the
western hard wheat could be imported to
mix with it, it would make good strong ba-
kers” flour, and the price of our spring wheat
would be increased, while the price of our
fall-wheat would not be affected.

He testified at some length as to
the eviles of the loading system, citing
several cases mentioned in the returns.
When there was good reason to believe that
the wheat had been sold without the daty
being paid, one year was allowed in which
to pay the duty, which practically meaut
that the Government lent the miller 15 cents

‘After a short
discussion the debate was adjourned, which
means at this stage of the session that the
matter cannot come up again this year.

The House then adjourned at 11 40.

OTTAawA, April 25.

Dr. Orton’s select committee on ths effects
of the tariff on agricultural interests has
been in session for. some time past. Itis
composed of nine members, only three of
whom are farmers, and ' not one from the
Maritime Provinces. Mr. C. Burpee protest-
ed against the unfair composition of the
committee in the Housé at the time it was
formed. Its conception was a fraud and its
proceedings have been pactisan in the ex-
treme. Mr. Trow complained in the com-
mittee this morning of being unable to get
any Maritime Province evidence before the
committee, the time being taken up by mil-
lers and machinists from Ontario.

In the House to-day twenty-two clauses
of Langevin’s alleged civic service reform
bill were passed in committee, after which
progress was reported.

On motion to go into Supply, Mr. Tasse
made a long, rambling” speech, complaining
that the Liberals had accused the Quebec
bleus of endeavoring to gain an ascendency
in Canada. In the course of his speech he
made a disgraceful and unjustifiable attack
on several French Liberal leaders, living
and dead.

Laurier replied in a scathing speech,
denouncing the unfair attempt to create
political capitad by appealing to the preju-
dices of French-Canadians. He defended, in
eloquent and indignant terms, the dead
Litellier and absent Dorion against the out-
rageous attack that had been made on them.
After some further discussion the House
went into Supply and passed the railway
items.

The re-distribution of seats bill did not
come up to-day as was expected. Itis now
said it will not be introduced until the esti-
mates are passed. This, however, is not
surprising as Sir John generally leaves his
bad bills till the last of the session.

OITY COUNOIL.

The Water Committee Appointed, and
Other Matters Postponed.

A special meeting of the City Council was
held Wednesday evening, 19th inst., in the
Council Chamber, Mayor Figher in the chair,
for purpose of taking into consideration the
water question and appointing a water com-
mittee, and fixing salaries and appointing
officers for the ensuing year.

There were present when the Board rose
Alds. McPherson, Atherton, Simmons, Hall,
Thomas, Burchill, Moore, Wilson, Farrell
and Leigh. 3

After routine His Worship the Mayor said
he had received some testimonials in regard
to the ‘“‘Brokenshire Pavement’ from Hali-
fax, which he desired to lay on the Alder-
men’s desks before proceeding with business.

The City Marshall distributed them.

After which His Worship stated the object
of the meeting by reading the requisition for
the same.

Ald. Burchill moved, after some discussion
as to the mode of nrocedure, that Ald.
McPherson be one of the Water Committee.
Carried by a vote of 6 to 4. :

Ald. Simmons was put in nomination, but
was rejected by a vote of 5 to 2.

Ald. Hall was also thrown out, only three
members of the Board voting for him.

Ald. Burchill was appointed without a
dissenting voice. :

Ald. Thomas declined nomination, as he
would not be able to give any time to the
business of the Committee.

Ald Wils)n was appointed by a vote of five
to four.

[All of the Aldermen, it will be noticed,
did not vote on some of these appointments,
some of the members being too modest to
vote for themselves ]

Ald Burchill meved, and was seconded,
that the Police Court and Office be removed
from the present location into the new quar-
ters in the old Officers’ Barracks. - Carried.

Ald Hall moved, and was seconded, that
the matter of fixing salaries and appointing
officers for the ensuing year be postponed
until the next regular meeting.

Ald Farrell said he thought that, as they
had plenty of time, they could just as well as
not, go on with this business. At all events
they could appoint the Collector of Taxes.
It was important that it should be done, and
would take but very little time.

Ald Moore pointed out that the resolution
of last meeting postponing the consideration
of the appointment of the Tax Collector,
stated that it should be taken up at a regular
meeting of the Council.

Ald Simmonssuggested moving an amend-
ment to rescind this resolution of last meet-
ing. e

Ald Farrell accordingly moved, and it was
seconded by Ald Simmons, that the resolu-
tion of last meeting in regacd to the appoint-
ing of a Collector of Taxes ata regular meet-
ing, be rescinded.

The amendment was lost.on being put to a
vote. The original mot on carried.

There being nothing before the Board, on
motion of Ald Farrell, the Council adjourned.

The Vacancy in the City Counecil.

It is thought that at the next meeting of
the City Council there will be a slight hitch
of some kind on account of a vacancy at the
Board, caused by one of the Aldermen for
for Wellington Ward leaving the ciiy. The
salaries have to be fixed and the officers for
the ensuing year appointed, and one of the
Aldermen stated at the special meeting on
Wednesday evening in this connection, that
while he was perfectly willing to be bound
and abide by anything that might be done by
a full Board. he could not say what his action
would be if there was a vacancy. There is
some manceuvring, it is reported, going on in
vegard to the appointment of a man to the
position of collector of taxes. and if this ap-
pointment does nat suit all, there isno doubt
from what has been foreshadowed, but what
this cry of a vacancy at the Board will again
be heard in the Council. A great
many contend that the action of the Alder-
man for Wellington, in offering again for
civic honors at the last election, when he
well knew that he was going to leave the
city before one-half of his term of office had
expired, was reprehensible in the extreme.
There is no doubt but what it was unwise,
but it was a matter which could have been
remedied even afterward by a timely resigna-
tion on the part of the Aldérman whose
action is in question, so that a new elec-
tion could have been held, and the wheels of
civic legislation moved on unimpeded. In-
stead of this, however, he hangs on to
the last minute, and the probabilities
are that his absence will cause a vacancy
at the Board on” the occasion of an
important meeting, and that vacancy
will just as probably be made a handle of.
The members of the Council cannot blame
the Alderman for Wellington in any way, as
they had the remedy in their own hands, but
for some reason or other best known to them-
selves allowed it to pass. The last mceting
of the Council was a special meeting, and
there was a full Board. On the requisition
of that meeting its objects were stated to be
the fixing of salaries and the appointment of
officers for the ensuing year; and the appoint-
ment of -the Water Committee. The latter
business was done, and although the Council
had sat but abont an hour and the night was
young, the former matter was postponed and
the Council adjourned. Here was both time
and opportunity to have settled this neces-
sary business before a full board, and it was
allowed to pass unheeded. No reason was
given, and the meeting was looked upon
by some as a farce, although in the light
of after events the ratepayers may take a
different view of the matter.

TELEGRAPHIC.
Dominion Parliament.

(Special to Tue EveNiNe HErALD.)
Orrawa, April 21.

There was a full House and packed gal-
leries this afternoon in anticipation of Cos-
tigan’s resolutions coming up. A special
train from Montreal brought several hundred
members of St. Patrick’s Society, with
President McNamee. They, with prominent
Irish Canadians from various parts of the
country, were deeply interested spectators.

Mr. Costigan, who had amended the fifth
clause of the resolutions, moved them in
amendment to the motion to go into Com-
mittee of Supply.

He took up a pogition more in the centre
of his side of the House than he usually oc-
cupied and his rising was received with a de-
monstration. The attitude of the House
was one of doubt and expectancy. The ques-
tion was felt to be an uncertain one, and poli-
ticians were afraid that Mr. Costigan’s speech
was at first egotistical. He spoke far too much
of himself and his connection with the reso-
lutions, which he admitted were the result
of a meeting, and were submitted with the
consent of several [rish Canadians; otherwise
his speech was moderate even to timidity in
tone. He recapitulated the Irish grievances.
The Protestant opinions of the House paid
close attention for the most part, but received
the speech in solemn silence.

The Government evidently intended the mo-
tion then to be passed without further speak-
ing, but Mr. Blake rose, greeted by ringing
cheers, and holdly grappled with the Irish
question. Hedeclared that the English gov-
ernment of Ireland during the past eighty
years had been a disastrous failure: he fav-
ored local self-government, and called Glad-
stofie sharply to account for not taking prac-
tital measures for pacification.

No synopsis can give any impression of the
boldness, breadth and earnestness of Mr.
Blake's deliverance. At first the Opposition
only cheered, but later applause re-echved
from every part of the chamber, despite the
frowns and efforts of the Tory party mana-
gert to keep their followers from going. The
Ministers were at first surprised and then be-
came anxious, and eagerly consulted each
other.

Mr. Blake concluded after recess, amid
tremendous cheering, one of the greatest
speeches of his life.

Sir John replied and amid cries of ‘“Oh!"
characterized Blake’s speech as that of a
demagogue trying to catch the Irish vote.
He eulogized Costigan and said Blake's
speech was calculated to check the efforts in
England of the best friends of Ireland,

Messrs. Wright and Coursal who followed
(both Conservatives) eulogized Blake's
maguificent oration and supported the resolu-
tion.

Cartwright and Casey followed. At 11
o’clock Brecken and Patterson (Essex) rose
together. ‘Anglin, Mills and others are
taking notes, and there will be a series of
speeches and the resolutions will pass with-
out division.

In Supply the following discussion arose:

Mr. Burpee (Sunbury) would like to inquire
with regard to the work at Oromocto, and to
ask if it would be gone on with. Recommen-
dations aremade by the chief engineer for the
improvement of the River St. John at this
point by the erection of another breakwater
to deepen the channel.

Sir Hector Langevin said: When the plans
were brought to me last year I found that the
breakwater had not been constructed accord-
ing to the plan,but that it lacked very much. I
had not been 4ble to recommend to my col-
leagues the construction of any large pier on
the other side of the river in order to still
further confine the current and give greater
depth of water.

Mr. King asked if it was the intention of
the Government to do anything in Grand
Lake.

Sir Hector was sorry the hon. gentleman
did not call attention to Grand Lake before.
This was the first time he heard of it.

Mr. King hoped that when the hon. gentle-
man came down he would favor us witha
visit. Application was made for a dredge at
McMahon’s Cove two years ago, and he re-
ceived the reply that a survey would be
made. Nothing has been done since. Very
great difficulties were experienced at certain
seasons of the year in consequence of the
shoots at Mahon’s Cove. He hoeped the hon.
gentleman will look into the matter and
have the channel dredged.

Sir Hector Langevin read a statement of
the different places where dredges were em-
ployed.

Mr. Burpee (Sunbury)—The New Dominion
was not at work. ¢

Sir Hector Langevin showed she was laid
up for repairs, and will be in repair to work
this season.

Mr. Burpee—Last year she was to be em-
ployed at a point in Sunb::y.

Sir Hector Langevin—That is true. but
she was out of repair.

Mr.Burpee—She was seut to another place,
and, if T am not mistaken, the hon. Minister
of Public Works himself gave orders that she
be sent to Marble Cove.

Sir Hector Langevin—I Temember that
while visiting St. John a deputation called
upon me. It was to dredge a channel to the
public landing, and the people said they had
been waiting several years to get it done.
The Minister of Public Works had not been
able to visit them. T thought their request
was a reasopable one, accordingly I ordered
the dredge to be there next day, and the
work so performed was a public benefit.

Mr. Burpee—I am glad to hear the hon.
gentleman state that he was entirely impar-
tial in the expenditure of public money. 1
felt indignant when some of his supp;)rtors
meanly said no public work should be under-
taken in any county that did not support the
hon. gentleman. I was fully aware at the
time that they were misrepresenting the hon.
gentleman. I have no objections to the hon.
gentleman dredging Marble Cove, which is a
private place, but I would remark he leaves
uncared for the River St. John, where so
many vessels pass every day and have to un-
load their cargoes to get over ashoal. I
think I have reason to complain of that.
Then with reference to the. point of which
the member for Queen’s has spoken. in refec-
ence to the shipping of coal, it is an import-
ant point at & certain peviod of the y e, It

isimpossible for a boat earrying coal to get
up to the wharf and the coal has to be ship-
pedin scows. ' Although this isin the county
of Queen’s some of my constituents are mucl
interested in these desired improvements, as
there are coal mines in the county of Sun-
bury, and it would be a great relief to them
if this dredge could be sent there for a few
days.

Sir Hector Langevin—As to the Oromocto
Shoals the hon. gentleman must remembe:
we have expended a large sum of money there
already, and there was no complaint about
them when I was there last summer. The
matter will be Yooked into again. The hon
gentleman is pertectly correct in supposing
that the Government will constrvct public
works in whatever county requires them,
whether it supports the Government or not.

BosToN, April 20. -

Mrs. Mary Russell, 79 years, was murdered
by her son-in-law, Edwin R. Prescott, aged
66 years, in West Somerville, to-day. Pres-
cott has shown slight symptoms of insanity
of late, brought on by the loss of consider-
able money in various ways. The details of
the affair are shocking. Mrs. Russell’s skull
was fractured, her face stove in and throat
cut from ear to ear. The parties all be-
longed to the best society. Prescott was
arrested and told his story without agitation.
Prescott will probably not be arraigned but
be taken directly to an insane asylum.

Loxpon, April 20.

Charles Robert Darwin, a well-known
scientist, is dead. He died at his residence.
Down House, near Orpington. Darwin has
been ill some some days and was supposed
to be recovering, but had a relapse on Tues-
day and never rallied.

In the Commons, to-night, during the de-
bate on the recent circular in regard to
Clifford Lloyd, and concerning the duty of
self-protection, Mr. Redmond persisted in
denouncing Mr. Forster as dishonest. The
Speaker named him and his suspension was
ordered by a vote of 207 to 12. Redmond
thereupon withdrew.

MecLean’s ri al.

THE TRIAL OF THE QUEEN'S WOULD-BE ASSASSIN
—A VERDICT OF NOT GUILTY.

LoxNpoN, April 19.—At Reading to-day,-

Lord Chief Justice Coleridge charged the
Grand Jury in the case of Roderick McLean,
who attempted to shoot Queen Victoria at
Windsor on the 2nd of March. His Lordship
said that a State trial in England had been
rare, but the law bearing on the case,though
500 years old was undoubted. The facts, as
narrated in the depositions of the witnesses
of the assault, clearly supported the charge.
Baron Huddleston was also on the bench.
Sir George Boyer is foreman of the Grand
Jyry. The-Grand Jury returned a true bill
for high treason against McLean, who was
placed in the deck. He looked pale and
haggard. He pleaded not guilty in a firm
but low voice.

Sir Henry James, Attorney General,
opened the case for the prosecution. He said
it was a very agg avated one. The jury had
a grave responsibility  in determining the
condition of the prisoner's mind at the time
he committedl the crime. The evidence for
prosecution went simply to prove that Mc-
Lean fired the shot. The witnesses were
not cross-examined. Montague Williams in
opening for the prisoner, made insanity the
ground of the defence. He said it could be
shown that McLean had had a homicidal
mania for years and imagined the English
people were against him ; and also it could
be proved that McLean had been confined in
an asylum. In his charge to the Jury the
Chief Justice said that no head of any state
was entirely free from the danger of regicidal
attacks, neither the chief of a military em-
pire nor the president of a great republic.
The jury returned a verdict of not guilty on
the ground of insanity.

After the jury rendered the verdict of
acquittal on the ground of insanity it was
ordered that McLean be detained in custody
during Her Majesty’s pleasure. The delibera-
tions of the jury occupied but five minutes.
