ON HIS BRIDAL NIGHT.

A Rassian Professor’s Snfferings in the
Siberian Mines.

Collection of the letters of a professor
who was condemned to hard labor for
life in the Siberian lead mines has appeared
at Berlin. The book contains, if possible,
says a writer in the London Daily News,
more harrowing descriptions of the suffer-
ings in the mines than are to be read in
Mr. Kennan’s work on the subject. For
two years Jaksakoff (the writer of the let-
ters) dragged the wheelbarrow in the lead
mines and then succumbed. A heap of
crumpled, closely written sheets of paper,
which he confided to a young friend
named Balkaljaff, was all he left behind
him. They are letters written in secret
to his relationsand are of a most touching
character, showing in their warm words
that the poor man buried alive as he was,
hoped that they would reach those dear
to him, though he himself would never
see them again. Seven years ago, and a
month or two after Jaksakoff’s death, Ral-
kaljeff managed to escape. He was a
young, athletic fellow of five or six and
twenty, and after wandering about for
two years he reachcd Paris, and later on
proceeded to Hungary. In Pesth he
handed over Jaksakoff’s letters to a
friend to be published. There are seven-
teen bearing dates between. the 7th of
February, 1882, and the 17th of January
1885. The 7th of January, 1882, the Rus-
sian university professor, Vasellej Jaksa-
koff, aged twenty-eight, was married to
the beautiful daughter of a rich moscow
merchant. In the evening the

Bridegroom Was Sent For,
and he left the room without any of the
wedding guests noticing it. Three detec-
tives were waiting at the door, and they
invited him to drive with them immed-
iately to the police station for the pur-
pose of settling a matter which could not
be postponed. The. whole affair, they
stated, would not last longer than a
quarter of an hour. Jaksakoff complied
and left without telling any one. He
never returned again. At the police sta-
tion he was thrust into a damp narrow
cell, and here hespent his wedding night.
It was only the next morning that he
learned from a sulky policeman that he
was accused of taking part in the attempt
on the life ‘of Czar Alexander II, (13th of
March, 1881.) Jaksakoff, up to that time
a loyal subject of the Czar, could not un-
derstand how he was suspected of such
a thing. But the policeman soon cleared
up this point. Jaksakoff had shortly be-
fore left his own lodgings, and at leaving
had given his porter a left off coat. In
the pockets the porter found a letter from
the Nihilist Kibaltshitsh, who a year and
a half before had been executed for the at-
tempt on the Czar’s life. It was, indeed,
a very compromising letter. In it Kibalt-
shitsh requested Jaksakoff to give him a
certain promised article. What could
this be but the material for the dynamite
bombs which had been ‘used against the
emperor? At any rate, the smart porter
soon came to that conclusion and the
police agreed with him. What good did
it do -Jaksakoff - to swear that he only
knew Kibaltshitsh at the university at a
time when the latter did not even know
what a Nihilist was. When did it bene-
fit him to assure them that the article re-
ferred to was
Only a Harmless Waterproof,

and that the letter was dated from the
year 1887? He was condemned to hard
labor for life, and this was regarded as
a specially merciful penalty, for the crime
for which he was accused was punishable
with death. The victim was transported.
to the Nertachinker silver mines which at
the public expense are exploited for the
Czar’s private funds, and, on account of
their containing so little silver, are called
lead mines. The transport to Siberia
lasted a year and a half. During the two
years that the prisoner worked in the
mines he suffered such torments that he
became an idiot. The following are some
extracts from Jaksakoff’s memoirs. On
the 10th of May, 1882, he writes from the
prison at Nijni Novgorod :

“T am locked up with fifty others with-
in four walls. The cell is narrow, and the
mold covers the walls with a thick crust.
On the floor the dirty and filthy straw
reaches to our ankles. This is our resting
place: Two rows of low shelves stretch
acroes the whole of the room. Here I
should rightly have room to sleep, and
here the others do sleep on the bare
boards and without a pillow of any kind.
But we have given up our places to the
women of two banished families, who,
with their children, are following their
husbands voluntarily into exile. A man
who has ever seen better days can not
have any idea of the suffetings of exiled
prisoners. He cannot believe his own
eyes when he is thrust into such a lonely
cellar, more wormy and horrible than the
grave, and is told that for the future this
will be hisabode. Most, so circumstanced,
gasp for air, like any creature accustomed
to living on land upon being thrown into
water. Their heads swim and a few min-
utes after entering they faint. But their
companions, the other poor wretches,

Call Them Back to Life Again,

and ina day or two everybody has got
accustomed to the air of a Russian dun-
geon, filled as it is with the stench of
corpses and full of plague and typhus
germs.”

Jaksakoff arrived 'at Tamsk by ship
from Tiumen the 19th of September, 1882.
He writes:

“The yard of the Tiumen prison was full
even when we set out on the journey
thither. From the day of our arrival our
numbers increased continually, and fresh
caravans of exiles from Perm and Ekater-
inburg were constantly arriving. We
were crowded out of our narrow prisons,
and at last when we could no longer stand
or crouch on the ground, regularly lay
upon ope another. This was also to be
our fate on the ship. Nine hundred per-
sons in a cage in which there was not
even room for four hundred. Among
families the stronger ones during the
hours of rest always lay on the floor, and
served as cushions for the women and
children, and otherwise they, like them,
stood or crouched about. The others ar-
ranged among themselves to sleep by
turns on the floor, and on each other’s
bodies. At night time the interior of the
cage looked like a large pit on a field of
battle where the bodies of the fallen have
been thrown one on the top of the other.
The prison on the ship reminded one es-
pecially of such a sight. When the
voyage was half done nobody had any
money left, and everybody fought for the
food. Many of the sleepers were bleed-
ing, and their blood flowed upon those
lying beneath them. During the day the
atmosphere on the ship was vitiated, stifl-
ing, and filled with a sickening smell of
blood. Then typhus broke out, and of
900 prisoners scarcely 700 lived.”

The frontier of Siberia, at the spot where

Jaksakoff’s party crossed is marked by a
square pillar. Of this place he writes:

“1 raised my eyes to that gloomy grave-
etone of hundreds of thousands of exiles.
Its sides were written all over with

Signs and Messages,

the words of farewell of the caravan which
had passed it. One of my companions,
ah old man with snow-white beard and
hair, greedily read the hieroglyphics, the
secret writing of the Nihilists; and while

'in the awful stillness our chains rattled

now and again, his eyes filled with tears.
‘Tam coming, I am coming, my son, my
poor son,’ he sobbed. Among the tangle
of messages he had discovered the hand-
writing of his only son, who had been
sentenced the year before, and without
his family being informied had been ex-
iled to Siberia.”

On-the last march of the convicts and
their families, just before they arrived at
their destination at the mines, the cara-
van was attacked by wolves.

“It was an awful nightt When we
were counted next morning 123 exiles
were missing, that number having fallen
victims to the wolves. The guards had
fled, and with them the blacksmith who
had the key to the chains which bound
the ‘prisoners together. The latter had to
drag in the chains the remainsof their
dead comrades as far as the next station.
* % At last we arrived at the lead mines
in the Algasit Valley, near Irkutsk. The
prisoners were introduced to their new
life by a series of floggings. The dwell-
ings allotted to them were caves cut in
the sides of the mines, and closed by bolted
doors where eight or ten prisoners slept
on the bare, icy-cold floor. They were
not even able to keep each other warm,
as the wheelbarrows which were chained
to them night and day prevented them.
The only thing that the prison granted
the condemned men was the

Compassion of the Women.

Now I saw what self-sacrifice a woman is
capable of. One woman ‘shared the
weight of a comrade’s heavy wheelbarrow.
She_clung to the weak, forsaken man,
embraced him with her numbed arms,
and warmed the poor wretch with her
kisses and tears. A few hours ago she
had been a pitiable beggar ; now she was
& generous-souled princess.”

Qnce some of the prisoners tried to es-
cape, Jakeakoff writes :

“ Baikaljeff informs me that several

were preparing to flee and that he would

go with them. I did not feel strong
enotgh for the journey and decided with
unspeakable agony of mind to-remain.
Baikaljeff took my memoirs, which were
hidden in a hole in the cave, and swore
that if he got free he would see that they
reached the hands of my wife or my par-
ents, but if this were not possible he
would try to get them published: The
troop of fugitives intended to set out in
the night of the 3rd of May, 1884. On
this day the guards of the mine had every
year & great carouse, which lasted all
night. Prisoners who bave lived many
years in the mines relate that on such oc-
casions all the guards get completely
drunk, and that the mine is then
unguarded. The plan was for the fugi-
tive not to leave the mine by the opening
by which we entered, but by the lower
caygeof thethird gallery, where the water
which flowed out into the open reached
to the hips, and where of late nobody
went, and nobody was on guard. I left
Baikaljeff, agreeing that at a given signal
I would get up and with two of the men
in my cell accompany the fugitives as far
as the cave. When the hour of rest had
arrived the only member of the guard
who remained behind was surprised in
his sleep, bound, gagged, and
Locked in an Untenanted Cave,

whereupon the prisoners crept cautiously
to the lower shaft. In a stillness like that

-of the grave was heard only the cautious

sliding of feet, the creeking of one or two
wheelbarrows, which could not be loos-
ened, and the rattling of chains. I sought
Baikaljeff among the fugitives, but could
not find him. Meanwhile we had gained
the lower opening. From the star-span-
gled heavens, two silver rays of the moon
pierced the cave and trembled on the
dirty water flowing out therefrom. We
softly whispered our farewells and they
went into the water. For a short time I
could see their bodies above its level, but
they became darker and darker, and at
last vanished alltogether. I retraced my
steps. Of my two companions only one
remained ; the other, evidently overcome
by a longing for freedom, had gone with
the fogitives. With a heavy heart we re-
turned to our cave. Deepstillness reigned
throughout the lower gallery as if nothing
had happened, and when I returned to
my resting place, I felt as if I was sur-
rounded by death. Besides us two there
was not a soul in our cave. All had fled.
I prayed and sobbed but at last was over-
come by sleep. I awoke on hearing the
shout of a harsh, rude voice crying out to
us. I staggered to my feet and saluted,
but the guard
Received Me With Blows,

The other prisoners were also dragged
forth from their caves and flogged. On
bending down I saw Baikoljeff, who, as
he told me, had overslept himself and
remained. A little further off lay the
dead body of the night guard. The un-
fortunate man had died of suffocation
from the gag. For three days we were
made to suffer cruel tortures because we
had not prented the flight. On the
fourth day an"unusual noise was heard in
the gallery. :

“ And then we saw a number of guards
driving before them the fugitives who had
been captured and fl till they bled.
A fearful fate awai them. Even the
women had all their clothes torn off their
backs. Each one was bound to a thick
board, so that they could not move, and
thrashed with leaden weighted knots till
the blood spurted and they were incapable
of utterance. This scene was enacted
every day for some days and we were
obliged to stand by and see it done, the
gurads shouting to us, ‘Only try to es-
cape, and the same thing will happen to

on.’” Of those who fled not one is living.

ot one was able to endure the torture
longer than five days. Many died at the
first few strokes and to-day the last four
have been

Released from Their Agonies.”

The convicts always lived under ground;
they were never let into the open air.
Those who died were pushed into some
unused gallery. A decree of the summer
of 1884 ordered that the prisoners should
be taken out for an airing from time to time
and that only the worst cases were to be
kept in the mine at night. The others
were to live in a prison built outside.
But even after this the condition of the
covincts was not much better. The heav
work and brutal treatment remained.
The women who had followed their hus-
bands into exile were not safe from the
persecution of the mining officials. Sui-
cides of every description released many
of the unfortunate people from their suf-
ferings. And Jaksakoff—who only thirty-
two, had in the meantime become gre,
says in hig last letter that it is better to
be placed on the rack than to share such
a fate. When Jaksakoff was arrested he
was not a Nihilist, but that he became
one by what he saw and suffered isclearly
seen in the numerous reflections scattered
through his letter.

TEN YEARS IMPRISONED,

And in a Lunatic Asylum While Per-

fectly Sane,

Nrw Yorx, JaNvary 7.— A strange
story has become public by the reappear-
ance in NewYork of Hamilton Wood an art
dealer & man of culture and refinement,
who in June, 1880, disappeared. There
was something mysterious about his van-
ishing. His friends compared notes, cas-
ual inquiries were made, but there was no
explanation to be had. Gradually the
missing man was forgotten. It was be-
lieved that he had died. Ten days ago
Hamilton Wood escaped from the insane
asylum at Worcester. Two days later he
reached this city. His hair and beard
were white as snow, and the story Wood
told was almost incredible. It recalls the
horrors of the old Inquisition, of the
Bastile and Siberia, where men have dis-
appeared, have lived for years, have died
in obscurity. Rip Van Winkle could not
have been more lonesome in his new ex-
istence than the art dealer of 1880, when
he reappeared in New York in 1893.
This is in substance, the account given by
Mr. Wood of his imprisonment and es-
cape: “Ihad been overworked in 1880.
It was a case of nervous prostration. One
morning my wife forbade my leaving the
bed. My clothing had been removed.
She insisted that I needed rest. My reg-
ular physician was replaced by others
whom I did not know. I was dosed and
drugged. My wife’s sister came on from
Boston to take me to visit my own sister,
Miss Henrietta Wood, a public school
teacher in Roxbury, Mass., that I might
enjoy proper rest. Instead of reaching
my sister’s home, I was

Removed to an Insane Asylum

in Danvers, Mass. I think my own sister
was misled into being a party to this
scheme through the false statements of
my wife. I was kidnapped and locked
up. My sister must have believed my
wife’s story that I was mentally unbal-
anced and needed treatment, which could
only be had at one of these institutions.
At any rate, the papers were in my sister’s
name. The superintendent was Dr. May,
whose subsequent removal created so
much scandal. After being six months
at Danvers I was removed, so that my
sister might visit me more conveniently,
to the McLean institute, in Somerville,
Boston. I was a private patient there.
In 1884 I was carried back to Danvers as
a pauper patient. Finally, Dr. 8. C.
Wrightington, the superintendent, had
trouble about my being a public burden
on Massachusetts, because I was really a
New York man, and another sister, Hen-
rietta having died, agreed to pay $3.756 a
week for my board. I had interested
several people in my case, meanwhile,
and to thwart their efforts I was quietly
removed in January, 1892, fo Worcester.
There I was shamefully treated. ~ My
room was a cell, eight by ten feet, with
only a bedstead and a broken chair for
furniture. My wife and son, the boy
having become & man, paid $3.50 a week
for my board at Worcester. A judge de-
cided against me in an application for
writ of habeas corpus because Dr. H. M-
Quinby, superintendent at Worcesters
swore that I was melancholy. My wife
was there with a lawyer to defeat my ef-
forts to be released. I had been pro-
nounced sane by two expert physicians,
and by a number of people who knew me
in Danvers and Boston, but the Judge
took the word of the superintendent and
of my wife in preference to all of them.
I escaped yesterday, and here I am.”

“ What motive had your wife ?”

“I do not wish to say anthing more
against her than I have said. She came
to see me once a year, but took no further
interest in my existence.

I Have Never Seen My Son
but once since 1880. My wife is a clerk
in the city hall in Boston, my son has
profitable employment in the same city,
where I did business before I came to
New York in 1860, but I do not know
their home address.”

“What of your friends ?”

“The few to whom I succeeded in get-
ting letters thought I was insane because
I was there. Those who were most in-
terested in the case last year were strang-
ers. They read my letters, heard my
talk, and became convinced of my sanity.”
Mr. Wood adds that he will sue every re-
sponsible party to his kidnapping and
imprisonment. He estimates his damage
at $200,000. It is surprisingto find how
general and how positive is the belief
among Mr. Woods acquaintances that he
was not insane in 1880, and that he is
perfectly sane now. Mr. Wood talks con-
secutively, and a casual acquaintance
would never suspect that he had passsed
twelve years of his life in lunatic asylums.

A WEED THAT EATS FISH.

caught in every conceivable way—by
the head, the tail, sides, etc., and some
of them had been held until the skin
was completly macerated. Those of the
fish that were still living had evidently
been caught at different times, they
appearing in all stages of exhaustion. I
regret being unable to name either the
plant or the fish, but that the botanical
cannibal really preyed upon the finny
denizens of the deep there isn’t the
least doubt.”

THE MOST WONDERFUL DEATH
IN HISTORY-

The death of Kenith, the half-mythical
King of Scotland, was  one of the most
remarkable in all history, that is, if it can
consistently be called an historical fact.
According to the story, Kenith had killed
a son and brother of the war-like Fénnel-
la.

HOW TO KEEP FRUIT UNTIL
SPRING.

I would build a fruit-house some-
what upon the plan of an ice-house,
double boarded, with a space of eighteen
inches to be filled in with sawdust or
two feet iwith planing mill shaving; flat
roof filled in the same way; matched
boards if left rough; or tarred paper if
clapboarded ; double doors, ventilator in
the top, with ducts near the bottom to
admit air when the outside atmosphere
is cooler than the house; fine wire
screens over all openings to keep out
and keep in all insects; no windows,
but light through one glazed door. If
the house is to be large there should be
an independent packing-room.

In the autumn the ventilation shounld
be in operation at all times when the
outside air is materially cooler than
that inside until 32 t0 34 is reached. At
all other times the house is entirely
closed and dark.

Fruit is best kept by picking into
bushel boxes and piled in the fruit house™
at once. To avoid shrivelling, the honse
and fruit}may be sprinkled with water
freely when open for cooling, but when
finally closed should be dry enough not
to mould. Under these circumstances
Hubbardstons were sold in January at
$3. Greenings, now perfect will be held
about a month longer, and Baldwins
until the house gets warm in April or
later. 3

Once in two or three years a long-
continued cold snap will cool off the
house two much, but a single four-inch
wick of an oil stove will be ample to
save a house from harm.

GOT A FORTUNE FOR A SNOW
DRIFT.

The St. Louis Globe-Democrat says:
“The most artistic swindle known to the
history of the Colorado mining industry
occurred three years ago this winter at
Georgetown,” said Richard Beauchamp.
 Georgetown is up in the mountains, and
in the centre of a very rich mining coun-
try. In the winter, snow drifts hundreds
of feet deep among the mountains and
packs down very hard. Two old miners
ran a tunnel into the snow at the base of
a mountain a distance of 300 feet timbered
it up nicely, plastered it with mud, and
at the far end we piled a great quantity of
very rich quartz. Then they went down
to Denver and became acquainted with a
couple of wealthy Englishman who had
just come over to look for an investment
for their spare cash that would pay a big
divvy. They took them to Geobrgetown
and showed them their tunnel and the
El Dorado at the end of it. The tunnel,
had it been' really into the rocky moun-
tain, would have represented thousands
of dollars. The Englishman were charmed
with it and the prospect. They bought
the claim for $80,000 spot cash, and went
East to contract for quartz mill machinery.
When they returned in the spring there
was nothing left of the tunnel but the
woodwork and a waggon load of quartz
at the end. It was the most ridiculous
sell ever knowff and the most successful.”

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THE EXHIBITION OF 1898.

The directors of agricultural society, No.
34, bave decided to hold a provincial ex-
hibition in this city next autumn. The
.19th, 20th and 21st of September are the
dates fixed upon for holding the show.
It will be observed that this is somewhat
earlier in the season than is usually chosen
for holding agricultural exhibitions.
There seems to be a general feeling that
the shows in this city have been held too
late. Out of deference to the farmers, the
exhibition was generally held about the
first or second week in Oct.,as it was sup-
posed that country produce, necessary to
make a good show, could not be got ready
any earlier in the season. As a result the
exhibition was generally visited by more
rain and cold dreary ; weather, than by
sight seers, and the financial success of the
venture often imperiled. The assurance
of the farmers that they can get ready
nearly everything in the shape of farm
produce by the 19th of September, and
the fact that it was decided not to
confine the show to agriculture and
farming exhibits only, bnt to take
in manufactures of all kinds as well,
decided the directors to hold the
coming exhibition at an earlier date than
usual. September is a very pleasant
month in Fredericton, the weather is
usually fine and warm, and a good show
at that season of the year, with racing at
the park, should, and no doubt will, draw
a large number of visitors to the city, and
ensure the financial success of the exhi-
bition, which the management will spare
no pains to make a success in all other
respects.

COAL OIL.

Just at present there is considerable dis-
cussion respecting the duty on coal oil.
The following clipped from the Toronto
Globe puts the matter in a fair light:

“It is apparently difficult for the Cana-
dian people to comprehend thow shame-
lessly they are being overtaxed on coal
oil. The figures are staggering ; and when
face to face with them, they imagine
either that we must be boggling them
with jugglery of the wholesale and retail
prices and of the two kinds of gallon mea-
sures, or elsc that the statements made
are mistaken or false. Some time ago we

- stated that good coal oil, such as we im-
port here, was sold in Portland at the rate
of twelve cents an Imperial (Canadian)
gallon; a similar oil being sold here for
twenty-eight cents. Some doubt arose as
to the ability of this American oil to pass
our high Canadian fire test — higher for
the American product than for our own —
which led a Montreal importer to test the
question by obtaining samples of the oil
sold in Amegican cities and to submit
them to our Inland revenue inspectors.
The samples were ohtained from the cities
of Rochester and Boston.

From Rochester, the wholesale dealer
supplying the sample, Mr. Everest, of the
Vacuum oil company., writes that the
sample is “ the better quality coal oil sold
in this market.” It is delivered from
tank wagons to retail grocers at 4} cents a
wine gallon and is retailed from house to
house by peddlers at 8 to 10 cents per
wine- gallon. Translated into imperial
gallons, these latter figures mean 9 3-5 to
twelve cents a gallon.

In the case of Boston, Mr. Carter, of the
Maverick oil company, supplies the sam-
ple which he calls ‘ Water Wine 150 test.’
‘We sell it} he writes, ‘from .tank
wagons to the retail grocersat 5} cents
per gallon, and it is sold to families all the
way from 7 cents to 10 cents” Turning
the American wine gallon into our im-
perial gallon, these retail prices mean
8 2-5 to 12 cents a gallon.

To make sure that this oil could be
ﬂnada, these two samples were
_=ipmitted to Thomas Fox,inland revenue

officer; and, after inspecting them, he
gave the following certificate :
Inland Revenue, Canada; Division N0.17,
Montreal.
December 8, 1892.
DEARr SIg,

I have tested the twosamples of Ameri-
can refined oils received here on the 6th
inst.,, one from Boston, the other from
Rochester, N. Y.

They are first rate oils and stand a test
much higher than the government require-
ment. I am, yours truly,

Tromas Fox,
Inspector.

This means taking the lowest prices in
both places, that coal oil selis at 8% cents
in Boston which can only be got for 28
cents here. The Boston housewife takes
three ‘ dimes’ out to the door and comes
back with three gallons of coal oil in her
can, and four cents in her hand. The

Montreal housewife takes out her three’

‘ dimes,” and returns with only one gallon
of coal oil and two cents. This is the re-
sult of the Canadian tariffand kindred
governmental restrictions on the importa-
tion of petroleum.

It is well worth noting, roughly, how
this enormous advance in price is built up.
It is plain at once that the bare duty can-
not do it all. The duty standsat 7 1-5
cents per imperial gallon or about 200 per
cent on the wholesale price of the oil in
the oil regions. To this there is a legiti-
mate addition for freight, when Montreal
is compared with Rochester or Boston;
and also the inland revenue officer'’s in-
spection fee of thirty cents a barrel.

But here we leave the plain enactments
of the tariff — iniquitous as they are — and
enter a region of indirect protection;
which, protection itself being indirect
taxation, has all the haziness of double
indirectness. The requirement that the
Canadian importer must bring in his oile
in barrels containing not more than fifty
gallons each, has several effects:

(a) It prohibits the importer taking
advantage of the universal method, both
in Canada and the United States, of hav-
ing his oil pumped into tank cars at the
refiner’s, and dealing with it in large
tanks down to the retailer’s door.

(b) It compels him to buy high priced
barrels in the oil regions, thus entirely
shutting cat the Canadian cooper.

(¢) It makes him pay freight on thege
barrelt from Pennsylvania to Montreal.

(d) It hinders him from having econ-
omical terminal facilities at Montreal,
which do so much to lower the price of
oil in large American cities.

(e) It brings losses in leakage and de-
teriorativn, and compels extra handling
several times over.

(f) It mulcte him of the duty on the
barrel (40 cents each).

Thege provisions are simply so much
more protection given in disguise to the
Petrolea industyy. With 500 per cent pro-
tection ig customs fee, they dared not

have asked more; but thete are other
ways of taxing commetrce than the levy-
ing of duties. The oil men appeal unto
the N.P. But if they were given the N.
P. with its five-and-thirty per cent protec-
tion, and without any of the costly re-
strictions in the shipping of oil, would
they be satisfled? Still in the name of
common justice to the oil consumers of
the country, they should have no protec-
tion, direct or indirect, which puts oil at
28 cents in Montreal which sells at 8}
cents in Boston or 12 cents in Ogdensburg.”

The retail price in this city for the or-
dinary class of oil is 30 cents.

WEe publish a communication from Mr.
Wilson denying one or two statemcnts
made by William Lipsett, in a letter re-
cently published by him in the Reporter
and Gleaner. Lipsett's letter was so
absurdly untrue on the face of it, that it
calls for no general contradiction. It
shows, moreover, the true character of
the man Lipsett,and furnishes a far more
complete justification for his dismissal
from the public service, and from a posi-
tion of trust and confidence, than all the
statements the government can make.

‘WE understand that Mr. Lipsett threat-
ens to bring an action against Mr. Wilson
to recover a hundred dollars which
he alleges he paid that gentleman in
order to secure a government appoint-
ment. If Mr. Lipsett really paid Mr.
Wilson any monrey for any such purpose,
he should bring an action for its recovery
at once, particularly as Mr. Wilson takes
issue with him on that point. By so doing
Mr. Lipsett will do the public a better
service than he ever gave it while care-
taker of the departmental building, and
he might get his hundred dollars back,
besides.

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WIDOWS OF INDIA.

After Their Husbhands' Death They Are
Subjected to much Worriment.,

Among the many sad thmgs connected
with the lives of women in India, nothing
is more pitiable than the state of the poor
little widows, says the Youth’s Com-
panion. A child-wife only six or seven
years old, is regarded by her husband’s
family as the cause, more or less direct,
of his death. She is treated at best with
dislike, and often with great harshness
and severity. Therefore the death of a
young wife before her husband is the
cause of great rejoicing among her friends
that she has thus esceped widowhood.

They are convinced that the gods have
favoured her, and that she has been
advanced a degree in the great series of
births and deaths through which every
Hindu passes on his way to final perfection.
The prayer of every little girl before mar-
riage and of every little girl and woman
after marriage is that she may never
become a widow.

The preservation of a husband’s health
is a matter of the greatest importance,
and on a certain day of the year a special
religious ceremony is observed with this
end in view. It is emphatically the
“ Women’s Day,” and occurs about the
middle of January, when the sun is
believed to turn northward.

Offerings are made at the temples,
money is given to the priests, pilgrimages
are undertaken, fastings undergone, and
vows performed for the preservation of
a husband’s health and life. When he
isill the wife removes her jewels, puts
on coarse clothing, and devotes herself
to prayer and austerities. If he dies her
woe begins. :

APPLES AS M'EDICINEA

Chemically, the apple is composed of
vegetable fiber, albumen, sugar, gum,
chlorophyl, malic acid, gallic acid, lime
and much water, says Medical Age.
Farthermore, the German analysts say
that the apple contains a larger per-
centage of phosphorus than any other
fruit or vegetable. The phosphorus is
admirably adapted for renewing the
essential nervous matter, lecithin, of the
brain and epinal cord. It ig, perhaps, for
the same reason, rudely understood that
old Scandinavian traditions represent the
apple as the food of the gods, who, when
they felt themselves to be growing feeble
and infirm, resorted to this fruit for re-
newing their powers of mind and body.
Also the acids of the apple are of signal
use for men of sedentary habits whose
lives are sluggish in action, those acids
serving to eliminate from the body
noxious matter which, if retained, would
make the brain heavy and dull, or bring
about jaundice or skin eruptions and
other allied troubles.

Some such an experience must have led
to our custom of taking apple sauce with
roast pork, rich goose and like dishes. The
malic acid of ripe apples, either raw or
cooked, -will neutralize any excess of
chalky matter engendered by eating too
much meat. It is also the fact that such
fresh fruits as the apple, the pear and the
plum, when taken ripe and without sugar,
diminish acidity in the stomach rather
than provoke it. Their vegetable sauces
and juices are converted into alkaline
carbonates, which tend to counteract
acidity.

Martin at
once rushed to the rescue, but to meet the
same fate. Pelletier then escaped to the
border, but strong efforts are being made to
effect his capture,

Sad Suicide.

A sad case of suicide is reported from
Grand Falls. A young man, a native of
that town, Henry McCluskey, was in com-
pany with two others hunting on the head
waters of the Tobique river. The party
made their headquarters in an old camp on
Sisson brook, about thirty-four miles from
Grand Falls.

On their return
next day they found McCluskey dead with
a bullet hole through his breast. After
being conveyed to the town an inquest was
held when the verdict returned was that
deceased had deliberately shot himself,

The Nashwaak Bridge.

Oppositionists are endeavoring to make
capital out of affairs connected with work
at the bridge across the mouth of Nashwaak.

Instead of hundreds being spent on
this bridge the fact is that its cost the past
five years has been very little, not so much
for repairs as any other bridge on the same
stream between Stanley and the mouth.
There has not been expended on it in the
past five years as much as at Marysville
after the freshet that took out the span, and
this bridge suffered at the same time.

As to the trouble between the Messrs.
Haines and Foster, all the trouble is the
imagination of a jack-knife carpenter of St.
Marys, who attempted to build bridges and
failed disastrously, and then because the
government would not put him in boss
builder or chief commissioner or some sim-
ilar position he demeans himself by trotting
across the bridge and retailing his petty
tales to opposition journals, the editors of
which have crossed the mouth of Nashwaak
bridge on a visit to a Scott act hotel often
enough to know all about the structure. It
forms capital however whether true or not
to have a shot at the government and em-
ployes, but these things are getting pretty
well played - out. The object of the attacks
at present is to have the work stopped but
it will go on all the same.

MAL- PRACTICE.

Dr. Turner, of Eel River, Before the

One of the cases before the count
court, that is of especial interest, is that
Albert Patterson of Eel Rivér against D
Turner 8f thé same place for mal-practic
on a daughter of the plaintifi. J. A. Var
wart and D. Jordan appear for the plaintit
with attorney general Blair for defenc
Mrs. Patterson, Wesley Carpenter of 8
John and Dr. Colter of Woodstook, wer
the witnesses examined on Wednesday.

Wesley Carpenter said that at the time q.
the child’a illhtss in Ma¥ch 1891, he was-at
Eel River, and enquired of Dr. Turngrhiow
the child was getting along. Dr. Turner re-
plied to the effect that he had been in con-
sultation with Dr. Colter that day and that
he was going to prospect for the cause of the
swelling on the child's body. He (witness)
visited Albert Patterson’s and on Sunday
morning Dr. Turner came and after chloro-
forming the child, drew off about a table-
spoonful of a milky fluid in & syringe. In
answer to a question he, Dr. Turner, re-
plied that the luid was water the air caus-
ing the milky appearance. This water was
put into a vial and carried by witness to
Woodstock to Dr. Colter.

Dr. Colter said that when called to see the
child in March, 1891, he found it propped
up with pillows. He ordered the child
stripped and Jaid down. The first thing he
noticed was the child’s heart beating on the
right side of the breast bone. He saw a
uniform swelling of the left side from the
arm pit to the hip; spaces between the ribs
distended. He called Dr. Turner’s atten-
tion to these points. Dr. Turner agreed
that the cause was pleurisy. Dr. Colter
said it might be months or years before the
lung will recover its usefulness. He de-
tailed the working of the disease and the
general treatment in such cases. He said
he would remove the puss or water if the
patient’s life was in danger.

Dr. Hand was called, it being agreed that
he would not be required to give expert
testimony. He said he had visited the child
and repeated the drawing off of the pus.
He swore that he did not see any holes in
the sides of the tube which prevented the
free delivery of the water. This does not
appear to coincide with Mrs. Patterson’s
evidence.

Dr. Colter was then examined by Mr.
Vanwart. He was questioned réspecting
his procedure should he find symptoms such
as Dr. Turner had found. He said that if
he believed the enlargement on the child’s
side did not endanger life, he would not
perform an operation but would follow
ordinary methods but in high fever he
would give relief if he was compelled to
take a desperate course. This case did not
appear to be of long standing. He was
absolutely sure when he first saw it that it
was a pleural gathering and as long as that
remained, there was danger to life. He had
met with as great displacement of the heart
before. If an opeiation has to be per-
formed the earlier it is done the better for
the patient. He would not care to say that
the operation should have been performed a
day or two before it was. The tube for
carrying off the matter was kept in the
child’s side an unusually long time, due to
the youth of the patient and to the fact that
as the side fell in, due to the outflow of the
matter, the ribs came together and without
the tube would have prevented the flow of
the pus. The rib was not cut on account of
the youth of the child. He said in all his
practice with similar diseases he had not cut
a rib. He then detailed his treatment in
cases of pneumonia, which always accom-
panies pleurisy, whichever predominates
gives the name to the illness, This con-
cluded Mr. Vanwart’s examination.

He was then examined by attorney gen-
eral Blair with but a repetition of his direct
testimony. He said that if he had had the
proper instruments with him at the first
visit, he would have performed an operation.
There was nothing in Dr. Turner's treat-
ment to obstruct him,

Theresa Patierson, daughter of the plain-
tiff was then sworn, her testimony being
similar to those published.

The case is being continued to-day and
will not be concluded till the middle of next
week.
