A Protestant Impressed
By The Trappists
In Japan.

The correspondent of the Stand-
ard (Baptist) writes bome to that
paper the following impressions of

“ Just a listle ont of Hakodate Bay
is & Trappist monastry, sitnated on
a slight elevation, with afine ou'-
look upon the Teugaru Straits,
This monastery was founded in
1896, and contains six French, one
Italian, and four Datch priests, be-
sides fourteen Japanese, whose exaot
gtatus was not ascertained, as the
visit was too short for many in-
quiries. [Asa matter of fact, these
Japanese are monks, and members
of the commaunity, as are the
Euaropeans.—E1 Review.] Some
of the Japanese were evidently
acolytes; bot others,who had families
in their homes a short distanoe
away, seemad to be only employees,
who were apparently Catholio, bat
not under vows. The land of these
Trappiats covers aboat 600,000 tsubo
(500 acres,) and is well “oultivated,
not merely by hand, but also with
the best modern agricultaral imple-
ments. Taere are about forty cows;
and the milk and batter farnished
there are delicions. The attentions
and hospital'ty of the monks, with
whom the Japanese linguage wase
the vehicls of commnuication, were
most geperous, One interesting
book contained views of the Trappist
monaateries in various parts of the
globe; another, still more interest
ing, was a maguificent volume of
the Psalms in Latio, arranged for
chanting. On the highest point of
the Trappist domain is an image of
the ¥irgin Mary with the Child
Jesus io her arms. It is only in
prayer that the Trappists are expeot-
ed to speak oyt loud, as silence in &n
important feature of their vow. The
devotion and unselfish spirit of the
Trappist monks made a deep im=
pression upon the visitors,!’

Dreadful Lake Storm.

Chicago advices of the 20th say : —
The storm which last night and today
swent over northern Lake Michigsn,
Lake Haron and Lake Erie, was one of
the most severe in recent years. As far
a8 returns are obtainable tonight, eleven
vessels have been completely wrecked
and twelve or fifteen others were more
or less seriously damaged. Twelve
lives are known to have been lost, tind
the gale on southern Lake Huron .and
Lake Erie is still blowing fiercely to-
night. It is feared that other losses
both of life and property will be report-
od within the next 24 hours. The Min-
nedoss, on which, so far a8 known to-
night, the greatest loss of life occurred,
was coming down from Fort William,
Cspade, bound for gome Lake Oantario
port with a cargo of wheat. She was in
tow of the steamer Westmount, which
was also towing the barge Maelrose.
The tow lines broke during the storm
and the Melrcse and Westmount were
separated from the Minnadosa. They
mansged to make harbor at Harbor
Beach late in the afternoon and report-
ed that they had seen the Minnedosa

go down. She was in command of
Captain Phillips, who had bhis wile
aboard. [he names of the other

members of the crew are not known.
The boat was owned by the Montreal
Transportation Co. of Montreal, Canada.

The schooner Mautenee gtruck a rock

waves were 8o high that it was impos-
sible to launch the lifeboat, and one of
the seamen, whose name is noknown,
performed the feat of swimming to shore
with & line. A breeches buoy was soon
rigged up and the entire crew, together
with the cook, Mras Kate Daly, was
brought safely to shore. The boat was
without cargo and was bound from
Buffalo to Detroit,

The Nirvana went down about a half
mile off shore and her crew of seven
wen was rescued by the life saving
ocew. The Galatee went ashore, bat
is resting on sand and will probably
weather the storm. Her crew of seven
men was alio taken off.

Buaffalo advices of the same date say :
A gale reachiog 72 miles an hour at its
greatest velocity, swept over Buffalo
and western New York from early this
morning antil late tonight., Much pre-
perty was destroyed and at least obe
person was killed. Lake Erie lashed
into s fury by the tremendous blow,
played havoc with shipping.

The gale reached ita greatest velocity
at 2.30 this afternoon.

His doicese was 4 beap of ruins; be
had passed thrétgh it to find his
churches and presbyteries thrown in
shapeless masses on the ground, or
seamed with crevices and unsafe as
places of worship ; he had seen little
orpbans cry over the ~mangled re-
wains of their _parents as;, the bodies
were dugoth ftom the debris of their
homes ;  thousandf of:empty hands
were stretched out to  him for relief
wherever he went.  And until now
he had been able to do a little
through the offerings he had received

That day
be bad ‘stood near the threshold of
what had once been bis residence,
distributitig - relief  to the famishing
men and women and children, and
when be stopped he had npothing
more to give—even the beds and the
linen that could be rescued from his
house had been distributed. ** And
aow, Holy Father,” the letter con-
cluded in substsnce, “ you know why
1 write you; my people are crying out
to me for bread and covering, and 1
have no longer a house of my own or
a penny to buy to-morrow’s dinner,
so I throw myself on your father’s
heart, begging you for God's sake to
help us.”. The Pope laid down the
letter and looked at the priest, and
then the priest flushed and grew pale
again as he saw the tears fall from the
Pope’s eyes on the open letter. * Just
at the moment when I have nothing
to send him,” said the Pope:
“povero popolo, e povero papa!”
Happily his Holiness was able to
send another large sum next day to
Cosenze and Mileto,

A WAVE OF CHARITY.

A great wave offublic aharity has
swept over Itcly since the morning
when the first news of the catastrophe
became known; all the great news-
papers have opened subscriptions,
some of which have realized three and
four thousand pounds; collections
have been made in the ceurches,
processions have been formed in the
streets of the large towns to gather the
alms of the charitable, -industrial
societies have made offerings that
may weil be considered bandsome for
[taly, but it is to'be feared that too
much red tape bas sometimes been
used in the distribution of the relief.
Instead of banding the money, food,
and covering over to the clergy and
local authorities, as it arrived, useless
committees have been formed and
stupid formalities have been multipli-
ed. The Holy Father's alms have
been distributed quietly, promptly,
and with discretion, by the priests and
Bishops. After the last great earth-
quake which devastated Calabria in
the eighteenth century, a rather
interesting pamphlet was printed to
prove that the Jesuits were the real
cause (if not the authors) of tbe
calamity. This time the Jesuits of
the Civilta Cattolica bave been wily
enough to divest suspicion from the
company by opening a subscription
for the sufferers in the columans of
their famous magazines Their own
offering was 10,000 francs, and’lo a
few days their friends and accomplices
have run up the amount to over sixty
thousand, which have been at once
turned over to the Holy Father to be
distributed as he thinks best.—
London Tablet,
