British Columbia Politics.

The British Columbia provincial
election will take place next montb,
They were not due for more than a
year, but the Government has adopt-
ed a programme of great 1mportance
and deems it advisable to have a ver:
dict of the people thereon. This is
the extension of the Canadian North
ern Railway from the prairies through
the Yellow Head Pass and down the
valleys and the coast to Vancouver
It is an ambitious project involviog
the couostruction of some six buadred
miles of railway. But the road will
run through a country rich in minerals
and coontainiog much good land and
timber, which region is now only ac-
cessible by wagon roads as it was half
a century ago. It is not, like the
route of the Grand Trunk Paufic
through the Mountain section, zn en-
tirely unoccupied country, but, in-
cludes many miciog camps. While
the Grand Trunk Pacific crosses the
mouataio ranges and valleys at right
angles, the Canadian Northern will
follow the river valleys for a consider
able part of the distance, and will be
more of a colonization line than the
other. How far the people generally
may fall in with the plan of assistance
remains to be ssen,
