It wat only io September that the 
Catholic world wn «ending its tepre- 
lentitivci to the greet Bucbiristic 
Congress in V enn*. Now before i 
yeit hn passed another Congteii is 
to take place io Malta. The advance­
ment of the date i« due to the neces­
sity of avoiding the airocco, the hnt 
wind that comei over the Mediter­
ranean from Africa in September and 
makes life intolerable.

Malta is one of a group of islands 
lying 58 miles south of Sicily, and 
about 180 miles southeast by eait of 
Cape Bon. in Tunisi*. It bas an are* 

,Ha**-J*a*U-*M i « ell 
population was, in the oentuio# 1951 
rated at 105 059 If the men of the 
English navy and garrison be added 
to this number the grand total will be 
ever 123 000.

The island has a history that is 
replete with interest. Its first in­
habitants were Pheniciana, snd it ie 
probable that the name Malta is ol 
Phenician otigin, being derived from 
the word 'malal,’ which signifiée 
roluge.’ The Greeks are credited 

with possession of the place (or three 
centuries, but this is questioned by 
some historians. In the fifth century,
B. c., the Car bagenians from Africa 
became masters of the island, and in 
be second struggle between Rome 

and Carthage Rome entered in’o 
control. When Rome fell the Em­
perors of Constantinople dominated 
it, and in 870 of our era the all- 
conquering Saracens subjected it to 
their yoke.

Ia spite of their protracted resi­
dence in the Island the Saracens 
have exerted very little influence on 
the language of the Inhabitants, and 
notwithstanding powerful outside in­
fluences the Phenician race traits are 
still io evidence among the people. 
The Saracen rule ended with the 
advent of the Norman, Rtger ol 
Sicily, and during the century that 
followed the Maltese adopted Sicilian 
as the medium ol legal end commer- 
mercial transactions, but later on 
Italian became largely the literary 
language of-the country.

In 1199 Malta acknowledged the 
rule of the Susbian emperora, but in 
1266 it gave its allegiance to the 
French, and tweo'y years afterward 
it belonged to Spain. The Spaniard 
kept it for twoeen'uries and a half, 
and during that period Malta pros 
pered, chitfly because of the labors ol 
the Franciscan, Dominican and Au 
gustiniao friars. Finally, in 153 
the Knigb s of St. John arrived, and 
hen began Malta's heroic age.

The Order of the Knights of St 
John war founded by Neapolitan 
merchants who, in ro85, obtained 
permission from the Calif of Egypt 
build a church and a hospital io the 
Hjty Laid. They were then known 
as the ‘ Hospitalers.' Later on, the 
Order established a military branch 

bich w • s officially recognized by 
Pope Pascd II. When Jerusalem 
fell in'0 the bands of the Moham 
medans the Knights re ired to C, prus, 
where they found it necessary to 
build a fleet. They hen became 
great sea fighters. Io 1300 they 

ire ob'iged to flee from Cyprus, 
owing te tbe increasing strength of 
the Turks, and they transferred the 
Order to the small island ol Rhodes, 
which they fortified sad defended 
bravely for over a century. For lack 
of support they were at last obliged 
to surrender to the Turks, who allowed
them to leave the blind with full 
military boiors. They wandered 
through I aly for a few years, and in 
1520 Popi Clement Vll obtained (or 
them the Island of Malta from Charles 
V. Tuey fortified i', god not only 
repulsed the Turks, but even msn- 
iged to check them in their intended 
attack on the B.croal City. The last 
effort made by the Turks to

the British fleet they finally compelled 
the French to surrender. Unwilling 
to have tbe Knighti re urn to tbe 
Island, and leasing lest tbe French 
might claim possession iBey pe- 
tioned George III to rule them, 
and hence In 1814 the Maltese 
Archipelago wai accepted by England 
ai a Crown poeseesioo.

Malta is ruled by a Governor who 
ia usually some dis ioguished civil or 
military perionage, and under him ia 
a Legislative Council consisting of 
ten appointed and eight elected 
members. The judges of the courti 
are native», as ate the other govern­
ment officials. Italian and English 
aie the languagei of the educated 
classei.

The Church io Mai a wat founded 
by St, Paul, and the Maltese s'lll 
refer to him as Miisieroa Sm Paul 
(Our Father St. Pau'). The Biy of 
St. Paul on the northern side of the 
Island ia regarded as the place where 
the great Apostle was shipwrecked 
St. Publius, the first bishop, remained 
there (or thirty.two years, and io the 
year A. D 90, he was transferred to 
Athens. He wai martyred there in the 
year x: d. 125, There is a list ol he 
bishops from that time until the ad­
vent ol Constantine, but it is more 
or less unreliable in consequence of 
the frequent change of masters who 
ruled tbe Island throughout ail its 
history.

The clergy ol Malta have always 
been the champions of the people.
In 1788, Canon F. X. Catuaoa ac­
cepted their leadership in the insur­
rection against the French, and 1 
was he also who demanded the an­
nexation to G eat Britain. He be­
came bishop in 1834 At presen' 
there are two episcopal sees and a 
thousand priests io charge of the 
spiritual affairs of the Island. In 
Maltaand Gozo, the next island Io 
size to tbe group, there are 27 reli­
gious bouses of men and 37 convents 
and institutes of women, wi h 190 
schools and «bout 20000 pupils. 
Beiid s tbe University there is a 
Lyceum and 132 government schools.

Those who may have the pleasure 
to visit the Island on the occasion of 
tbe Eucbatis ic Congress to be held 
there on the 23-d of April, srilt have 
the opportunity to admire the monu- 
men's erected by tbe Knights of St 
Jahn. Foremost among them is tl e 
Cbarch of St. John, built in 1373 
under the rule of the Grand Mas er 
Jean Levesque de la Casaiere. Tte 
best artists of Europe displayed their 
genius in decorating tbe interior of 
this magnificent temple. Valletta 
off.rs many other at notions well 
worth a visi', such as the Govetnot’i 
Palace, formerly the reaidence of the 
Grand Mas'er, where there is to be 
seen a very interesting museum of 
old war relics, dating from the times 
of the Crusades. The council cham­
ber is decorated with stupendous 
Gobelin tapestries of tbe finest and 
richest io the world. Clase to the 
palgce is the public library, founded 
in tbe last period of the Knights' 
reign, and containing 60,oo > volume «, 
many of which are very oil. Tne 
Island boasts of poiressing the third 
largest dome io the world, nsmely, 
that of the Must* church, which was 
built io 1833,

Toe old cathedral attracts the at» 
ten'ion ol "he tourist, as it possesses 
many precious vestments and also 
has a museum of old church articles 
of great value. One 0/ the principal 

[ihrinea in the Iglind is tbe grot'o Or 
leave where St. Piul and St. Luke 
wen lodged during their three 
months’ s'ay on the Island. Ovet 
it there was erec ed another mag­
nificent church, which bus attached to 
it one of tbe convents of the Stcred 
Order.

These bridges had 
been improperly built ; they 
were too low. The new bridges 
were built three feet higher 
than the old ones. All this 
involved large expense ; bui 
is to the great advantage of 
the Province. The excellent 
steel bridge policy of the pre 
sent Government was highly 
praised. He considered the 
new road act exceedingly 
good. He thought our road 
masters were a good class of 
men, and thought the Leader 
of the Opposition should 
apologize for having applied 
the term incompetent to these 
men. Alluding to the increased 
cost of living, he pointed out 
that all clàsses depended on 
the farmers. The Govern 
ment could not do everything 
in one year. Referring tô the 
question of education, he con­
sidered that very much im 
provement has been made 
since the present Government 
came in.

have the benefits of the sup 
plements. The late Govern 
ments struck off the supple 
ments. Now the teachers are 
paid monthly, instead of quar­
terly as under the old regime.

Hon. Mr. Stewart con­
tinued the debate. The Leader 
of the Opposition, he' con­
sidered, had made a most re­
markable statement to the 
effect that our present favor­
able financial condition was 
due to a long period of Liberal 
rule. The facts of thé case 
were that when the Liberal 
Government came into power, 
21 years ago, the maximum 
estimate of the debt of the 
Province was $171,000. But 
when they went out of power 
the public debt was over 
$1,000.000. If the Leader of 
the Opposition considers that 
a good financial record, he 
certainly has peculiar notions 
as to what constitutes good 
Government. The Liberal 
Government had a fashion 
of carrying forward large 
amounts from one year to 
another, and in this way kept 
the people in the dark as to 
the real condition of things. 
He reviewed the financial 
exposition presented by Mr. 
Rossborough^howing the true 
state of affairs. This com 
prehensive report shows 
plainly that the net result of 
the present Government’s 
operations for thirteen months 
up to December, 1912, was 
a reduction of the public 
debt to the extent of 
$4,712,00. Had the Liberals 
remained in much longer the 
result would necessarily be 
financial bank ruptcy. In view 
of the preaching of the Liber 
als. while in opposition, great 
things should have been done 
for the Province by them 
when they got power. But in­
stead of this they did nothing 
at all for us when they had 
power here and at Ottawa. 
How is it that the Liberals 
never secured for us anything 
on our claims, as had been 
done by the Conservatives 
last year, when we got $100- 
000 ? Why did they not make 
some effort to secure some-
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would have a grant from Ot­
tawa last-year for our roads, 
had not the Liberal Senate 
blocked the item after it had 
been passed by the House of 
Commons. We had at the 
hçad of the affairs in Ottawa 
now a Maritime man, who 
understands our peculiar posi­
tion, and who is always pre­
pared to assist us in the se 
curing of our just rights. We 
are paying all our bills and he 
felt sure that at the end of the 
four years the debt of the Pro­
vince woûld be considerably 
reduced. He would like to 
know in what way the long 
years of Liberal rule had been 
of any advantage to this Pro 
vince. When Laurier and 
Fielding came here prior to 
the general election in 1911, 
they were besought by their 
Triends to offer us something 
in the shape of Public works, 
tunnel, car ferry or something 
of this nature. But so in­
different were they that they 
did absolutely nothing ; they 
promised nothing. Laurier 
promised the tunnel in 1891 ; 
but for his fifteen years of 
power he made no attempt to 
fulfil this promise. Our 
roads are wel looked after un­
der the present regime.

mentations to their salaries and under the Liberals were always
paid by borrowed money.

Mr. A, P. Prowse continued 
the debate. He reviewed 
the finances of the Province 
from 1911 down to the present 
time, and showed how the 
debt had steadily grown under 
the Liberals from $128,429 to 
over a million at the end of 
1911. Now, a debt becomes 
a burden according as we have 
a large cr small revenue to 
support it. Under the Lib­
erals the debt steadily in­
creased; but the revenue of 
the Province did not increase. 
Now not only is the debt less 
than when the- Conservatives 
came into power towards the 
end of 1911, but our annual 
revenue has increased to over 
$500,000. It will thus be seen 
that a revolution has taken 
place in our financial affairs 
The car ferry would be a great 
boon to us, and he hoped it 
would meet our requirements 
so far as transportation is con­
cerned.

He pointed out that when motor 
vehicles were introduced and'per­
mitted to travel in this Province, 

j there were no restrictions. The 
; -arae thing had happened, to some 
extent at least, in other Provinces 
of the Dominion. We were behind 
all other Provinces in making 
regulations for the running of 
automobiles ; we cut them out 
altogether. We could so regulate 
these motors as to avail ourselves 
of whatever advantages they can 
confer, while shutting out the 
greater part of the evils. Oppo­
sition and strong apposition 
had been offered to the intro­
duction of the railway into 
this Province. The same thing 
happens upon the introduction 
of improved methods generally. 
Such improvements had been 
made in motor cars that there is 
not now anything like the danger 
that existed when they were first 
introduced here. When the car 
ferry is established we shall be in 
connection with all the great Cana­
dian Railways, and our fresh fish 
industry is likely to develop very 
rapidly. In this connection the 
motor car would Be of the utmost 
benefit to carry fish from the 
boats to the railway, The same 
thing would hold good generally 
in all other branches of industry. 
Those far from the railway would 
be brought into sure and swift 
connection with the road. The 
handicap would be almost com 
pletely annihilated. Indeed the 
motor would be of the greatest 
benefit to those most remote from 
transportation centres. Ample 
opportunity will be afforded for 
expression of opinion by the people 
before the act shall come into 
force.

pre-emption may enter for e purchas­
ed homestead in certain districts. Price

six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house 
worth $300 00.

Grand Trunk System News 
Items

SATURDAY, APRIL 5, 1913,

More than one despatch emanat­
ing from a competitive eonroe has 
recently found its wsy into the Can­
adian Press, thst of the East more 
particularly, ae to the unpopularity 
of the route from Edmonton on the 
Grand Trunk Pacific to Grande Pra­
irie that fertile section of the Nor­
thern interior of Alberta, which per­
haps more than any other is attract­
ing the attention of enterprising 
settlers at the present time.

Grand Trunk Pacific authorities at 
Winnipeg are however in reoeipi of 
the following information from Mr. 
Henry Church,of Church and Wealh- 
eily, Mill Contractors of Bdson, Al'e.

• I am glad to be able to deny the 
scandalous reports' be writes,1 origi­
nated in Edmonton in respect to tbe 
Grande Prarie trail, I should safely 
estimate that 1,000 teams have come 
over the Bdson Prairie trail this 
winter after their eupplies, farm 
machinery etc. The average loads 
hauled per team (2 honea) is 35 to 
4o uwt, and the average time on the 
trail ol 230 miles is 6 days down snd 
10 days back loaded. Two or four 
teams would travel together and 
double up on two different hills. The 
trail haa been splendid this winter 
and there are 18 stopping places, 
ranging in distance from 10 to 20 
m lei apart eo that if the traveller 
has fair luck there is no necessity 
for camping on\ R'garding this 
trail as a summer route to the north 
I wcnli say that tbe Alberta Gnv- 
ernment deserves great credit for 
making snob a good trail ovu such 
a rough country and giving the 
people such a short cut to railroad 
transportation from tbe interior. We 
carry the mail from Bdson, leaving 
there every Tuesday and Friday and 
arriving at Grande Prairie tbe follow­
ing Monday and Thursday, a 7 days 
trip, carrying on an average from 10 
to 12 owl, of mail besides passengers, 
both winter and summer. We change 
teams some 10 tim-s on the j .urney, 
making the stage station every noon 
and right. We have freight teams on 
the trail all summer hauling feed.

Why do the new settlers travel 
500 miles by the old trail when it is 
only 230 by this way? Just beosuse 
they are persuaded to do eo by the 
people of Edmonton who know 
nothing and don’t want to know 
anything of the new route which is 
alarming Item by atlrictiog away 
a considerable amount of their trade

Two years ago Father Campbell 
n sent to organize a mission in a 

little town in Texas. Tbe z al of this 
pi ieet was contagious and soon in the 
hearts of his pe iple was planted a 
desire for a place wherein they could 
worship God. After many trials they 
arranged for the purchase of a church 
building for tbe snm of $4,000 and in 
terest. The poverty ol his people is 
eo great that they could not manage 
o raise mote than $600. Father 

Campbell had a little money of hii 
own and it all went Into the oburob. 
But be had not nearly enongh to 
complete tbe payment, and. nothing 
daunted, opened a printing shop. He 
ta woi king ae bard ai any day laborer 
snd trying to make in honest dollar 
in any way that be oan. He wrote 
the Catholic Church Extension So­
ciety and the Society vo'ed him 
sum of money sometime ago. For 
the last two years owing to lack o 
irrigation the crops have been very 
bad, and in some oases individuals 
have come very near starving. Th 
priest has played Father to his fljok 
in ever) senoe of the word. His lot 
is cast with the poor and onforinnate 
and the welfare of his people is hie 
greet thought.

‘ These two bad years he,’ writes 
to the Catholic Cburh Extension 
Society, * have oaugtit the people un­
awares. So far I have turned my 
hand to every thing eo as to earn « 
dollar. I have been and am still pub 
llehing a paper, doing the whole 
of the work myself, rising early and 
going to b-d late, and then I have 
my mission to look after, I beg you 
that you would not disregard the 
plea of a poor priest in need.’

The Society will not disregard hi- 
plea. Any contributions that anyone 
desires to send him may be forward­
ed to The Catholic Church Extension 
Society, 1133 McCormick Building, 
and they will be promptly mailed to 
him.
