The Changes In the **News"—Hanlan's De-
feat—- The Mayoralty— A Liberal De-
mnation — The Work of the
Laber Commission.

One day last week the Toronto Even-
ing News containedthe valedictory of Ed-
mund E, Sheppard, who has been editor
of that paper for a few years. Mr
Sheppard is a live newspaper man, and
made the News a readable paper.

The Cbsecquies of the Late Fath-
er McManus.

Faneral Service at 8¢, Peter's Church—El-
eoguent Sermon by Rev.B.J. Watters
—The Great Aflliction of the
McManus Family,

The funeral of the late Rov. Chatles
McManus, who died on the 23rd Nov.,
at his mission in Windeor, took place on
Friday last at 10 a.m., from St, Peter's,
where his body had remained instate from
Thureday evening. The Very,Rev. Dean
Marphy, of Dablin, was the celebrant
of the Requiem High Mass, assisted by
Rev, Fathers Shea, of Seaforth, Scan-
lon, of Windsor, West,of Wawanosh,and
Watters, of St. Peter's. Revs. Boubat,
of Ashfield, Aylward, of Wawanosh, and
Lotz, of St. Peter’s, assisted the choir.
The Kyrie of the Requiem Gregoran
Mass was sung by the clergy and choir
alternately, with a very solemn effect.
Mr T. Griffin sang at the Offertory after
the Sequence, that beautiful Lenten
hymn ‘‘Jerusalem, my Happy Home,”
the choir joining in the chorus.

TEMPERANCE TEXT BOOKS.

A Deputation Walts éia the Mintster 3¢
Education.

A
large deputation, represe
w.Ac. , U.,pthe L O. G. T, the R. T.

Club, waited en the Minister of Edu:;i
tion at his rooms in the Normal sch
yesterday afternoon at 2.30. They "‘0"
introduced by Mr J J Maclaren, Q. C.
Afes MoDonnell, President ‘o( Torol;:o
district W. C. T. Union, read & number
of questions anent the newly authorised
Temperance text book, to which Horf
Mr Ross replied categorically as follows :
The subject of scientific Temperance io-
struction had been placed by the new
regulations on precisely the sawe foot-
ing as all other subjects on the scheol
programme, and, if teachers did their
duty and carried out the iustructions
from the department, they would teach
it just as they did arithmetic, grammar
or any other subject.

In {ho evant of any board of trustees,
together with the inspector, using their
discretionary pewers to exclude the
subject of scientific Temperance from
the schools in their jurisdiction, the de-
partment would have no option but o
deal with the matter exactly as with the
exclusion of any other subject. Hon.
Mr. Ross poiuted out, however, that
this question was based upon & miscon-
ception of regulation 24, which simply
provides that the trustees and inspector
may change the internal arrangement of
school classes, not that they may omit
subjects from the school curriculum.

he question as to whether this sub-
ject would be placed on the list of ex-
aminations for public school pupils gave
rise to iderable di i The
Minister replied. that it would not be
required for entrance into the high
schools, which is practically the only writ-
ten examination in the public schools ;
but pointed out that it was now required
of all persons passing through the Mod-
el and Normal schools and the training
institutes for High school masters, In
answer to subsequent questions by Mrs,
McD 1l nn:hn. Sp and Messrs.
McKendry, Rose, Watsor and Munns,
Hon. Mr. Ross said that masic was
another subject not required at this ex-
amination, while drawing had only been
lately added. This subject had not been
required because of the many complainta
made that pupils are now examined on
too many subjects ; and, also, because
the schools are carefully examined semi-
annually by the Inspectors, who must be
prepared to report to the department on
all subjects. This test, together with
the regular promotion examinations,
touched 470,000 Public school pupils,
while the entrance examinations only
affect 10,000 annually. In short, the
subject of acientific Temperance was
compulsory in the Puhlic schools, the
textbook and final examination were
not.

To the request that the authorised
Temperance text-book be put on the
list of Public school texts, the Mirister
replied that it is now in that position ;
though as a matter of law, the use of no
text was now nor ever was compulsory
in Ontario schools. He explained the
machinery of the department for the en-
forcement of its regulations by reading
the statute duties of the public school
inspectors, and said that the new regm
lations would be issued very soon. They
would have been sent out some two
months ago, but they had been delayed
at the request of the Association of
School Trustees until after their late
meeting.

It was asked if the Minister would
change in the new vegulations anent the
Temperance text-book the word ‘‘should”’
to ‘“‘shall.” He replied that he would,
if at all necessary ; and read from the
school regulations to show that the word
‘‘should” had prevailed in similar cases
for thirty years and applied to all other
text-books.

The Minister took occasion to explain
his not reglying to the second telegram
from the Napanee Convention. Tt had
beea received in the evening just as he
was starting away from hias office, and he
intended to reply in the morning. On
reaching his office next day he found
that the convention had adjourned.

.| be Muilt for extensive work, but an
ordinary family's smoking can be done
by suspending the meat upon bars reast-
ing on top of a large barrel open at both
ends, and set over a smouldering fire
partly smothered with hardwond saw-
dust. Dried corncobs make a good fire,
or green hickory or maple ; and sweet
herbs and spices, bay leaves and juniper
berries, burned with the fuel used for
smoking, give the meat a slightly aro-
matic flavor,
