A short time ago Major General
Hughes, head of the Canadian Militia
Department stated that 56,000 sold-
iers had been sent across the Atlantic

from Canada for the firing-line. On

Tuesday he announced that
more men are wanted to go from Can-
ada to the firing line in France as
quickly as they can be trained and
equipped.

“The new regiments are to be re-
cruited as follows:—

Four Highland regiments, one from
Vancouver, Victoria and Winnipeg, a
second from Ontario, and two from
the Province of Quebec and the Mari-
time Provinces.

Two reginients from Alberta, two
from British Columbia, two from Sas-
katchewan, one from Manitoba, two

from Winnipeg, two from the London !

division, four from the Toronto di-
vision, two from Eastern Ontario (the
district between Kingston and Otta-
wa); four French-Canadian regi-
ments from Montreal and the Pro-
vince of Quebec, including the 57th
and 60th battalions, for which re-
cruiting commenced a short time ago;
two regiments from the Maritime
Provinces.

The six new batteries of artillery,
according: to the announcement, will
be organized as follows:

One ‘from Eastern Ontario and Que-
bee, one from the London district, two
in the Toronto and Hamilton district,
one from the Maritime Provinces and
one from Western Canada.”

Canada is also doing something to
2id in the supply of munitions. But
much more is required if a certain
rumor is ‘to be believed. We heard

that in one of the recent engagements
in France, the Canadian artillery used.
in one hour as many shells as the
Canadian factories turn out in a
week. * This illustrates the difficulty
which the British are experiencing at
the front. The need for munitions
exceeds even that of soldiers for the
firing line. There is need for speed-
ing-up in other places than on the
Clyde, the Tyne, the Mersey, and
South Wales. - We are told that the
War Office is offerilg to take full
output of factories for two and three
years ahead. Is it not possible for
something in this line to be done here
by our engineering plants?

CLEARING OUT ENEMY
“KNIGHTS”
It is understood that the King pro-
poses to follow up his dismissal of

a similar measure with regard to
those now bearing arms against us
who are members of other British Or-
ders. There are a considerable num-
ber of these. Among the Knights
Grand Cross of the Bath, for example.
are not fewer than eleven enemies,
while a twelfth, in the person eof
Prince Albert of Schleswig-Holstein,
the only surviving son of Prince and
Princess Christian, who has been
fighting against us since the begin-
ning ‘of ‘the war, 18 an ‘“‘extra” Knight
Grand Cross of the Bath. In the ex-
clusive Order of the Royal Victoria
Chain there are four enemy members,
the Emperor of Austria, the German
Emperor, Prince Henry of Prussia,
and the Grand Duke of Hesse. Among
the Knights Grand Cross of the Royal
Victorian Order there are hundreds
of enemy members, and it is expected
that the whole of these will be re-
moved from the roll of the Order by
the King within the next few days.

THE ANTI-GERMAN RIOTS.

The recent rioting against Germans
in England, was too widespread and
too consistently done to be considered
as the result of any agitation or or-
ganization.® . It was clearly, at least
in the beginning, a spontaneous oui-
burst of the indignation felt ever;-
where in every seam of society hy the
appalling crime of the sinking of the
Lusitania. It is - impossible to go
about London without seeing how
amazed, as well as furious, the peo-
ple feel at the deed. But to translate |
their anger into action, something
more was required, and that some-
thing in many cases was provided by
the Germans themselves. Notaing
has impressed me so much about the
divergence of the Cermman type of
civilization from that of the rest of
Europe, as the attitude shown by Ger-
mans, who seemed of an ordinary
human type of citizen, in their abso-
Jute inability to understand why
there should be any particular indig-
nation about the sinking of the Lusi-
iania. Again, one must say here inat
this applies to the younger men. 1
have heard ‘the sincerest expressions
of indignation and pity from Germans
of the old type, whose humane ideas
renerally belong to our own civiliza-
tion. But just as in the Stock Ex-
change we had a small"group who in-
rist on speaking German and behav-

Germans who insist loudly. on the vir-
tues and triumphs -of their Father-
land. The German butcher who was
fined early in the war for shouting
in the streets that the Kaiser would
eat his Christmas dinner at Bucking-
ham Palace, has a true brother in the
German who provoked a disturbance
on May 12th by saying that a German
soldier was worth five British.

THE SUPPOSED HINT OF
SCRIPTION.

An imperfect report of Lord dal-
dane’s reference to the possibility of
compulsory service ran through Lon-
don on‘May 14th and made a sensa-
tion. The impression created was
that Lord Haldane had foreshadowed
the ultimate intention of the Govern-
ment to adopt conscription. His ac-
tual words do not bear that interpre-
tation; they have rather the oppositc
effect.. Lord Haldane said much tie
same in much the same words four
months ago. The important part of
his statement is thaf the War Offics
have as many men as fhey can hanale
from the present methods of recruit-
ing. The difficulty is not in the short-
age of men, but in their proper se-
lection, in order not to take to tne
front men who are bett{~ employed
on production at home. T_e first step
towards meeting this would bé at
once to prepare a register of all men
of military or working age, and to in-
form each of the service required of
him, whether in the army or in civil
employment. If that were done there
would be no need for compulsion.

It must not be taken as
meaning that the war is forgotten for
an instant, but only that a high-spir-
ited city is drawing breath again after
dreadful anxieties.

RUSSIAN FLAG DAY.

May 12th was English Flag Day i
Petrograd, and Russian Flag Day in
London. The sellers in the streets
put all the more.heart into their char-
itable wheedling in the cause of the
wounded Russian soldiers, because
they knew the Russian women were
workii]g at the same hour for the
British Red Cross. We have had a]
good many ‘“days” since war began,
but everyone welcomed this change of
doing a little for the Russian soldiers,
whose epic struggle has roused such
intense admiration and sympathy
here. The buttonhole flag, a blue
cross on a white ground, was very
commonly worn. The Speaker gave
up a room in his house to the Aus-
tralian women collectors, and tie
Mansion House was in possession of a
committee of actresses, who are ac-
knowledged experts in these matters.
Even the street flower-girls nobly en-
couraged the amateur competition
and took flags for themsglves, giving
in exchange a_bunch of roses. Tweo
and a half million flags were sold in
London before noon. Interesting ac-
counts of the work of Russian women
in the war have been given by Ma-
dame Jarintzoff, the author of a well
known book on Russia, who has come
over for Flag Day. She says that ev-
ery woman almost is working for the
wounded. Women carry the broken
soldiers from the trenches to a place
of safety on their backs, and risk
their lives in fighting typhus and dis-
ease. War service has brought abcut
a great change in the class of women
as “ladies of the regiment”—-the
wives of officers,—who formerly lived
luxurious and idle lives. The type.
Madame Jarintzoff says, has disop-
peared, and given place to patriotic,
earnest-minded women, busy with all
kinds of useful work for the soldiers.

Meeting 22,000 _ |
Wounded Soldiers.

All About the Wonderiul Work of
London’s Ambulanee Column,

Every time a train bringing wound-
el soldiers into London starts on its
way, the telephone bell rings in a
big house close by Paddington Sta-
tion.

The call comes from the Deputy
Divector of Medical Services at the

- Horse Guards in- Wehitehall, and the

big house at Paddington is the head-
quarters of the Ambulance Column of
the London District.

The main work—it is voluntary and
gratuitous—of the Ambulance Col-
umn is to meet all the military hospi-
tal‘trains in I:ondon. and to take
charge of their freights of broken
humanity.* It met the first train
which carried wounded soldiers
back from the war to London—that
was at Waterloo Station, on August
30th, and it - has met every train
since. Although over 22,000 offi-
cers and men have been met and suc-
coured so far.

Exactly what happens when a hos-
yital train is ‘on its way to town is
this. . The Medical’ Service Depart-
ment of the Horse Guards rings
through to the Ambulance Column.
They say where and when the train is
due, how many officers and how
many men it is bringing, and how
many of ‘them are stretcher .cases,
and how many ‘sitting’”’ cases.

The messagé, whi®h may come
through at any moment of the day.
or night, generally allows about an
hour and a half for all arrangements
to be made. And very thorough and
admirable these arrangements are.

“Sisters” Warned by Teilephone.

Nothing that ingenuity and fore-
sight can suggest to ease the lot of
the heroes of the trenches on their
arrival js overlooked or forgotten.
First of all, the stretcher-bearers and
“sisters™ are warned for duty by tele-
phone. There are 200 of these volun-
tary helpers, the majority of thém
men employees of the Prudential As-
Surance Company, and  there have
been times when they have had to
deal with as many as 2,300 cases in
4 week. This, bearing in mind that
fifty" stretcher bearefrs are al-
lowed to a train, shows the demands
made upon them.

The next thing done is to load an
omnibus with blankets, pillow-cases,
hot-water bottles,.and Thermos flasks
(filled with milk), and get it off to
the station at which the train arrives.
There.is an enormous room at the
headquarters of the Ambulance Col-
umn which is literally .piled high
With blankets and pillow-cases, and
the “sorting and folding of them on
their return after use is a matter of
infinite labour of love.

So is the washing; and but for the

®mployed in the neighbouring houses
to the headquarters of the Ambulance
Column have banded together to take
turns in washing the pillow-cases.

They Wear a Speeial Uniform.

The stretcher-bearers and | “sis-
ters” having been warned,and the
omnibus . loaded up and dispatched,
the officers’ nurses then set out from
headquarters. There are over twenty
of these highly skilled and trained
“sisters” available, and, like the rest
of the helpers of the Ambulance Col-
umn, they are distinguishable by the
Red Cross uniform they wear—a big,
flat blue cap, and long blue serge
coat. with the red cross on the right
arm. They carry with them .a haver-
sack containing emergency medical
stores, smelling salts, and so on, and
also a freshly filled slung water-bot-
tle. .
The motor-cars used for conveying
the wounded men from railway sta-
tion to hospital or home, as the case
may be, have also to be called up
when a telephone call from the
Horse Guards sets the wonderful ma-
chinery of the Ambulance Column
in' motion. Every car used is lent to
the Column free of all charge, and
here is a chance for those who
would like to help in the magnificent
work of meeting the men Who have
risked all for their country, to do so.

Roughly, 100 .cars and ambulances
a day are required, and although sev-
eral big London garages and many
private owners have been—and -will
continue to be—most generous- in
lending cars, the supply of both cars
and drivers must be greater if the
work of the Column is not to be han-
dicapped.

‘““We want to have the call on at
least 400 cars,” said Mr. Lancelot
Dent, who, with his wife, is respon-
sible for -this amazing organization.
“We shall be grateful for every -ad-
ditional car which we can place upon
our list, to be called up if needed.

“Motorists who do not own cars can
help us, too. There is a shortage of
drivers, so far as we are concerned,
and any man who can skilfully drive
a car in London traffic will be most
welcome. * We can find plenty of
work for good drivers. If owners
of cars, or drivers, would like to help
us, they should Write to me at 83
Westbourne Terrace, Paddington, or
else ring me up there—Paddington
6054.” :

The workers of 6 the Ambulance
Column dre the only people allowed
on the platform when a train bring-
ing men home from the battle front
arrives in London. Everyone else,
however -important socially, is ex-
cluded. - There must be no one else
to éet in the way, no one to hinder the
work of dealing with the sick and
wounded. :

An Urgent Operation Delays Train.

The train does not always arrive
punctuﬂly; sometimes it has been
stopped on-its way to London while
a surgeon travelling in it ha§ per-
formed some operation in a case in
which time is of vital impprtance.
But when it does arrive not an in-
stant is Tost.

The sitting cases, as a rule far few-
er in number, are attended to first.
They may go to hospitals, nursing
homes, their own homes; but wher-
ever an officer or a man goes is ve-

corded on his card, which is filled in
and kept by the Ambulance Column.
. The cHeerful bravery of the wound-
ed is little short of amazing; they
hate to cause any fuss, and many of
them are almost apologetic’ at not
being able to help themselves.

Cigarettes, and the cool, clean,
white piHows provided for them are
the things that delight them most.
However ill or badly wounded a man
may be he will generally manage to
smoke a cigarette; while the “feel” of
a pillow is a sheer delight to the ma-
jority of the “cot” cases. The eager-
ness with which many a.poor strick-
en fellow sinks into his pillow is in-
-ensely pathetic.

There hdve been some almost dra-
natic incidents in the work of the
Ambulance Column. On one occasion
two wonded Soldiers were placed in
one of the big motor ambulances
which are used in this wonderful rail-
way station collection ‘and distribu-
tion of human beings. They were
lifted in, one after the other. Sud-
denly one of the two looked down.

“Joe!” he cried. “Hullo, Joe—it is
yvou, isn’t it?”

They were brothers who had not
seen each other for five years, and
although each knew the other was at
"tt'xe front, they had not met there.
One had come over from India with
his regiment, the other had joined
here. -/

Vo strenuous is the work of the
Ambulance Column that at one -ex-
ceptionally busy = period, Mr. Dent
and his wife did not go to bed for 60
hours; while for the past -eight
months neither he nor Mrs. Dent has
been off duty for more than ten
hours at a stretch. They sleep “on
the end of a telephone wire,” so to
speak. :

One of the minor, but none the less
impdrtant and difficult, sides of the
Column’s activities lies in returning
lost kit to wounded men. Sometimes
when a man comes off the train his
kit gets mixed up or mislaid with
some one else’s, and presently there
comes the task of bringing kit and
owner together again.

This is frequently a matter of con-
siderable difficulty, for although it
may be perfectiy true that certain
articles’ belong to, say, Private Jones
of such and such battalion, to track
down Jones himself means to make
inquiries at a dozen or more hospit-
als. ‘
However it is done—like everything
else this wonderful organization sets
out to do.

Lord C. Beresford
at the Front.

Week With French Army—Where We
Have 1,000 Guns We Ought to Have
5,000,

Paris, June 1.—Lord Charles Beres-
ford returned to Paris to-day after a
week’s motor car tour on the eastern
French front, in splendid health and
spirits. His journey extended to re-
covered Alsace. He said:

“Great courtesy was shown to me
by all the generals. 1 was. allowed
to see a parade of the finest troops
of France—magnificent men, marching
along full of good spirits, very like
men of my nation, the Irish, in that
respect. All the officers and men had
a look of grim determination. After
the parade'and the band had played
the National Anthem I had to say
something. I said, ‘Now I've seen
your Alpine chasseurs, all I can say
is, Pauvres Boches!—Poor Boches.’ It
was’'a short speech, but it ‘went well,’
and has gone all down the line! ' Ev-
eryone was much amused by it.

“lI saw many other regiments and
places I must not name. I heard Ger-
man shells and saw remarkable evi-
dences of the power and accuracy of
their guns. There is no doubt that
this is an artillery war. Where we
have one thousand we ought to have
five thousand guns. There is no
doubt as to the final result, but we
must keep at it and be prepared for
anything.

How He Was Missed.

“At one place the Germans sent a
Taube to bombard my house. It miss-
ed and killed a poor woman a few
doors away. The same night, after I
left, they made a second attempt. The
airman swooped down and dropped
two bombs just outside the door. The
explosion covered the face of the
house with mud and drove in the win-
dows, the glass filling the bed I had
slept in. The French authorities
were of opinion that the attempt was
the deliberate result of information
by a spy.”

Lord Charles Beresford treated the
matter as a compliment and said: *“I
must write to the Emperor and tell
him what I think. I know him well.
I stayed twice with him and also mo-
tored with him to many places in Eng-
land. I knew him when he was quite
a boy. I never thought- he would
turn out such a bad fellow.”

In the course of his tour Lord
‘Charles Beresford was introduced to
Sister Julie, a heroine of the war, who

) !‘aursed the wounded while her village

was being burned, saved her patients
from having their throats cut, defied
the German colonel, and stopped fur-
ther burning.

Lord Charles Beresford has high
praise for the work of the British
Ambulance Committee. “I found our
250 men working, under strict French
discipline, under dangerous condi-
tions. I saw wounded brought in from
the firing line and heard their grate-
ful remarks. I was delighted with
all 1 saw, but must refrain from de-
tailed description, having regard to
the military situation.”

The flour market hz{s come down at
last and war prices are no longer
asked at the mills. When this low
price will strike Newfoundland is an-
other question, for although prices
rise here in sympathy with prices at
the mills yet it does not always fol-
low that prices decline here 'in sym-
pathy with a falling market. How-
ever, there has been a good profit
made on flour during the last four
or five months and the dealers can
well afford to lose a dollar or two per
barrel now. “To whom much has
been given, much will be required.”

BREAD.

Wheaten bread came into use in
vor): early times, and the process of
its making and baking has advanced
with the years, culminating in the
good home made product that most
of us-in Newfoundland at least, en-
joy. The greatest compliment that
you can pay the machine made bread
is to remark on the resemblance of
it to the home made article. Up to
a few years ago bakers’ bread seldom
tempted householders, owing to its
puffed up character, but with new
bread factories, baking bread as
much like home-made as possible, a
considerable number of people have
taken to buying bakers’ bread. And
so it has become one of the causes of
the high cost of living. For al-
though it may save labour and possi-
bly a little coal on some days, yet it
is undoubtedly cheaper to bake at
home. 1 have consulted one lady on
the subject and she showed me that
about $2.80 is saved on’ a barrel of
flour by home baking. Another lady
who had an experience in selling
bread told me that she turned a bar-
rel of flour into sixteen dollars! But,
however, it may be, bread factories
aare very useful when the home sup-
ﬁ]y gives out, and these thoughts

come as the result of the little bread.

Co-operation is ececupying a prom-
inent place in the mirds of farmers
in Canada. They look across to Den-
mark, which forty years ago was
practically bankrupt. Few
men there could pay their way, and
debts were impossible to collect.. The
dire straits of the- -people forced
prominent men to take hold of the
problems and by good, steady work
along genuine co-operative lines, .led
by men who were.thorough students
of co-operation and who were able
to apply business methods to co-oper-
ative principles, success has been
attained, and to-day Denmark is a
prosperous country, The dairy farm-
ers buy their supplies and sell their

products co-operatively. On this
side of the Atlantic a co-operation
scheme is worked in the Annapolis
Valley. The beginning and the end
of everything in that delightful vale
is 'centered in the apple-crop. Prac-

the Valley in 1908 and every year
much has been .achYeved. Its useful-
ness was espécially tested by last
vear’s business, when freight rates
across the Atlantic and the difficulty
of knowing even if freight could be
sent to England made the situation
very difficult. Without some organi-
zation to cope with the situation the
crop of the Valley would ‘have been
slaughtered, as was ‘the case in the
unorganised districts of Ontario
where 50 per cent. of the crop was

organization issued circulars to the
growers to .keep calm and not give
way to panic and tHen when a lit-
tle later the first apprehensions in
connection with the English market
were unfounded, no less than 800,000
barrels of apples were bhipped to
England, and at a rate of freight that
they were able to arrange, which
saved them 18 cents per barrél, thus
putting $144,000 in the pockets .of
the growers instead of the pockets of
the steamship owners.

READY FOR OPPORTUNITY.

When the demand came from Eng-
land -for apples,'it was. past picking
time. In Ontdrio the fruit was rot-
ten on the trees but in Annapolis

waiting for the opportunity.

In potatoes also the Valley came
out good. All other potato-preducing
countries had been unable to market
their crops at good prices and hun-
dreds: of thousands of bushels were
‘bemg dumped or fed out to the cat-
tlein "*Iew B‘runswxck and the State
of Maine. But the Co-operative As=
sociation was able to charter a line
of steamshjps and market their po-
tatoes and return to the grower all
that his crop realised. In the same
way .they receive better returns' for
"butter eggs, pork, veal, berries, etc.,
‘than ever before.

Nathan Rice
Held a Prisoner

BY THE GERMANS.

Friends of his in the city will re-
gret to hear that their esteemed and
popular ' fellow townsman, Nathan
Rice, is now a prisoner in Germany,
a letter to that effect having just
reached the city. Nathan is the son
of the late William Rice, who was
accidentally killed here some few
years ago. He left here with his
mother and sister between three and
four years ago for Vancouver, B.C.
He enlisted with the 7th Battalion of
the Canadian Expeditionary Force
and while engaged on the firing line
on the Western Front when practic-
ally the entire Battalion was cut up,
only 40 men being left alive, amongst
whom was Nathan Rice. Those 40
surrendered and were taken prison-
ers on April 24th and were taken by
the Germans to Berlin. Nathan man-
aged somehow to send a letter to
England to the Rev. C. V. Cogan who
was a particular friend of his, as he
was closely associated with the Rev.
Mr. Cogan when he was Rector of St.
Mary’s Church, South Side. The Rev.
gentleman, we are informed, com-
municated the circumstances of Mr.
Rice to a relative in this city. The
young man was favorably known
here. Prior to his departure he was
for many years a non-commissioned
officer in the Church Lads’ Brigade,
and held a responsible position in the
office of the Gas Company. He always
took a keen interest in shooting, was
a splendid marksman and was a mem-
ber of the St. John’s Rifle Club. He
has a brother, Albert, also doing ser-
vice for: the Homeland and Empire.
Albert is now doing duty on ‘a British
ship in the Dardanelles.
