PARIS, Jan. 13.
Ministers of the Allied Powers at 

Athens have handed a note to the 
Greek Government declaring that 
they regard it as a clear duty to hu­
manity to transport, as soon as possi­
ble, part of the Serbian army to a 
point near the Albanian coast, accord­
ing to a Havas despatch from Athens. 
The note sets forth that this step is 
taken in order to save these heroic 
soldiers from famine and destruction, 
and that the Island of Corfu has been 
chosen for the purpose, as offering 
the necessary facilities from the point 
of view of] sanitation and food supply. 
The Powers go on to say they do not 
suppose Greece will object to the 
proposed transfer of the Serbians who 
are the allies of Greece, and who will 
only remain a short time on the Is­
land. The note concludes by saying 
that there is no intention of occupa­
tion, as all guarantees have been giv­
en under this head to the Greek Gov­
ernment, both concerning Corfu and 
other parts of Greek territory, which 
the Allied troops have had to use.

CARRIED OFF BY TURKS.

LONDON, Jan. 13.
The British colony in Bagdad, con­

sisting of two men, nine women and 
a number of children, have been car­
ried off by the Turks in the direction 
of Mosul, 300 miles distant.- News of 
the deportation of the colony was 
transmitted to London through the 
United States Ambassador Morgen- 
than, and the American Consul at 
Bagdad, and those officials have been 
asked to obtain all available infor­
mation.

INCREASE IN FOOD PRICES.

LONDON, Jan. 13.
A despatch to the Times from Pc- 

trograd, states that the Government 
is making a serious attempt to eradi­
cate the evils of bribery and specula­
tion that is responsible for the un­
precedented rise of the prices of conp- 
piodities. One of the most prominent 
flour speculators of Moscow was the 
first to be arrested.

Early Purchasers get the Snapsial Value,
ENEMY ATTACK SALONIKA DE- 

FENCES.
ROME, Jan. 13.

An Athens despatch to the Gidrnale 
D’ltalia says an attack by the Teuton­
ic Allies on the Entente positions has 
begun with a bombardment of the 
British lines in the Doiran zone which 
lasted the entire day. The attacking 
troops are distributed as follows: 
The Germans on the west front around 
Monastir, the Bulgarians on the Giev- 
geli-Doiran line, the "Turks on the 
east flank. The correspondent reports 
that a bombardment of the British 
line to the Doiran zone proceeded all 
day Monday. The German command­
er of the attacking force, says the 
corespondent, will make use of Aus­
trian, Bulgarian apd Turkish forces. 
The participation of the Turks had 
been doubtful, he adds, but it is now 
certain that they will be included in 
the attacking army.

Price ing, Vice-Admiral Bacon reviews the 
various attacks on Zeebrugge and Os- 
tend, on the western and at other 
points along the coast, at various 
dates, in brief, and sums up the dam­
age to the Germans, which, he says, 
included the destruction of one tor­
pedo boat, two submarines, one dred­
ger, three military factories, thirteen 
big guns, two ammunition depots and 
several military storehouses, while, 
in addition, wharves, observation and 
signalling stations, and the Zeebrugge 
locks were damaged. The British 
loss consisted of three armed traw­
lers, of which two struck mines, and 
34 men were killed and 24 wounded. 
Admiral Bacon says that the gunnery 
results exceeded his expectations. 
His fleet consisted of 80 vessels of 
various classes, manned partly by 
men of the regular navy, but more 
largely by officers and men of the 
Naval Reserves and Deep Sea fisher­
men. The protection of such a mov­
ing fleet by destroyers, in waters 
which are the natural home of the 
enemy's submarines, has been admir­
able, Vice-Admiral Bacon says, but 
still more remarkable is the Aptitude 
shown by the Officers and crews of 
the drifters and trawlers who, in dif­
ficult waters, and under conditions 
totally strange to them, maintained 
their allotted stations without a sin­
gle accident. Moreover, these men, 
under fire, exhibited a coolness wor­
thy of the personnel of a service in­
ured to discipline. The results show- 
how deeply adaptability is engrained 
in the sea-faring face of the British 
Islands.

SADAGORA REPORTED CAPTURED 
LONDON, Jan. 13.

News from the eastern front of the 
capture of Sadagora, is regarded in 
military circles as probably true, al­
though no 'official announcement of 
the subject has been received. The 
town lies a few miles to the northeast 
of Czernowitz, and is a converging 
point for five good roads of consider­
able strategic importance. Previous 
attempts to capture it have been 
stoutly resisted by the Austrians. 
Experts say that Sadagora is really 
of more importance that Czernowitz, 
on account of its stronger natural 
positions and the greater facilities 
which it affords for communication 
purposes. The report from Petro­
grad that the offensive in Galicia 
and Bessarabia had been suspended 
for the present, as regarded as, to say 
the least, premature. The offensive 
which recently has been in progress' 
on the part of the Russians could not, 
it is believed,*be suspended suddenly, 
as it had been undertaken after care­
ful preparation, and launched with 
unexpected strength.

CHINESE REVOLUTIONS
LONDON, Jan. 13.

Many Chinese revolutionaries were 
killed and captured in a series of 
bloody engagements on Jan. 6, 7 and 
8, in the district of Tamsui, Potong, 
Ÿentzuwe and Peklo, according to: in­
formation received from the Canton 
Government by the British authori­
ties at Hong Kong.

A Hong Kong despatch says that 
the' rebels were well supplied with 
arms, munitions and military uni­
forms. They fought until their am­
munition was exhausted, when they 
continued to struggle with bombs. 
Ultimately the revolutionaries were 
routed, and many of them, including 
some of the leaders were killed or 
taken prisoners. The Government 
forces also captured munitions and 
horses.

CORFU OCCUPIED.

LONDON, Jail. 13.
French soldiers occupied the Achil-

A Busy Session !
{Mia» No indication lias yet 
le"*## been given of the time of 
IBtiSSs. the convening of the 
*•, ” Legislature this year.
Early in December it was dxpected that 
the Legislature would meet very 
early this year, and the Government 
asked the City Commission to place 
the draft of the proposed Civic Consti­
tution in their hands by the.beginning 
of the year, but we understand that 
the draft is not yet ready and that the 
sitting members of St. John’s have 
only just begun to consider the meas­
ure. The bill will be somewhat 
lengthy and the consideration of it is 
likely to occupy much time in the 
Legislature. It is also understood 
that the new consolidation of the law, 
which covers the 1892 consolidation 
and some twenty years of new legisla­
tion will be introduced into the Leg­
islature this year, and ‘this in itself 
will be a formidable task and occupy 
much time. It is also essential that 
the system of reporting debates and 
proceedings in the Legislature and 
their publication shall be entirely 
revolutionized . The delay In prepar-’ 
ing the reports for publication has 
long been a crying evil, but the break­
down In connection with those of last 
session exceeds all previous experi­
ence. We believe that the public do 
not realize that all the debates of last 
winter and spring have not been pub­
lished yet, and we were told that up 
to a few days ago, they were not even 
ready for publication. All public In­
terest In these speeches has died out 
long ago, and their publication can 
only serve as a record. The House of 
Assembly will liave to take up this 
matter and deal with It drastically. 
It is satisfactory to know that the 
high taxation which was Imposed In 
the session of 1914 before the war 
and In the session which have suc­
ceeded the war has materially in­
creased the revenue, but at the next 
session there will be need to consider 
ways and means of covering losses in 
Revenue from the stoppage of the 
Importation, manufacture and sale of 
alcoholic beverages next January. 
If the petitions against the Plebiscite 
of last November succeed in setting 
aside the Prohibition Election, the 
matter will have to be taken up in the 
Legislature and the Government will 
have to keep the Legislature open, un­
til the matter is finally disposed of. 
There is also the matter of Loans to 
ho considered. Altogether next ses­
sion promises to be a busy one.

Lord Kitchener’s
Address

ON COMPULSION BILL.
London, January 5;—The fullest and 

fairest trial has been given the volun­
tary system, declared Field Marshal 
Earl Kitchener, Secretary of State for 
War, addressing the House of Lords 
to-day.

“We are now asking Parliament to 
sanction a change,” said Earl Kitchen­
er, “as it has been proved that in the 
special circumstances of this unpre­
cedented struggle the existing system, 
without modification is not equal to 
maintaining the army which is need­
ed to secure victory.

“I do not consider the change pro­
posed should be regarded in the light 
of an derogation of the principle of 
voluntary service in this country,” de­
clared the Secretary for War, speak­
ing, he said, “only as a soldier, with 
a single eye to the successful conduct 
of the war.

“Compulsion," he added, "affects, 
during the period of the war, only one 
class of men, who have but a poor idea 
of their duty as citizens.”

Military Steps Taken.

"Seventeen months ago," said Earl 
Kitchener, in beginning his speech, “I 
stated the broad principles ot the 
military steps which I considered ne­
cessary to meet the emergency of the 
war. The scheme for augmenting our 
forces then set on foot was based on 
a definite plan to secure, by success- 
sive increases to our military strength 
an army commensurate with our pow­
er and responsibilities, with the pro­
per complement of reserves and rein­
forcements necessary to keep up its 
effective strength in the field during 
the war.

"Further we had to produce, for the
my thus created, the guns, am­

munition and military materia! re­
quisite to maintain its fighting value. 
This scheme had developed under the 
system of voluntary military -service 
existing in the country and this sys­
tem has given us results far greater 
than most of us would dared have pre­
dicted, certainly beyond anything our 
enemies contemplated. In the early 
states of the war men responded .to the 
call in almost embarrassing thousands 
and until a few months ago we main­
tained, by a steady flow of recruits, 
the supply of men we required in as 
large numbers as we could train and 
eqiup them. -

“The Skelton organizations of the 
large army we now possess having 
been formed, it is necessary to keep 
it up to strength in the field by a 
constant supply of reserves.”

Runs Gauntlet
of Howitzer Guns.

The splendid work of the brave 
men sent out to the Vcsg by the 
British Ambulance Committee of the 
Service de Santé Militaie may be 
gauged by the fact that since their 
first cars arrived at headquarters on 
January 4, they have carried 105,000 
wounded men back from the firing 
line to the base and that they have 
saved the lives of at least 10,000.

Again and again has their bravery 
been recognized by the French. The 
gallantry of one of them, Thomas 
George Simpson, has been specially 
marked down by the medical “Divi- 
sionaire” of the Vllth Army. Fifteen 
miles from the base and right under 
the sweeping shell fire of the German 
batteries seven men of the B.A.C. 
were stranded at a little wayside 
hut, with their cars dug in and bur­
ied by the undergrowth. This was a 
rest post—a sort of halfway house 
between the firing line and the base. 
There was only one road to it from
G--------- , where food and supplies lay,
and that was one of the four moun­
tain passes of the Vosges.

The Germans spotted this road be­
ing used by the English cars and at 
a range of about twenty miles they 
got their great Austrian howitzer to 
bear upon “the only way”—the bridge 
spanning a chasm. They ' smashed 
the bridge and they smashed the 
road, all hut one small strip. They 
kept on shelling so persistently that 
it was impossible to repair the road 
and none dared venture the pass.

Meanwhile the seven Englishmen 
were cut off from all supplies. Then 
along came Simpson with his little 
side-car, eager to carry rations to 
the starving nien. The French swore 
he should not go. It ‘ would mean 
certain death—voila. But Tom 
Simpson insisted, and at last won his 
way. Again and again he carried 
the precious parcels of first line ra­
tions to his stranded comrades. For 
days he ran the gauntlet ot the shells 
unscathed until at last the great Aus­
trian howitzer stopped its work and 
the road was repaired.

adapted to promote the welfare of 
mankind than a competitive business" 
was the subject of debate at last even­
ing’s session of the Methodist College 
Literary Institute. The principal 
speakers were Messrs. Geo. Grimes, 
P. H. Cowan and R. Heartier repre­
senting the co-operative business ; 
Messrs. H. E. Cowan, A. E. Parkins 
and S. E. Penney. The arguments 
advanced for co-operative system 
were:—(1) People themselves were 
shareholders in the co-operative busi­
ness and recipients of all the profits 
accruing therefrom ; (2) co-operative 
business was much less interrupted 
by the bitterness and inconvenience of 
strikes, lock-outs ahd similar inter­
ferences with the general progress of 
trade; while the champions of the 
competitive business contended (1) 
competition, always more or less 
keen, was a main factor in keeping 
down prices ; (2) competition com­
pelled initiative In business reform, 
while co-operation tended to stagna­
tion.

After the set speakers had finished 
the debate became general and some 
interesting speeches were made by 
the members of the Institute. On the 
vote being taken the co-operative 
system won by a small majority.

Before the close of the meeting it 
was decided that the names of some 
fifty or sixty members now on active 
service be suitably inscribed on a 
Roll of Honour and that they also be 
made honorary members of the Insti­
tute.

St. John’s.
General headquarters in France re­

port raid by our troops on trenches 
east of Armentiers. Twenty of the 
enemy were disposed of and a ma­
chine gun emplacement blown up. 
The French report1 enemy attempted 
gas attack between Argonne and 
Menuse in region of Forges. A French 
curtain of fire prevented enemy from 
emerging from .trenches and wind 
blew gas back on German trenches. 
Admiral Bacon, in reporting on Brit­
ish Naval activity on Belgian coast 
between August and November, states 
damage inflicted known to include 
sinking one German torpedo boat, two 
submarines, one large dredger, total 
destruction three military factories 
and damage to fourth. Extensive’ 
damage to Zeebrugge locks and de­
struction of thirteen guns of consid­
erable calibre, two ammunition de­
pots and several military storehouses, 
observation and signalling posts, 
wharves, moles and other secondary 
places. Gur loss only one armed 

- yacht, one drifter, one mine sweeper. 
The Germans admit the destruction of 
the large ammunition depot at Lille 
which is believed to be the result of 
an English air raid.

BONAR LAW.

SHORT OF COAL.
ZURICH, via London, To-day.

A large part of Austria-Hungary is 
suffering severely from shortage of 
coal. In Budapest the electric light­
ing of the streets has been suspended 
and private consumers have been no­
tified that they may soon expect the 

^shutting off of electric' supply in 
Vienna. Cooking with gas has been 
forbidden.

ESPIONAGE PLOT.
LONDON, To-day.

The recent inaguration of a censor­
ship upon both outgoing and incoming 
American mails has already produced 
results, according to officials, in the 
form of the revelation of a wide 
spread espionage plot, which the of­
ficials declare has simply justified the 
organization of the large department 
by the opening of American mail. It 
is said an organization of spies here 
has been sending information to an 
Amercin branch which forwards it to 
Germany by various routes chiefly by 
one through Holland.

FOOD LACKING IN SCUTARI.
ROME, To-day.

A Scutaria telegram to the Serbian 
Legation in Rome describes the 
situation in Scutari as approaching 
desperation. Food is lacking to feed 
thousands of women and children and 
refugees from Serbia, the latter arriv­
ing in large numbers swelling the re­
fugee colony already established. The 
new arrivals, adds the message, are 
obliged to sleep in the open air in the 
bitter cold. It is declared that hun­
dreds are dying daily in the streets of 
cold and hunger, arid that nearly all 
the very young children have died 
from lack of nourishment.

backing. A Rome despatch reports 
that the Çrown Prince has been sum­
moned to a council' to discuss meas­
ures in case the Emperor’s illness is 
prolonged. An Amsterdam despatch 
attached significance to the fact that 
the Emperor failed personally to read 
the speech from the throne at the 
opening of the Prussian Diet, and 
says that ' the Emperor repeatedly 
promised to be present at this func­
tion. An Amsterdam despatch to the 
Exchange Telegraph Co. says the 
Emperor is still in bed suffering 
from his throat and a fever set in. 
The correspondent fails to give the 
source of his information. The only 
news direct from Berlin quotes the 
Tageblat as saying that the boil from 
which the Emperor là suffering does 
not prevent his walking out.

ENEMY SUBMARINE DESTROYED.
PETROGRAD, via London, To-day
Official: In the Black Sea our tor­

pedo boats have destroyed an enemy 
submarine which had been damaged 
on the Anatoliah Coast. The tor­
pedo boats also destroyed two sail­
ing shipsladen with coal.

GENERAL HUERTA DEAD.
EL PASO TEXAS, To-day.

Gen. Huerta, former director of 
Mexico,, died here last night.

FOUR AEROPLANES MISSING.
LONDON", To-day.

Four British aeroplanes which were 
sent out from the British positions on 
the Continent, Wednesday, have failed 
to return to their base, according to 
an official announcement given out 
to-night, which says the enemy ex­
ploded a mine near Givenchy and fol­
lowed the explosion up by a bombing 
attack which was driven hack to-day. 
There has been some hostile shelling 
about Govenchy, but on the whole it 
was quiter than usual along the en­
tire front. Four of our aeroplanes 
sent out yesterday have not returned.

KAISER FEELS INSULTED.
LONDON, To-day.

In the eastern Mediterranean the 
news of the Allied occupation of Cor­
fu is said to have caused the greatest 
indignation in Germany, where the 
fact that Achilleon Castle is to be 
used as the Serbian headquarters is 
regarded as a personal insult to the 
German Emperor. It is said the Em­
peror has sent a personal protest to 
the King. Greeks holding Greece re- 
sonsible for any damages to German 
property. The official communication 
from Constantinople asserts that the 

" Turks knew well in advance about 
the Anglo-French plans for the 
abandonment of the last Dardanelles 
positions and made preparations’ac­
cordingly, but the fire from the 
French and British warships appears 
to have been successful in screening 
the retiring troops from Turkish at­
tempts to exact a heavy toll. Rumors 
of the state of the German Emperor’s 
health have again assumed an alarm 
ing state but without authoritative

GREEK GUARD RESIST.
ATHENS, via London, To-day.

There was an incident between the 
Greek and Entente troops when the 
latter blew up the iron bridge over 
the Straum River, near Demi Hissar. 
The officer commanding the Greek 
guard at the bridge ordered his men 
to resist the accomplishment by the 
Allied troops of their purpose, and at 
trie same time requested reinforce­
ments. While awaiting the arrival of 
reinforcements the bridge was blown 
up. The Allies then withdrew, thus 
avaiding further difficulties.

10.00 A M.
OPENING OF C ANADIAN PARLIA­

MENT.
OTTAWA, To-day.

Following yesterday's proceedings, 
necessitated by the election of the 
Speaker, the House was opened in the 
afternoon by His Royal Highness, the 
Governor General. It was essentially 
a khaki opening, officers in uniform of 
service color especially predominated. 
Though the attendance was large and 
all customary pomp and ceremonial 
were followed, the opening lacked 
some brilliancy. The Speech from the 
Throne was mainly on an extension 
of the Parliamentary term to the war, 
and Canadian participation in it, the 
heroism of her forces and the finan­
cial condition of the country and its 
splendid agricultural productions. ~

EXPEL LIEBKNECHT.
LONDON, To-day.

The Socialist Party in the Reich­
stag at yesterday's meeting adopted a 
resolution to expel Dr. Liebknecht out 
of the party, according to Reuter’s 
despatch from Amsterdam to-day. 
Herr Liebknecht, owing to continual 
offenses of the grossest sort against 
his duty as a member of the party, he 
has forfeited all rights resulting from 
his membership, -the resolution de­
clared, according to the despatch.

TORPEDOED WITHOUT WARNING.
LONDON, To-day.

The British steamer Glengyle, sunk 
in the Mediterranean on Jan. 2nd 
was sunk without warning, according 
to Havas despatch to-day from Mar 
seilles. The same despatch reports 
the steamer Tafna, which arrived at 
Marceilles from Philipperville, es­
caped for a second time from a sub­
marine by speed and clever manouvr- 
ing. Capt. Chester of the Glengyle 
and 20 men of the crew were picked 
up by the steamer Mossul, the des­
patch adds, while three Englishmen 
of the crew and seven Chinese were 
lost. * !

STRUCK MINE.
LONDON, To-day.

The Dutch steamer, Massahaven, 
bound for Rotterdam from Norflolk, 
has struck a mine, according to a 
wireless message picked up at Sch- 
eveningen and forwarded by Reuter’s- 
correspondent at the Hague.

POSITION OF MONTENEGRO.
LONDON, To-day.

Another decisive .stage in the Bal­
kan situation has been reached with 
Montenegro now .following Sefbia in 
virtual absorption by the invaders’ 
forces. It was learned last night that 
Austria and Montenegro had come to 
an armistic, this being construed as 
the last act of the little country after 
having, its capital Cottinje dominated 
by the Austrian capture of Mount 
Lovcen. Whether King Nicholas will 
continue the unequal struggle is con­
sidered doubtful here, but the ac­
cepted view among the best posted 
men in London is that Montenegro has 
practically passed under Austrian 
control. The chief significance of this 
does not lie in the small territorial ac- 
jyiisition, which is less than Serbia, 
but in Montenegro’s Adriatic front ly­
ing alongside the Austrian main offen­
sive naval station of Cattero, where 
yesterday’s despatches announced the 
entire Austrian fleet; including three 
dreadnoughts, is assembeld and from 
which the recent naval raid made 
against Italian transports going to the 
relief of Serbia. This further exten­
sion of the Austrian Adriatic front 
Mfith the dominating naval centre of 
Cattaro is view as further tending to­
ward the realization of Austria's ob­
ject of making trie Adriatic an Aus­
trian sea and thus checking Italy’s 
ambition to make it an Italian sea. 
Italy had so much at stake that offi­
cials and diplomats had been waiting 
anxiously for the steps that Italy 
would take to relieve Montenegro, and 
at the same time avert another Aus­
trian extension on the Adriatic. They 
were aware that Italy had once before 
prevented Austria from gaining terri­
torial concessions from Montenegro 
near Cattaro by objecting to the treaty 
made in 1912. As Italy was then a 
member of the Triple Alliance, Aus­
tria reluctantly agreed to the Italian 
objection. It was believed that dynas­
tic reasons would play a part in Italy’s 
assistance of Montenegro, as King 
Nicholas’s daughter is the wife of ihe 
King of Jtaiy ; but help from that 
quarter did not arrive, as the Italian 
expedition was landed further south 
in Albania and has not been hoard 
from since. The London, Times as­
serts that Italy’s interests in Monte­
negro are as important -as England's 
in the opening of the Dardanelles, and 
the prospective annihilation of Mon­
tenegro will have far reaching mari­
time consequences in the easte-n 
Mediterranean. A despatch to the 
Reuter's Telegraph Co. from I’etro- 
grad says that a Russian torpedo boat 
on Monday destroyed a Turkish sub­
marine which had grounded in Dec­
ember near the mouth of Milen, two 
Turkish sailing ships with coal also 
were destroyed.

The correspondent 
of Reuter’s Telegram Company, at 
Maassluis states that the light buoy 
of the Waterweg has been extinguish­
ed and that ships are unable to enter 
because the tide has attained forty- 
two and one half feet, the highest 
since 1889. Maassluis, Rotterdam, 
Dordrecht and other places along the 
coast have been partially inundated, 
the correspondent adds.

The German Emperor, according to 

a Constantinople despatch forwarded 
by Reuter's Amsterdam correspond­
ent, has sent a sword to the Sultan of 
Turkey together with a congratula­
tory message in recognition of the 
success of the Turkish campaign on 
the Gallipoli Peninsula. In his tele­
gram Emperor William said he had 
learned with great satisfaction that 
the enemy’s army had been forced to 
completely evacuate Gallipoli. He 
congratulated the Sultan upon a great 
victory which had brought to an end 
the severe attacks of impendent enem­
ies.

ROME, To-day.

There is a general- belief in Vatican 
circles that the Pope will deliver an­
other important allocation about the 
war in the ponsistory at the end of 
February.

The Canadian Mining Institute Bul­
letin fqr December, 1915, says:

The demand for coal continues to 
show improvement due chiefly to the 
greater activity of the steel industry 
and the stimulation that munitions 
manufacture has given to industry in 
Eastern Canada. The production of 
the Dominion Coal Company for the 
ten months ending 31st October was 
3,782,000 tons compared with 3,708,- 
000 tons in the corresponding period 
of 1914, showing an increase of about 
74,000 tons for 1915 to date. For 
November the production of the Glace 
Bay Mines will probably exceed the 
outputs of last November by at ieast 
100,000 tons. For the whole year, 
from present indications, it seems 
probable the production will exceei 
that of 1914 by over 200,000 tons. As 
the outputs were below last year until 
the end of September it will be seen 
the recovery has been quite recent and 
very rapid. For the next six months 
outputs will compare against a peri­
od of very low production in the cor­
responding months of a year ago. The 
St. Lawrence shipments from Cape 
Breton for the summer will reach 
about 1,500,000 tons, or some 400,000 
tons below the shipments of last year. 
The reduction has been entirely occa­
sioned by shortage of freighting ton­
nage due to the requisitioning of 
steamers by the Admiralty. In this 
respect the prospects of obtaining 
steamers for the coming winter busi­
ness and for next summer’s ship­
ments is one that is giving Am coal 
operators some anxiety. NeArthe- 
less after sixteen months it is possible 
to record that the Germans have been 
unable to interfere with the shipment 
of coal from Nova Scotia to other 
Canadian and American ports. This, 
by the way, is a more remarkable 
statement than it would seem to be at 
first thought. We have grown so ac­
customed to the daily miracle of Brit­
ish control of the seas, to the unseen 
protection of the Navy, that we are 
apt to forget its existence.

The extent to which recruiting has 
gone in the mining districts has seri­
ously affected the labor supply. The 
production of the Dominion Coal Co., 
for example has been lessened by 4,000 
tons per day, or from 80,000 to 109,- 
000 tons a month, by enlistments. 
The Militia Department- are now, very 
wisely taking steps to transfer to 
special miners’ or tunnelling battal­
ions the qualified miners who have 
enlisted in other regimental units and 
have not yet left for the front. The 
voluntary system of recruiting has 
curious effects. Two brothers were 
recently killed at the front, both 
miners from Glace Bay. One left nine 
children and his wife, and the other 
seven children and a wife. The gal­
lantry of the men who have given 
their lives for the Empire under 
these conditions can hardly be ques­
tioned, but the efficiency of a system 
that allows such a thing to happen 
may well be questioned.

The production of the Springhill 
Colleries for the ten months ending 
October was 326,500 tons, against 
343,482 tons in 1914, a decrease of 
about 17,000 tons. Lack of demand 
in the early months of the year, and 
labor shortage during the past three 
or four months, are chiefly responsible 
for the decrease in production.
