The iron 
heel of Bolshevism bears no less 
heavily, on the brow of a proud 
and courageous race, than did 
the foot of the Romanoffs, and 
to-day Poland is fighting for her 
life and liberties against the 
menace of the Reds. Reborn by 
the Peace Treaty, Poland be­
came a nation once more, and de­
termined to hold that which was 
bestowed upon her, the people 
are making strenuous, and in a 
manner, successful resistance 
against the Soviet hordes. Poles 
fought in the late war and in 
their wait for repatriation there 
was a singleness of purpose that 
carried them through all diffi­
culties and their day of redemp­
tion and loosing from Russia 
and the Central Powers at 
length dawned, though the re­
sult of the Versailles Treaty 
was somewhat disappointing. 
But it was not to be supposed 
that Russia would look complac­
ently on and see her suzerainty 
slip away without a struggle. 
Nor yet was Germany agreeable 
and it is said that ever since the 
Breat-Litovsk Treaty that there 
has been more or less of an un­
derstanding between the Ger­
man and Russian Governments. 
•The former do not love the 
Poles with any less fervotir than 
the latter, and whatever disas­
ters overtake Polish arms there 
will be little weeping in Ger­
many, and it is therefore an 
open secret that Germany, may 
have- had some hanfi in the 
present combat, or in the brew­
ing of it, as an understanding 
with the Soviet Government 
concerning Poland was entered 
into some time before the Polish 
offensive against the Bolsheviks 
began.

In November, 1918, when Po- 
land jAffUBAd Aa frwdvm foi* 
which she had waited one hun- 
drod #hd fifty years, the Bolshe­
viks were almost at the gates of 
Warsaw, fighting, killing and 
looting, and in seLMef&nqe the 
Roles hastily gathered together 
m «pay te oppose tite further 
advance-of the Reds.

Nancy Passion Play
te Resume.

Despite the efforts of the Germans 
to destroy by shellfire and bombs the 
Passion Theatre àt Nanpy, the Abbe 
Petit, who sixteen years ago founded 
the theatre among his parishioners of 
St. Joseph’s Church, has announced 
that the world-known religious festi­
val would be reinaugurated this 
month on a scale grander than ever 
before.

Unlike Germany’s Oberammergau, 
where the characters are paid as high 
as 12,000 marks a year from the pro 
fits obtained from tourists, the French 
people devote the entire receipts to 
charitable work in Paris and the 
Nancy district.

Through the generous assistance of 
friends the Abbe has been able to re­
store the partially damaged theatre 
and re place the costumes, and a re­
newal of the sacred drama promises 
to attract visitors from all parts of 
Europe, as well as American tourists 
who may come from visits to the Lor­
raine battlefields nearby.

Christ’s Passion, from the entry 
into Jerusalem to Calvary, is the 
theme presented with music by the 
Gregorian Choir of St. Joseph’s, the 
characters -- appearing between the 
scenes after the manner of the Greek 
theatre for poetic commentary and 
hymns. Unlike many garish plays, 
the Abbe insists that the part of Christ 
must be portrayed by the humblest 
civilian. Although richer members of 
the congregation yearly seek the privi­
lege, their spiritual director points 
out the necessity of the world realiz­
ing humanity as the cbiefest Christia 
virtue.

In the House of Commons, but lack­
ing the presence of Premier Lloyd 
George and Herbert Asquith, they did 
not stir the same interest which at­
tached to yesterday’s discussion, and 
were far less acrimonious. One not­
able exception was a furious outburst 
by Joseph Devlin, Nationalist mem­
ber from Belfast, who defied the au­
thority of the House to bring him to 
order, and precipitated an exciting 
scene, as a result of which he was 
suspended, and walked out, followed 
by all the other Irishmen and almost 
the entire Labor representation.

It is believed that if France 
is willing, Lloyd George will agree 
to peace being negotiated direct by 
Poland and Russia. It is generally 
granted that in accordance with the 
practice of previous wars, Russia is 
not called upon to suspend operations 
until an armistice is signed.

OTTAWA, Aug. 6.

Newsprint, anl the supply of this 
commodity to newspapers, formed 
the chief theme at the afternoon pro­
ceedings of the Imperial Press Con­
ference. Reports on behalf of both 
Canadian an<j Imperial publishers 
were heard on the subject. News­
print difficulties at the Antipodes 
were emphasized by a number of 
delegates. In Aufctràlia, one delegate 
said, they paid as much as four hun­
dred and fifty dollars per ton for 
newsprint when thdy ' could get it, 
and they had to depend on Canada 
for it Why it should increase one 
hundred per cent, in price over Cana­
dian and United States prices, was 
another thing they codld not under­
stand. The following resolution was 
carried: "The question of paper sup­
plies. bfing of vital importance to 
membèrs of the Empire’s Press Un­
ions, steps should be taken to insure 
adequate supplies throughout the Em­
pire, and that a standing committee 
be appointed to give effect to the 
above, such committee to consist of 
two representatives of the British 
Isles, and one delegate appointed by 
each delegation and the president, 
who Is to be chairman.” Many other 
Important resolutions were passed, 
including one sponsored by Sir Gil­
bert Parker, seeking cheaper postal 
rates with a view to the re-estahllsh- 
ment of the penny post.

Notice to Taxpayers.
Section 7—-(1) Income War Tax Act:—

'Every person liable to taxation under this 
“Act shall, on or before the thirty-fir* day of 
“March in each year, without ahy notice or 

$ “demand, deliver to the Minister a return on 
“Oath, in such form as the Minister may pre- 
“scribe, of his total Income during the last 

Vpreceding calendar jrean The Oath shall be 
'‘in the Form V prescribed in the schedule 
“to this Act.

Section 8—^(1) : .. ..
* “If the Minister, In order to enable him to 
“make an assessment, desires further infor­
mation, or if he suspects that any person 
“who has hot made a return is liable to tax­
ation hereunder, he may, by registered let­
ter, require additional information, or a re- 
“tum containing such information as he 
“deems necessary to be furnished him within 
“thirty days."

NOTE.—Persons to whom forms have been sent 
under this Section are bound to return’ them filled in 
in accordance with their Income for the period named, 
even though no tax has to be paid.
Section 9—(IX: " . ..

"For every default in complying with the 
“provisions for the next two preceding sec- 
“tions, the taxpayer and also the person or 
“persons required to make a return, shall each 
“be liable oh summary conviction to a pen- 
“alty not exceeding one hundred dollars for 
“each day during which the default con­
tinues.”

NOTE.—Taxpayers and those suspected as being 
liable to taxation under the Income War Tax Act, and 
who have not yet made returns as required by the Act, 
are now-given Thirty days from the Second day ofi 
August instant, to complete and send in returns for the 
accounting periods of 1917, 1918 and 1919. Persons 
who are in default with their returns after the expir­
ation of the above number of days will be prosecuted, 
in accordahcè with the Act.
