Russia
is and was ever the enemy of
Poland, and the Muscoyite pol-

icy whether of Czar or Soviet,is#

inimical to the Poles, The iron
heel of Bolshevism bears no less
heavily on the brow of a proud
and courageous raee, than did
the foot of the Romaneffs, and

_to-day Poland is fighting for her

life and liberties against the
menace of the Reds. Reborn by
the Peace Treaty, Poland be-
ecame a nation once more, and de-
termined to hold that which was
bestowed upon her, the people
are making strenuous, and in a
manner, successful resistanee
against the Soviet hordes. Poles
fought in the late war and in
their wait for repatriation there
was a singleness of purpose that
carried them through all diffi-
culties and their day of redemp-
tion and loosing from -Russia
and the Central Powers at
length dawned, though the re-
gult of the Versailles Treaty
was somewhat disappointing.
But it was net to be supposed
that Russia would leok eomplac-
ently on and see her suzerainty
slip away 'without a struggle.
Neor yet was Germany agreeable
and it is said that ever since the
Brest.-Litovsk Treaty that there
has been more or less of an un-
derstanding between the Ger-
man and Russian Governments.
The former do not love the
Poles with any less fervotr than
the latter, and whatever disas-
ters overtake Polish arms there

London, July 31.—(Canadian Press)
—A campaign against diaphanous
dress among women church-gpers is
being conducted by high church dig-
nataries in England, and it is under-
stood that the question of “sketchy™
women’s attire may be taken up short-
1y by a big church association.

Monsignor Jackman of Westmin-
ister Cathedral, said that some women
attend places of worship in clothes
which are not in accord with Chris-
tian principles.

For this. purpose, it is not ne-
cesary for Burope to ' export to the
United States alone, buf she must ex-
port to all other countries, and in
particular, countries .that the United
States purchases from. For instance,
by means of Buropean countries ex-
porting to the East in excess of her
imports from the East and at the
sime time by an-excess of American
imports from the East over her ex-
ports in the same directions, the bal-
afice of indebtédness by KEurope to
the United States could eventually be
liquidated.

*For the purpose of adjusting the
trade balance, it does. not matter

Saction 7=-(1) Income War Tax Actie

“HEvery person liable-to taxation under this
“Act shall, on or before the thirty-first day of
“March in ehch year, without any notice or
“demand, deliver t6 the Minister a return. on

“QOath, in such form as the Minister may
“seribe, of his total Income during the last
\:‘preceding calendar #ear: The Oath shall be

in the Form V prescribed in the schedule

Section 8—(1):
