ST. JOHN, N3,P. E. OUTERBRIDGE. RIOTING IN BELFAST. .
BELFAST, Nov. 22.

The first day’s actual functioning 
of the new Ulster Government, creat­
ed by the Home Rule Act of last 
Spring, was signalized by rioting and 
considerable activity on the part of 
snipers In the York Street area. Two 
bombe were exploded In a tramcar

NOMINATIONS IN CANADA.
OTTAWA, Nov. 22.

Candidates for Canada’s fourteenth 
Parliament were nominated to-day in 
the 235 Federal constituencies of the 
Dominion, and the most complete 
political battle in the history of the 
Dominion entered on its final stage. 
Three cornered fights will be common 
in every Province, and in a number of 
constituencies there will be four, five 
and, in one case, six candidates to con­
test for one vacancy. There are 
four distinct parties in the field, Con­
servative, Liberal, Progressive and 
Labor, and to their candidates are 
added many independents. Quebec 
has thirty of the latter. The fran­
chise is extended generally to wo­
men as well as' to men for the first 
time, and there are four women can­
didates, two in Ontario, one in Mani­
toba and one In Quebec. To-day’s 
nominations emphasized that Ontario 
with its 82 seats is the Central battle­
ground with Conservative, Liberal and 
Progressive candidates In almost every 
riding. The Canadian Labor Party, 
which was organized only in August 
of this year, has comparatively few 
candidates in the fiel A The Issue 
taking the Dominion as a whole, will 
he between the Conservatives, Liberals 
and Progressives.

There must be a stronger rea­
son, and the men with the most 
popular platforms will stand 
the best chance. There is one 
thing which should be contain­
ed in the manifesto of every 
candidate for Municipal honors. 
That is—a cleaner city. It has 
been stated time and time again, 
that there is much room for im­
provement in the condition of 
the city. But there should be 
no necessity to point this out. 
Every citizen can see it for him­
self. In fact, he cannot put his 
foot outside his doer without 
noticing it. It may be said that 
there is nothing to be gained by 
repeating what is already an­
cient history. It cannot, how­
ever, do any harm, and it may 
be productive of a little good if 
some of the most objectionable 
features of the city are again 
referred to. In the first place, 
there is the cleaning of the 
streets. Every city street, and 
Water Street in particular, is a 
standing disgrace. Mud, slush 
and dirt are all that meets the 
eye upon surveying ouy princi­
pal thoroughfares, and year af­
ter year goes by without any 
real attempt being made to 
make modern improvements, 
Then there is the present sewage 
system. Some effort must be 
made to substitute a more effi­
cient system than that now in 
vogue. Hoppers are unpleasant 
and objectionable, but the night 
carts are decidedly worse, and 
are extant specimens of a past 
age. It is ridiculous to think of 
such a primitive system in 
modem city. Finally, there are 
the drains. All over the city 
the stenches that arise from the 
drains are unbearable. Filth of 
every description is thrown into 
the gutters, and yet people mar­
vel at the amount of disease 
there is in the city. The squal­
or in which so many people of 
this town are forced -to live 
would have to be séen to be be­
lieved. All these matters men­
tioned here should be planks in 
the platform of every would-be 
councillor, and as it is on the 
merits of their platforms they 
will be elected* then it is well 
time that each makes his an 
nouncement so that Electors may 
be given an opportunity to judge 
between them.

There is much more difficulty about 

the basis of co-operation amongst fish­
ermen for sale of fish in the Colony 
than amongst merchant exporters 
for sale abroad. The various branches 
of the fisheries each present - their 
own problem. The Bank fishery, for In­
stance, is carried on by capitalists, so 
to speak, who could, perhaps, join the 
exporte; class, and go Into the Export­
ers’ Association. But what about the 
•haremen? How would they co-operate 
with other sbaremen as to the sale? 
And this raises a legal question—have 
the ehpremen legally any ownership In 
shares of the fish caught by the crew 
of which they are members, or only. 
shares in the proceeds of the fish when 
•old? This would be a vital point in 

'Co-operation by. shardmen, for if the 
planters for the voyages are the own­
ers of the fish, and the sharemen only 
entitled to part of the proceeds, the 
planters cçnld turn the firm into a 
co-operative society. A similar dif­
ficulty arises, of course, as to the posi­
tion and rights of sharemen in the La­
brador or other fishery. If, as I am 
Inclined to think,, they are all merely 
laborers whose scale of remuneration 
is fixed as a share in the money pro­
ceeds of the product they help to 
catch and cure, they can, if they like, 
form a trade union, to adjust payment 
by shares and other matters, but can­
not co-operate as to the sale of fish. 
The crews and servants of planters In 
the Labrador fishery, and to the Shore 
fishery, are to like case, for the plant­
er owns the fish they catch, and he 
alone can co-operate with others in the 
sale thereof.

Any num­
ber of them able to buy their own sup­
pliés, or to get them on credit, without 
pledging their fish to suppliers or 
disposing ot it rapidly, could, of 
eourse, co-operate a* to selling to the 
Colony, but all such fishermen unable 
to pay cash for supplies, or to get them 
on credit without pledging or bartering 
their fish, could not co-operate as to 
sale, on the basis of co-operetien in 
marketing advocated by Mr." Sapiro, 
for an association formed on that 
basis, having no cash capital, could 
not supply to the fishermen, and could 
not advance against fish delivered to

Taking as his text a quotation from 
an article in the “Pulp and Paper” 
Number of the Financial Post, whiçh 
stated that 10,000 cords of pulpwood 
could be produced from a planted area 
of 50 miles, T. Kennard Thomson, the 
well-known consulting engineer of 
New York, brings forward again his 
plan for the establishment of “A 100 
Years’ Peace Park” between Canada 
and the United States. His suggestion 
was that the Governments of the two 
counties each buy a strip of land ten 
miles wide, making a total width of 
twenty miles, from Lake Superior to 
the Pacific Ocean, about 1500 miles 
long, creating an International park 
and forest and home for wild animals, 
birds and fish. This would be a 
“wind break,” would improve the 
climate, and increase the value of the 
adjoining land, and in addition would 
be a profit-producer through the sale 
of timber, furs, animals, fish, etc. Tak­
ing the basis of the estimate in these 
columns Mr. Thomson estimates that 
this park would yield from ten to 
twelve trillions of cords.—Forbes 
Magazine.

That the limit of business depression 

in the United States will be reached 
about February 1 to 15, was the opin­
ion expressed by George E. Macllwain, 
of the Babson Statistical Organization, 
speaking before the Chamber de Com­
merce at Montreal on “The Economic 
Situation.” By means of a chart, com­
piled from fifteen such business in­
dicators as bank clearings, foreign 
trade figures, etc., Mr. Macllwain il­
lustrated the rise and fall of business 
in the United States since 1903. Can­
ada’s experience could be regarded in 
the same light, as conditions here were 
similar to those across the hosier, 
with the one exception that changes 
here came from thirty to sixty days 
later. -*■ .

The turning point, when reached, 
said Mr. Macllwain, would not mean a 
sudden wave of prosperity. It would 
simply mean that from that day on­
ward the business world would gain 
day by day; very slight gains, prob­
ably. And it would be better that the 
gain should be small and steady, for 
the sonner the world of business learnt 
the folly of forcing prosperity to un­
natural peaks the sooner would true, 
steady, sane prosperity and progrès- 
siveness be reached. If nothing ser­
ious occurred to delay It, ultimate high 
level of prosperity would be reached 
In two or three years.

One HundredfThousand Pay
Honor to Unknown Soldier.

World’s Notables Pass Bier in 
C apitol at Washington--Procès- 

. sion Took Sixteen Hours in 
"March Past—Newfoundland Pays 
Tribute to First Foreign V. C.
(From The New York Times.)

> Washington, Nov. 10.—In solemn 
elate the Unknown American slept to- 

’ day in the very center of the heart of 
his country, the rotunda of the Capitol, 
■while thousands of his fellow country­
men and the representatives of the 
world’s great powers join In paying 
him tribute such *as emperors and 
kings rarely know.

While this American warrior lay in 
hjs simple black coffin, a steady throng 
filled past, past, all through the day 
and up to midnight. Old and young 
black and white, crippled and stalwart, 
soldier and sailor and civilian, they 
moved steadily on, each craving the 
privilege of tendering to this symbolic 
man reverence and honor.

In the early morning they came fast, 
slackening a trifle in the forenoon. In 
the afternoon the number’s grew 
steadily and at night the throng in­
creased to great proportions.

At 10 o’clock, the official hour of 
closing, men, women and children 
were still pouring by the bier of the 
nameless American and the crowd out­
side extended ten deep for many blocks 
from the Capitol.

At that hour It was decided to keep 
the doors open until midnight to ad­
mit all that were possible.

In all more than 100,000 persons fil­
ed past the catafalque during the day. 
This included hundreds who came in 
delegations to pay special tribute.

Wreath after wreath was placed on 
the bier, while patriotic organisations 
of America, foreign diplomats and, 
most honored of all, the mothers who 
bad given their sons bowed their heads.

The walls of the rotunda were bank­
ed with these gifts until it seemed al­
most like a garden. From every land 
they came. The King of England eent 
a wreath of red English roses, crowned 
at the top with a bunch of flowers 
made up from all the Dominions.

More than an hour before the east 
door of the Capitol waa opened In the 
morning a crowd had gathered tfi a 
line that extended a block away. The 
rain and fog of last nig lit had been 
blown away and across the blue sky 
swept only a few fleecy clouds.

Within the rotunda an unknown Am­
erican lay, guarded by the motionless 
armed men who had watched over him 
all through the night

Most of the flowers placed on the 
coffin last night had been removed and 
the only covering was the brilliant Am­
erican flag. On this rested the flowers 
sent from France, the shield of the 
nation placed there by President Hard­
ing, and the white ribbon tenderly tied 
by Mrs. Harding.

THE SLOW MARCH BEGINS.
Slowly the men and women who 

were first in the great stream of hu­
manity came through the opened doors, 
moving through a roped aisle from the 
east door past the bier to the opposite 
entrance and down the staircases to 
Pennsylvania Avenue.

The public were admitted tour 
abreast As the first line appeared 
within the great bronse doors, which 
in themielves typified French affection 
for America, having been given to the 
young Republic in the long ago, a

Delegations formed on the steps to 
the Senate wing and entered the 
rotunda through the north door. After 
placing their flowers et the bier, and 
in some cases holding brief services, 

i they filed out with the public through 
the west door.

Conspicuous among the delegations 
was that representing the British Em­
pire, who came in a score of automo­
biles and with two tracks, bearing 
flowers. Earl Beatty, Arthur T. Balfour 
and Ambassador Geddes headed tha 
long line. Soldiers and sailors, com­
rades of America’s unknown, in the 
great war, bore the floral offerings.

The Bari of flavan placed upon the 
catafalque the wreath from King 
George, which bore a card with the 
royal crest, end in their King’s own 
bandwritting this message:

As unknown and yet well known;
As dying, and, behold, we live.

GEORGE, H, I.
November 11,1911.
Arthur T. Balfour brought a wreath 

tor Premier Lloyd George, which car­
ried a card reading:

“Nameless, yet his name ltveth for­
ever." '
~ Canada’s wreath of maple i leaves 
bore this sentence, chosen by Sir Ro­
bert Borden, from "The Pilgrim’s Pro­
gress":

“But that which put glory of grace 
into all lie did waa that he did it out 
of pure love to hie country."

Sergeant Richardson, oldest holder 
of the Victoria Cross, brought a wreath 
from the Great War Veterans’ Associa­
tion of Canada, and Sergeant Rayfield, 
another Victoria Cross man, a wreath 
from the Grand Army of'United Vet­
erans of the tame country.

Colonel Crossfleld represented the 
British Legion, Major Fitzgerald the 
British Great War Veterans, Sergeant 
Young, V.O., tjhe Army and Navy Vet­
erans of Canada, and Mrs. Fox the Im­
perial Daughter of the Empire.

A replica of the Victoria Cross sent 
by the British Great War Veterans of 
America, was of black leaves, Inscrib­
ed "For Valor."

A wreath from India was inscribed :
"They never die who die to make life 

worth living.”
A wreath for Australia was placed 

by Senator Pearce, for New Zealand 
by Sir John Selmond, tor South Africa 
by Ambassador Geddes and for New­
foundland by Captain Robertson.

Another wreath bore this card:
“From the members of the returned 

eoldiere and sailors of the Imperial 
League of Australia in memory of 
their American comrades who fought 
with them in the great war.”

Foreign diplomats with their at-' 
taches mingled all day with the groups 
of Americans, come to honor the un­
known.

A gilded statue of the Angel of 
Peace, given by the Chinese Republic, 
was brought In early. It was later un­
veiled by Mr. Sze," the Chinese Minis­
ter. As the envoy and his staff entered, 
they advanced to the bier and Reused 
reverently. Then the group separated, 
and three, at a time, the Chinese walk­
ed to the foot of the casket and bowed 
low. When they left the scene they re­
peated this obcesance.

Later in the afternoon came the dele­
gation of Japan, Baron Shidehara with 
a secretary of Embassy, Military At­
tache and Naval attache, with their 
aides. They brought three wreaths and 
showed marked reverence as their ot- 
frings were deposited.

The wreath left by the Honduran 
Minister waa inscribed:

The Minister of Honduras to the
Unknown American Soldier, as a
tribute.
Of Admiration to the whole Amer­
ican Army for it» glorious bravery.

Premier Briand, with others of i

FOB THE CHURCHES OF AMERICA.

Early in the day a committee of the 
Federal Connell of Churches of Christ1 
in America, representing the Protest-1 
ant Churches of the United States, 
came to the bier and held a brief ser­
vice. Bishop McDowell of the Methodist 
Church offered prayer and the Rev. Dr. 
William A. Brown of Union Theologic­
al Semlpary briefly eulogised the dead. 
The delegation left as an offering an 
American flu, made of tiny flowers, all 
surmounted by a white cross.

A delegation from the Red Cross 
brought a floral design, consisting of 
palm leaves forming a medallion of 
carnations with a red croie in the cen­
ter.

A floral wreath was brought by of­
ficials of the American Federation of 
Labor. It was inscribed;

Live on, thou spirit of Justice, free­
dom. democracy and humanity.
A grateful tribute to our Unknown
Soldier, fro* the American Fed­
eration of Labor.
A group of Knights of Columbus In 

regalia came In, clustered about the 
bier and recited their ritual tor the 
dead.

The Jewish Welfare Board was re­
presented by a large delegation which 
held a brief service. They placed a 
laurel wreath on the bier.

A large group from the Red Cross 
Woman’s Overseas League also held a 
service.

Postmaster General Hays, Justices Pit­
ney, McKenna, Day and Clark of the 
Supreme Court, General Pershing, 
Major General Herbord, Majqf General 
Lejeune, as well as hundreds of other 
army and navy and marine officers 
and prominent officials visited the 
sacred spot. .

All through the day the Immobility 
of the soldiers that guarded the un­
known’s coffin attracted the wonder of 
the crowd. They stood there careen 
Images, so rigid that they seemed 
scarcely breathing. Every five minutes 
they were allowed to change their 
poee from “attention" to “parade rest," 
but they snapped from one position to 
the other- with one move. At Intervals 
the guard was changed, and the men 
who had been on duty retired to an 
Improvised barracks under the 
rotunda.

Officers of the Thirteenth Engineers 
said the men had been in intensive 
training tor this guard mount for 
weeks and had hardened themselves 
for tile ordeal.

The following official programme 
was carried out, without any change, 
the arrangements of detail being such 
that there was no occasion tor any al­
terations. The instruction» contained 
herein were Issued by HU Majesty’s 
Ambassador at Washington, In con­
formity to the schedule approved by 
the United States Authorities.

Arrangements for laying of wreaths tn 
the Rotunda of the Capitol on Nov­
ember 10th, 1921, at 12 noon by re­
presentatives of the British Empire 
on the occasion of the lying in state 
of the body of the Unknown Ameri­
can Soldier.

The system of 
appraisement at present is unjust, 
and Mr. Whitty opposes the appraise­
ment tax being passed on to the ten­
ant without corresponding benefit 
He eald that there are many instan­
ces when the tax was raised 50 cents 
the tenant was charged $2. The fine 
on landlords for having leaky houses 
did not meet the situation, and the 
speaker thought that some better 
remedy could be employed. Five year 
appraisement on old property he 
thought sufficient and quarterly col­
lection of taxes.

5. Employees of Municipal Coun­
cil. Better treatment should be given 
the permanent employees. These, If 
they do not turn up through no fault 
of their own, are docked even if they 
are only one half day off. In the 
payment of the men’s wages there Is 
also room for Improvement. They 
should not be kept standing In the 
Councjl yard waiting till six o’clock 
for their wages, in view of the fact 
that their time ceases at 4 p.m.

Downing Street on October 26th, may 
be- told in brief compass.

But the Highland army was ex­
hausted. It fortunes changed. It 

' suffered a grave reverse and started 
to retreat. Beaten but not dlsheart- 

. ened, Charles, with great strategy, 
managed to lead his now greatly di­
minished army to Culloden, near In­
verness, which seemed to have some 
magnetic attraction for him.

| The" clansmen charged the English 
again and again. But all In vain. The 
rebels were defeated, and Charles had 
to fly. Assisted by brave Flora Mac­
donald, the heroic Jacobite woman, 
Bonnie Prince Charlie disguised him­
self as a servant-girl, and hiding 
among the rocks and valleys succeed­
ed In escaping to France.

The earlièr rising of 1716—which 
met with a similar fate—started at 
Braemar, the scene of thé thrilling 
Highland gatfifcsings. But the penal­
ties of the 1716 defeat were small In­
deed compared with thosè of 1746, 
when the clansmen were forbidden 
to wear the tartan, the feudal auth­
ority sd-tSe-chiefs was abolished, and 
the carrying of arms prohibited.

Bitter as was the defeat, the sup­
pression of the kilt was the greatest 
blow of all. The pride of the High­
landers never would dubmit to this, 
and although many of them allowed 
themselves to ‘ be formed into regi­
ments to fight for England, the spirit 
of lawlessness remained so long as
