The captain and five members of
the crew of the British schooner
Vogue, lost at sea while bound from
Quirpon, Nfld., for Gibraltar, with fish,
were brought here to-day by the Nor-
wegian steamer Elida Clausen, which
arrived from Hernosand. Capt. George
Yarn and crew were taken off their
sinking craft after all their boats had
been smashed by storms on the Grand
Banks last Thursday. They said Joe
Dolemaint, a seaman, was washed
overboard in another storm several
days earlier.

(The Vogue was owned by A. E.
Hickman & Co. and she had on board
5,000 gtls. of fish.)

AN ENEMY’S GUESTS.
NEW YORK, Nov. 22.

States House of Representatives and
two Senators have accepted an invita-
tion of William Randolph Hearst, and
will go to Canada as his guests to
study the operation of the Canadian
Sales Tax.

PRINCESS MARY ENGAGED.

LONDON, Nov. 22.
The bethrothal of Princess Mary,
only daughter of King George, to Vis-
count Lascelles, eldest son of the Earl
of Herewood, was announced to-night.
The Viscount, who served with dis-
tinction in the war and was twice
wounded, and was an aid to Lord Grey
when Governor-General of Canada, is
39 years old. Princess Mary was 24

years old last April.

NOMINATIONS IN CANADA.
OTTAWA, Nov. 22.

Candidates for Canada’s fourteenth
Parliament were nominated to-day in
the 235 Federal constituencies of the
Dominion, and the most complete
political battle in the history of the
Dominion entered on its final stage.
Three cornered fights will be common
in every Province, and in a number of
constituencies there will be four, five
and in one case, six candidates to con-
test for omne vacancy. There are
four distinct parties in the field, Con~
servative, Liberal, Progressive and
Labor, and to their candidates are
added many independents. Quebec
has thirty of the latter. The fran-
chise is extended generally to wo-
men as well as to men for the first
time, and there are four women can-
didates, two' in Ontario, one in Mani-
toba and one in Quebec. To-day’s
nominations emphasized that Ontario
with its 82 seats is the Central battle-
ground with Conservative, Liberal and
Progressive candidates in almost every
riding. The Canadian Labor Party,

which wag organized only in August ”

of this year, has comparatively few
candidates in ‘the field The issue
taking the Dominion as a whole, will
be between the Conservatives, Liberals
and Progressives. 'Whatever the re-

RIOTING IN BELFAST.
BELFAST, Nov. 22.

The first day’s actual functioning
of the new Ulster Government, creat-
ed by the Home Rule Act of Ilast
Spring, was: signalized by rioting and
considerable activity on the part of
snipers in the York Street area. Two
bombs were exploded- in .-a . tramcar
full of shipyard workers this after-
noon, killing three occupants and in-
juring eighteen others. In Thompson
House, escaping .gas from. a pipe
pierced by.a bullet caused the death
of three persons. Several deaths were
caused by bullets.

Dear Sir—It would be very dificult
to fofm a co-operative mar!
sociation for. seling our “fish’ abroad,
‘but it would be a work of very great
magnitude to form such an association
amongst fishermen-producers for sell-
ing fish within the Colony, to the mer-
chant members of the Exportérs’ Asgo-
ciation. The fishermen-producers re-
side in widely scattered parts of the
Colony. Those in any compact or
sharply defined community have no
monopoly of any special  commodity.
If the fishermen-producers in any
particular locality formed an associa-,
tion, they would have control of the
commodity caught by the residents
there, but not of that kind of com-
modity . generally, for the same kind
conld be procured in, many other
localities, and hence no: such ‘“com-
modity: control” would exist as Mr.
Sapiro says 1s “fundamental” to sue-
cess. They .could, perhaps, by local
association force up the price local
buyers’®would have to pay, but only
at the risk'of not getting any buyers,
unless they could. tranship to oOther
parts of the Colony, or could export.
Only by co-operation to which, say,
seventy-five ‘(76) per cemt. of all the
fishermen-producers - of the - Colony
were committed could “commodity
control” within the * Colony be ex-
ercised, and to bring this about would
require herculean efforts. In- Nova
Scotia, amongst the ple-growers,
subsidiary co-operative companies are
formed “in’' many localities, and these
companies become members of the
United Fruit Companies, Ltd., which
markets all-the fruit turned in by the
members of the ‘subsidiary’ companies.

The follewing is taken from the cur-
rent issue of the market repert as sent
out by a leading Water Street firm to
its customers:—*“We have -heen ex- ]
pecting that the excess duty -of 2%
cents per pound On sSugar. would be re-
moved as we understand the loss made
by the Food Control Board has been
liquidated; we are informed, however,
that by Resolutions of the House of
Assembly, the Government is empow-
ered to continue the tax in order te pay
the. increased pensions to soldiers and
saflors and understand the same is be-
ing done. A tax of 200 per cent. on
sugar is & serious burden at the pre-
sent time. Markets seem to be little
easier at the -moment but declines
seem hardly possible to any extent.”

Brighter Outlook.

According to Customs Inspector
vente service on the South Coast, the
outlook for the coming winter is much
brighter in many sections than it was
last year at this period. The near ap-
proach of a barrel of flour for a quint-
al of fish has enabléd many a fisher-
lmsn to store away a barrel this year
he says. A ready sale has been found
for all the fish caught and as opposed
to last year the fishermen are not com-
pelled to beg the merchant to pur-
chase tihe product of his toil.

The creation and functioning of an ex-
porters co-operative association need
not wait on the creation of a pro-
ducers’ association, for the latter
might never become necessary, if the
competition amongst merchant mem-
bers of the Exporters’ Association
were free, and kept up home prices to
a fair rate. That the combination or
co-operation the Advocdte aims to
promote ig amongst exporters, not
amongst fishermen, is shown by the
following -extract from the Advocate

{of the 10th dnst:—“Fishermen cannot
Dee, who has just returned from re-'

themselves market their fish (abroad).
It is enough and to spare for them to
catch and cure it. To market requires
very deep insight into the science of
marketing. It is necessary to have a
class of men (the merchants) set apart
to do it. The fishermen will catch and
cure the fish, and someone else will
market.”

SHAREMEN WOULD BE LABORERS
ONLY.

There is much more difficulty about
the basis of co-operation amongst fish-
ermen for sale of fish in the Colony
than amongst merchant exporters
for sale abroad. The various branches
of the fisheries each present /their
own problem, The Bank fishery, for in-
stance, is carried en by capitalists, so
to:speak, who could, perhaps, join the
exporter class, and go into the Export-
ers’ Association. But what about the
sharemen? How would they co-operate
with other sharemen as to the sale?
And this raises a legal question—have
the sharemen legally any ownership in
shares of the fish cdught by the crew

of ‘which they are memibers, or only;

shares in the proceeds of the fish when
sold? This would be-a vital point in

peration by sharémen, for if the
planters for the voyages are the own-
ers of the fish, and the sharemen only
entitled to part of the proceeds, the
planters could turn the firm into a
co-operative soclety. A similar dif-
ficulty arises, of course, as to the posi-
tion and rights of sharemen in the La-
brador or other fishery. If, as I am
inclined to think, they are all merely
laborers whose scale of remuneration
is fixed as a share in the money pro-
ceeds of the product they help to
catch and cure, they can, if they like,
form a trade union, to adjust payment
by shares and other matters, but can-
not co-operate as to the sale of fish.
The crews and servants of planters in
the Labrador fishery, and in the Shore
fishery, are in like case, for the plant-

er owns the fish they catch, and he

alone can co-operate with others in the
sale thereof.

100 Years’ Peace Park.

ESTIMATE OF 10:000,000 CORDS AS
ANNUAL PRODUCTION.
Taking as his text a quotation from
an article in the “Pulp and Paper”
Number of the Financial Post, which
stated that 10,000 cords of pulpwood
could be produced from a planted area
of 50 miles, T. Kennard Thomson, the
well-known consulting engineer of
New York, brings forward again his
plan for the establishment of “A 109
Years’ Peace Park” between Canada
and the United States. His suggestion
was that the Governments of the two
counrieg each buy a strip of land ten
miles wide, making a total width of

N twenty miles, from Lake Superior t»o

the Pacific Ocean, about 1500 miles
|Iong. creating an international park

: and forest and home for wild animals,

birds and fish. This would be a
“wind break,” would improve the
climate, and increase the value of the
adjoining land, and in addition would-
: be a profit-producer thréugh the sala
of timber, furs, animals, fish, etc. Tak-
ing the basis of the estimate in these
columns Mr. Thomson estimates that
this park would yield from ten to
twelve mi¥llions of cords.—Forbes
Magazine.

Says End of Depression
Due in February.

That the hmit of business depression
in the United States will be reached
about February 1 to 15, was the opin-
ion expressed by George E. Macllwain,
of the Babson Statistical Organization,
speaking before the Chamber de Com-
merce at Montreal cn “The Economic
Situation.” By means of a chart, com-
piled from fifteen such business in-
dicators as bank clearings, foreign
trade figures, etc., Mr. MaclIlwain il-
: lustrated the rise and fall of business
in the United States since 1903. Can-
ada’s experience could be regarded in
the same light, as conditions here wera
similar to those across the boWler,
with the one exception that changes
here came from thirty to sixty days
later.

The turning point, when reached
said Mr. Macllwain, would not mean a
sudden wave of prosperity. It would
simply mean that from that day on-
ward the business world would gain
day by day; very slight gains, prob-
ably: And it would be better that the
gain should be small and steady, for
the sonner the world of business learnt
the folly of forcing prosperity to un-
natural peaks the sooner would true,
steady, sane prosperity and progres-
sivenesg be reached. If nothing ser-
ious occurred to delay it, ultimate high
_Jevel of prosperity would be reached
in two or three years.

Honor to Unknown Soldier.

World’s Notables Pass Bier in

Capitol at Washington--Proces-

sion Took Sixteen Hours in

“March Past--Newfoundland Pays
Tribute to First Foreign V. C.

(From The New York ’;‘imes.)

Nashington, Nov. 10.—In solemn
state the Unknown American slept to-
day in the very center of the heart of
his country, the rotunda of the Capitol,
while thousands of his fellow country-
men and the representatives of the
world’s great powers join in paying
him tribute such ®as emperors and
kings rarely know.

While this American warrior lay in
hjis simple black coffin, a steady throng
filled past, past, all through the day
and up to midnight. Old and young
black and white, crippled and stalwart,
gsoldier and sailor and civilian, they
moved steadily on, each craving the
privilege of tendering to this symbolic
man reverence and honor. )

In the early morning they came fast,
slackening a trifle in the forenoon. In
the afternoon the number’'s grew
steadily and at night the throng in-
creased to-great proportions.

At 10 o'clock, the .official hour of
closing, men, women and children
were still pouring by the bier of the
nameless American and the crowd out-
side extended ten deep for many blocks
from the Capitol.

At that hour it was decided to keep
the doors open until midnight to ad-
mit all that were possible.

In all more than 100,000 persons fil-
ed past the catafalque during the day.
This included hundreds who came in
delegations to pay special tribute,

Wreath after wreath was placed on
the bier, while patriotic organizations
of America, foreign diplomats and,
most honored of all, the mothers who

had given their sons bowed their heads.

The wallg of the retunda were bank-
ed with these gifts until it seemed al-
most like a garden. From every land
they came. The King of England sent
a wreath of red English roses, crowned
at the top with a bunch of flowers
made up from all the Dominions.

More than an hour before the east
door of the Capitol was opened in the
morning & crowd had gathered in a
line that extended a block away. The
rain and fog of last night had been
blown away and across the blue sky
swept only a few fleecy clouds.

‘Within the rotunda an unknown Am-
erican lay, guarded by the motionless
armed men who had watched over him
all through the night.

Most of the flowers placed on the
coffin last night had been removed and
the only covering was the brilliant Am-
erican flag, On this rested the flowers
sent from France, the shield of the
nation placed there by President Hard-
ing, and the white ribbon tenderly tied
by Mrs. Harding.

THE SLOW MARCH BEGINS.

Slowly the men and women Wwho
were first in the great stream of hu-
manity came through the opened doors,
moving through a roped aisle from the
east door past the bier to the opposite
entrance and down the staircases to
Pennsylvania Avenue.

The public were admitted four
abreast. As the first line- appeared
within the great bronze doors, which
in them8elves typified French affection
for America, having been given to the
young Republic in the long ago, &

After
‘placing their flowers at the bier, and
in some cases holding brief services,
they filed out with the public through
the west door.

Conspicuous among the delegations
was that representing the British Em-
pire, who came in & score of automo-
biles and with two trucks, bearing
flowers. Earl Beatty,"Arthur T. Balfour
and Ambassador Geddes headed ths
long line. Soldiers and sailors, com-
rades of America’s unknown, in the
great war, bore the floral offerings.

Sergeant Richardson, oldest holder
of the Victoria Cross, brought a wreath
from the Great War Veterans’ Associa-
tion of Canada, and Sergeant Rayfield,
another Victoria Cross man, a wreath
from the Grand Army of United Vet-
erana of the same coumdry.

A replica of the Victoria Cross sent
by the British Great War Veterans of
America, was of black leaves, inscrib-
ed “For Valor.”

A wreath from India was inscribed:

“They never die who die to make life
worth living.”

A wreath for Australia was placed
by Senator Pearce, for New Zealand
by Sir John Salmond, for South Africa
by Ambassador Geddes and for New-
foundland by Captain Robertson.

Another wreath bore this card:

“From the members of the returned
goldiers and sailors of the Imperial
League of Australia in memory of
their American comrades who fought
with them in the great war.”

Foreign diplomats ~with ~their  at-
taches mingled all day with the groups
of Americans, come to honor the un-
known.

A gilded statue of the Angel of
Peace, given by the Chinese Republic,
was brought in early. It was later un-
veiled by Mr. Sze, the Chinese Minis-
ter. As the envoy and his staff entered,
they advanced to the bier and paused
reverently. Then the group separated,
and three, at a time, the Chinese walk-
ed to the foot of the casket and bowed
low. When they left the scene they re-
peated this obcesance.

Later in the afternoon came the dele-
gation of Japan, Baron Shidehara with
a secretary of Embassy, Military At-
tache and Naval Attache, with their
aides. They brought three wreaths and
showed marked reverence as their gt—
frings were deposited.

The wreath left by the Honduran
Minister was inscribed:

The Minister of Honduras to the
Unknown American Soldier, as a
tribute,

Of Admiration to the whole Amer-
ican Army for its glorious bravery.

Premier Briand, with others of the
French delegation to the Armament
Conference, brought a bunch of pink
chrysanthémums tied with the tri-col-
or. The Premier stood silent for a mo-
ment and then moved on with the rest
of the group.

1. The British Ambassador presents
his compliments to the repre-,
gentatives of the British Empire
and, in ord@er that this ceremony
may be fittingly performed; re-
quests that they will conform to
the following programme which
has been arranged with the Un-
ited States authorities.

2. The procession will be preceded
by two motor lorries on which
all the wreaths will be carried
and is timed to leave the British
Embassy, 1300 Connecticut Ave.
at 11,15 anh.

8. Wreaths are being provided at
ghe Embassy for His Majesty,
the King; the Prime Minister;
Canada; Commonwealth of Aus-
tralia; Australian Soldiers; New
Zealand, and India and in order
that all the wreaths may be suit-
ably arranged and carefully load-
ed on the lorries for transporta-
tion to the Capitol the British
Ambassador requests that the
others may be delivered at the
front door of the British Em-
bassy not later than 9 am.

4. The British Ambassador further
requests that, in order that the
procession may leave the doors
of the Embassy punctually at

5. The procession will be headed by
a policeman mounted on a motor
cycle who will indicate the route
to be followed. It is particularly
requested that all cars be kept
well closed up as the cross traffic
on the route will be heavy.

6. On arrival at the Capitol the
motor cars will be halted at the
foot of the Senate steps and the”
wreaths’ will be unloaded by five
British wreath bearers assisted
by a detachment of United States

7. The procession will then form
and mount the Senate steps in
the order of arrival. It is request-
ed that- the private secretaries’
of those gentlemen ' laying
wreaths will ensure that each;

8. On arrival at thé head of the
Senate steps the procession will
be met by gn officer representing
the United States Government
who will conduct it to the cata-
falque where the wreaths are to
be laid in a position specially
reserved for them.

us. As we were not aware of what ar-
rangements had been made, it ‘was
‘necessary to proceed to the Embassy
‘where we met Major Bridge, Assistant
Military Attache, who gave us all the
required information, and & copy of
the programme outlined for the cere-
mony, which is attached and fully ex-
plains itself. Therefore, it will not be
necessary for me to enlarge on same,
but just to draw your attention to the
very prominent place we were given,
both in the procession, and at the lay-
ing of the wreath.

Having knowledge of the programme
outlined, we again got in touch with
the authorities, and made the necessary
arrangements for the photographs,
etc., which were taken the next morn-
ing at eight o'clock outside of the
florists who made the wreaths.

After completing these arrange-
ments, I thought I would vigit the
florists to make sure that the wreath
would be up to the standard, and ar-
riving there, discovered much to my
disgust, that the head they were mak-
ing was that of an Elk, so insisted that
they discontinue same and copy our
badge which was left as a sample. As
it was impossible to have the wreath
with a Caribou’s Head made out of
flowers, the florists suggested the way
which we adopted, and which I hope
meets with your approval. I might say
that this was along the same lines
adopted by others, who were also hav-
ing wreaths made for the same pur-
pose.

Arriving back at the Club for lun-
cheon, there was a message awaiting
us to the effect that arrangements had
been made for us to be presented to
the Ambassador that afternoon at three
fifteen. I tried to get same postponed
to a later hour, as Mr, Herder was not
to join us until four o’clock, but un-
fortunately it could not be arranged,
due to the fact that representatives of
the Empire at the Disarmament Con-
ference were arriving practically every
other hour at the’ Embassy, so Mr.
Field and I had to proceed without
Mr., Herder. I very much regretted this,
but under the circumstances it could
“not be avoided. ~

The next morning promptly at eight
we met at the florists, where the
wreath and the representatives were
photographed. Copies of the photo-
graphs will be sent you and also a re-
port of what was done in arranging
with the newspapers about publishing
same, together with a write-up on be-
half of Newfoundland and the part she
played.

A description of the wreath, which
was fully up to the standard, and as
good, if not better than that of any of
the other Dominions, is as follows: A
very large rich wreath of Laurel and
Leucothea  Sprays on which were
massed pink and white Specimen
Chrysanthemums, Orchids, American
Beauty Roses and a large bdw of claret
and white ribbon. A ribbon crossed the
wreath which was inscribed with a
Caribou’s Head and the word “NEW-
FOUNDLAND.”

In the procession all of.the repre-
sentatives were escorted by an official
from the Embassy. We were accom-
panied by Major Bridge, Assistant Mil-
itary Attache. As the Major's family
was at one time connected. with New-
foundland, he especially. asked to go
with her representatives. According to
his story, his grandfather was at one
time a Chaplain to the Governor in
Newfoundland, afterwards being ap-
pointed an Archdeacon in charge of &

Tiflis, Soviet Republic of Georgia.
(By a Staff Correspondent of The As-
sociated Press)—The Soviet Govern- '
ment here is much more active than’
that of Moscow. It is a case of the new,
broom that sweeps clean. It has been
supposed that, since the destruction of
the democratic Georgian Republic by
the Eleventh Red Army, last February,
the Government here was of the kind
jocularly .called “ersatz” in Germany,
that is, a sort of harmless substitute
for the real thing. While in Soviet-
Russia, the Red flag and the bayoneted
Red soldier are going out -of style,
these two attributes of new freedom
are mych in evidence here. Automo-
biles whiz along, bearing red banners,
these banners are likewise flown from
many public buildings and passes are
strictly examined on trains by shaggy
persons armed with knife and pistol,
which every true-blue Communist has
a right to wear.

Napoleonic War
Brought Havoc.

COMPARISONS OF TO-DAY AND A
CENTURY AGO SHOW START-
LING SIITILARITY.

The unrest that has descended on
the world as the aftermath of the
Great War, together with the disturb-
ance of trade, unemployment ,and
other evils, followed ‘after the Napo-
leonic wars. Of coursc, in those days
it did not affect America in the samne
fashion as the aftermath of the World
War does to-day. This country was
too far removed from Europe in the
days of the sailing vessels and it did
not depend to such a great extent 1
exports and foreign trade for its pros-
perity.

It is interesting, however, to note,
with what similarity the situation in
Xngland has shaped itself to that of

more than & century ago.

William Cobbett, famous political
writer and reformer, told of the dis-
illusionment and discontent that fol-
lowed immediately after the end cf
the war with Napoleon. In his Week-
ly Political Register for October 28,
1815, he wrote:

“Everyone, however, ignorant, be-
ging to perceive that this career of
war and this harvest of glory have not
yielded happiness. People do not know
how it is; but they know that they
are In distress. . . Agriculture lan-
guishes; - trade follows agriculture;
nobody has money to pay rent, taxes,
or debt.

Farmers Suffered.

“A Corn Bill has not protected the

farmer. The cheapness of food has not.

lessened the misery of the poor. Noth-
ing sells. The nation perishes in the
midst of the spending of the produce
of successive abundant harvests.
The people do not perceive the real
cause of their distress. The farmer
sees his wheat fall from 15s. to 7s. a
bushel. He ascribes it to the defeat
of Napoleon, and says that he was the
best friend of the farmers. . .Oth-
ers damn the French, and say that it
is their produce that lowers ours in
price. . Nobody sees, or, at least,
appears to see, that their distress
arises from the debt and the military
establishment and other fixed ex-
penses entailed on us by the war, and
from the attempt which is now making
to dbring us upon a par of exchange
with other countries, by diminishing
the quantity of our paper money.”

Unemployment Problem.
Findtng employment for the former
soldlers-end those engazy in war
work was & problem in those days,
fust as it is to-day. In the London

Times of November 23, 1818, was the
following:

“We perceive with the greatest
pleasure that all humane and benevo-
lent minds are now turned to the con-
sideration of the various modes by
which relief may be most effectually
administered to the poor. . , . We
may point out two or three ideas which
seem to deserve the notice either of
Government or of private individuals.
We mentioned yesterday that this had
been done at Salisbury, at Plymouth,
and at Ryton. We have to add that
at Exeter employment is given to as
raany of the poor of the city as choose
to apply for it in the brick and tile
manufactory near the workhouse. .

wasted. “This practice,” says one of
our correspondents, “has been adopted
by myself ever since the complaint of
distress became general; and I have
often had the satisfaction to afford
some nutriment to a dozen or twenty
poor starving creatures in the course
ofaday. . . —Copy.
