It is un­
wise to hold on to long, and when 
those who have good No. 1 pack can 
get $30.00 per case as they can now 
in St. John’s from some exporters, it 
is we think, advisable to sell.

Flour—S.S. Sable I. brought In 1,- 
380 barrels from North Sydney this 
week. The Canadian crop exports 
continue good and bespeak fair priced 
flour the coming fall. The quotations 
here to-day continue at $9.70 for 
leading brands and $9.30 to $9.50 for 
lower grades.

Molasses—The schr. Dazzle brought 
in 168 puncheons and 55 barrels from 
Barbados to Campbell and McKay, 
Monroe and Company, and G. Knowl- 
ing. The market Is stronger and Fan­
cy which is now SO cents is expected 
to advance next month. Choice is 70 
to 76 cents per gallon and will follow 
Fancy. The schr. Gaspe also arrived 
this week from Barbados with 636 
puncheons, 265 tierces and 430 barrels 
to Messrs. Bowring, Winter and Munn.

Oats—The market is unchanged and 
featureless. White oats are $3.90 for 
large lots at the cost of $4.00 for small

quantities, per sack. The Importers 
are holding off waiting for the bottom 
price In the Canadian market which 
It is expected will be reached the lat­
ter part of this month. The crop is 
good and a further reduction of 6 to 
10 cents a bushel is counted on by ex­
perts.

Potatoes—All kinds very scarce. 
The first new grown here were selling 
In gallon quantities this week at 40 
cents. There will be no quarter bar­
rel or half barrel sales until about the 
20th Inst. P.E.I. and Nova Scotian po­
tatoes are scarce and dear also and 
the small consignments that have ar­

60 per half sack, 90 pounds.

Sugar—The sugar market is show­
ing a stronger tone. The Government 
reports presage a short world’s cropi 
and there is a run for raw sugar by the 
Refineries. The wholesale price Amer­
ican white granulated here Is still 
$11.25 per 100 lbs., but these figures 
are not expected to hold long. By S.S. 
Sable I. this week 700 barrels came 
in to Colin Campbell.

Pork—The market quotations are 
about the same as given last week. 
S.S. Sable I. brought In 450 barrels 
this week. Fat Back Is still advanc­
ing and Is now $29.25 per barrel whole 
sale in the local market. Ham Butt 
is $30.00, and Family Mess (grocers,) 
is $39.00.

Beef—The imports this week were 
450 barrels by the Rosalind. The mar­
ket is still very favorable to the buy­
er and prices have reached the low­
est point in ten years. Bos Flank is 
$23.00; Family Mess $21.60, and Bone­
less $17.50.

Hay—The local crop will be the 
best for many years. Most farmers 
mowed this week and are very pleas­
ed with their cut. The price has now 
eased off to $45.00, delivered in SL 
John’s. This will influence the price 
of imported and the next consignment 
will, we are informed, be $2.00 per 
ton lower than the July price. There 
will likely be a decline In September 
as the Canadian crop is excellent too.

A" schedule of places is con­
tained in the advertisement for 
two suitable steamers to ply be­
tween St. John’s and the West 
Indies, and it is proposed to 
take in ports in British and 
French islands, as well as Cuba 
and Porto Rico. It is not con­
templated yet to have the ser­
vice link up British Guiana. 
That may come. The British 
islands are Bahamas, Jamaica, 
Turks, St. Kitts, Dominica, St. 
Vincent, Grenada, Barbados, 
Virgins, St. Lucia, Tobago and 
Trinidad. These have an area of 
nearly thirteen thousand square 
miles, and a population of about 
one million, four hundred thou­
sand. For the fiscal year ended 
'Juns 30, 1921, the principal im­
ports from the British West In­
dies into this country were: 
Fruits to the value of $947 ; 
Spices to the value of $235 ; 11,- 
810 Gallons of Rum, valued at 
$12,991 ; 256,583 pounds of 
Sugar, valued at $37,909 ; Man­
ufactures of Tobacco, 4052 
pounds, valued at $17,504 ; 672,- 
773 gallons of molasses, of a 
valuation of $706,637. The total 
value of all imports for the an­
nual period given, according to 
Customs Returns, wâs $794,359. 
Molasses, Sugar and Rum were 
the three staples, and when the 
package contents of cargoes are 
approximated, it may merely be 
asked, is it necessary to sub­
sidise large steamers to take 
this carrying trade away from 
Newfoundland shipping? The 
answer is obvious. Newfound­
land exports for the same per­
iod, (1920-21,) were: Dried Cod, 
124,760 qtls. : Dried Haddock, 
2,359 quintals ; Dried Ling, 133 
quintals ; Pickled Herring, 9,228 
barrels ; Pickled Salmon, 329 
tierces ; Pickled Sea Trout, 148 
barrels ; 6 Cases Lobsters ; 25 M. 
Lumber ; 3 Tuns Cod Oil; 11 
Cases Tinned Salmon ; 1900
pounds dried Squid. The total 
value of all exports of New­
foundland produce being $1,126, 
392. Most of this was shipped 
in local bottoms, thus giving em­
ployment to ships and men, 
which would otherwise have 
had to lay up for want of 
freights and charters. Yet to­
day the Government proposes, 
to all intents and purposes, to 
put these vessels at their moor 
ings and their crews on shore, 
for no other result can obtain if 
this proposed steam service 
agreement is entered into. So 
far as the French West Indies 
are concerned the value of the 
1920-21 imports from these was 
but $2,239 ; of exports $246,376. 
Our trade with Cuba and Porto 
Rico direct amounts of late 
years to practically nothing. We 
have but little hope of entering 
into competition with the sup 
pliers of the latter markets un­
der existing circumstances. On 
the whole, therefore, would it' 
not be much more advisable to 
refrain from costly experiments 
and direct more energy to hold­

Great Britain and
Its Title Pest.

After reading of the discussion 
which has been taking place in the 
British House of Lords respecting 
titles one to more than ever inclined 
to agree with the request of the Cana­
dian House of Commons some years 
ago, to the effect that no more titles 
be given to Canadians. The war and 
its aftermath has had an evil effect 
upon this title business and goodness 
knows it was bad enough in pre-war 
days. For every little service, no 
matter how trivial, titles of great and 
small degree have been spread broad 
cast in the Old Country. It has got 
so that it takes all of one’s time to 
dodge them. Advertise yourself suf­
ficiently as the buyer of a large 
amount of war loan, and bang comes 
a knighthood or a baronetcy. Writ­
ing a goodly amount of patriotic 
“bosh” was another sure way to 
knighthood.

But worse than all this is the fact 
that titles are purchasable with hard 
cash. Of course, there is this to be 
said for the cash down principle, it 
indicates that the buyer of the bau­
ble has some capacity, else 
he would not have accumulated the 
money, while a lot of people in Eng 
land who have titles have neither 
capacity nor anything else that com­
mends them. That titles are pur­
chased for gold has been charged both 
in the British House of Lords and 
in the Commons on innumerable oc­
casions and has never been denied. 
It has usually been a case of an easy 
method of augmenting party funds. 
In the present discussion in the Lords 
the name of Sir James Robinson of 
South Africa who was to have been 
handed to the fore. It developed that 
General Smuts, who really deserves a 
title, but probably would not accept 
one under present conditions, was ob­
liged to tell the South African House 
of Assembly that neither he nor his 
ministers had been ' consulted in res­
pect to boosting this Robinson person 
into the peerage. Whereupon the fat 
was in the fire and Robinson felt call­
ed upon to write the British authori­
ties and begged to he exensd.

The Humber Proposition

GOOD MAY BE DEARLY BOUGHT.

The report is current that the Hum­
ber proposition is in a fair way of ac­
complishment, the report being found­
ed on a despatch received received 
from the Prime Minister in London. 
It is stated that the British Govern­
ment has assumed part of the guar­
antee asked for by the promoters of 
the project, and this undertaking re­
lieves part of the burden that formed 
one if not the largest part of the ob­
jections raised against it. The details 
of the supposed arrangement are not 
known at present. Later on, the full 
scope of the project will be shown, and 
until then it is not prudent to express 
any opinion upon it. The further 
statement has been made that the pro­
ject will be under the sole charge of 
the British Company that figured so 
prominently in it when it was put be­
fore the public last winter.

The guarantee required of the New­
foundland Government is an objection­
able feature in the proposition. Even 
if the successful operation will tend 
to provide employment for the people, 
the good may be dearly bought, the 
principle of the guarantee not being 
looked upon as a wise or sound policy. 
The magnitude of a work is not a suf­
ficient reason to warrant a govern­
ment in pledging the people's money 
any more than the undertaking of a 
small industry by an individual. We 
fear that if the principle is admitted 
in this case, other companies that are 
now operating or planning to operate 
the development of timber and kin­
dred work will seek to have similar 
protection given them the total of 
which cannot but mean an unbearable 
burden.—Hr. Grace Standard.............

The angler, or fishing-frog with Its 
mouth almost as wide as Ita body is 
long, is one of the very queerest of 
fishes. On (ts back It has a number 
of threadlike appendages which others 
think are the small organisms which 
form their own food.

Before they have discovered their 
mistake they have fallen a prey to 
the frog, which does not raise ranch, 
with such a capacious mouth. Its ap- ! 
petite, too, Is enormous; for in the! 
stomach of one as many as 76 her­
rings were found!

The sea-horse of Australia lives 
amongst seaweeds, being camouflag­
ed by a floating fringe resembling the 
weeds, which enables It to lure its 
prey close enough to be captured.

Another instance of camouflage for 
the sake of obtaining food is that of 
a prawn and a small fish which live 
Inside the mouth of a gigantic 
anemone. They are both white, with 
red lines, and these colors act as a 
snare to numerous small creatures 
which the anemone kills, and all three 
have a share In the spoils.

There la a curious family of fish to 
which the climbing perch of India be­
longs. They are constantly in and out 
of the water, and often travel over­
land. In the rainy season they pass 
from stream to stream, and from pool 
to pool. When the hot weather comes 
they busy themselves in mud, from 
which they emit a gurgling sound. If 
put in an aquarium they will escape 
if they are not covered in.

The callicthys, found in the rivers 
of tropical America and the West 
Indies cannot live for more than a 
quarter of an hour under water, and 
has to rise to the surface to breathe. 
It has been known to live for five 
days entirely out of water.

The periopthalmus, common on the 
shores of Indian and Australian seas, 
frequents roots of mangrove trees. 
When at rest it lies with its body 
ashore in search of food.

The bleeny quite commonly leaves 
the water, apparently liking plenty 
of air.

In South African waters swims a 
fish something like a toad, and re­
joicing in the name of billy-blow-up. 
This is derived from its practice‘Of 
puffing itself out when caught. 
Another of its peculiarities is that of 
being poisonous.

Pilchards—to come back to our own 
fish—have a wonderful sense of smell, 
and can detect a favorite food, con­
sisting of the spores of olive seaweed, 
fully 20 or 30 miles away, especially 
after spawning, when they are thin 
and ravenous.

It is a curious fact that, if food is 
abundant, the fish appears in shoals; 
but when it is not particularly plenti­
ful, they do not arrive in such great 
numbers, as if some instinct told them 
just how far the supplies would go 
round.

ifimperia/Tobacco &.In the Middle Ages, the chief fes­
tivals of the Operative or StoneOperative or 
Masons, were those of St. John the 
Baptist.

The latter was discarded by the 
Speculative Masons and changed to 
St. John the Evangelist’s festival, 
December 27th. Both these dates have 
a definite Christian significance, so j 
Grand Lodge, being non-sectarian, j 
after Its first meeting on December j 
27th, 1813, provided that its festival ! 
should be held “the Wednesday next j 
following St. George's Day.” St. ; 
George being the Patron Saint of 
England.

In Ireland the festivals are still 
held on June 24th and December 27th.

In Scotland the annual festival is 
held pn St. Andrew’s Day, November | 
30th.'

In connection with these two Pat­
ron Saints of Masonry, It is interest­
ing to note that another St. John who 
has been connected with Freemasonry 
is St. John the Almoner, for Bezot, In 
hie Manuel du Franc Macon, says—

“The true Patron of the Lodges is 
St. John the Almoner, the son of a 
King of Syrus, who at the time of 
the Crusades quitted his country and 
the hope or a throne, to go to Jerusa­
lem that he might generously aid and 
assist the "Pilgrims and Knights. He 
founded a hospital and organized a 
fraternity to attend upon sick and 
wounded Christians, and to bestow 
pecuniary aid upon the Pilgrims who 
visited the Holy Sepulchre. St. John 
whose virtues rendered him worthy to 
become the Patron of a Society whose 
sole object was benevolence, risked 
his life a thousand times in doing 
good. Neither war, or pestilence, nor 
the fury of the infidels, could deter 
him. Death struck him down in the 
midst of his labors; but the example 
of his virtues remained with his 
brethren, who considered it their

A fishing skipper named Thornhill 
from Fortune Bay, Nfld., has this 
summer set a pace for the fishermen 
of Lunenburg which will take some 
beating. Captain Thornhill is the 
master of the schooner “Marian Belle 
Wolfe,” which by the way is owned 
at La Have, and up to the time of 
writing, this little vessel has taken 
no less than 6500 quintals of fish and 
is not through yet. Captain Thorn­
hill we understand expects to report 
with a record exceeding 6000 quintals 
for the season. How, you ask, has 
he managed to get so many fish? Well, 
one explanation is that he works more 
dories than other vessels of his own 
size. He does this by carrying a 
slightly bigger crew. Other Lunen­
burg vessels carry an average crew 
of from 18 to 22, and fish from 7 to 8 
dories. But the Fortune Bay skipper 
takes crew enough to fish 10 or 11 
dories. His success suggests the 
query as to whether, with vessels and 
outfitting so much dearer than they 
used to be, the time has not now ar­
rived when all vessels should carry a 
larger number of dories and men. We 
suspect there may be another side to 
this question, but to the average lay­
man it would appear that more dories 
would be a practical method of off-, 
setting increased capital charges. Of 
course catching fish isn’t entirely a 
case of either the number of .dories 
or the number of men employed—it’s 
the kind of a fisherman you are. But 
the more dories a vessel has in the \ 

hands of good men the better the 
chances are. Captain Thornhill not 
only had the domes, but he also had 
the boys who made good use of them. 
That was a combination to set one’s 
watch by surely.—Maritime Merchant.

LtLETT company vffL
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Dried Fish,

The chief topic of conversation in 
the fish trade of late has been the 
weather, says the current Issue of the 
Maritime Merchant. Such bad condi­
tions for fish drying as have obtained 
this season have not been known on 
the Nova Scotia coast for several 
years. As a result all importers have 
orders still unfilled, and no doubt 
some of the consumption lost in cer­
tain markets will never be regained. 
So far as prices are concerned. It Is 
hard to say what they are locally, be­
cause with no deliveries possible 
there has been no buying worth while. 
The sun is shining as we write, so it 
may be that more activity In deliver­
ies will be manifested within a few 
days.

The news from foreign markets at 
present Is not very promising for high 
prices. Porto Rico reports sales that 
would net local shippers about $6.26 
per quintal; this for fish that cost 
nearly $8. But of course Porto Rico 
Is a dumping market and a sort of a 
law unto herself. Other West India 
markets with the exception of Cuba 
areXlistless, and will probably con­
tinue so until after the turn of the 
summer weather, when stock is more 
safe to handle. Europe is not a free 
buyer of dried fish at the moment, hut 
some markets, notably Italy, give 
signs that they will be Interested 
later if our prices are right. Italy’s 
ideas of values to-day we may say are 
considerably below those ruling in 
this market.

It Is as yet a bit too early In the 
season to attemp an estimate of the 
world’s catch of codfish for the year,

■ but It seems likely to be a large one. 
The French catch this year it Is sus­
pected will reach a total of 700,000 
quintals of green fish, which we 
should think must be very close to 
pre-war figures. Nova Scotia and 
Newfoundland too will have large 
catches. Labrador Is yet to be heard 
from, but it seems reasonable to be­
lieve that along with her southern 
neighbors she will also do very well. 
That the world for the year will get 
back to pre-war production seems un­
likely, but on the other hand, the 
consumption for the coming season 
seems likely to be lower than it was 
in years gone by. The depreciated 
currency of many fish-eating coun­
tries will be a factor of some Import­
ance In this connection. Take Brazil, 
where the mllrels in 1913 was worth 
26c. and Is now only worth 13c., or 
Italy where the depreciation has been 
still greater. Of course It is true that 
wages In these countries are higher 
than they used to be, but earnings are 
not sufficiently so to maintain the old 
purchasing capacity of the people. In 
view of the facts mentioned there­
fore-It seems not at all unlikely that 
prices of dried fish are likely to be 
somewhat lower within the next two 
months than they are to-day.

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Wounds Cured
By Electricity,

A method of destroying, by electrici­
ty, the microbes which infect wounds, 
has been worked out and applied at 
the Royal Sussex County Hospital, 
Brighton. Dr. P. C. Collingwood Fen­
wick, surgical officer at the hospital, 
who devoted several years research 
to making quite sure that the electric 
current actually plays a part in kill­
ing the germs, holds the opinion that 
the electrical treatment will play an 
important part In combating disease 
in the future. No other country, he 
points out, has claimed to have de­
stroyed bacteria by electricity.

The new method of bringing about 
a speedy cure of apparently hopeless 
cases was described in a recent issue 
of the "British Medical Journal” by 
Dr. Fenwick. In one case a man had 
a very bad septic forearm, which did 
not improve under the usual treat­
ment. Tie arm was placed in a porce­
lain bath, filled with a solution of salt, 
and then electricity was passed 
through it. • “The following day it im­
proved, and in ten days, with daily 
baths, It was almost healed.” Deep 
gunshot wounds, the despair of the 
surgeon were treated with equal suc­
cess. Electric baths are being used 
with excellent results in the cut-pat­
ient department of the hospital.
