Perhaps the -most -significant
feature of the 1922 election was
the large number of seats se-
cured by the Labour Party.

It may be merely a coinci-
dence, but it is nevertheless no-
ticeable, that the Labour Party
has taken its giant strides in
the two elections since the fran-
chise has been extended'to wo-
men.

It was agreed that there ' was
proof that fossil bones had been used
for carving and ornamentation -during
the 19th dynasty.

SYRACUSE, Nov. 17th.—Charges
that Dr. Harry H. Burdick, No. 1638
South Salina Street, sewed a pair of
surgical scissors into the wound
when he operated upon Mrs. Lenora
Smith of Savannah, are made in the
complant of a $30,000 damage action
begun before Justice Louis M. Martin
in Supreme Court.

In a class of 52, I have two or three
scholars of § years, but I carry them
as “extras.” ‘They are mot regflitered
as regular pupils, and iconsequently
1 do mnot require the same work for
them as the regular pupils. They are

simply getting the “breaking in pro-|

cess,” to be ready for mext year. How

the innovation will work, if introduc-

ed in the pnbllc schools, is problem-

atie.
