Orrawa, June 4,

Sir Franeis Hineks presented a mes-
sage from His Excellency, with the Sup-
plementary Estimates for the year end-
ing June 30th, 1873,

The House then went into Committee
of Supply, when a number of iters were
passed.

Hon. Mr. Langevin moved that the
House go into Committe to consider cor-
tain resolutions in relation to the im-
provement and enlargement of the canals
of the Dominion. He said whkén Confed-
eration was entered into it was under-
stood-the-eanals—were to-be-enlarged as
soon asposgible. The period had come
when the state of the Public Treasury
admitted the fulfilment of that promise.
The condition of the country warranted
the undertaking of the work. The popu-
