Mr. Jay Ewing, of Ohio, who has lately
been appointed American Consul at Van-
couver, was in Victoria, yesterday, and
called. upon his colleague, Mr. Consul

Myers. Heis one of the Ewing family

whose names have been_ long promjnent
béfore the American nation, and person-
ally has had a great deal of experience in-

connection ‘with internatioral matters.

For & number of years he was in the per-
manent service of the State Department
at Valuhington, being subsequently .ap-
pointed consul to Saxony, whence he re-
turned about a year ago. - Until recently
Vancouver has been a sub-consulate of
Vigtoria, but its augmenting importance
and thegreat increase which has taken
place in the business between Vancouver
and the othér the lines rendered it
necessary that it should be raised to the
position of a consulate. Mr. Ewing said
that he was very happy to have. received
this appointment, he having for long
desired to take up his residence on the
Pacific side of the continent. His ex-

The sea was runnjng pretty
high at the time, in long swells, but there
was littleZwind, and bhe had no dxﬂicnlty in
boarding her, which he did as soon as he
diseovered that she was abandoned. Neta
sign of life was found anywhere except in
the captain’s cabin, where a handsome, half-
starved dog welcomed the visitors 'with
wanifestations of joy.

~The Struan was rudderless, her main-
| mast,. had been cut away to the deck, her
fore and mizzen topgallant masts and jib-
‘boom had been carried away. She had the
general appearance of having been on her
beam-ends, All the hatches were off and
the ship was so full'of water as to be un-
mnnageeble, although thére was no poselhu
ity of her sinking with 1,157,062 feet of pine
lumber:in her hold.

Captain Johnson inspected such pa;
he'could find, and learned that the geuruan
was bound for Melbourne, and, in addition
to'the lumber mentioned in her . hold, she
carried a deck load of 108,824 feet, but this
latter was all washed away d’urmg her en-
counter’ with the gale. Captain E. H.
Skagland, of Hungesund, Norway, wascap-
tain of the ship, and the crew all ‘told
numbered-22 men.

Captain Johnson got his hawser fast and
made an attempt to tow the ship toa port
of safety, but fouud her so heavy. with
water thut the Scotia . could. hardly move
her.: The hawser parted twice, and towards
dark another heavy soutHeast gale set in,
acoompnmed by so nouigh 'asea that the
prize was in: denger of proving the Scotia’s’
destruction. - Rather than risk his own ves-
lel Capt. Johnson cast off his line and came
e gaved the dog. In his opinion the
westerly swell was sufficient to set the
Struan ashore before morning, presumably
about Nestuggal bay, toward which cove
the swell was carrying her when he had his
last view. . The coast is quite rough there,
and the vessel would he likely to prove a
total loss.

So far nothing has been heard of her
crew, and it .is supposed all hands'were
lost, as it wounld be an exceptional ship’s
boat that would ride out such weather as
prevailed ‘for several days after the ship
was abandoned, which was presumably be-
tween the 13th ‘and 15th of this'month.

To THE Enu'on.—-—l notice a letter ine
your issue of to-day signed ‘‘Visitor”
pointing out ** one great deficiency which
exists ‘in the school teaching of this
place ” and going on to inform.us ‘that
is neglected
in 'Victoria.” What a it is that
before ** Visitors” rush into print_ with
sweeping condemnations of the towns
they arrive ‘at, they do not take the
trouble to visit some of the institutions
they are about to condemn.

As a fact, sir, apart from Visitor's fan-
cies, Victoria is as well provided “with
facilities for shorthand tuition as ‘ény
town of equal population in England.’ In
Corrig College, shorthand .\ commercial
correspondence and Book-keepmg, are
and have been included in the subjects
of instruction for the past five years, and
there is another school in the town and
many private teachers where a kiiowledge
of phonography can easily be obtained.
¢Visitors ’ reference to the public schools
of England is very misleading. 'As’ the
‘head-master of a grammar school in' a
town of 85,000 inhabitants, as one of the
managers of ‘twa very Jarge public schools
at one time member of a school board. a
regular university examiner of hlgher
class schools; and a frequent visitor ' of
elementary schools—I have had fair op-1
portunities of judging, and far from
shorthand being taught at _every elémen-
tary school, it'is very rarely even comsid-|
ered by the managers.

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- CHRISTMAS EVE’S TRAGEDY.

Full Report of the Evidence Taken
at the Coroner’s Inguest,
Yesierday-

.

Whelan Committed  for .Trial—How
He Condué¢ted Himself at' the
Enguiry. g

David Findlay Fee's tragic death was
the topic that monop.lized conversation
all Christmas day, aud expressions of sin-
cerest sorrow were heard on every hand.
“Dave ” Fee was so well-known and so
popular that everyone -seemed. to feela
personal interest in his loss, entirely
apars 'f:om that which the tragic circum-
gtances in connection with his/ death
* woald naturally create. The police court
was filled by an interested audiencein
ths morning, but the spectators were
fated to be disappoiuted. Whelan was not
in the dock, baving been removed to the

provineial jail on Christmas day, by order Ko

of ‘the Attorney-General, and the ‘cor-
oner’s jury sat at 2 o'clock. Then he
was brought to the police court and placed
in the prisoner’s pen. He had maintained
his composura all Thursday, saying no-
thing in connection with the shooting,
and very little else. When bronght in
from the cell to face the coroner’s jury,
yesterday, his face was noticed to twi:ch
convulsively, although he ‘allowed no
word of fear or nervous apprehension to
escape him.
Dr. Morrison, the coroner, having read
the list of jurors summoned, swore them
-in as follows: J. .M. Crimp, foreman ;
T. J. Burnes, W. Munsie, Richard Hall,’
Henry Jewell, and Percival R. Brown.
The first duty —of viewing the body—
was quickly performed, and the powder
marks upon the quiet face, showed how
. near the weapon causing ' his death must
have been when it was discharged. There
wasnodistortionof thefeatures of thedead,
and he wore in death ppon his breast the
fireman’s badge, that he prized so highly
in life. :
