In Britisf® Columbia there are 653 miles
of land telegraph lines and 23} miles of
submarine cable owned and operated by
the government. Cost of maintenance,
$30,500; annual revenue, $25,000.

company does to Wells, Fargo & Co.; but
it has been incorporated by act of parlia-
mens. We presume there is no difficulty
in the~American company -following suit.

An InsufMciency of * Hard Cash.

Such a time, of low prices and over-pro-

duction together, there surely never was

since the world began.

The view is advanced by some that

are all wrong in fixing our attention so
muach upon the fact of low prices, as if that
were the main trouble, while all the time
we miss the real cause. Itisnot a depre-

ciation of commodities, but an appreciation
of gold, that is what's the matter. The
former is what shows on the surface, but
the latter is the real cause, much less ob-’
served just because it lies underneath. Or,
in other words—the appreciation of gold is
masked orconcealed from our view by thede-
procitﬁonofwmmodltiel; and we waste our
ingenuity trying to account for the latter,
while we fail to recoguize the former,though
it is far the more impertant of the two.
Such is the view of present low prices and
their chief cause, as presented by some au-
thorities who are at least entitled to a re-
spectful hearing.

In recent years the aggregate volume of
the world’s commercial exchanges has had
an enormous expansion. But the product
of gold from all quarters does not increase
in proportion; nay, it has, during many
years back, shown not only a relative, but
also an absolute falling off, Nngland,
meanwhile, insists upou it that gold is the
only real money, and Germany some years
ago followed her example and demonetized
gilver. 1In order then to supply the world
with & sufficiency of ‘‘hard cash” for its
exchanges, we should restore silver to its
old place as legal tender, equally with
gold. What the Iatter by itself cannot do,
simply because there is not enough of it
for the needs of the civilized world, will
will be done easily enough if we only bring
in silver to make up the deficiency.

Such is, in brief, the view now advanced
by some very able men in England, in-
cluding some of a philosophical turn and
some thorough-going men of affairs. But
the orthodox authorities are “down on it”
altogether, and from them it gets no favor.
It is just possible that the present extra-
ordinary and world-wide prevalence of low
prices may compel a reconsideration of the
whole subject, and may stir up such fresh
activity of inquiry as shall result in bring-
ing us new light on the subject some of
these days. ]

The Annexation Hoof.

Toronto Evening News : The contrast be-
tween the comparative in rence with
which Canadians received the tidings of
American elections a dozen or-so years ago
and the excitement of yesterday, illustrates
vex:tronxly the gradual drawing tegether
of two ples. The loyalists may not
like it, but they cannot get over the fact.

The News likes it, no doubt. There is
nearly as much interest shown in England
in the result as in Canada. But Cana-
dians are interested not that they want
any of it, but only in so far as it shows
how that greater public opinion outside of
single nations is shaping itself, especially
in the matter of trade pelicy. Canada is
gradually drawing away from the United
States, not to it, and it is in that faith and
in that hope that The World lives.

With great giee the Globe quotes from
the *‘extreme protectionist” New York
Tribune : “Wages are low, times are
hard, and many men are out of work.”
The cenelusion we are supposed to draw
is that the N. P. is the source of this, We
decline to do so. With more force we
could show that free trade is the cause of
the hard times in England. The @hicago
Daily News a few daysago traced the hard
times to the immigration of Poles, Italians,
Bohemians, and others. This was a
species of free trade, was it not? We
have not heard of a fax on immigrants yet.

Of course Canadians feel a considerable
interest in the American elections: but
this does not mean that they are sesking
for annexation, It mesns this, mainly—
that they do not wans to see anything hap-
pen on the other side that would encour-
age the enemies of our national policy to
keep up the fight against it. Destroy
Canada’s commercial independence, and
such measure of political independenee as
she has achieved would quickly follow. It
is the N. P. above all things that now
stands in the way of these previnces drop-
ping into the union. It is mot loyalty to
the sovereign, three thousand miles from
here, but a patriotic attachment to this
new nationality ot ours, that holds she do-
minion together.

$100 to $200 and costs, or six months
hard labor.
