DR, ZOCKWOOD SPEAKS OUT,

The Bleguent  Ci Divine on the
Church and the fug Clnsses.

One of the most brilliant and suggestive
lectures of the present season was given last
night m Association Iall by Rev. Dr. Lock-
wood; a liberal-minded - American Baptist
preacher, A Methodist, Rev. Jobn E. Lance-
ley, presided, and it is a significant fact that
he alone occupied a seat on the platform.

In a two-bours’ oratien Dr. Lockwood
spoke more plainly, told more unpalatable
facts, without fear or favor, acting on the pro-
verb *‘Speak thie truth and shame the devil,”
than The World’s Ecclesiastical Young man
has heard during the present year of grace.

Christ as o working carpenter and compan-
ion and friend and Master of poor 1nen, was
the lecturer’s opening study, and the picture
was limed with a true artist’s touch. This
gave the keyuote to the subsequent passages.
With vigor the Doctor, who is unquestionablv a
Christiam socialist, though probably he would
wob own the sweeping impeachment,inveighed
against the insinuation conveyed in the parrot
phrase, * The gospel for the ungodly working
clagses.” More pertinens, said he, would it
be * The gospel for the ungodly rich.” ®e-
chanics, clerks, artizans, lanorers and their
fawilies form the majority of church members
on the American continent.

The avarchists of Cincinnati with all their
wild preaching did nothing like so much ruin
in a quarter of a centurp as she rich, respect-
able, godly peopleof the Fidelity Bank in six
months, The remark that the same might
npplv to Turonto was cheered.

It would be as well for ministers to preach
now and then on the need of com-
nercial  probity gas well as on _the
evils of strikes and boycottrs [Applause.]

It is social wrongs which divorces so Jarge a
section of the working class from the church.

The caste, cliques and Pbarisaism ef the
church he scathingly denounced. Ministers
are too often slaves of the few rather than
mouthpieces of .God. [Applause.] A church
that is either for the rich or for the poor is
less than a Chnistian church.

The cuckoo cry thist *‘it is not preaching
 the guspel” when a minister lays bare social
evils and denounces devilry, 18 too common
and is a revelation of the state of couscience
of the Pharisaic goody-goody ones.

1f a preacher eondemns the libertine and the
courtezan he is forsuoth ‘‘indecent.” In burning
words Dr. Lockwood denounced this compla-
¢ ucyand covering up of social evils,matntained
that the church stould grapple manfully with
them, and war against the spirit of the world.,
zhe flesh and the devil.

The problems of life ought to be grappled
with by the church. Not lungs but brains
are wantsed. [Apvlause.] The *'gospel of the
kingdom” is ndt peurile effeninacy but robust,
vital, heroic, Christlike. Itwas not merely a
swothing syrup for a deathbed, but a tonic for
shope and kitchens, for homes and halls, for
all sorts and conditions of wen. This gospel
is rightness, service, self-sacrifice, the better-
ng the common-lot of man, a general amelior-
ator of life’s hard lot in every sense.

The work of churches is to *‘drive the devil
out” wherever and in whatever guise he may be
found. [Applauss.]

In the latter part of this suggestive lecture
Dr. Lockwood treated of the social revolution
which true Christianity had produced and
would in the coming vears much more vroduce.
It bad fought the battle for human freedom
and the rights of man.. “Fraternity, lberty,
equality” , are Christian principles. The
mission of the gospel is to remove the blights
and blackness of workaday life. [Applause. ]

Hence he bespoke for the gospel and
churches where this is truly preached the
sympathy of workingmen—he would scorn to
ask for their patronage.

Dr. Lockwood’s concluding appeal was a
stirring one. ' He has no use for the man who
sits luzily,down “todream of heaven.” *Such
a man,” suid he, ‘48 fit neisher for the king-
dom above nor thag on earth.”
 The gospal is troader than man’s thoughts;
it 18 of universal apphcation; it will remedy
every social and political evil. If Chiristian-
ity be true perfect social order will come—
[Applause.] The leaven 18 now working. God
speed the work !

Religious forms will never save a man, a
oitv or a state. “If I did not believe Christ
died for all, and-thas His gospel would cure
every social 11l 1 would stop preaching. To
preach anything else is all humbug.”

Blue, the Deputy Mimster, to mnake a report
to the department on the swine-breeding in-
dustry in Ontario. In his memo to Mr. Blue |

It has been the general practice in Ontario,
for many vears past, to make porkin the pen
by feeding concentrated and expensive foods,
and by keoping through the winter a consider-
able number of hogs. It has been fairly
well demonstrated, ' however, that at the
price pork has commanded during the
pust eight or ten years thero hag’been but litule
profit in this mods of feeding. It is believed
that, by following the practice now well estab-
lished indifferent parts of the United States
and to some extent in Ontario, hogs may be
profitabiy raised and sold between the middle
of March and the first of November, and that
their food should largely consist of growing
crops in the field. such as clover, mangels, etc.
The objiact of enquiry, therefore, should be to
ascertain what is the practice of tho most suc-
cessful breeders and feedersin this line, and
:Iao in reference to the marketing and sale

ogs, \

rat, to asoertain from our local packers and
men engnged in the trade. the extent of impor-
tation from the States, and the price paid during
the past four or five years. (2) As to the pre-
ference, if any, given to Canadianover Ameri-
can pork in the English markets, and the
opinibn of dealers as to the permanency of the
market.

Secondly, to ascertain from breedors and
teeders the best practice cmployed. (2) As to
what time young pigs should be littered. (3)
Mode of treatinent in early life, 1ncluding the
weaning and subsequent feeding of pigs. (1)
What additional food ie required while hogw;
are pasturingon clover,and as to the mode ‘:?
feeding for final preparation for sale. }

Mr. Blue prepared an elaborate report on
the lines indicated by the Minister and the
departinent sent copies of it out last evenine.
Letters are printed from dozens of well-
known raisers of hogs on all thg poiuts named.
Among other things the report says :

““The day of the fat hog is gone by, except-
ing in the lumber woods and other places
where larze numbers of laborera’are employed,
and instead of carcasses of 350 vo 500 lbs.,
per cent. of which is white, the market now
calls for carcasses of 110 to 160 lbs. of fine
meat, well streaked with lean and rat. For
this quality of meat there appears to be a
steadily growing demand in our towns and
cities, as shown by the figares of pork-
packers, and an_almost unlimited demand in
the markets of England.

““‘How to produce it in Ontario, just of the
right quality and at a remunerative cost, is a
matter which calls for car ful inquiry and
consideration. The market 18 not wimply for
a liog or carcass of certain weight; if the mea®
is not firm and fleshy, containing a large pro-
portion of lean, but is a mass of fat, the hog
of 200 1bs. is as unsuitable as one ot 300 or 400
lba. Just now one of the largest packing
establishments in Canada (Wm, i)avu-u & Co.
of Toronto) is obliged Lo get its supply of live
hogs from Chicago, because Canadian hogs of
even moderate weight are too fat to inake the
cured ineats requred for the Eng-
lish  markets. Nothing can  persuade
the Loudou provision men to deal in
the ‘‘glorious fat” meat, and the firm

referred to bave informed me that some fat
Canadian bacon which they have in Londun
at the present time is being sacrificed to the
extent of two cents per pound because of this
feature. In England as well asin the towns
aud cities of Outario the brand ‘‘choicest
quality” means well fed lean meat; and until
our farmers breed and feed so as to produce
that quality of meat they cannot hope to
supply the market. The extent to which they
fail 1n me-ting the wants of the home m“l‘f"
is shown by the figures of the following table,
which gives the values of exports of Canadian
production and the values of imports for con-
sumption for the five fiscel years 1884-9 :

The market for hve hogs required for pack-
ing establishmeats has been fairly constant
during the past six years. In ouly one of the
six vears has the average price fallen below $5
per 100 Ib, live weight. For the six month:
October-March the averaze bprice of the six
years is $5.36 per 100 lb., while for th:
six months Avpril-September it is §5.69.
Again, for the three wonths Novenber,
December and January, whea most of the
hogs are. sold or slaughtered by farmers, the
average price of the six years is $4.92, while
for the three months, July, August and
September, it i3 $5.78—u difference of price in
tavor of the summer months of 86 cents per
100 1b. live weight.  From tais it would fol-
low that the season of most profituble feeding
is the early summer, and that the object
should be to get the hogs ready for markes in
the period of the hizhest range of prices—say
from June to October. But to avoid over-
stocking the muarket in summer or winter the
safer course would be to feed with a view to
maintaining a regular supply throughous the
year.”

For Want of Christinm Unity Forces are
Wasted and Fizzles Ensue—Too Mamy
Cooks Spoll the Broth—Rival Instead of
United ns—Drink and the Devil's
Kingdom.

Tbe Dominion Evangelical Alliance con-
cluded its conferencs in this city last night.
It bas not been an unqualified success. Tlie
attendance of delegates has been meagre, and
the subjects discussed have certainly not been
“burning” ones. Still good has been done,
the thoughts of men have been widened, and
countenances of ministerial friends sharpened
as ‘‘iron sharpeneth iron.”

The subject of discussion-yesterday was
Christian Unity in its relation to Missions,
Temperance and Papal Aggression. Vigorous
speeches were ‘made and animated discussions
followed. 1In the evening the work of the
alliance was ably reviewed, lessous deduced,
hopeful signs indicased aud farewell addresses
given.

Rev. Dr. Antliff of Montreal was chairman
at the morning sessicn. He enlarged on the
great possibilities of missions and teinperance
work by a united effort on the part of all evan-
gelical denominations.

Rev. Dr, Parsons followed in the same
strain. He was applauded when he stated
that there is too much Pharisaism in the
church, Too many preachers stocd in their
Eulpiu and preached to suit the moneybag in

is pew, and so, in’ consequence, many grand
ministers were being driven into comparative
obscurity because their sermonsdid not meet
with the approval of the wealthy hearer. The
enemy was gaining & strong foothold in the
Christian church, clothed in the livery of
heaven.

Rev. E. K. Cressy of Montreal dealt with
the temperance question. The rum power,
he maintained, shiinks not trom contest with
the church. 'i'hny have leaders, money, or-
gamization and forces, and sheir whole
object is triumph. The church in the tem-
perance work is a failure and a fizzle—it has
made no assault on the rum traffic, and has
only kept up a straggling fire.
