THE RACE.—The first race was just a

The Grand Old Man as Full of Fire as of
Yore—He Electrifies His Audience by
His Vim-Sareastic Balfour Calmly
Replies to the Opposition Leader—The
Bill Passes to ite Second Reading.

LoxpoN, May 24.—Mr. Gladstone was
received with hearty cheers when he arose
to-day in the House of Commons to speak
on the Irish Local Government, bill

He said that the bill stamped Ireland
and Irishmen with the. most ignominious
quality .as compared with Great Britain,
The bill falsified even the miserable con-
tracted relics of solemn pledges whereby
the presént majority in Parliament obtained
he people’s commission in 1889. It was'a
bill the pzomoters of which found it ex-
pedient to press upon the acceptance of the
people of Ireland by menacing them with
the horrors of civil war if they should dare
to refuse the measure thus forced upon
them.

“\What,” exclaimed Mr. Gladstone, “was
Lord Salisbury’s speech at Covent Garden
but an incitement to civil war? In the
whole domain of political literature it would
be impossible to find an utterance display-
ing more reckless contempt for the dictates
of wisdom, prudence and sagacity.

«The Government has apparently ran-
sacked the past for all the most odious
legislative precedents and combined them
all in one measure, which it presented to
the people of Ircland as a %9nerons fylfil-
ment of the promises whi¢h/the Government
has made. !

“No self-respecting man could serve on
the Irish County Councils, in view of the
monstrous restrictions on his liberty of ac-
tion.

“To sum up, the bill was branded in
-every clause with the vamp of inequality.
Every evil precedent in the past has been
utilized by the framers of the measure, in
order to find provisions bad enough to suit
their purposes. FEverything good in
previous legislation has been left outyevery-
thing had inscribed.

«Phe bill,” Mr. Gladstone added, ‘‘em-

Mr. Gladstone spoke for 70 minutes in
all He delivered his remarks with fire
and eloquence and electrified the Liberals
and Nationalists, who cheered him at every

Balfour Not Ruffled.

Mr. Balfour gotup ina calm "way and
was heartily received by the Conservatives
and ' Liberal-Unionists. He said that the
right hon. gentleman had dealt most in
terms of general' abuse, . but carefully
avoided indicatin n.ng' specific of evil or
injustice in  the bill He assailed
the messure almost as severely as he used to
assail the Irish constabulary before that con-
stabulary showed, in the recent struggle be-
tween ILrish factions, that its members were
just as willin?‘to risk their lives in pro-
tecting Mr. Gladstone’s friends from injury
as they were in preventing those friends
from doing injury to others.

Mr. Balfour went over the points of the
bill, arguing that it was an eminently wise
and pro;{ler measure and that the indefinite
abuse which it had received at the bands of
the leader of the Opposition wss the best
evidence that no sound ‘argument could be
presented against any of its’ clauses. -

The bill paseed to a second reading by a
vote of 339 to 247.

tor, Mr. J. B. McKillop.

Mr. Meredith,
who has a lien on the sum for his services,
swore that the whole amount of the settle-
ment, §225, belonged to him and was a just
cliarge for services performed as counsel for
the plaintiff. © Questioned by Mr. D. H.
Tennent, Mr, Jarmain's lawyer, Mr. Mere-
dith admitted that he had intended to give
his client, Miss Ormond, a *‘gratuity” and
might still carry ‘out those intentions.

metal products of the industrial North,

“It is said that Mr. Harrison will, in
some fortnight’s time, issue a proclama-
tion placing these on the free list. Im-
mediately that is done,Parliamentaryjdisso-
lution will be declared here, and reiiance
will be placed on the reaction this will
canse among the workingmen in favar of
the Government,

, ““This is not a very plausible explanation
of Salisbury’s unaccountable/ talk in favor
of differential duties, though it comes from
alsource which I am warranted in describ-
ing as authoritative.”

Secretary Yoster Says ““Absurd.”

WasaiNeron, D.C., May 24.—Secretary
Foster dented to-night as absurd the story
froin London that the President would in a
short time issue a proclamation under the
reciprocity clause of the MecKinley Act

But Lady Salisbury
again saw into her husband’s future, and as
Lord Derby remained firm in his opposition
she aded Salisbury to recant. This
