At the age of 18 she married
John Kelly, of Galt, Ont., and tor a short
time lived at Long Point and in 1835 she
and her husband and several others with
a wagon avd a yoke of oxen drove to
Brooke through the dense forest taking
two weeks to make the journey of ome
hundred miles. Her husband and several
others had purchased some U. E. Loyal-
ists’ rights. A record of thetrials and ex-
periences of those early days would make
an interesting book. Her husband pre-
deceased her many years ago. She was
the mother of nine children :—George
and William now deceased, John, Water-
town, Sask., James and Thomas, Elbow.
Sask., Mrs, Wm, Greer and Mrs. John
Correstine,” Brooke, Mrs, Jas, Willipm-
son, Dauplin, Man., Mrs. W. G. King,
Watertown, Sask., thirty seven grand
children and thirty-four great grand-
children.

The funeral took place on Wednesday
afternoon at St. James’ cemetery the
services being conducted, in the absence
of the rector, by Rev. J. M. Gunne, of
Wyoming, the pall bearers being John
King, James King, James Glass, Isaac
Newell, John Cowan and B. Richardson.

A WARM IMPRESSION.

Lord Clarendon Tells a Story of the
“Heat of Burma. . ;

Lord (Clsrendon, who, the other
day, gave away his daughter in mar-
riage to  Viscount Valletort; is the
gixth earl, and the son of one of the
foremost statesmen of the last cen-
tury. During his long public career
Lord Clarendon’s father was ambas-
sador at Madrid, Lord Privy Seal, and
thrice Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs. He was also Viceroy of Ire-
land from 1847 to 1852, a period which
included the great famine and the
young Ireland rebellion.

The present Lord Clarendon has
been J;sﬁnguished as a courtier
rather than a politician, although as
long ago as 1869 he was elected to
the House of Commons. He on]y eat
for a few ~months, however, before
being called to the House of Lords by
the death of his father. Queen Vie-
toria appointed him a Lord-in-Wait-
ing in 1895, and in 1900 he succeéded
Lord Hopetoun as Lord Chamberlain,
in which capacity a large quantity
of hard work fell to his lot in coun-
nection with the coronation of King
Edward.

He wag born in London on Febru-
ary 11, 1846, and has been twice mar-
ried, his first bride being Lady Caro-
line Elizabeth Agar, eldest daughter
of the third Earl of Normanton, who
died in 1894. In 1908 Lord Clarendon
married the widow of the Hon. Ed-
ward Bourke.

His lordship is a keen follower of
the hounds, shoots, and takes a great
interest in his estate. Also, he is an
excellent billiard player, and holds
his own against the majority of his
friends who visit the Grove, near
Watford,

Lord Clarendon is also a capital
raconteur, and one story retailed runs
like this: “Don’t open the window,
my dear,” cried the colonel, as his
better half made as though ehe wouid
ventildte the stifling, hot apartment,
“I don’t find the room at all
warm. Why, I remember when I was
up in Burma I got into a place where
the sun actually raised great blisters
on the blocks of ice which we had to
sit on to prevent us getting brain
fever—and in the shade, too! The
water in the rivers was steaming,
absolutely boiling, and the cattle in
the fields used to walk about brown-
ed all over just like roast beef; even
the hens used to lay boiled eggs, and
when it rained hundreds of cases of
scalding were treated at the local
hospital. I remember how—"> His

'MAIL POUCHES. = .

They Cost From a Few Cents to Thou-
sands of Dollars Each.

Uncle Sam has twenty-eight differ-
ent kinds of mail bags in service, and
they range in cost from 22 cents to
$2,156 each. There are mail pouches
for almost every conceivable use, and
you can ship almost anything that
comes within the postal regulations
with a minimum of loss and breakage,
says Harper’s Weekly. Probably the
most peculiar mail bag is the one ar-
ranged for carrying bees. Sending
bees by mail was a difficult operation
before the “bee bag” was adopted.
Usually the bees arrived at their des-
tination dead or so exhausted that
they were of little use. Now these
little honey makers can be shipped by
mail several thousand miles in the
“bee bag” without suffering and can
obtain air and a good supply of food
furing their transit.

Mail bags are made of various mate-
rials. The cheapest are of cotton and
the most costly of leather. Those used
on fast expresses are re-enforced with
metal so that they can be flung from
fast moving trains without damage.

thirteen stripes of blue. Each country
{ marks its' own mail pouches in some
individual way, so that if ohe gets
lost in a far country its ownership
can be readily detected.

Nearly 65,000,000 mail bags are used
each year by the whole country, and
as they are being worn out all the
time the supply has to be kept up.
There are mail bag hospitals, where
tens of thousands of them go every
week. One such mail bag hospital re-
pairs upward of 5,000 a day. These
crippled bags are in all sorts of dilap-
idated conditions. A railroad wreck
may injure several hundreds or thou-
sands, and these must all go to the
hospital before entering active life
again. Christmas 1is responsible for
much damage to the mail bags, owing

mediately after the midwinter holiday
season several hundred thousand bags
go to the hospitals.

Mail bags are the most traveled of all
articles in use today. They are con-
stantly moving, and it would be im-
possible to estimate the number of
miles a bag ten years old has tray-
i eled.

CELLAR POTATOES.

Grown on a Table In the Dark In a
Few Inches of €:.l.

If you have at your disposal a small
and quite dark cellar and an old kit~
chen table, how would you like to
grow potatoes, excellent ones that are
declared to be superior in flavor to
the ordinary farm grown variety?
This can be done very easily by fol-
lowi a method which is attracting
considerable attention in France.

First of all you need the dark cellar.
The absence of light is essential, for
the filtration of even a few rays of
light would cause the potatoes to
waste their eénergies in putting forth
sprouts in s.ll\gilrecﬁons instead of
the buds of little potatoes: Next you
need a table, over which you place a
layer two or three inches thick of fine,
dry and carefully sifted earth. Then
you select some good two-year-old po-
tatoes—that is to say, those of last
year’s gathering. Any potatoes in a
good state of pretervation will do, but
it is best to select large tubers with-
out defects, ‘for the slightest trace. of
fungus epreads rapidly and may spoil
the whole ¢rop. Now take a slightly
moistened sponge and pass it over
each potato to work off the crypto-
gammic germs that are so injurious to
vegetable tissues. some of the
potatoes have already begun to sprout
the sprouts must be removed care-
fully without wounding the tuber.

After you have done all this take
the potatoes one by one and half bury
them in the soil, planting them in
rows spaced about four inches apart.

There is no back breaking toil with
the hoe in the broiling sun and no
fighting against potato bugs. The
tubers should be-inspected by candle-
light occasionally to see that every-
thing is progressing satisfactorily. In
two or hgree weeks after planting it
will be found that each potato is cov-
ered with tiny white points which sev-
eral days later change into little pota-
toes that grow rapidly.

When the little potatoes are reason-
ably large they may be carefully re-
moved, leaving in place the old pota-
toes, which continue to bear. Beveral
weeks later another crop may be gath-
ered and even a third. The budding
continued until the parent tuber is
completely exhausted and nothing re-
mains of it but the skin.

In case sprouts push forth on the
potatoes they must be cut off with
scissors. Potatoes grown in this way
have one very excellent quality. They
have so thin a skin that it may be
simply washed off. No scraping or
paring is necessary. They also have
an excellent flavor and are firmer
than ordinary farm grown varieties,
with less tendeficy to soften. A
